1. Presentation of the procedure and the PhD student

By Order No. 2673 of 07.11.2024 of the Rector of the Neophyt Rilski University, I
have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury in the procedure for the defense of a
dissertation on the topic "Projections of domestic violence and policies for the protection of
victims in the Republic of Kosovo" for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree
"doctor" professional field 3.4. Social activities with author Adile Shachiri.

Adile Shachiri was enrolled on 16/07/2019 in the free form of doctoral study at the
Department of Medical and Social Sciences, Faculty of Public Health, Health Care and Sports,
Neofit Rilski University. She successfully passed the doctoral exams and completed the
activities set out in the individual study plan.

The materials for participation in the dissertation defense procedure (dissertation in
English, abstract - in Bulgarian, declaration of authenticity and 5 publications on the topic of
the dissertation) have been prepared and presented in accordance with the regulatory

requirements.
Adile Shachiri holds a BA in Social Work from the University of Tirana (1998-2002),

a MA in Political Science (2009-2014), a postgraduate specialization in Social Administration
(2005-2006).

The doctoral student has 22 years of professional experience in the field of social work.
She started working at the Center for Social Work in Pristina in 2002, where he was responsible
for social services, then from 2003 to 2019. holds the position of "senior official" in the

Ministry of Labor and Social Welfare of Pristina with direct involvement in the initiation,



preparation and monitoring of social policies for the protection of victims of trafficking, sexual
crimes and domestic violence.

From 2019 is the head of the Social Services Department in the Ministry of Justice of
Kosovo. Her work is related to drafting and ensuring the implementation of legislation in the
field of social services in accordance with EU standards and coordination of activities with
relevant institutions; monitoring of the work of social services at the Center for Social Work in
the Republic of Kosovo; development of partnerships with non-governmental organizations in
the field of social services; offering and developing programs to increase the professional skills
of employees in social services.

Adile Shachiri speaks English and Italian.

2. Relevance of the problem

The dissertation work is dedicated to a current problem for social practice, such as
domestic violence and victim protection policies in the Republic of Kosovo. The choice of the
topic is not an end in itself, but is motivated and based on the expertise and rich professional
experience of the doctoral student in the studied field.

3. Characteristics and analysis of the thesis

The dissertation is 158 pages long (139 pages of main text) and includes: introduction,

three chapters, conclusion and recommendations, contributions, lists of tables and figures,
publications on the dissertation, bibliography and two appendices.

Formally, the thesis meets the requirements for this type of scientific development.

The introduction highlights the importance and relevance of the researched problem, as
well as the motivation for choosing the topic.

In chapter one, entitled "Theoretical framework", a conceptual overview of domestic
violence, the consequences of experienced violence, international and national legal
regulations is made. Mechanisms and procedures for working with victims of domestic
violence in Kosovo are presented, as well as the institutional framework.

The PhD student summarizes the factors contributing to the prevalence of domestic
violence in Kosovo at the macro and micro levels.

Chapter one ends with a logical summary of the presented data and a rationale for the
design of the dissertation work.

Chapter two describes the methodology and tools of the study. The goal, the tasks, the
hypothesis and 2 research questions are formulated.

Quantitative and qualitative methods were used for the purpose of the study.



A questionnaire was developed, containing 21 open and closed questions, distributed
online to 200 selected social workers directly involved in working on cases of domestic
violence (22% of registered specialists in Kosovo).

For participation in the focus group, 9 experts engaged in policy development in the
studied area at the national and regional level were selected.

The criteria for including participants in the survey and focus groups are described.

Correlation and regression analysis were applied to process the quantitative data, and
thematic analysis was used to analyze the results of the focus group discussion.IIpencraBenu
ca OpraHM3alusATa Ha IPOYYBAaHETO U CTUYHUTE ACIIEKTH, KaTo ca
(dbopMyIHpaHu U OTPaHUYEHUATA TIPU pPeaTr3upaHe Ha H3CIEABAHETO.

Chapter three presents the results and main conclusions.

The results of the survey among social workers show that psychological and physical
violence are the most common in Kosovo families, and the perpetrators are mostly men. This
is also supported by the data from the focus group discussion.

When ranking the causes of domestic violence indicated by social workers, the most
important are poverty, economic problems, the use of psychoactive substances, "lack of
patience in relationships" and divorce. The importance of the unstable political situation
potentiating the spread of the above-mentioned problems is also highlighted.

Practices for providing support to victims of violence and the related needs of social
workers have also been studied.

Work with violent parents, psychological work with child victims of violence and
ensuring their protection are indicated as the most critical.

A need to improve 'case management' for victims of domestic violence has been
identified. Communication and collaboration with different actors in dealing with domestic
violence have been identified as areas requiring improvement.

Emphasis is placed on the need to increase the professional capacity of social service
providers in dealing with cases of domestic violence.

The results of the study show that "social policies, through family and social services,
have contributed to removing the phenomenon from the framework of family private life and
treating it as an institutional or professional problem", for which appropriate interventions
should be applied.

Based on the results of the study, recommendations for practice are proposed.

The results are illustrated with 16 tables and 34 figures.



The dissertation work is a well-conceived and analyzed study, the results of which would
contribute to the enrichment of social practice in an important area, such as working with
victims of domestic violence and its prevention at various levels.

The main conclusions based on the literature review and the results of the study are
formulated clearly and in accordance with the set goals and objectives. The presented
results prove the research hypothesis.

The recommendations made logically follow the main conclusions and aim at the
possible areas of application. They reflect both the scientific view and the solid professional
experience of the PhD student in the field of domestic violence

4. Contributions

The PhD student made 6 contributions, divided into 2 groups: theoretical (3) and practical
(3). I would like to highlight the main contributions of the dissertation work:

e A first-of-its-kind study of domestic violence in Kosovo was conducted in the
context of socio-cultural characteristics, available policies and implemented
interventions.

e The significance of the "proactive and informed approach" for prevention and
interventions in cases of domestic violence is brought out.

e Areas for future research regarding domestic violence are outlined.

e The results of the study will also contribute to the development of prevention and
intervention policies for victims of violence, as well as to optimizing the work of
social structures.

e The results of the theoretical analysis and the empirical study can serve in the
development and planning of training modules for the continuing qualification of
professionals from the helping professions, law enforcement and the law
enforcement system.

5. Abstract

The abstract is 67 pages long, corresponds in content to the dissertation work and meets

the relevant requirements.

6. Publications on the topic of the dissertation work

Five publications on the subject of the dissertation are presented, 2 of which
are independent, in 2 - the PhD student is the first author, and in 1 - the fourth
author. The publication activity is in accordance with the normative requirements

for admission to protection.



7. Critical comments and recommendations

The critical comments and recommendations made in the internal defense review have
been taken into account to a significant extent.

I recommend Adile Shachiri to continue her research on domestic violence and extend
it cross-culturally, and to develop and initiate a training course for professionals in the helping
professions and the law enforcement system.

8. Conclusion

Adile Shachiri's dissertation demonstrates her extensive knowledge of social work;
skills to systematize and analyze scientific literature and argue one's own position; to organize
and conduct empirical research; to analyze the results obtained; to summarize and refine
conclusions and derive recommendations. Her extensive professional experience in developing
policies and practices in the field of domestic violence in Kosovo also contributes to this.

The dissertation meets the mandatory conditions, quantitative and qualitative indicators
for awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor", in accordance with the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Application of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff and the Internal Rules for development of the academic staff of the Neofit Rilski
University, Blagoevgrad.

The above gives me reason to recommend to the members of the scientific jury to award
the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" to Adile Shachiri in professional field 3.4 Social

activities, field of higher education 3. Social economic and legal sciences.
