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1. General information of the candidate

Adile Shagqiri is a recognized specialist with extensive professional experience in the
field of policies and social services for victims of violence in the Republic of Kosovo. The
curriculum vitae testifies to the candidate's serious academic background in the field of social
work, and the work experience of the PhD student is professionally focused on defining
policies, social services and the protection of victims of domestic violence. The topic of the
dissertation is a logical consequence of the educational path and professional interests of the
PhD student. The overall reading of the dissertation demonstrates a strong personal interest in
researched issue, as well as significant scientific-applied and practical contributions by the
author.

The set of materials submitted for evaluation — dissertation, abstract and professional
CV of the PhD student is in accordance with the requirements of the Law on Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the normative documents of the South-West
University "Neofit Rilski".

2. Relevance of the dissertation

The significance of the developed dissertation is indisputable. The relevance of the
problems is obvious in scientifically applied, practice-applied and theoretical terms. The
problem of violence against women and children is a current and pressing issue, due to the
severe, physical, mental and social consequences for both victims and society. Recently, in
theory and practice, more and more attention has been paid to the origin of domestic violence
and the factors that influence the growth of this phenomenon. The contemporary and relevant



nature of the dissertation research stems from the fact that the issue being examined is
widespread but also underreported as a crime, both globally and within the society of Kosovo.
The new dimension that the PhD student adds to the understanding of the problem is the tracing
of the phenomenon of domestic violence in its various dimensions with an emphasis on the
situation in Kosovo. Given the appropriately used tools for the analysis of theoretical
frameworks and empirical data, the dissertation research is a valuable resource for raising the
level of awareness of the society in Kosovo and improving professional intervention. The
arguments mentioned so far give me grounds to define the topic of the dissertation research as
significant and relevant.

3. Characteristics and evaluation of the dissertation

The dissertation has a total volume of 158 pages, of which 139 pages are the main text,
illustrated with 16 tables and 34 figures, and includes a reference list with 141 sources. The
dissertation contains 2 appendices, which contain author's samples of the applied methods and
tools used to collect empirical information. Structurally, the work consists of an introduction, a
theoretical framework of the problem, an original author's conceptual and methodological part
for the implementation of field research, including research goals and objectives, tools and
methods for data collection, a main hypothesis, ethical considerations, and limitations. The third
chapter presents a thorough analysis of the obtained results, highlighting the role of social
services, policies, and protective measures in reducing domestic violence.

The introduction of the dissertation presents the topic of the scientific research and
justifies the need for its development. Based on the in-depth understanding of the problems of
the practitioners and the personal professional motivation of the author, the introductory part
clearly highlights the applied nature of the research.

The theoretical elaboration of the problem focuses on the legislative and policy
framework, the social and institutional environment in which domestic violence spreads in
Kosovo and the specific context determining the main risk factors influencing domestic
violence. The combination of all research areas within the theoretical study clearly points to the
individual consequences and challenges faced by victims, as well as to the specific deficits of
domestic violence, institutional framework and protection measures in Kosovo. In tracing the
leading definitions and theoretical concepts, the analysis and generalization, as well as the
author's interpretation and assessment of various nuances in the researched field. The existing
concepts of authoritative scientists are examined, and their achievements are cited accurately,
which proves that the author is deeply familiar with significant publications and tools for
analysis and research of the problem posed, demonstrates a critical reflection on concepts and,
most importantly, does not lose focus between the many interpretations, but refracts the
multifaceted nature of the problem of domestic violence through the social reality in Kosovo.

The design of the empirical study is structured in a way that corresponds to the
requirements for constructive research. The research framework contains a goal and objectives,
a hypothesis, research methods and procedures. The overall study is the result of the PhD
student's in-depth reflection on the existing practice and his activities as a head of various
institutions and organizations providing social protection and services to victims of domestic
violence in Kosovo. The research is also distinguished by its spiral approach, which includes a



structured questionnaire for professionals directly involved in the protection of domestic
violence victims in Kosovo, as well as an in-depth discussion with a focus group of experts
engaged in shaping protection policies. For the processing of the empirical data obtained,
quantitative, regression and correlation analysis were used, which allowed to draw significant
conclusions.

The sample includes experts who hold a license to provide social services and who work
directly with victims of domestic violence. The questions included in the questionnaire fully
correspond to the profile of the respondents, on the one hand, and on the other, correspond to
the predetermined objectives, tasks and hypotheses of the survey (Appendix 1).

The focus group includes professionals who determine public policies in the field of
protection of victims of domestic violence. (Appendix 2). This ensures that the collected
empirical information is even more important for validating the conclusions drawn.

Undoubtedly, the greatest weight and interest are caused by the results and their
interpretation, described in the third chapter of the dissertation research. Within this part of
the dissertation, the results are presented, and as a significant contribution I find the established
need to improve the "case management" of victims of domestic violence. Moreover, as a result
of the theoretical analysis and the results obtained, the aim of the research is realized, namely,
to provide evidence of the influence of various factors in Kosovo influencing the spread of the
phenomenon of domestic violence and on the professional practice in working with victims of
domestic violence.

4. Contributions

Based on the provided materials, I can categorize the doctoral candidate's contributions
into the following groups:

1. Scientific and applied contributions, highlighting a new perspective in existing
scientific fields:

e This is the first comprehensive research in Kosovo that that addresses the issue
of domestic violence within the context of existing policies, institutional
mechanisms, and cultural specificities and traditions.

e The study allows us to define conclusions and recommendations that can
improve the existing professional practice.

2. Practical and applied contributions

e The analysis of the results obtained points to the author's recommendations on
the need for constant and targeted interventions to victims of domestic violence,
as well as improving the work of institutions.

e The practical orientation of the dissertation research is a kind of handbook
through which vulnerable groups can improve their awareness of the scale,
negative consequences of domestic violence and institutional support, on the one
hand, and on the other hand, improve the effectiveness of existing policies in
this area in Kosovo.

3. Theoretical and applied contributions:

e The research enriches the scientific literature by exploring the connection

between domestic violence and specific locally relevant factors, contributing



new insights into the understanding of the phenomenon within the context of
Kosovo.
5. Abstract
The abstract reflects the most important elements of the research and gives a summary
of the content and results achieved in the dissertation.
6. Related publications
The PhD student presents a total of 5 open-access publications, as well as participation
in scientific forums.

7. Recommendations

I would like to make the following recommendations:

1. I recommend the author to look for a variety of ways to promote the results of his
dissertation.

2. Presenting a comprehensive conceptual framework for the research right at the

beginning, which includes the research questions, objectives, tasks, and hypothesis, as

well as clarifying the degree of validation of the proposed hypothesis, will significantly

enhance the overall presentation of the researched issue.
8. Conclusion

Considering the merits of the dissertation, arising from its relevance,
comprehensiveness and conscientiousness of the research carried out and the results achieved,
I believe that the research will attract the interest of professionals working in the field of social
support for victims of violence. The PhD student demonstrates competent use of literature
sources, precise structuring of the problem under consideration and its development in an
independent scientific study. Relevant methods for studying and analysing empirical data are
selected. The results obtained have been analysed and summarized adequately, and the
conclusions drawn have been presented correctly.

The outlined merits and the practical and applied nature of the dissertation research give
me reason to recommend the members of the scientific jury to award the educational and
scientific degree of "Doctor" to Adile Shaqiri in the professional field 3.4 Social Activities,
Field of Higher Education 3. Social Economic and Legal Sciences.
