Maria Pantoleon Papadima is a Greek citizen who is enrolled in a full-time
doctoral program at the Department of Finance and Accounting at the Southwestern
University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad. She graduated with a bachelor's degree in
Philosophy and Pedagogy, and later her master's degree is in Banking.

She fulfills her duties in the Department of Finance and Accounting, participates
in scientific forums, and has publications that meet the necessary minimum

scientometric requirements. Her scientific interests are in the field of public finance.

2, Characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation has a total volume of 144 pages and is structured in an
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, bibliography, and appendices. The pure text
has a volume of 125 pages, and the bibliography includes 170 sources in English.

The topic of the dissertation is topical and concerns an important issue in the

field of public finance, namely education spending and its impact on economic growth.
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Doctoral student Papadima researched this issue for a period of nearly 22 years / from
1999 to 2021 / in her home country - Greece.

The object of research in this dissertation is the education sector in Greece,
including primary, secondary and higher education.

The subject of research is the impact of education spending on economic
growth and the working conditions of stakeholders in the public education sector in
Greece.

The aim of the doctoral student is twofold. First, it outlines the relationship
between education spending and economic growth in Greece, especially during and
after the economic crisis. Second, it assesses the impact of education spending on the
working conditions of teachers and other stakeholders in the Greek public education
sector.

The research tasks are grouped into five points:

1. A review of the literature on the topic of the dissertation, primarily including
the relationship between education spending, economic growth and working conditions
in the education sector ;

2. Collection and processing of data on education spending, economic growth
indicators and working conditions in Greece from 1999 to 2021 ;

3. Empirical analysis using various statistical models to prove the impact of
education spending on economic growth and working conditions by focusing on both
short-term and long-term effects;

4. Comparison and evaluation of the achieved results with those of existing
studies and proposals for improving the effectiveness of public spending on education;

5. Provide actionable recommendations to increase the effectiveness of
education spending to promote economic growth and improve working conditions.

| do not find a clearly formulated thesis of the thesis, but considering the goals
and objectives set, as well as their implementation, it can be said that the hypothesis
contained in the title of the dissertation, namely the study of the impact of education
spending on economic growth, has been fulfilled.

The dissertation is structured in the traditional three chapters.

The first chapter is mainly theoretical and is dedicated to economic crises. The
causes of crises, their nature, types of crises and their consequences are examined.

A comprehensive review of economic crises and the collapses in some key indicators,



such as gross domestic product, public debt, inflation, is made. A special place is
devoted to the crisis of 2007-2008 and its consequences for the Greek economy.

Chapter two is devoted to the impact of the economic crises in Greece on
education spending and working conditions. The empirical research on the issue and
some of the conclusions reached are valuable. For example, “Salary increases are
positively correlated with overall job satisfaction among teachers, but do not
significantly affect teachers’ feelings of evaluation or the perception of public
evaluation”. The doctoral student examines the direct impact of the economic crises in
Greece on the financing of education and the working conditions of education
professionals. The relationship is sought and the influence of fiscal policy on education
policy in the country is outlined. Attention is also paid to how education spending
affects the quality of teaching and the work of administrative staff in the sector.

Chapter three analyzes the effects of the Greek financial crisis and subsequent
austerity measures on education spending and economic growth, providing valuable
insights for policymakers and researchers interested in crisis management and
economic recovery. It offers actionable recommendations for policymakers to optimize
education spending, improve the quality of education, and improve teachers’ working
conditions, ultimately promoting economic growth and social development.

Overall, the dissertation has relatively successfully fulfilled the set goals and
objectives, and the research conducted in theoretical and practical aspects confirms

the research thesis .

3. Evaluation of contributions in the dissertation work

The dissertation has a number of positive aspects, which are indicated in the
reference for contributions. They are outlined precisely and | agree with the
achievements of the dissertation work formulated in this way, both in theoretical and
practical aspects. It is a good impression that some of the contributions are directly
aimed at politicians and administrators in the financial and educational sectors of

Greece and are applicable in practice.

4. Analysis of the abstract and publications
The abstract, which is presented in English and Bulgarian, is structured

according to the requirements and reflects the main points of the dissertation in a



synthesized form. Doctoral student Papadima has presented three publications on the

topic of her dissertation work and meets the minimum scientometric requirements.

5. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

I have no significant critical remarks, but some facts may be noted:

1. It is striking that as a full-time doctoral student, Papadima should be well
acquainted with the publications of his colleagues from the department and cite some
of them. | do not find any Bulgarian authors cited in the bibliography.

2. The abstract should indicate the full content of the work, and not just mark
the individual chapters as bullet points.

3. The abstract could be given to a style editor.

The aforementioned critical remarks and recommendations do not question the
candidate's research qualities, his or her ability to analyze problems and propose

solutions, and do not diminish the merits of the dissertation.

Questions to the dissertation candidate:

1. Synthesize the main problems that university professors in Greece have in
terms of satisfaction with the environment and the quality of their work on the
one hand and the salary they receive on the other . Are young people motivated
to engage in science?
