This statement is prepared with a view to the defense of a dissertation for the
acquisition of the academic and scientific degree of "Doctor" in the professional field 3.6.
"Law" (Insurance Law) of Ina Mladenova Shkodrova, a doctoral student in full-time studies at
the Department of Civil Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law and History of South-Western
University "Neofit Rilski" in the scientific specialty "Civil and Family Law", professional
field 3.6 Law.

The procedure was initiated pursuant to the relevant provisions of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASR), the Rules for the
Application of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (RLDASR), and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at
SWU.

The submitted documents comply with the requirements of the LDASR, RLDASR,
and the Internal Rules at SWU. The procedure is conducted under the conditions of paragraph
40 of the Transitional and Final Provisions of the Law Amending and Supplementing the
LDASR (State Gazette, No. 30/2018) and has been correctly followed.

I. Dissertation Information.

The dissertant Ina Mladenova Shkodrova was a full-time PhD student at the
Department of Civil Law at the Faculty of Law and History of the South-Western University
"Neofit Rilski" in the scientific specialty "Civil and Family Law", professional field 3.6 Law
in the scientific specialty "Civil and Family Law", professional field 3.6 Law with scientific
supervisor Assoc. Prof. Dr. Alexander Ivanov. She was dismissed with the right to defence.
Ina Mladenova Shkodrova completed her higher legal education at the Department of Civil
Law at the Faculty of Law and History of the Neofit Rilski University of Southwestern
Europe. She has worked at the Blagoevgrad District Administration, as well as a court clerk
and a court assistant at the Blagoevgrad District Court. She has experience in the field of civil
and administrative law, as well as the necessary practical knowledge that determines a good
scientific work. She has publications in various legal publications on the topic of the
dissertation. For the purpose of this opinion, the dissertation will be analysed first and
foremost.



It is evident from the above reference that the dissertation has considerable practical
experience in law enforcement. This experience has given her a strong reflection in the
dissertation work developed. There is a match between her field of research and the field in
which she practices.

Doctoral candidate Ina Mladenova Shkodrova meets the minimum national requirements for
obtaining the degree of Doctor of Education and Science, which is evident from the attached
reference.

I1. General characteristics of the presented dissertation.

The submitted dissertation has a total length of 175 standard pages and contains: a title
page, a table of contents, an introduction, an outline, which is systematized into three
chapters, which in turn contain paragraphs and sub-paragraphs, a conclusion, which contains a
summary of the results obtained from the research; a bibliography and a reference to the
publications on the topic of the dissertation. A total of 263 footnotes are made. The
bibliographical reference of the thesis includes used titles of scientific and applied literature in
Bulgarian, German and English. The abstract is 41 standard pages and reflects the main
scientific and applied contributions. All this demonstrates once again the fulfilment of the
requirements of Article 27 of the PPPADRB.

The dissertation is a detailed analysis of insurance as collateral for a loan or bank
credit under the current CC and is the first detailed monographic scientific study in the
Bulgarian legal literature. It can be characterized as up-to-date and timely, as the research has
also benefited from a considerable amount and content of case law.

The subject of the research in the submitted dissertation is clearly outlined by the
dissertator in the introduction - insurance to secure a loan or bank credit. The research itself is
thorough and distinguished by the richness of the hypotheses examined. The exposition as a
whole is properly organized in terms of structure and the individual parts are relatively well
balanced. The language is clear and readable especially in view of the specific procedural
subject matter, while showing that the dissertator has a high level of mastery of the same. The
theses he supports are logically and thoroughly argued. All available SC/HCC case law
related to the issues studied by the dissertation is analysed. The legal analysis is skillfully
used by the dissertant to highlight the shortcomings of the Bulgarian legal framework and to
support his proposals for improvement of the legislation accordingly.

The first chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the theoretical foundations of
insurance as a means of securing debt repayment. The first section of the chapter provides a
substantial and informative overview of the historical development of the phenomena under
study, both in the United States and on the European continent, particularly in Germany and
Switzerland. On the basis of solid research and analysis of the available literature (especially
German-language literature), the doctoral student concludes that the original vision of
insurance as a means of securing loan repayments differed substantially from the currently
accepted conceptions and explanations of this phenomenon. This conclusion is correctly
justified by various objective historical facts that have contributed to the development of
perceptions of this type of insurance, such as the spontaneous emergence of credit insurance
in the USA due to the high mortality rate of the Spanish flu epidemic, the emergence of life
insurance as a means of securing the repayment of mortgage loans in particular, etc.

The next section of chapter one is devoted to the theoretical justification of the
economic nature of credit insurance and its alternatives. This structural part is dominated by
the explanation of inherently economic phenomena, but alongside this, valid distinctions are
made between loan protection insurance and other similar phenomena such as lease property



insurance. Some aspects of credit risk management approaches that are relevant to the issues
under study are also discussed.

The central point in the first chapter of the study is devoted to the legal nature of the
credit insurance contract, as well as to the analysis of the individual features of this insurance
contract, namely its bilateral, reimbursable, aleatory, etc. nature.

For the sake of completeness of the analysis, other alternatives to insurance for
securing a loan, such as letter of credit, factoring, commitments in insurance pools, and
captive insurance, are also mentioned in the first chapter.

The second chapter of the dissertation deals with the analysis of the legal regulation of
the phenomena under study in the European Union law and the analysis of the regulations in
some individual countries. This is where its undeniable contribution lies, mainly in the
contribution of knowledge and experience for the improvement of the Bulgarian legislation.

In examining the issues at the level of EU legislation, the PhD student has consistently
examined the relevant requirements set out in Directive 2009/138/EC of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 25 November 2009 relating to the taking-up and pursuit of
the business of Insurance and Reinsurance (Solvency II), and Directive (EU) 2015/2366 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 25 November 2015 on payment services in the
internal market amending Directives 2002/65/EC, 2009/110/EC and 2013/36/EU and
Regulation (EU) No 1093/2010 and repealing Directive 2007/64/EC. The attention paid to the
study of money laundering and international terrorist financing issues relevant to the type of
insurance under study is also of a contributory nature.

A special place in the second chapter is devoted to the application of customary law
and arbitration as a means of voluntary dispute resolution in loan security insurance. The
doctoral student has also examined and analysed a specific institute, which is reinsurance.

The last part of the chapter is devoted to the legal regulation of the phenomenon under
study in the legislation of a number of countries, namely: the Federal Republic of Germany,
Hungary, Slovenia and Montenegro, as well as in the state law of the State of California in the
USA. On the basis of the review of the various legislative decisions in the individual
countries, the PhD student has made significant and justified generalizations at the end of the
section, which could be used as a basis for future legislative changes in the field of credit
insurance.

The third chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the legal regime of insurance to
secure a loan in objective Bulgarian law. The current legal regulation of the phenomenon
under study in the Insurance Code and the Consumer Credit Act, as well as the basic rights
and obligations of the insurer are discussed in their sequence. The available jurisprudence of
the Bulgarian courts on the studied issue is also analysed in detail, which shows its thorough
knowledge.

In the final part the main conclusions and theses of the author are summarized. It is
also a systematization of the scientific and applied results (conclusions).

I1I. Positive characteristics of the presented work.

1. The choice of the topic is successful primarily because of the use and importance of
the issues in relation to the place of insurance as a means of securing loans or bank credits. It
should be borne in mind that on this issue the problematics are controversial or at least have
unclear points in different countries and legislations.

2. The thesis reveals a thorough knowledge of the dissertant in the matter of insurance,
commercial, civil and civil procedure law.

3. The dissertation has studied thoroughly and in detail all aspects of this legal
institution, which poses many problems and is often covered by the theory contradictorily,
and some aspects have not been covered by the Bulgarian legal theory at all.



4. The work has made extensive use of all available case law, which has been
qualitatively analysed and synthesised.

5. The language is clear and precise. The scientific apparatus includes a large number
of works in Bulgarian, as well as foreign titles in German and English, and many sources
available on the Internet.

6. Overall, the work is well structured and balanced (with some exceptions), a wide
range of issues are covered, and the exposition is coherent and logical.

7. The dissertation work reveals a number of scientific and scientifically applied
results that can be defined as contributions to the development of legal science in Bulgaria.
The most important in my opinion are:

7.1. First of all, the study of relevant economic issues in the dissertation, which
predetermines the subsequent legal character of the work;

7.2. Analysis and comparison of existing alternatives to credit insurance such as letter
of credit, factoring, etc.;

7.3. The detailed and in-depth analysis of the European Union law relevant to the
issues under consideration;

7.4. The comparative legal study and comparison with the regulation of the institute in
the law of the FRG, Hungary, Slovenia, Montenegro and the state law of the State of
California in the USA is an indisputable contribution.

IV. Some remarks can be made to the work submitted for review, which should rather
be perceived as recommendations:

1. Uncritical acceptance of the thesis that the factoring contract is a contract of
assignment of receivables. The foreign literature states that the main requirement in factoring
i1s to transfer the receivables to the factor so that he becomes their owner as the holder,
irrespective of the transfer method used. In France, which is the fifth largest factoring country
in the world, it is not assignment but contractual subrogation that is used for economic
reasons. Similar views are expressed in the Bulgarian legal literature, and that is why the
factoring contract, in view of its three functions (two of which it must necessarily possess in
order to have this quality), is characterised not as a contract of assignment but as a sui generis
contract.

2. You uncritically accept the proposition that subrogation is also an assignment of
receivables. This places an equivalence between the concepts of 'assignment of claims' and
'assignment of claims', and equates subrogation (legal and contractual) with assignment.
Moreover, the prevailing view in the legal literature is that an assignment is a contract, which
is irrelevant to statutory subrogation unless it is perceived as a statutory assignment, but that
is something quite different.

V. CONCLUSION

In view of the foregoing, the conclusion is that the presented dissertation meets the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
the Regulations for the Implementation of this Law and the special requirements of the
Internal Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at the South University of Economics.

The dissertation contains a number of scientific contributions with utility for practice
and for possible improvement of legislation and also demonstrates that Ina Mladenova
Shkodrova possesses theoretical knowledge in the field of insurance law, commercial and
civil law and the ability for independent scientific research.

All this gives me grounds to give a positive assessment of the qualities of the
reviewed work and of the doctoral student, and to propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury
to award the degree of Doctor of Education and Science in the professional field 3.6.
