The review was prepared based on Order No. 2838 of 02.12.2024 of the Rector of South-West
University "Neofit Rilski" on approving the composition of the scientific jury and the
dissertation work, abstract, reference to the contributions in the dissertation work,
publications on the topic of the dissertation work, in accordance with the requirements of the
ZRASRB, PPZRASRB for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "doctor" and the
scientific degree "doctor of sciences". Based on the submitted documents, there is every
reason to conclude that the procedure for announcing and conducting the competition was
carried out in full compliance with the ZRASRB, PPZRASRB, as well as with the internal
Regulations on the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and occupying
academic positions at South-West University.

Candidate Chen Yafen has submitted for review:

[J The dissertation work has a volume of 179 pages, of which 155 are the main text, with the
following structure: introduction, exposition in four chapters, conclusion, reference to the
contributions and bibliography. The application of the standards and the classical structure of
such an exposition can be considered a good application for the doctoral student to master the
basic skills and norms in scientific stylistics. The bibliography includes 90 titles in Cyrillic.
The elements useful for the study convincingly demonstrate the creative handling of literary
sources. The content of each of the four chapters is separated into paragraphs;

(] Three publications on the topic of the dissertation in academic publications;

[ An abstract, in a volume of 36 pages, prepared in accordance with academic requirements,
which analytically presents the main points in the dissertation and reflects the volume of the
dissertation correctly and accurately - both the content side and the conclusions and scientific
contributions made.

Brief biographical data about the doctoral student



Doctoral student Chen Yafen graduated with honors with a bachelor's degree in choreography
at the Quanzhou School of Music and Dance in 2014, and in 2017 received a master's degree
in dance choreography from Quanzhou Normal College, School of Music and Dance. Since
then, she has been working as a teacher in the Department of Early Childhood Education,
Meizhouwan Vocational Technical College, Fujian Province. Since 2022, she has been a
doctoral student in choreography at Southwest University "Neofit Rilski". Her professional
biography includes work in a number of projects in the field of choreography, creating
creative productions and winning various awards from festivals and competitions. Her main
research interests combine pedagogical and creative activities, which makes this study
particularly valuable in terms of accumulated practical experience and competencies.

Relevance of the topic

Based on the studied rich material from the theory and practice of modern education of
children of different ages, the author formulates for the first time current research questions
related to the place and importance of dance education. The cognitive and physiological
characteristics of children's development are formed gradually as they grow up, so it is
especially important to plan dance education taking into account these characteristics. The
central question is ““...how to effectively enhance children’s creativity and expressiveness in
dance by combining the innovative application of picture book teaching, which opens a new
perspective and practical path for the field of children’s dance education.” The dissertation
successfully highlights and elaborates on current issues related to the application of theories
of cognitive and physiological development in dance education, which can not only improve
the scientific nature of teaching, but also make the educational content more responsive to the
needs of children at different stages of development, encouraging their deeper experience and
growth. The significance of the dissertation comes from both the theoretical analysis and the
practical experience of the doctoral student.

Appropriateness of research methods to achieve the set goals

Chen Yafen defines the goal of her dissertation work as “...to study the possibility of
integrating picture books into dance education for children, to assess the impact of this
integration model on students’ creativity, self-expression and interest in dance, as well as to
provide theoretical support and practical experience for the practice of teaching dance.” /p.9/
From this goal, the specific research tasks, six in number, arise, the implementation of which
is carried out sequentially in the main text. In connection with the research goals and tasks,
appropriate methods and tools have been applied: observation, interview, comparative
analysis, with the doctoral student demonstrating the ability to present her ideas in an
analytical form.

Evaluation of the dissertation work

In the Introduction, the doctoral student Chen Yafen justifies the significance of the problem
and outlines the direction of the research, its goals, tasks and methodology. Although not very
precisely formulated, the text states the object of the study — dance education involving the
integration of picture books and dance in certain age groups and the subject of the study —
“teaching dance to children based on cognitive and physiological theories of development,
with an emphasis on strategies and practices for teaching creative dance, especially on the role



of picture books as a teaching tool for the development of children’s creativity and physical
expression.” /p. 10/ The author’s thesis is presented that “...through the innovative
application of picture book education, a new perspective and practical path will be opened in
the field of children’s dance education and will effectively increase children’s creativity and
expressiveness in dance.” /p. 11/ and four hypotheses.

Chapter One presents a serious overview of key theories related to the cognitive and
physiological development of children providing the theoretical framework in children’s
dance education. Uncovering the needs and potential of children at different stages of their
development allows dance education to be designed and tailored to their cognitive and
physical development. The theories of the scientists Piaget, Bruner, Ausubel, are examined in
the context of this study.

Burton, thanks to which educational methods providing a scientific basis for dance education
for children can be more systematically developed and applied. The author accepts the point
of view presented in the works of scientists as a serious foundation that allows for a thorough
understanding of an effective model for dance education. The achieved scientific results form
the views of the doctoral student and assist and support the upcoming analyses in
implementing the main goal of the study. In the second chapter, the conceptual emphasis is
placed on the theoretical and practical aspect of teaching children's dance and a "... teaching
method that overcomes the teaching of traditional dance techniques and emphasizes research
and individual expression within the framework of the analysis of Laban's movements" is
proposed. /p.13/ The focus is on a generalized effective model for integrating picture books
and creative dance education. The doctoral student traces the theoretical foundations and
application of creative teaching, analyzes Laban's movements in creative dance, outlines the
relationship between picture books and children's cognitive development, the integration of
picture books and creative dance activities, the educational benefits and practical
consequences of integrating the teaching of picture books and dances. In conclusion, the
conclusion is made that the presented model "... not only provides children with a richer
learning experience, but also offers new ideas for practitioners. This model promotes the
overall development of children's cognitive and social skills, stimulating their creativity and
self-expression." /p.73/

I consider the third chapter "Development and implementation of a dance program using
picture books" to be a particularly important and essential part of the study. Consistently and
logically, the doctoral student focuses his attention on the integration of the teaching of
picture books and dances and the effect of their use in three research sessions. The first
session explores ways of combining picture books and dance movements and finds that at this
stage students are mostly passive imitators. In the second session, by adapting the learning
content and expanding the opportunities for independent creativity, students demonstrate their
understanding of the content of the picture book and emotional expression. In the third
session, students develop their own dance compositions and the results of their creative and
collaborative skills are analyzed. The detailed analysis forces the conclusion that “...that the
inclusion of picture books in

dance is an effective way not only to enhance students' creativity and physical expression, but
also to contribute to their cognitive and emotional development.” /p.125/



Chapter Four draws attention to the influence on students' creativity, expression and interest in
dance of the integration of picture books and dance teaching. I consider the personal
experience of the doctoral student in the experiment conducted with two groups of children
from two classes at the same level to be a particularly valuable contribution. In the analysis
made, Chen Yafen provides arguments and justifies the teaching model, including picture
books and teaching, as feasible and productive. Summarizing all the factors, the doctoral
student concludes that “This model stimulates students' creative motivation through specific
plots, develops their expressive and collaborative abilities, and provides dance teachers with
valuable opportunities for pedagogical reflection and growth. This model opens a new path
for dance education, enriches teaching methods, provides theoretical support and practical
experience, and offers innovative ideas for future pedagogical design.” /p.159/

In the conclusion, as a natural finalization of the study, the doctoral student summarizes the
most essential things contained therein for the creation of dance language and choreography
based on children’s picture books and concludes that through the innovative application of
picture book training, he opens a new perspective and practical path in children’s dance
education and effectively increases children’s creativity and expressiveness in dance.

Contributions and significance of the scientific work and publications on the topic of the
dissertation work

The presented dissertation text is remarkable for the volume and quality of the research
conducted, the accumulation of valuable research material, and the in-depth analysis carried
out. For the first time, the combination of picture books with creative dance education for
children is described and analyzed. I fully accept the seven contributions of the work
presented and analytically presented. The dissertation under consideration has serious
scientific value and meets the requirements of the ZRASRB and the regulations for its
implementation.

The doctoral student has indicated three publications on the topic of the dissertation. The
publications made in terms of number and content fully meet the requirements for admission
to public defense.

I recommend that the presentation be published in a practical manual intended not only for
specialists, but also for all those who are interested in teaching children's dance.

Conclusion

Based on everything said above, I express my positive assessment of the dissertation Creation
of dance language and choreography based on children's picture books. Principles and
methods and I propose to the esteemed scientific jury to award Chen Yafen the educational
and scientific degree "doctor" in Professional field 8.3 "Musical and dance art", doctoral
program "Choreography".
