General presentation of the procedure and the materials received for review

The opinion was prepared on the basis of Order No. 2839 of 02.12.2024 of the Rector of the
South-West University "Neofit Rilski" regarding the approval of the composition of the
scientific jury and the dissertation work, abstract, reference for the contributions in the
dissertation work, publications on the topic of the dissertation work presented by the doctoral
student, in accordance with the requirements of the ZRASRB, PPZRASRB for acquiring the
educational and scientific degree "doctor" and the scientific degree "doctor of sciences".

The candidate Ni Din has submitted for review:

v’ Dissertation work in a volume of 148 pages, of which 129 are the main text, with the
following structure: introduction, exposition in four chapters, conclusion, reference for
the contributions, bibliography. The bibliographic reference includes 90 titles in
Cyrillic.

v Abstract, in a volume of 41 pages.

v’ Three publications on the topic of the dissertation work.

Brief biographical data about the doctoral student

Doctoral student Ni Ding graduated from the Dance School at the Shenyang Conservatory of
Music, majoring in "Chinese Dances", after which he obtained a Bachelor's degree from the
Shenyang Conservatory of Music, majoring in "Dance Art" and a Master's degree from
Shenyang Normal University, majoring in "Dance Education". From 1999 to the present, he
has been working at the Shenyang Conservatory of Music and holds the academic position of
"Associate Professor". He is the recipient of numerous awards for teaching, publications and
scientific research.

The biography and professional path of the author of the dissertation proposal for review Ni
Ding clearly suggests the reason for the orientation to the research topic, combining rich



creative, scientific and pedagogical experience, and doctoral training is a natural continuation
in the improvement of professional and personal qualities.

Relevance of the topic

The issues developed in the proposed dissertation text have their relevance in revealing the
interpenetration of Chinese traditional dance and its modern interpretation, the cultural value
and social significance of this phenomenon and providing a theoretical basis and practical
guidelines for the innovative development of traditional dance in the future. The emphasis
placed on Chinese traditional dance, which is an important part of traditional Chinese culture,
and its modern interpretation draws the thematic line of the study and affirms the modern
interpretation of Chinese traditional dance not only as a type of innovation in the field of art,
but also its embodiment in cultural heritage and development.

Appropriateness of research methods for achieving research goals

The research methodology used combines several approaches to work in relation to the set
goal and its tasks - theoretical-analytical, comparative, method of study and analysis of
practical experience.

General characteristics and assessment of the dissertation work

In terms of formal indicators, the dissertation work meets the requirements for this type of
scientific research.

The introduction justifies the relevance of the topic with the need to study the dialogue
between tradition and modernity, in presenting new perspectives and methods for the
dissemination and innovation of traditional culture. The main goal is formulated, which
follows the logic of scientific research and the specificity of the dissertation scientific
problem. The object of the study is Chinese traditional dance, and the subject: the aesthetic
characteristics and styles of Chinese traditional dance as a cultural force and their renewal in
response to the changes and development of modern socio-cultural reality.

In the second chapter, the focus is on the innovative characteristics of Chinese traditional
dance - dance movements, use of music, visual effects and technical means. An in-depth
analysis of the performance techniques is presented, while at the same time examining the
impact of modern dance thinking on the tradition. Dance choreography no longer relies solely
on traditional body language, but creates new physical means of expression by combining
techniques and methods from different cultures. Knowledge about the dialogue between
tradition and modernity is enriched, highlighting new perspectives for the study of cultural
heritage. A special place is assigned to music in the modern interpretation, which provides
rich means of expression for artistic creativity. The comprehensive analysis forces the
conclusion that “From the perspective of history and art, modern folk dance is both a
traditional and a new art, with the traditional side consisting in the fact that the creation and
performance of modern folk dance cannot be separated from its original regional and ethnic
nature, otherwise it will lose its style and cultural roots; the new side is expressed in the use of
the original thinking of the creators, the characteristics of the diverse narratives of the work
and the era of meanings.”/p.76/

In Chapter Three, the conceptual emphasis is placed on the characteristics of performance and
thinking, social changes and scientific and technological development, aesthetic



characteristics and emotional expression, the requirements for aesthetics and choreography of
the new time. The dance performance is also analyzed as a complex form of art that combines
music, theater, visual arts and other forms of artistic expression, which determines the
cooperation of choreographers, performers, music, lighting, costumes and is defined by the
doctoral student as representing a variety of technological and internationalized characteristics
in a process of continuous evolution.

In Chapter Four, an analysis is made of several emblematic performances as examples of: the
creation of Chinese classical dance — “Only this green and green”; an analysis of the creation
of a classical contemporary dance drama, taking “Apocalypse” as the object of analysis; two
classical ballets "Swan Lake" and "Giselle", in which the object of the study is the structure of
the work, technique, action, stage aspects.

The final part of the dissertation summarizes the results obtained and formulates specific
conclusions confirming the thesis, "...the contemporary interpretation of Chinese traditional
dance is a kind of respect and innovation for tradition, which not only preserves the essence of
traditional culture through rich means of expression and various performance techniques, but
also allows it to continue to survive and develop in modern society and demonstrates a
broader artistic charm and cultural value." / p.146 /

I fully accept the presented and analytically presented contributions of the work in the
direction of enriching existing knowledge, developing new theoretical approaches for the
integration of multimedia technologies with modern stage interpretations of Chinese
traditional dance, formulating innovative methodologies for adapting traditional dance
techniques into modern choreographic solutions. The proposed methodologies have potential
for application in education and the performing arts.

The doctoral student has indicated three publications, which in number and content fully meet
the requirements for admission to public defense.

[II. CONCLUSION

Based on all of the above, I express my positive assessment of the dissertation work Modern
Interpretation of Chinese Traditional Dance - Expression Means and Techniques of
Performance and I propose to the esteemed scientific jury to award Ni Ding the educational
and scientific degree "doctor" in Professional Field 8.3 "Musical and Dance Art", doctoral
program "Choreography".
