[. Summary Data on the Scientific Production and Activities of the Candidate

Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova is an established specialist in the field of
socio-economic policies aimed at adapting children to the educational
environment. She possesses extensive practical and academic experience as a
senior teacher and lecturer, having worked in several educational institutions and
developed methodologies to support students.

She actively participates in the development and implementation of
strategies to improve educational processes, emphasizing an interdisciplinary
approach combining pedagogy, economics, and social policy. Besides her
teaching activities, Bankova has participated in conferences and seminars,
presenting results from her scientific research.

Her scientific activity focuses on analyzing socio-economic policies and
their impact on the educational system in Bulgaria. The dissertation examines the
effects of Ministry of Education-funded programs for student adaptation.

The dissertation's objective is clearly defined, encompassing an analysis of
the effectiveness of socio-economic policies for adapting children to the
educational environment. The formulated tasks include:

o Analysis of the theoretical foundations of socio-economic policies in
education;

« Study of national and international best practices;

« Evaluation of the impact of these policies on student adaptation;



« Empirical research among teachers, parents, and students.

The object of the research is the state's socio-economic policy in the field
of education, and the subject — specific tools and mechanisms to support student
adaptation. The hypothesis investigates the link between socio-economic
measures and the success of educational adaptation. The thesis is defended
through empirical data and analyses.

The structure of the dissertation includes an introduction, three chapters,
and a conclusion. The literature review is comprehensive, including 158 sources
from Bulgarian and international scientific literature. Key regulatory documents
and strategic reports of the Ministry of Education are analyzed.

The methodology is correctly described, including quantitative and
qualitative analysis methods. Conducted surveys and statistical analyses provide
reliable data for assessing socio-economic policies.

The conclusions are logically substantiated and highlight the role of socio-
economic policies in supporting student adaptation. Problems such as uneven
policy implementation and insufficient financial support for schools with
vulnerable groups are identified. The conclusion contains clear recommendations
for improving policies and introducing new support mechanisms.

I1. Evaluation of Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions

The dissertation of Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova represents a significant
contribution to the analysis of socio-economic policies for student adaptation.
Theoretically, the work enriches scientific literature by developing new models
for socio-economic support, providing an in-depth critical assessment of national
educational policies and their compliance with European standards. Additionally,
a comparative analysis with good European practices is conducted, expanding the
international context of the research. The practical contributions of the
dissertation are substantial, including specific methodological guidelines for
schools, suggestions for optimizing educational policies, and the development of
effective tools for monitoring and evaluating socio-economic interventions. These
aspects make the work not only relevant in an academic sense but also applicable
in real educational practice.

I11. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The dissertation represents a significant contribution to the study of socio-
economic policies for student adaptation. Despite the high value of the work, I
recommend expanding the analysis with more international comparisons and
deepening the analysis of regional differences in policies.



I have two questions for the doctoral candidate:

1. How do you see the practical applicability of your conclusions in the
context of educational policy in Bulgaria?

2. What are the possibilities for cooperation between different institutions to
implement the measures you propose?

IV. Conclusion

Based on the presented dissertation and the proven scientific and applied
contributions, Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova fully meets the requirements for
awarding the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the professional field
3.8 "Economics."
