currently works as a senior primary teacher in the city of Sofia. She is enrolled as
a part-time Phd student in the Department of Economics of the Faculty of
Economics with Order No. 1553/02.10.2020 of the Rector of “Neofit Rilski”

University.

II.  General assessment of the presented doctoral thesis and the

performed research activity:

The doctoral thesis, presented by Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova, is
developed under the scientific guidance of Prof. Dr. Raina Dimitrova and is
dedicated to a current and significant topic for the Bulgarian education.

The choice of the topic is based on the insufficient study of social and

economic policies for adapting children to the educational environment.
It 1s structured according to the requirements - introduction, three chapters,
conclusion, references and applications. In the introductory part, the Phd
candidate based herself with arguments the importance and the significance of
the dissertation work.

The thesis, the subject, the object, the purpose and the tasks of the research
clearly outline the directions of the Phd candidate's research pursuits by
determining the ways of this process. The selected by the Phd candidate
methodological tool is a subject of a certain internal interaction. It can be assumed
that the applied set of methods and approaches corresponds to the specificity of
the object and the subject of research. The three chapters of the dissertation
presented the essence of the research in a theoretical and methodological aspect
by presenting facts and the financial statements of many and varied nationally
representative data. This could be used as a starting point for subsequent analysis
and comments in terms of scope, effectiveness, the effect achieved in practice. To
indicate next steps for measures, activities and policies aimed at improving socio-

economic policies for children's adaptation in the educational environment.



The main conclusions regarding the state-funded socio-economic policies
in the field of education, which have a socio-economic effect for the society (local
business, parents, students) and contribute to the more successful adaptation of
children and students in the educational environment are primarily economic by
nature.

I. The main conclusions are related to the problem of socio-economic
policies for the adaptation of children in the educational environment at the
national level and in legislation.

II. At the level of real pedagogic practice and reflection of socio-economic
policies, they are related to the adaptation of children in the educational
environment.

In conclusion of the dissertation research and based on the analyzed and
presented information, it could be done number of conclusions regarding
measures and socio-economic policies aimed at creating appropriate conditions
for the adaptation of children/students in the educational environment.

Based on the analysis made in the dissertation research of the normative
regulation and the objective implementation in pedagogical practice of the
analyzed socio-economic measures and with a aim to increase the positive effect
toward the adaptation of children in the educational environment, the PhD
candidate points out a number of specific proposals for future studies and targeted
social -economic policies.

In conclusion, the PhD candidate summarizes the results characterizing the
theoretical and practical significance in a theoretical, methodological and applied
aspect.

The proposed dissertation work is well structured and balanced, and the
individual chapters are logically linked and subordinated to the main objective of
the dissertation. This gives the thesis focus, consistency and a finished look. The

structure of the dissertation work, the critical analysis of the research methods,



the interpretation of the primary information and the obtained results prove that
the Phd candidate is able to conduct independent scientific researches.

Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova is presented for her participation in the Phd
procedure:

1) A developed doctoral thesis in the volume of 318 pages. computer typed
text, 158 literary sources, 11 figures and 24 tables.

2) Abstract od doctoral thesis of 54 pages

3) Six articles, one of which is co-authored with the supervisor in scientific
journals.

In fact, In the presented scientific publications uc reflexed to a large extent the
doctoral thesis in different degrees of completion and with an emphasis on
different problematic moments and scientific researches.

The doctoral thesis, presented by Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova, was
developed under the scientific guidance of prof. Dr. Raina Dimitrova and is
dedicated to a current and significant topic for Bulgarian education.

Regarding the structure and content of the Phd candidate's doctoral thesis,
it should be noted that it is structured in: an introduction; three chapters; a
conclusion; references and applications. The main text of the dissertation is in the
volume of 318 pages, and the bibliographic reference is respectively in the volume
of 158 literary sources, of which 76 are in Bulgarian language, 25 sources from
legislation, 32 sources are in English Inaguage and 25 are classified by the author
as Electronic sources.

The presented structure of the doctoral thesis shows an effort to meet the
requirements for compositional integrity and proportionality of its parts. The
predominant volume of literary and information sources is in Bulgarian language.
The total number of bibliographic sources shows the desire of the author to study
as many publications as possible related to the topic of the dissertation.

Citations are correct, according to established standards.



I consider that in this volume the topic of the doctoral thesis is complete, as
the theoretical, methodological and applied issues of the research conducted by
the Phd candidate are covered.

The selection and handling of the bibliographic apparatus show the Phd
candidate extensive knowledge of the scientific achievements in the field, which
she is researching, as well as hir ability to express and state a position in relation
to them.

III. Assessment of the content and development of the individual

parts of the doctoral thesis:

Regrading the introduction:

The introduction of the doctoral thesis begins with a grounds of the
importance and significance of the researched issue, which is determined by the
possibility of the successful adaptation of the children/students to the educational
system and how this is supported by the national socio-economic policies in the
period 2015-2023. The implemented socio-economic policies for adapting
children to the educational environment, is provided by alarming data in the
official statistics of Republic Bulgaria for the number of pupils subject to school
education, but actually left out of it.

Further, in the introduction are presented the research thesis, the object and
subject of research, the purpose and tasks of the doctoral thesis, the methodology
and limitations of the research, the scientific novelty and usefulness of the
dissertation.

As the subject of the dissertation research are pointed the relationship
between the financial resources invested by the state and the achieved social effect
for the improvement of the school environment, as well as for the more successful

adaptation of the students in it.



The object of the dissertation research are the socio-economic policies at
the national level, directed toward activities related to the adaptation of children
to the educational environment and its optimization.

The main aim of the doctoral thesis is to establish the benefit of socio-
economic policies at the level of state funding and the concept of development in
the field of education, as well as the way in which they reflect in the direction of
improving the conditions for the adaptation of children and students in the
educational environment.

The main scientific thesis of the doctoral thesis is that state-funded socio-
economic policies in the field of education have a positive socio-economic effect
on society (local business, parents, pupils) and to contribute to more successful
adaptation of children and pupils in the educational environment.

The doctoral thesis is developed under the conditions of real limitations, in
terms of time, place, methodology and scope related to:

-absence at the national and at international level of a complete scientific
study on the effect of the implementation of state socio-economic policies aimed
at the field of secondary education, as well as the achieved final effect in the real
school environment, also on the opinion of the society of the parents of children
and school-aged students. In practice, this is one of the main contributing points
in the doctoral thesis.

- difficulty which represents the access to the full volume of information
for the activities and socio-economic policies in the field of school education, for
the schools financed by the Ministry of Education and Culture and the State
budget or by private individuals and local organizations to improve the school
environment and to raise its attractiveness with a view to easier adaptation of
pupils in the educational environment.

The conclusions of the research are valuable and can be used as a

foundation for future research.



The subject, object, purpose and tasks of the research are correctly
formulated. The thesis of the dissertation is properly constructed and stated. The
limitations and the difficulties are pointed with which the Phd candidate

encountered by conducting the research.

Regarding Chapter I - SOCIO-ECONOMIC POLICIES IN
EDUCATION AND THEIR FINANCING:

The first chapter of the research reviews the optimal spending of public
financial resources in the field of education and its combination with increasing
the attractiveness of the educational institution as an environment for the personal
development of students.

It is emphasized on the extent to which the socially oriented measures,
financed with funds from the state budget and European Union funds, actually
achieve the expected effect. How the financial incentives contribute to the
transformation of the school institution into a safe and pleasant environment for
students to live in, for stimulation of their individual abilities and needs, for
successful socialization and adaptation. In this sense, the topic developed in the
doctoral thesis has its relevance and significance.

The chapter is structured in three points:

In the first point, the main quantitative characteristics of the state and
development of education in the Republic of Bulgaria are analyzed.

In the second point is revealed the financing of school education.

In the third point is indicated the implementation of socio-economic
policies financed by the Ministry of Education and Science and National

Programs for the Development of Education.



Regarding Chapter II - SPECIFICITY OF THE ADAPTATION OF
CHILDREN/STUDENTS IN THE MODERN CONDITIONS OF THE
EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT.

In the Second Chapter of the doctoral thesis, the emphasis is on the specifics
of the adaptation of children and students in the modern conditions of the
educational environment. Based on the analysis, a number of conclusions are
confirmed.

The three points developed in this chapter are:

In the first point, the factors with the most significant influence on the first-
grader's adaptation to school conditions and the educational environment are
systematized.

The second point indicates the student's adaptation to the educational
environment when moving to the next stage of education.

The third point is the inclusive education and adaptation to the educational

environment of children/students with special educational needs.

Regarding Chapter III — EMPIRICAL RESEARCH OF SOCIO-
ECONOMIC POLICIES AND SPECIFICITIES IN THE ADAPTATION
OF CHILDREN IN THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT

In the third chapter of the doctoral thesis, the emphasis is on the conducted
survey and empirical research.

Chapter three is structured in four points:

In point one, the methodological framework of the empirical study is
specified

In the second point, the results of the survey with parents of students in the
initial stage of basic education (I-IV class) are analyzed for the socio-economic
policies and specifics in the adaptation of their children in the educational

environment.



In point three, the results of the survey with parents of students in junior
high school at the basic educational level (V-VII/VIII class) are analyzed for
socio-economic policies and specifics in the adaptation of their children in the
educational environment.

In the fourth point, an analysis of the results of the questionnaire survey
with parents of students in the high school stage of secondary education (VIII-
X/XI1I class) was carried out for the socio-economic policies and specifics in the

adaptation of their children in the educational environment.

IV. Assessment of the scientific and practical results and

contributions of the doctoral thesis

The following scientific contributions can be highlighted in the dissertation
presented by PhD candidate Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova:

1) The dissedoctoral thesis is the first and only one that multi-facetedly
examines and presents the effects of the launched in 2015 with the adoption of the
current Law on Preschool and School Education (ZPUO 2015) reform in
secondary education in R. Bulgaria in relation to:

a. legislation (ZPUO 2015, Regulations, Mechanism, etc.),

b. invested financial resources in the period 2015-2023. National programs
in the field of school education,

c. the achieved results, as well as the objective status and assessment by
users (parents, citizens) of the socio-economic measures applied as a state policy,
related to supporting the adaptation of students in the educational environment.

2) In the doctoral thesis in different perspective and with revealing the
cause- corollary validity are presented Nationally representative statistical data

(from NSI) for: the number of schools and the total number of students in the



country and children in kindergarten, to whom are directed the socio-economic
measures for improvment the adaptation in the educational environment;

3) This allows the systematized data to be subjected to analysis and
interpretation from a different point of view and by subsequent researchers - in
the field of the financial validity of the costs for improving education and for
increasing the range for retention in school of students at risk, as well as for
coordination of socio-economic measures in the field of school management and
and non-governmental organizations involved in school education and
overcoming segregation in marginal social communities — ethnic, migrant,
linguistic, etc.

4) The positive effect of the applied socio-economic measures for the
adaptation of children and students in the school environment has been proven -
by improving the material and technical means in the schools and increasing the
security of the environment; proof that this is the effect of inclusion, retention and
return to the education system of over 50 thousand pupils, based on the activities
of the "Inter-institutional mechanism for inclusion and retention in the educational
system of children and students of compulsory preschool and school age".

5) A practical-applied contribution of the dissertation work is the presented
summary data and their in-depth analysis of the effect actually felt by parents and
society of the implemented socio-economic policies for the adaptation of children
and students in the educational system.

Based on these data and their in-depth analysis, the Phd candidate points out the
problem points in which the targeted socio-economic policies do not yet achieve
the expected results in the school adaptation of students studying in elementary,
junior high and high school.

It marks points for upcoming changes and the creation of new mechanisms and
state policies regarding the easier and better adaptation of students during the

transition between the stages in the education system.



Critical notes, recommendations and questions

In addition to the above-mentioned positive moments and contributions,
some weaknesses can also be observed in the presented doctoral thesis.

In summarizing the theory in chapter one, the Phd candidate should make
clearer conclusions and form a more definite opinion, which gives a deeper
author's opinion.

It would be good if each chapter of the dissertation ends with conclusions.

Regarding to the recommendations, it can be stated that the Phd candidate
complied with them and reflected them in the doctoral thesis.

The mentioned critical remarks in no way do not lower the quality of the

performed analysis, which I consider to be very high

ADAPTATION OF CHILDREN TO THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT",
developed by the doctoral student Dragomira Stoyanova Bankova, represents a
completed scientific and applied study of a current and significant problem in a
national and European context. It is the result of a rich theoretical preparation in the
chosen field and the skills of the author to conduct independent scientific research.
