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Relevance of the thesis

This dissertation focuses on the topic of the labor market in Israel and the place of Arab
women in it. In the context of this topic, which at first glance implies an economic approach
and analysis, the author has woven in several other important and relevant themes for Israel's
society, such as the ethnic, political, gender and social inequalities dividing society. Based on
historical and statistical data supported by the results of the author's research, she illustrates the
deep inequalities in Israel's society in which the Arab minority is marginalized and pushed to
the periphery in terms of education, professional prestige, wages, political power and financial
resources. This is even more true for Arab women who, due to traditional cultural and social
norms of Arab society related to the role of women in the family and society, face even more
serious barriers to their integration into the labour market. An additional factor is the culture
and norms of Israel's society itself, which to some extent also does not encourage women's
participation in the labour market. In this way, Redan Abu Ahmad manages to go beyond the
narrow economic framework of the topic analysed in the thesis, to present its multifaceted
nature, to go into greater depth and specificity of its various aspects and to realise a truly
multifaceted and in-depth analysis. An interesting and at the same time noteworthy specificity
of the author's approach is that, in analyzing the integration of Arab women into the Israel's
labor market, she examines the processes of integration through the perspective of the feminist

movements in Israel, showing that despite the progress made in this regard over the years, the



employment gap between men and women is still large and prejudices regarding women's
employment persist, while in parallel, showing that the labour force participation rate of Arab
women is still much lower than that of Jewish women. All that has been said so far determines
the exceptional relevance and significance of the dissertation in terms of the questions it raises
and analyzes concerning various aspects of gender, ethnic, economic, political and social
inequality in Israel's society. To this I can only add that the fact that in her analyses Redan Abu
Ahmad does not only stay with the inequalities she has identified, but also proposes concrete
measures and policies in the direction of controlling, reducing and even eliminating them,
further strengthens the value of the present work, underlining its not only theoretical, but also

practical and applied relevance.

General information about the dissertation

Redan Abu Ahmad's dissertation on "The integration of Arab women in the labor
market in the state of Israel" consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of
references, and appendices containing the instruments of the quantitative and qualitative
research conducted: a quantitative research questionnaire with Arab women; an in-depth
interview questionnaire with Arab women entrepreneurs along with information on the
sociodemographic data of the businesswomen who participated in the in-depth interviews; and
a focus group scenario. The dissertation is a total of 186 standard pages, of which 156 are main
text. The reference list contains 145 publications - 87 in English and 58 in Hebrew. The
publications in the subject field of the thesis are 3, all in English.

The Abstract consists of 45 pages and meets the content of the thesis and the formal
requirements for its structuring. It accurately and clearly presents the structure and content of
the dissertation, outlines the main contributions made and presents the publications on the topic
of the PhD. The publications on the topic of the dissertation, 3 in total, fully meet the minimum
national requirements under Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the Law for the Development of
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria and Article 24 of the Regulations for its

implementation for the award of the scientific and educational degree "Doctor".

Evaluation of the dissertation
The main research problem analyzed in this dissertation is the employment of Arab
women in Israel as a result of the impact, on the one hand of the education they possess and,

on the other hand of the cultural and social norms that are valid for the Arab community in



Israel and for Israel's society as a whole. Consequently, the dissertation develops a model of
Arab women's labour integration that presents it as a result of the relations and interactions
between different spheres of society - economy (labour market), education, culture (cultural
norms, values and roles), demography (population composition by ethnicity and gender),
politics (policies implemented at the national level), etc. In this way, Redan Abu Ahmad
realized a truly sociological approach to the subject of the study, placing at the center of her
analyses the relationships and interactions of the phenomenon under study with basic societal
structures and thus achieving depth and comprehensiveness in the analyses and conclusions.
This specificity of the research approach leads Redan Abu Ahmad to apply in her analyses, in
addition to the sociological approach, which is the main matrix for analyzing the integration of
Arab women in the labor market in Israel, the approaches of several other sciences such as:
economics, demography, history, political science, etc. This multidisciplinarity of the research
and, on the other hand, the clearly stated and applied sociological approach I assess as the main
merit of the analyzed dissertation.

The structure of the dissertation is classic for a doctoral thesis. The Introduction
outlines the relevance and significance of the research problem, specifies the subject of the
study, outlines the main goal and objectives that determine the structuring of the dissertation,
presents the theoretical framework on which the analyses are based and defines the main
hypotheses. The specificity of the applied methodology, the main methods used for data
collection, as well as the general theoretical and practical significance of the development are
explained in detail. The text is structured in terms of content in three chapters, between which
there is a logical and theoretical consistency, continuity and clearly outlined links, which is
undeniable evidence of the author's good knowledge of the issues and a high level of
professional competence.

Chapter One is devoted to the historical development of the feminist movement world-
wide and in Israel in particular in the context of encouraging women's participation in the
labour market. This chapter is valuable for the wealth of information it provides about the Arab
community in Israel, the status of women in the Arab community in Israel, and the political
status of women in Israel in general, their labor and political rights under Israel's law. This
chapter also justifies the research methodology applied, with special mention of the complex
of sociological methods applied by Redan Abu Ahmad, which includes quantitative (non-
representative research) and qualitative methods (in-depth interviews, focus groups and

observation). The variety of methods used is an evidence of a high level of competence in



sociological methodology and a high level of professionalism in the application of the different
methods. As a special strength of the work should be noted the clear articulation of the basic
principles of research ethics observed in fieldwork, in accordance with the latest requirements
and rules in conducting empirical research work.

The Chapter Two focuses specifically on the status and level of integration of Arab
women in the Israel's labour market. This chapter provides a wide range of data on the
education and employment of Arab women and their involvement in political activities in
Israel. Based on an analysis of statistical data and information, the main obstacles to Arab
women's integration into the labor market are typified, which the author summarizes as: the
government's policies that exclude Arab communities from any significant allocation of
resources; religious affiliation; social norms and gender relations in Israel's society; and low
wage levels, which are significantly lower than those of other demographic groups. This
chapter pays special attention to women's entrepreneurship as a way to increase women's labour
market involvement. The main difficulties that Arab women face when trying to start their own
business are also highlighted: lack of financing; lack of proper education; difficulties in
balancing work and home responsibilities, etc. In this chapter, using data from the quantitative
survey she conducted and statistics from the Israel Central Bureau of Statistics, Redan Abu
Ahmad constructs a life course labour force participation trajectory, and derives differences in
the probability of labour market participation between Arab women and Jewish women, which
is also an important contribution of the thesis.

The Chapter Three focuses on the results of Redan Abu Ahmad's own empirical
surveys. In this case, the author uses the comparison of the data collected through the different
applied sociological methods to derive her main conclusions.

The main conclusions she comes to are that Arab women's integration into the labor
market in Israel is beneficial to their position and status in society and the family in many ways:
first, they can support the family economically; second, having a job gives the woman
economic independence and equality with her husband in family decision-making; third,
employment creates a sense of self-fulfillment, satisfaction, and advancement; and fourth,
working women are perceived by society as influential individuals, agents of change in society.
In other words, the integration of women into the labour market is beneficial both personally
and socially. At the same time, however, the results of her research second the real existence

of discrimination, segregation and even exploitation of Arab women in the labour market,



which are manifested in the low level of wages that Arab women receive, in the types of jobs
they are offered and in their opportunities for promotion in careers.

One of the most significant conclusions that Redan Abu Ahmad reaches in summarizing
the results of her research is that differences in the education of Jewish and Arab women are
the main reason for the low participation rate of Arab women in the labor market in Israel. In
this regard, education is affirmed by her as the key factor that legitimizes and supports the
process of integration of Arab women into the labor market in Israel. And government policies
are seen as the main tool that makes it possible to channelize Arab women's motivation and
efforts towards education and labour market integration. On this occasion, Redan Abu Ahmad
highlights the construction of kindergartens as a very important aspect of government policies,
as the most appropriate solution to allow women to satisfactorily combine family and work
responsibilities.

The main conclusions of the dissertation are developed in the Conclusion, where the

author has tried to summarize the empirical and theoretical findings of her study.

Scientific contributions and significance of the work

Although I have already pointed out the main contributions of the thesis so far, I will
nevertheless once again highlight what I consider to be its most important strengths, and before
that I will say that I fully accept the contributions formulated by Redan Abu Ahmad.

Firstly, I would point to her interdisciplinary approach, combining the strengths of
different sciences, which allows for an in-depth insight into the complex and multifaceted
nature of Arab women's labour market integration in Israel and the derivation of its multivalent
relations and dependencies with many other spheres of social life.

Secondly, I would highlight the complex of methods she applied to the study of Arab
women's integration into the labour market, including a mix of different quantitative and
qualitative research methods (in-depth interviews, focus group discussions and observation),
secondary analysis of statistical data and data from other studies conducted, which allow for
an in-depth penetration of the phenomenon under study, achieving a multifaceted and
comprehensive scope and analysis, and preventing subjectivism in the interpretation of the
results.

Thirdly, I would note the formulation of her own conception of the factors on
which the integration of Arab women into the labour market depends, among which

education emerges as a leading factor, which acts in parallel with the influence of culture,



tradition, family, as well as the national legislation in force and the government policies
implemented at the macro level.

Fourthly, as an important contribution of the dissertation should be noted also the
proposed concrete policy and labor market measures aimed at improving the labor
integration of Arab women in Israel, i.e. the practical-applied relevance of the developed
dissertation.

I could not omit to mention the extraordinary wealth of field materials and data
generated in course of work on the dissertation, based on the author's own research, which
constitute a significant contribution to the overall knowledge about Arab communities and,
more specifically, women from these communities, their status in Israel and their place in the
national labour market. Such generalized information is a valuable source of knowledge for

Israel, Bulgaria, and in the global context.

Conclusion

Redan Abu Ahmad's dissertation brings into scholarly circulation an enormous amount
of new material, both theoretical and empirical, concerning the integration of Arab women into
the labor market in Israel. The dissertation shows the responsible research work and efforts of
the candidate and her high potential for academic work. The presented research is a proof that
during her studies Redan Abu Ahmad has mastered the methods of working with scientific
literature and different types of sources, and has developed and improved her research skills.
Redan Abu Ahmad's dissertation on "The integration of Arab women in the labor market in the
state of Israel" is a study of high scholarly quality that exceeds the requirements set by law for
for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "Doctor".

All that has been said so far gives me a reason to express my firm conviction that the
proposed dissertation "The integration of Arab women in the labor market in the state of Israel”
by Redan Abu Ahmad meets all the requirements for the award of the educational and scientific
degree "Doctor" in the doctoral program "Sociology" in the professional field 3.1. Sociology,

Anthropology and Cultural Studies, and I will therefore vote to award her with this degree.
