OPINION

Prof. Dr. Petar Georgiev Bonchouvski,
Associate Professor of Civil Procedure at the Law and History
Faculty of SWU "Neofit Rilski" and ISL-BAS, member of the
Scientific Jury appointed by Order No. RD-2947 of 18.12.2024 of
the Rector of SWU "Neofit Rilski", Prof. Dr. Nikolai Marin.

In connection with the open procedure for the defense of a
dissertation for the acquisition of the educational and scientific
degree of "Doctor" by Roza Ilkova Sotirova, a doctoral student in
regular form of study at SWU "Neofit Rilski", Faculty of Law and
History, Department of "Civil Law Sciences", under the doctoral
program "Civil and Family Law", in the professional field 3.6. Law,
on the topic:

"Conclusion and Execution of the Contract for International
Sale of Goods"

Scientific Supervisor: Assoc. Prof. Dr. Ana Dzhumalieva

Based on the Rector's order, I was provided in electronic
format with the proposed draft of the dissertation, as well as the
necessary reports and other documents related to the evaluation
by the Scientific Jury.

After reading and analyzing the work, as well as assessing the
other documents related to the procedure, including the regulatory
framework, and in accordance with the requirements of the
Internal Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at SWU
"Neofit Rilski" and particularly the provisions of Art. 51 and Art.
52, para. S of these Rules, I provide the following opinion:

1. The Procedure



1.1. No violations of the requirements of the legislation have
been identified: the relevant provisions of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB), in particular Art. 26 LDASRB, the Regulations for the
Implementation of LDASRB, and the Internal Rules for the
Development of Academic Staff at SWU "Neofit Rilski", particularly
the provisions of Art. 49, paras. 1-2, and Art. 51-52 of these Rules.
The relevant decisions and other documents related to the
procedure have been submitted.

1.2. The dissertation draft was submitted within the specified
deadline. The volume, according to the submitted format, is 183
pages, which is close to the criterion of "standard typewritten
pages." The doctoral candidate has also submitted an abstract.

1.3. Three publications on the topic of the dissertation have
been submitted, which meet the requirements.
1.4. I am not aware of and do not find any evidence of plagiarism.
The doctoral candidate has submitted a declaration of originality
and authenticity.

2. Regarding the Doctoral Candidate

2.1.1do not know the doctoral candidate personally and have
no personal impressions.
2.2. According to the submitted biographical data, the professional
development of the doctoral candidate is closely related to her work
as a lawyer. Practical professional experience is always a plus in
research for obtaining the scientific and educational degree of
Doctor.

2.3. From the submitted text, there is no doubt that the
doctoral candidate is sufficiently fluent with the details of the
legislation in the researched legal field, as well as with the generally
accepted methods of interpreting legal texts, with the teleological
approach being the leading one.

2.4. The doctoral candidate has the ability to present various
practical hypotheses and find solutions, including through the
interpretation and analysis of published scientific opinions and
court decisions. She successfully applies and finds solutions by
analogy.



3. Conceptual Apparatus. Citations

3.1. The dissertation uses an adequate legal language
apparatus. The terminology used is generally consistent with the
commonly accepted requirements.

3.2. A rich scientific apparatus from national and foreign
authors, as well as sources of information, has been used. The
emphasis is on foreign sources, which is understandable given the
choice of topic and the approach to researching the issues.

3.3. Judicial practice (national, from various foreign sources,
and from international jurisdictions) has also been appropriately
used.

3.4. There are 352 footnotes referencing scientific literature
and court decisions. The citations are relevant and made in the
correct context.

4. Fulfillment of the Dissertation's Tasks

4.1. The doctoral candidate has set herself the goal of a
comprehensive study of the essence and features of the contract
for the international sale of goods, its conclusion, and execution. It
can be established that the task has been generally fulfilled, and
at a very high level.

4.2. The volume is more than sufficient to consider the
project's monograph-like value for a doctoral dissertation.
4.3. 1 find the interdisciplinary approach used in the research fully
appropriate: the historical development of the institution, as well
as the comparative legal review of some foreign legislations on
specific issues.

4.4. The analysis of the current state of national legislation,
international legal acts, and EU instruments is informative and
accurate. Through the research, a relatively complete picture of the
current state of regulation, some nuances in court practice, and
problematic points can be obtained. Without these aspects, a
quality legal regulation cannot be proposed.



4.5. The report of the scientific supervisor, Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Ana Dzhumalieva, is highly positive.

5.1. No proposals de lege ferenda have been made.

6. Conclusion

Taking into account the above, I believe that the dissertation,
in accordance with the requirements of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
demonstrates the candidate's theoretical knowledge in the relevant
scientific field, sufficient ability for independent scientific research,
and its translation into a text that meets the requirements of a
scientific work according to modern standards.

I generally share the scientific contributions defined in the
abstract. Therefore, the dissertation project possesses the
necessary qualities and scientific merits of a doctoral dissertation
for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree of
"Doctor."

The findings are grounds for a positive evaluation of the
submitted project and for voting "in favor" of Roza Ilkova Sotirova
acquiring the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" under
the doctoral program "Civil and Family Law," in the professional
field 3.6. Law.
