She achieved her high level of preparation, including
foreign language, by successively passing through the levels of the educational
system: higher education - specialty "English Language and Literature" - Aristotle
University, Thessaloniki, Master's degree in "Special Pedagogy" at the South-West
University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad, specializing in "Acting for Theater and
Cinema" at the Institute for Vocational Training in Thessaloniki, completing a
postgraduate qualification course "Drama and Education" at the Center for Theater
Studies in Thessaloniki, studying Spanish language and literature at the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens.

She purposefully expands her professional ambitions in the field of teaching
and research. She successfully combines her practical commitments as a school

teacher and founder and actress of the Theater Group "MINUS +",



STRUCTURE OF THE DISSERTATION

A well-organized package of materials is submitted for review: dissertation.
appendices, abstract, publications. The dissertation has successtully defined
parameters: total volume - 160 p., of which main content 143 p.; used literature (213
sources) in Bulgarian (14 ed.). English, Turkish, Spanish, including electronic
resources (199 ed.) (17 p.). The dissertation is structured according to the canons of
academic architectonics: introduction, four chapters, conclusion. literature. 6
appendices.

The dissertation, as a style and language, is precise, has a rich and accurate
scientific stylistics. The technical execution is correct, the information is supported
by visual images (tables and diagrams), mounted in the appropriate places.

The introduction presents the author's reasons for choosing the dissertation
topic and its relevance. It includes in a compressed form the main ideas related to
multinational integration, multicultural identity, multicultural interactions related to
early foreign language learning. An organic part of the introduction are the research
methodology and expected results. It logically presents the object, subject, purpose
of the study and the main tasks. In general, the introduction introduces what is to
come in the dissertation research. It would be good if the introduction contains a
literature review on the topic of the dissertation research.

The first chapter presents the correlations related to competency-based
education and early foreign language learning. In a sociocultural aspect, language is
brought out as a means of social cohesion in the global world. The connection
between early foreign language learning and the development of key competencies
is sought. The “other” culture in foreign language learning is contextualized.

The second chapter analyzes cognitive interest in preschool age as a factor
for cognitive activity. Its characteristics and dynamics in the development of

preschool children are presented, its affiliation to the structure of children’s



intellectual development, as well as the essence and importance of cognitive needs
in the implementation of cognitive actions.

The third chapter describes the theoretical foundations of motivation in early
foreign language learning and the role of the educational environment in stimulating
cognitive activity. The role of the educational environment in kindergarten and the
motivation for foreign language learning are presented, as well as the role of the
proactive teacher as a mediator between the child and the global world.

The fourth chapter is related to the empirical research. It presents the
methodological and conceptual framework of the research and the organization of
the experimental program. It analyzes the results of the application of the
pedagogical technology "Proactive educational environment for the formation of
cognitive interest in the "other" culture and motivation for early foreign language

learning in 6-7-year-old children".

RELEVANCE AND SIGNIFICANCE OF THE PROBLEM

The issue under consideration is relevant and significant in the discourse of
interculturalism, globalization, the competency-based approach and early foreign
language learning. The dissertation is located in a complex research field, because
the working problem has multidirectional characteristics and corresponds to serious
prospects for the search for alternative approaches, methods and techniques leading
to a positive change in the learning process in kindergarten, and in particular in the
process of forming a cognitive interest in the “other™ culture and the motivation for

early foreign language learning of 6-7-year-old children.

SCIENTIFIC AWARENESS OF THE DOCTORAL STUDENT
The author knows the literature on the topic very well. His theoretical

reasoning is a result of a study of 213 sources, including web-based ones. Maria



Bakaludi knows very well not only world literature, but also Bulgarian literature,
and this enables the author to justify her main theses quite correctly. The statements
that are advocated are both classical and from the latest publications after 2000.
Maria Bakaludi has supported her work with original works by foreign authors. This
representative scientific argumentation of the text convincingly wins the trust of the

user of this type of information and supports the conclusions in the dissertation.

CONCEPTUALITY, EVIDENCE AND PRACTICAL SIGNIFICANCE
OF THE DEVELOPMENT

The dissertation is a completed author's concept, in which new aspects of the
issue under consideration are also envisaged. Given the wide variety of concepts and
definitions on the topic, the author has managed to clearly express and argue his
position. The dissertation is characterized by successful analyses, specific evaluative
nuances and original contemporary reflections, a purposeful author's approach and
scientific style. It is at a high professional level and shows knowledge of the various
aspects of the issue under consideration. The practical significance of the
development is great. After adaptation, it can be successfully used in the education

of other age groups of children.

OBJECT, SUBJECT, AIMS, TASKS, METHODS AND HYPOTHESES
OF THE RESEARCH
* The introduction precisely formulates the object and subject of the research,
the aim and tasks of the dissertation; the research methods need to be refined.
* The hypothesis is correctly formulated, it is realistic and can be verified using
the tools proposed in the dissertation. It would be good if it was formulated as
an indicative judgment.

* Diverse and adequate research methods have been used.



RESEARCH DESIGN

An experimental study was conducted during the period April 2021 - May
2024. A total of 89 subjects, aged 6 - 7 vears, participated in it, who are
representatives of the primary school of the village of Evdilos - 3 branches with
preschool groups (42 children), the primary school of the city of Serres - 2 preschool
groups (47 children). The gender distribution is as follows: 44 girls (49%) and 45
boys (51%).

The empirical study was conducted according to all the rules. The precisely
defined criteria and indicators can be highlighted as positive. Adequate tools were
used to conduct the study - pedagogical experiment, observation, testing. Cronbach's
alpha was applied to verify the reliability of the measurements in order to establish
the degree that reflects the coherence of the elements identified in the scale.

The analysis was carried out according to several dementias: gender, age,
educational institution, settlement. The empirical results impress with their scope
and internal coherence. The data from the empirical study are presented correctly.
The results are visualized in tables and diagrams. The study has a rich empirical
base. In terms of the conclusions, they are substantively correct and presented in an

unconventional way.

To prove the hypotheses, a very serious statistical processing of the data was

carried out.

CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE DISSERTATION

¢ The study and its results as reliable empirical material largely compensate for
deficiencies in the working topic in preschool practice (research on the interest
of preschool children in early mastering a foreign language).

* The theoretical analysis as a scope in combination with the research procedure

1s a benchmark for systematic scientific research.



* A quality text is presented with the possibility of practical application in the
preschool preparation of children.

* The examples referred to in the application of the dissertation research are
actually operationalized technologies for implementing early foreign
language learning.

® The presented technological paradigm can be successfully used in the

education of other age groups.

ASSESSMENT OF SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS
The scientific self-assessment of the contributions adequately reflects the

achievements.

PUBLICATIONS ON THE DISSERTATION AND ABSTRACT

The doctoral student's publications are subordinate to the topic, meet the
requirements for number and representativeness and are a certain contribution to the
popularization of the results and conclusions of the research. The list includes S
publications, 2 of which are co-authored. All are published in conference
proceedings. Three of the publications are in a foreign language.

The abstract projects the content of the dissertation and follows its logic,

objectively reflects the theoretical, research and practical-applied aspects of the

problem.

NOTES AND QUESTIONS ON THE DISSERTATION

* There is a very good balance between the theoretical and empirical parts of

the dissertation research.

* Itis very impressive that protocols of the observations made are presented.



* [t would be good to make recommendations arising from the overall research

in the conclusion.
QUESTIONS: 1) Is it possible to use the proposed technology in teaching
children in other scientific fields? 2) If the environment is not proactive and does not
focus on the “other”™ culture, will the children's results be worse or will they be the

same as those presented in the empirical research?

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR POPULARIZATION OF RESULTS

I. In connection with the popularization and dissemination of the results. it is
advisable to publish them in the form of a separate monograph.

2. In order to make the results of the doctoral student's research work more
visible, it is recommended that they be published in refereed indexed

publications/journals with an impact IF rank (Scopus and WoS).

CONCLUSIONS

* Interms of its structure and content, its conceptual design. scientitic breadth
and depth, the work of Maria Panagiotis Bakaludi is an independent and
original scientific work.

® The results achieved in the dissertation research can be considered scientific
contributions of the doctoral student.

* The foundation of the substantiated conclusions and conclusions are the
results of the research, which are inherently reliable and relevant.

® The dissertation work meets the technical standards for the formation of this
type of scientific work.

 The author can independently conduct scientific research, present and analyze

the results correctly and precisely.
