1. Data on the doctorate, dissertation, abstract and publications

Pavel Nikolov is a full-time doctoral student at the Faculty of Philosophy at the
SWU "Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad. He received his bachelor's degree in
philosophy and his master's degree in practical philosophy again at SWU
“Neophit Rilski”

The dissertation is 197 standard typewritten pages long and consists of 3 chapters
with very well-structured sections and subsections. The literature used includes
106 titles, 16 of which are in English.

The abstract is 29 pages long and corresponds to the dissertation work. The
abstract adequately presents the theses, content, main results, conclusions and

contributions.



The doctoral student has 6 publications on the topic and has fulfilled the minimum
national requirements for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree

"doctor".

2. Scientific contributions

Pavel Nikolov's dissertation is dedicated to an era that seems distant from us, but
which the doctoral student has very skillfully approached from the perspective of
problems close to modern times. He examines the era of the French Enlightenment
not simply in itself, but by including it in the context of the overall development
of humanity and tracing the parallels of its "philosophical ethos" in different
temporal and spatial dimensions. Pavel Nikolov does not hesitate to debate with
established representatives of social philosophy, such as Horkheimer, Adorno and
Bauman, and honestly and without prejudice explores the era of interest to him,
with the main thing that determines his reasoning are the works of the analyzed
thinkers. | believe that this handling of direct texts, the independent search for
truth, as well as the tracing of the connections between individual thinkers in

relation to the researched topic, is an undoubted merit of the dissertation.

The doctoral student presents the subject and object of his research very clearly.
The main goal is formulated clearly and precisely: "to show the moderate position
towards reason and feelings in the period of the French Enlightenment of the
eighteenth century by direct reference to authentic texts". The tasks leading to the
achievement of this goal are also presented clearly and comprehensively. This
clarity of positions and defended theses is another merit of the dissertation. Rarely
encountered in such works is the author's ability to clearly and unwaveringly
adhere to the leading thread of his research and to express and defend his position

In an argumentative manner.

The dissertation is based on three initial hypotheses. The first is that in the era of
the French Enlightenment there was a balance between reason and feelings and

therefore the theories that claim that in this era there was a cult of reason that



denied feelings and passions are one-sided and incomplete. The second is that in
the history of European philosophy two discourses can be outlined — one
advocating the idea that reason should control and suppress passions and feelings,
and the other, focused on the attempt to find a balance between reason and
feelings. The discourse that insists on the supremacy of reason originates from the
time of Plato, and is not a modern thesis. This idea permeates the history of
philosophy as well as the alternative one — that reason and feelings should balance
each other. Therefore, the presented work adopts the position that “the above-
mentioned discourse, focused on the balance of reason and feelings, finds its
culmination in the era of the French Enlightenment, but has been present in one
form or another throughout the history of philosophy” (p.16). The third hypothesis
Is related to the above two and insists that the French Enlightenment has nothing
to do with totalitarian thinking, as many Enlightenment scholars claim, but on the

contrary — it is a humanism opposed to the totalitarian discourse of any time
(p.17).

These clearly stated hypotheses are also consistent with the structure of the
dissertation, which is presented as consisting not simply of three parts, but of three

mutually complementary and presumptive components.

The first component refers to the philosophical motives that can be defined as the
prerequisites of the French Enlightenment. The second component includes an
analysis of eighteenth-century French philosophy based on the works of various
representatives of the period such as Montesquieu, Voltaire, Helvetius, Holbach,
Rousseau, La Mettiere and Diderot. The third component presents the French
Enlightenment as an ethos through which the “Enlightenment paradigm in
previous and future time periods is traced”. Here, the analysis of Buddhism was
particularly interesting to me — unconventional, unexpected, but undoubtedly

convincing.



The first component is generally consistent with the first chapter. It dialogues with
the theses of some of the classic works on the Enlightenment — “Dialectic of
Enlightenment” by Horkheimer and Adorno and “Modernity and the Holocaust”
by Bauman, which studies generally seek the origin of the Nazi camps in the type
of rationality imposed by the Enlightenment — in the cult of number, in
instrumental reason, in the mastery of nature by reason and science. The doctoral
student emphasizes the inaccuracy of these theories in the part in which they relate
to the French Enlightenment. The phenomenology of sensuality he developed uses
some of the texts of the most famous representatives of the modern era to show a
lack of radicalism and a lack of a cult of reason at the expense of feelings, passions
and imagination. The second chapter is a more extensive study of French
philosophy of the eighteenth century, analyzing the works of various
representatives of the period such as Montesquieu, Voltaire, Helvetius, Holbach,
Rousseau, La Mettiere and Diderot. In this, no philosopher is considered in
isolation, but above all from the point of view of his ideological relationship not
only with other French philosophers of the period under consideration, but also in
the much broader context of overall influences and interconnections in the

development of human thought. That is why the

Chapter three offers an analysis of two philosophical ethoses, as defined by the
doctoral student. First is the one that emphasizes the balance between reason and
feelings, the moderation and tolerance. The other is the radical ethos that separates
reason and feelings, demands that reason dominate feelings and passions, and
ultimately culminates in social engineering. As an embodiment of the first ethos,
the doctoral student presents the philosophical thinking of the French
Enlightenment, elevated it into a model through which the Enlightenment

paradigm can be traced in different eras.

3. Conclusion
