I. GENERAL EVALUATION OF THE CANDIDATE

Rositsa Yankova graduated consecutively in the majors of “Mass
Communications” (2011 - 2015) and “Law” (2014 - 2018) at the New Bulgarian
University, Sofia. | do not know the candidate personally, I have no insight into
his scientific development, but the diverse internship experience in various
structures of the judicial system and in the media for mass communication and

public relations is impressive.

A dissertation for the educational and scientific degree "Doctor", an
abstract and three publications in Bulgarian and foreign scientific journals

included in the National Reference List were submitted for review.

The materials proposed for an opinion can be divided into the following
groups, as follows:
 Dissertation - in a volume of 240 pages;
» Abstract - in a volume of 40 pages;
 Articles in refereed and indexed journals - 3 issues. (two in Bulgarian
and one in English).

All proposed materials have one author.

Il. EVALUATION OF THE SCIENTIFIC AND PRACTICAL
RESULTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS IN THE PRESENTED
DISSERTATION

The dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion. The content of the dissertation includes a list of abbreviations used,
bibliography and appendices. The volume of the work is 240 pages. 412 footnotes
are indicated. The literature used includes 256 sources. The study is in accordance

with the legislation and case law as of March 2024.



Relevance and significance of the problem developed in the dissertation

Relevance

The relevance of the topic is undeniable. Today, public opinion is that
corruption levels in Bulgaria continue to be extremely high, the measures taken
to combat corruption are ineffective, and there is no public attitude to publicly
announce corrupt practices. In view of this, the introduction of an effective
mechanism for the protection of whistleblowers, the in-depth analysis of the scope
of protected persons, the possibility for them to take advantage of various
reporting channels, as well as specific protective measures, are a necessary and
mandatory element for efficient and effective measures in the fight against
corruption.

Significance

The significance of the study is clearly determined by the place and role of
the System for the Protection of Whistleblowers as an effective tool for increasing

the intransigence and effectiveness of the fight against corruption.

Purpose, tasks, object and subject of the study

The dissertation correctly and correctly defines the object, subject, purpose

and tasks of the scientific research, as follows:

« The object of the research in the dissertation is the criminal law
protection of persons reporting corruption;

* The subject of the study is the specific manifestations of criminal law
protection, namely the issues regarding the rights and obligations of
persons reporting corruption and the legally established mechanisms for
their protection;

« The main objective of this dissertation is to examine the existing
criminal law protection of persons reporting corruption, by revealing the
main elements regarding the implementation of this protection in view

of the international legal framework and the Law on the Protection of
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Persons Reporting or Publicly Disclosing Information on Violations in
Bulgaria adopted in 2023,
» The tasks (7 tasks) to achieve the purpose of the study are fully and

comprehensively formulated.

Analytical characteristics of the content

The dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters, and a
conclusion.

In the first chapter, “International and national framework for the
protection of whistleblowers”, the international, European, and Bulgarian
legislative framework that regulates the filing of whistleblower reports and, in
particular, the protection of whistleblowers is examined in a normative aspect.
Based on the studied international legal documents, it is concluded that the
protection of whistleblowers is an important tool in the fight against corruption.
On the other hand, in view of the diversity of legal systems, political systems, and
national cultural specifics, the implementation of a unified form of protection is
an extremely complex and difficult task. Based on the analysis in this section of
the dissertation, it can be concluded that the development of legislation for the
criminal protection of whistleblowers in Bulgaria is not an exception to the
general rule - its importance is recognized and at the same time there is a delay in
the introduction of effective mechanisms for the protection of these individuals.

Chapter Two “Rights and Obligations of Persons Reporting Corruption”
examines the concept of “whistleblowers” and the scope of entities subject to
protection in a theoretical and practical aspect. It analyzes the created three-tier
system for reporting corruption, including internal and external channels and the
possibility of public disclosure of information about corruption. As a result of the
analysis, it can be summarized that in the development of the regulatory
framework, an expansion of the personal and material scope of criminal protection

of persons reporting corruption is observed, with the first being an increase in the
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number of persons who have the status of “whistleblower”. The study analyzes in
detail the activities and functions of the Commission for Personal Data Protection,
as a Central Body for external reporting.

The third chapter, “Mechanisms for the Protection of Whistleblowers,”
examines in depth the issues of identity protection and the possibility of
anonymous reporting, the specific criminal law protection of whistleblowers from
misconduct and interference, support for whistleblowers and the right to judicial
protection and the penalties provided for violators of the rights of whistleblowers.

The conclusion summarizes that the regulation of criminal law protection
of whistleblowers in the European Union has undergone serious changes over the
past ten years. After a detailed analysis of the legal framework for the protection
of whistleblowers in Bulgaria and the EU, summarized conclusions have been
drawn as a result of solving the tasks set in the dissertation.

The abstract is developed in 40 pages and reflects the content and results
of the dissertation. The presented abstract is in the required volume and reflects
the multi-directionality and depth of the research.

On the topic of the dissertation, 3 publications have been presented, which
present the results of the candidate's research well and relatively completely and

which | consider sufficient.

The research in the dissertation work of Rositsa Yankova falls entirely
within the field of higher education: 3.
