By Order No. 868 of 13.03.2023 I have been appointed as a member of the scientific
jury in the procedure for the defense of a dissertation thesis for the acquisition of PhD
Educational and Scientific Degree, professional field 3.6. Law, PhD Programme “Criminal
Procedure”, by Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova , PhD student in the full-time form of study
at the Department of Public Law at the Faculty of Law and History of South-West University
“Neofit Rilski”.

1. Brief biographical data about the PhD student

In 2017, Georgia Papucharova graduated from the South-West University “Neofit
Rilski” with a degree in Law. Since 2018 she is a full-time PhD student at the Department of
Public Law at the Faculty of Law and History of South-West University "Neofit Rilski", under
the scientific supervision of Prof. Dobrinka Chankova, PhD.

Georgia Papucharova started her professional experience as a legal advisor at Korporex
Finance Ltd. in Blagoevgrad (February 2018 - May 2021). She continues her professional
development as a legal advisor at Olympus-U.V. Pltd., where she is actively involved in real
estate purchase and sale processes (July 2021 - October 2021). Since October 2021 and
currently she is a part of the Ingram Micro team, where she is responsible for communication
with corporate clients and business partners, order processing and administration, and
investigation and improvement of client claims. Parallel to this, since October 2023 and
currently she also holds the position of Compliance Specialist for the EMEA region, working

on corporate cases related to corruption, bribery, fraud, conflict of interest, etc.



2. Dissertation parameters

The dissertation, presented by PhD student Georgia Papucharova, has a total volume of
192 pages and consists of an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, annexes and a reference
to sources used, which includes 33 titles, of which 5 in Cyrillic, 28 in Latin, 15 Internet sources,
25 normative acts, 18 strategic acts, case law - 8 judgments of the Court of Justice of the EU, 1
case from the practice of the European Court of Human Rights and 4 judicial acts from the
practice of Bulgarian courts. The footnotes are 159.

The European Investigation Order (EIO) is a relatively new law enforcement instrument
in the European Union, introduced by Directive 2014/41/EU regarding the European
Investigation Order in criminal matters, and aims to facilitate and unify the process of evidence
gathering between Member States in criminal investigations. In the context of cross-border
crime and the need for a rapid and efficient exchange of evidence, the topic of EIO is not only
relevant but also strategically important for the promotion of mutual trust between national
judicial authorities and the effective functioning of the European legal area.

The topic of the European Investigation Order (EIO) has been subject to scholarly
discussion and academic analysis; however, in most instances, it has been addressed only
partially and within the broader framework of studies concerning international cooperation in
criminal matters. Comprehensive and in-depth legal research dedicated exclusively to the EIO
remains limited, particularly within the Bulgarian legal context. This evidences a pressing need
for a thorough examination that explores both the practical and legal challenges related to the
issuance, execution, and judicial protection associated with the EIO. In this regard, the study
conducted by Georgia Papucharova holds significant value, contributing meaningfully to the
development of legal doctrine and the application of law in the field of cross-border criminal
investigations within the European Union.

Chapter One explores the nature, historical evolution, institutional framework, and legal
models of international cooperation in criminal matters. Central to the analysis is the
examination of the European Investigation Order (EIO) as a contemporary instrument for cross-
border evidentiary cooperation. Particular attention is given to the shift from the classical model
of mutual legal assistance to the emerging mechanisms based on the principle of mutual
recognition. The chapter reviews key legislative instruments, institutional mechanisms, and
practical challenges inherent to this transition.

Chapter Two provides a comprehensive and analytical overview of Directive
2014/41/EU regarding the European Investigation Order in criminal matters. The author

examines the nature, structure, and implementation of the EIO as a principal legal tool for cross-



border evidence gathering within the European Union. The study covers the evolution of the
legal framework, the principles of mutual recognition and legality, the scope and limitations of
the Directive, as well as the practical difficulties associated with its transposition and
application. Furthermore, the institutional aspects are addressed, including the competences of
issuing authorities and the EIO’s compatibility with other international legal instruments.

Chapter Three of the dissertation constitutes a comparative analysis of the European
Investigation Order (EIO) within the framework of other legal instruments governing
cooperation in criminal matters among the Member States of the European Union. The primary
objective is to clarify the scope of application, legal nature, procedural dimensions, and
practical challenges arising in the use of the EIO as compared to other forms of legal
cooperation, such as mutual legal assistance requests, the European Arrest Warrant, joint
investigation teams, and instruments for the preservation and seizure of evidence. Despite the
complexity of the subject matter, the author successfully balances legal intricacy with a
synthesis of fundamental concepts. The respective sections are organized both chronologically
and thematically, tracing the evolution of legal regulation and the interrelations between the
different instruments.

Chapter Four of the dissertation presents not only the theoretical and normative aspects
of the transposition regarding Directive 2014/41/EU on the European Investigation Order in
criminal matters into Bulgarian legislation, but also highlights its concrete practical dimensions.
This part of the study focuses primarily on the procedural stages related to the issuance of the
European Investigation Order. The chapter further includes practical case examples, which
enhance the argumentative strength and credibility of the analysis.

Chapter Five of the dissertation examines the results of the transposition of Directive
2014/41/EU regarding the European Investigation Order (EIO) in criminal matters into various
national legal systems of EU Member States. The study identifies three principal approaches to
the implementation of the EIO provisions: through the adoption of a dedicated legislative act
(e.g. Bulgaria, Greece, Belgium), through integration into a general legal framework (e.g.
Spain, Portugal, Austria), and through amendments to existing national codes of criminal
procedure (e.g. Estonia). Detailed country profiles are presented for the implementation
practices in Portugal, Finland, the Netherlands, and Romania.

The conclusion of the dissertation outlines the key findings derived from the conducted
research on the European Investigation Order as a modern instrument of international

cooperation in criminal matters.



3. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the

dissertation

In terms of organization and content, the thesis offers a good proportionality, coherence
and logic of the research. The author demonstrates a good command of the specific terminology,
knowledge of the issues as theory and practical solutions, and shows good capacity to explore
related case law.

The dissertation begins with a historical analysis of the development of international
cooperation, with a particular emphasis on the transition from the classical model to
contemporary legal instruments. The author skillfully highlights the theoretical and practical
deficiencies of the classical model in light of the needs posed by modern cross-border
criminality.

A notable contribution of the research is the detailed analysis of Directive 2014/41/EU
regarding the European Investigation Order in criminal matters, through which the author
demonstrates a thorough understanding of the subject matter. The exposition is distinguished
by its depth and systematic approach. The text follows a logical and chronological sequence.
The argumentation is legally sound, and the language employed is terminologically precise and
academically robust. References are made to national legislation (including the Bulgarian
Criminal Procedure Code and the Act on the European Investigation Order) as well as to the
legislation of other Member States, which further enriches the analytical depth of the study.

I also positively assess the comparative analysis conducted by the PhD candidate in
Chapter Three of the dissertation, which highlights the advantages of the European
Investigation Order (EIO) over other examined mechanisms of legal cooperation. The
introduction of a standardized form for issuing an EIO is identified as an advantage over the
free-form requests used in traditional mutual legal assistance procedures, as it reduces
administrative burdens and translation costs. The strict time limits for recognition and execution
of an EIO are viewed as a guarantee for swifter and more efficient judicial cooperation in
comparison to the often lengthy timelines of classical requests for mutual assistance. The clearly
defined grounds for refusal under the EIO (Article 11 of the Directive) are considered an
improvement over the vague, abstract, and frequently invoked refusal grounds associated with
traditional instruments. The author explicitly states that the EIO represents “a new approach by
the European legislator to addressing issues of legal assistance and is undoubtedly a step
forward in resolving many of the problems encountered in the use of mutual legal assistance

requests.”



Another notable contribution lies in the presentation of brief case studies integrated into
the analysis, which effectively illustrate the practical applicability and challenges of the subject
matter, thereby adding practical value to the research.

I also positively acknowledge the analysis conducted on the effectiveness of the
transposition of Directive 2014/41/EU into national legislation, wherein the author identifies
the practical advantages of employing the European Investigation Order (EIO) as a tool for
cross-border criminal cooperation. The assessment is balanced — recognizing both the
improvements and the challenges inherent in the application of the mechanism. Although the
benefits of the EIO's electronic format are briefly mentioned, the author does not proceed to
analyses whether Bulgaria effectively makes use of this format and what impact it has on the
efficiency and speed of the process.

A significant contribution of the dissertation lies in the formulation of concrete measures
and best practices aimed at overcoming the challenges that hinder the proper functioning of the
European Investigation Order system. These measures are well-argued and derived from the
comparative analysis of several national legislative frameworks, offering substantial value both
to legal scholarship and to practical implementation. The author identifies specific deficiencies
and proposes appropriate, well-reasoned solutions.

In conclusion, I consider that the results presented in the PhD research conducted by
Georgia Papucharova possess both academic and practical significance.

The submitted author abstract comprises 28 pages and complies with the established
formal requirements. It accurately reflects the core elements of the dissertation and provides a
detailed overview of the theoretical and practical findings derived from the conducted research.

PhD candidate Georgia Papucharova has authored one publication in Cyrillic and two
publications in Latin script related to the topic of the dissertation, each addressing different
aspects of the subject matter. Additionally, the author has one further publication unrelated to
the dissertation topic.

Through the submitted dissertation and the three publications addressing its thematic
scope, PhD student Georgia Papucharova meets the minimum national requirements for the

award of the educational and scientific degree of PhD.

4. Notes and recommendations regarding the thesis
Several remarks and recommendations can be made to the dissertation.
The author demonstrates a solid understanding of the subject matter; however, there is

a notable reluctance to articulate a clearly defined personal position regarding the adequacy of



the existing legal framework or the necessity for reform in the area under discussion. This
results in the impression of an objective description, rather than a critical and analytical
perspective, which is generally expected in legal research of this nature. It is therefore
recommended that the author express her own views more explicitly and confidently in relation
to the legal challenges examined.

It is also worth noting that, in certain sections — such as Chapter Two — the exposition
becomes excessively lengthy and overly detailed, which may hinder the reader’s ability to
follow and absorb the content. In this regard, it would be advisable to include summary sections
at the end of each chapter that synthesize the key findings and outline the author’s proposals
for legislative improvement.

The dissertation is academically sound and demonstrates a high degree of depth;
however, the introduction requires better structuring and enhancement with essential academic
components. Such revisions would improve the academic value of the work and strengthen its
argumentative coherence. The elements listed in the author abstract — namely, the object and
subject of the research, its aim and objectives, methodology, approaches, and the research thesis
— should also be integrated into the introductory chapter to clearly establish the scientific
framework of the study.

The graphical elements used in the dissertation — tables and charts — contribute
significantly to the applied academic value of the work. They possess evidential relevance,
enrich the content, and provide a visual dimension to the analysis. In order to preserve their
value, it is recommended that the author format all included tables and figures in accordance
with commonly accepted academic standards, ensuring that they are appropriately titled,
include proper source references, and, where feasible, are accompanied by a brief analytical
commentary on the presented data.

In my view, the dissertation should be further refined to comply fully with the formal
requirements applicable to academic legal research. The bibliography would benefit from the
inclusion of additional sources and scholarly works specifically dedicated to the subject matter.
The compilation of such a scientific study requires the use of a robust and diverse bibliographic
foundation.

The observations and recommendations set out herein in no way detract from the
positive assessment that the dissertation merits in terms of its quality, academic contribution,

and relevance.



5. Conclusion

The presented dissertation on the topic: “European Investigation Order” authored by
Georgia Papucharova meets all requirements under Art. 6, para. 3 of Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, contains scientific and scientific-applied
results, representing a contribution to science, and shows that the PhD student has enhanced
knowledge in the field of criminal-procedural sciences, as well as the ability to apply
independent scientific research.

Considering all the above, I confidently give my positive assessment and recommend
the esteemed scientific jury to award Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova the educational and
scientific PhD degree in the PhD programme “Criminal Procedure”, Professional Field 3.6.
