STATEMENT

The composition of the scientific jury, of which I am a member, is determined by Order
No. 868/18.03.2025 of the Rector of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski", in connection with
the public defense of a dissertation on the topic "European Investigation Order", for awarding the
educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" in the doctoral program "Criminal Procedure",
professional field 3.6. "Law", field of higher education 3. "Social, Economic and Legal Sciences"
by Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova — full-time PhD student at the Department of Public Law,
at the Faculty of Law and History of SWU "Neofit Rilski", with supervisor — Prof. Dobrinka
Ivanova Chankova, PhD.

I. Biographical notes for the PhD student.

Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova acquired in 2017 the Master's degree in Law from the
Faculty of Law and History of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski". She has three years of
experience as a legal advisor and one and a half years of experience in the compliance department
of an IT distribution company.

I1. Volume and structure of the dissertation.

The documents and materials submitted by the PhD student represent a complete set
necessary for the lawful conduct of the defense. The dissertation in the appropriate form is
accompanied by an abstract and a CV. The abstract meets the requirements regarding its content,
corresponds to the structure and content of the dissertation, being its clear and accurate summary.
In connection with the topic of the dissertation, the PhD student has three scientific publications.

The dissertation complies with the requirements of the Internal Rules for the Development
of the Academic Staff at SWU "Neofit Rilski" (Adopted by Decision of the Academic Council of
SWU "Neofit Rilski" on 20.04.2011, last amended and supplemented by Protocol No. 8 of the
Academic Council of 15.05.2024) and as a quality meets the requirements for acquiring the degree
of Doctor. Regulations for its implementation.

The structure of the dissertation is determined by the goals and objectives of the research
and includes an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography of the literature used.
The reference of the literature sources covers 33 titles of scientific literature, 15 Internet sources,
25 normative acts, 18 strategic acts, 13 sources of case law and 6 figures/tables. . The research
methodology used is up-to-date.

The PhD student has fulfilled the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2
and 3 of the RASRB and respectively under Art. 24, para. 1 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the Law on the Educational and Scientific Degree of "Doctor".

In the introduction , the topic of the dissertation research is outlined, the relevance and
significance of the research is substantiated, namely the key role of international legal cooperation
in the fight against cross-border crime and in particular in the context of progressive globalization
and digitalization, providing new horizons for the perpetrators of crimes. The subject, purpose,
research hypothesis and the tasks of the research are brought to the fore.

Chapter One, entitled "The Nature, History, Bodies and Models of International
Cooperation in Criminal Matters", aims to trace the history of international legal cooperation, to



understand its models — that of mutual legal assistance and cooperation based on the principle of
mutual recognition, examples of various mechanisms belonging to these models, the specific role
of the competent institutions in in the field of international legal cooperation (IPC) in criminal
matters, a smooth transition towards defining how the complexity of Directive 2014/41/EU of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 3 April 2014 on the European Investigation Order
(EIO) supersedes the application for legal aid under the Convention on Mutual Assistance in
Criminal Matters between the Member States of the European Union (EU) of 2000 d. The
evolution of the law of evidence in the EU is traced to the introduction of a comprehensive system
for the taking of evidence in criminal cases, based on the principle of mutual recognition and
covering all types of evidence and the establishment of common standards for the taking of
evidence in the field of criminal proceedings through the establishment of the European
Investigation Order (EIO) mechanism.

A second chapter entitled 'Analysis of Directive 2014/41/EU of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 3 April 2014 on the European Investigation Order ' provides an overview of
key provisions of the SEPO, an analysis of the scope of the SEPO, pays particular attention to the
admissibility of evidence collected through the EIO mechanism, examines in detail the concept of
'issuing authority' in the context of the application of the EIO and focuses on the grounds for refusal
to recognise and execute a European Investigation Order.

A third chapter, entitled 'The European Investigation Order in relation to other forms of
legal cooperation', examines the relationship between the EIO and other similar instruments for
legal cooperation in criminal matters. There are difficulties in interpreting the regulations of the
various instruments for legal cooperation in criminal matters between EU Member States and after
the transposition and thus practical application of the EIO regulation.

The fourth chapter, entitled "Transposition of Directive 2014/41/EU of the European
Parliament and of the Council into Bulgarian national law", examines the history of the adoption
of the European Investigation Order Act in fulfilment of the obligations of the Republic of
Bulgaria, a direct result of its membership in the European Union

Chapter five, entitled "Transposition of the Directive by different Member States', examines
the approaches used by EU countries to implement the provisions of the TPP, which can be
classified into several groups: transposition into a specific law; transposition into a general law on
the recognition of EU decisions in criminal matters; transposition by supplementing and/or
amending the relevant Criminal Procedure Code in the country.

In conclusion , the author draws conclusions in connection with the analysis.

II1. Characteristics and evaluation of the dissertation.

1. The work shall constitute a comprehensive and systematic examination of the European
Investigation Order.

2. In terms of its volume, structure, content, as well as in view of the scientific literature
and normative acts used, the depth of scientific analysis and the significance of the conclusions
and scientific contributions, the work fully meets the criteria and requirements for monographic
research.

3. The relevance and significance of the topic is very well substantiated and the structure
of the dissertation research is methodologically correct and clearly built, arguments for the formed
subject of the research are substantiated.

4. The development of the presented topic provides a kind of filling of the existing gap in
theoretical and practical terms.



5. The author has shown independence towards the studied issues and has argued his
conclusions.
6. The scientific apparatus is detailed, with punctual and precise citation.

The presented scientific publications allow to supplement the dissertation, reveal part of
the analysis of scientific and applied scientific contributions, as well as the author's achievements.
They are distinguished by precision, analyticality and justification of the author's position.

V. Scientific and scientific-applied contributions to the dissertation.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions to the dissertation are numerous and
have different weight and significance. The most important, basic and essential contributions are
as follows:

1. The work is the first Bulgarian detailed, systematic and comprehensive study of the
issues of the European Investigation Order as a modern tool for international cooperation in
criminal matters, with a strong focus on its European regulation and on the transposing national
legislation of the Republic of Bulgaria. It includes an overview of scientific works directly and
indirectly related to the topic by Bulgarian and foreign authors, case law from national and
international justice, as well as other domestic and supranational acts and documents relevant to
the EIO institution.

2. It is clarified in as much detail as possible how far the application of this system of legal
cooperation in the field of evidence is extended and how the invalidation of the preceding EIO
instruments is carried out. The main principles on the basis of which this form of cooperation
operates are examined. The study goes through all the main moments of the life cycle of an EIO —
from its issuance in the form of a single standard form, through its transmission, recognition and
enforcement, making a detailed interpretation.

3. The author manages to analyse and clarify the content of the grounds for refusal to
recognise and execute an EIO, which is key to a proper understanding of this legal institution and
its application. The reflections made on the issue of the protection of fundamental human rights in
the context of the application of the EIO are a fundamental aspect of this work and lead to logical
recommendations for improving both the relevant text of the EIO, as well as in the amended after
the Gavanozov II case of the Land Acquisition Act.

4. The general overview of the different types of transposition of the DIST in the Member
States and the outlining of several short indicative profiles of selected national legislations results
in the definition of specificities in the application of the EIO, of good practices and some gaps that
are placed against the general background at European level and in particular against the
background of the Bulgarian transposing law, lead to further recommendations to improve the
application of this form of cooperation from both a practical and legal perspective.

5. The comparative legal analysis carried out between the EIO and other similar
instruments for international cooperation in criminal matters identifies their common ground,



strengths and weaknesses and leads to a reasonable conclusion that, in many hypotheses, the EIO
offers more effective and faster mechanisms for gathering evidence and has its own distinctive
characteristics that make it highly specialized and effective in combating cross-border crime.

VI. Recommendations.

In view of the overall positive assessment of the dissertation developed by the PhD student
Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova, [ would like to make a recommendation for future research on
issues related to theoretical knowledge and practical skills regarding the European Investigation
Order. The PhD student should continue to follow the scientific publications on the topic, clearly
and punctually highlighting his own opinion in his future publications.

VII. Conclusion.

Taking into account the fulfillment of all statutory requirements for the development and
defense of a dissertation for awarding the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor", in
accordance with Article 6, Paragraph 3 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria and Article 27, Paragraph 2 of the Regulations for the Implementation
of the Dissertation Act, and in view of the overall assessment of the submitted dissertation, I
express my positive assessment of the dissertation and propose to the esteemed scientific jury
to make a decision to award Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova the educational and
scientific degree "DOCTOR" in the field of higher education 3. "Social, Economic and Legal
Sciences", professional field 3.6.
