OPINION

of Prof. Anton Tonev Girginov, Dr. Leg. Sc., retiree, member of the
scientific jury, appointed by the above-mentioned order for the procedure
for acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor (PhD)" in
the professional field 3.6. "LAW" (criminal procedure)

Ms Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova is a full-time PhD student in the
doctoral program "Criminal Process" at the Faculty of Law and History of the
Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski". The topic of her dissertation is
"European Investigation Order". The documents for the defence were submitted
on time. They comply with the requirements of The Law for the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and with the Internal Rules of the
SWU "Neofit Rilski" on the Development of its Academic Staff.

The PhD student has presented her dissertation in the established order for
review, discussion and defence. The thesis supervisor is Prof. Dr. Dobrinka
Chankova from the Faculty of Law and History of the SWU "Neofit Rilski".

The topic of the dissertation is undeniably of interest today. It concerns not
only a complex international legal issue from a theoretical point of view but also
an issue of important significance nowadays for proving serious criminal
activities in practical terms.

The methodological approach of the research is appropriate. It mainly
involves normative, historical, logical-analytical, teleological, systemic and
comparative law analysis. The appropriate approach and the successful handling
of the conceptual apparatus, the logical consistency of the study and the
exposition reveal the good legal training of the PhD student, especially in the
field of criminal procedure and international judicial cooperation in criminal
cases. This is an objective prerequisite for his upward scientific research
development.



The volume of the dissertation work is 188 pages, in total. It consists of
four chapters, arranged in the necessary logical sequence.

The aims of the dissertation are properly presented, as well as its tasks,
namely — clarification of the origin and significance of the European
Investigation Order [EIO], its role as a manifestation of the principle of mutual
recognition of judicial acts in the EU, comparison and distinction of the EIO
from similar forms of international cooperation in criminal matters. The theses
are supported by significant scientific material and regulatory acts.

The PhD student has demonstrated skills to summarize points and pose
problems with their necessary theoretical clarification. These skills allowed her
to make the following contributions in the dissertation beyond the undisputable
circumstance that it the first comprehensive study of the EIO institute in our
country.

First of all, a successful historical interpretation of the legal framework for
the EIO has been made in the dissertation.

Secondly, the EIO is compared and successfully distinguished from other
means of collecting evidence from abroad for criminal cases.

Thirdly, the grounds for refusal to recognize and execute an incoming
EIO have been clarified in detail.

Fourthly, the problem of protecting fundamental human rights in the
process of recognition and execution of EIO-s received has been examined.

Fifthly, interesting proposals /ex ferenda have been made to improve the
rules relating to the EIO.

All these contributing points show that the dissertation candidate has the
necessary skills for independent scientific work and sense for search and
selection of problems relevant to the chosen topic.

As in the case of any first work, the dissertation also has some weaknesses.

-It 1s not clarified (on p. 103 et cet.) whether or not the general rules for the
letter rogatory are subsidiary applicable to the EIO, and in the countries that
implement the EIO Directive — just as the general provisions on and principles of
extradition apply to the execution of the European Arrest Warrant [EAW], since
the execution of the EAW is considered a special case of extradition. It is not
enough to note that the general rules on the letter rogatory are valid in European
countries not covered by the EIO Directive (p. 104).

- When considering the time limits for the execution of the EIO (p. 106-
107), it is not indicated what their non-compliance entails and why. It is unclear
whether these time limits are instructive or procedural, as in the case of the
deadlines for our national investigations under Art. 234, para. 7 of the Criminal
Procedure Code. In other words, shall we accept the evidence sent us as



admissible if collected after the expiry of the time limits in the executing state
(see also Article 12 of the Directive)?

-Foreign legislation should be given in a summarized form (pp. 150-174).
It is more useful to describe in one place what is in common between the
presented foreign laws [and it is explicably more in this case], and thereafter,
describe those peculiarities that distinguish them.

I also have a recommendation. It concerns the so-called "fishing
expeditions" where the investigative actions requested are vague in their purpose
and in particular, do not punctually correspond to the nature of the crime under
investigation. Requested in one way or another, such “expeditions” pose a
problem for evidence gathering abroad, incl. in the execution of EIO. Cases,
where gathering evidence is being rejected because of the requester’s intention to
provoke a “fishing expedition”, increase in number. It would be helpful,
therefore, if this specific expedition is clarified thoroughly.

However, the existence of some individual omissions and shortcomings
does not detract from the overall value and contributions of the work. Finally,

the author has succeeded in analyzing such a complex theoretical issue as the
legal framework for the EIO. In view thereof, | make the following

FINAL EVALUATION

The presented dissertation on the topic "European Investigation Order"
provides grounds for a positive assessment of its theoretical and practical
significance. The dissertation corresponds to the modern achievements of
science and represents an original scientific contribution.

Given the above considerations, I find it fully justified that Ms Georgia
Krasimirova Papucharova be given the educational and scientific degree
"Doctor (PhD)" in the professional field 3.6. "LAW" (criminal procedure), a
proposal I hereby make to the esteemed scientific jury.
