I. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

The dissertation research has a pronounced and indisputable relevance
due to the fact that in the context of growing international organized crime,
the various mechanisms for legal assistance are gaining importance in criminal
justice and procedure. Within the EU, in its development and enlargement, the
need to create dynamic instruments for cooperation in the collection and
exchange of evidence and information data is becoming increasingly clear. The
dissertation research thoroughly and competently analyses and evaluates the
relatively new system of accelerated legal cooperation through the application
of an EIO, which, in parallel with the European Arrest Warrant, allows for a
simpler procedure for the transmission of judicial evidence between EU
countries. The PhD student convincingly identifies as an advantage the
European regulation of ElOs, as well as the Bulgarian Law transposing Directive
2014/41/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 3 April 2014 on
EIO (EIO) in form, scope and focus through the mechanisms of the European
Investigation Order (EIO).

Il. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation

The dissertation submitted for a statement is in a volume of 192 pages, incl.
Introduction, five chapters, six tables, 13 sources of case law and bibliography.
Three scientific articles have been published on the topic of the dissertation:
two presented at scientific conferences and one in the Law Journal of New
Bulgarian University.



Chapter One of the dissertation traces the development of the law of
evidence in the European Union (EU) and the related introduction of an
effective system for providing evidence in criminal cases. Chapter Two consists
of five sections analysing the 2014 TPF. Despite the clear objectives of the EIO
as a general mechanism for carrying out procedural actions, Georgia
Papucharova deduces and evaluates in a new way the scope of regulation of
investigative and judicial investigative actions, as well as the specific meaning
of concepts such as "admissibility of evidence", "issuing authority", "burning of
classical grounds" and others. At the end of the second and the beginning of
the third chapter, basic principles of personal data protection are discussed,
giving author's recommendations for their guarantee, in several directions.
Chapters Four and Five trace the history of the adoption of the EPA by the
Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the transposition of the Directive by different
EU countries.

Il. Evaluation of scientific results and contribution of the dissertation
1. Novelty in science

1.1. The dissertation represents the first comprehensive study of the EIO as
a dynamic international instrument for cooperation in the field of criminal law
and criminal procedure. The author of the dissertation reasonably and
convincingly outlines the perimeter of application of the EIO institute and the
invalidation of some of the instruments preceding this order.

1.2. The applicant systematizes and compares the main characteristics and
points of contact of the EIO with procedural tools that are similar in content
and focus. It competently and accurately outlines the specific aspects of the
EIO, which make it a preferred mechanism in the investigation of organized and
cross-border crime.

2. Enrichment of existing knowledge

2.1. The work analyzes and evaluates the most correct procedure for the
preparation, transmission and execution of an EIO, as well as the grounds for
refusal to execute it.

2.2. Georgia Papucharova makes a comprehensive review of the
transposition of the European Parliament Directive in the EU Member States



and systematizes recommendations for improving the relevant text of the
DEZR, including the changes after the Gavanozov Il case.

IV. Conclusion

The relevance and scientific contributions of the dissertation developed by
Georgia Papucharova are indisputable. The analytical approach, as well as the
good knowledge of the developed problem, have enabled the author to make
an in-depth study of a problem essential for criminal law science and to offer
essential recommendations for the effective application of the EIO in pre-trial
and court proceedings in criminal cases.

On the basis of the above, | give a categorical positive assessment of the
dissertation developed by Georgia Krasimirova Papucharova on the topic:
"European Investigation Order" and in accordance with Article 14 of the Law on
the Prevention of Criminal Procedure, through the respected jury, to propose
to the management of SWU "Neofit Rilski" to approve the defense as successful
for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" in the
scientific specialty "Criminal Procedure", Professional field 3.6.
