1. General description of the submitted materials

The set of documents and materials submitted by the doctoral student is in accordance
with the requirements of the Law on Academic Staff Development of the Republic of Bulgaria,
the Law on Academic Staff Development of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Internal Rules for
the Development of the Academic Staff of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski". It
includes all the necessary documents. There are no violations of the procedure and the necessary
stages for work and discussion in the primary unit have been observed.

2. Brief biographical data of the doctoral student

Doctoral student Krasimira Dimitrova Nikolova completed her secondary education at
the National Art School "St. St. Cyril and Methodius" in Blagoevgrad. She is a teacher with
many years of experience, who obtained her educational and qualification degree of Bachelor
at the Institute of Fine Arts "Neofit Rilski" in Blagoevgrad in 1992, specialization "Labor and
Creativity". She also obtained her Master's degree at the Institute of Fine Arts "Neofit Rilski"
in 1993, specialization "Primary School Pedagogy". For the period 1993. — 2013 she worked as
a primary teacher at the “St. St. Cyril and Methodius” Secondary School in the village of
Krupnik, from 2013 to 2016 she held the same position at the XI “Hristo Botev”’ Primary School
in the city of Blagoevgrad, and from 2016 to the present she has been working at the VIII



“Arseni Kostentsev” Secondary School in the city of Blagoevgrad as a senior primary teacher.
In 2018, by order of the rector No. 2792, Krasimira Nikolova was enrolled as a doctoral student
in the Department of “Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy”. Her desire to develop in the
field of pedagogy is proven by her participation in numerous national projects such as: “A New
Chance for Success” - adult literacy; “Together in Support of Diversity and Equal Chance for
All Children”; “Your Class”, etc. Doctoral student Krasimira Nikolova has taken part in more
than dozens of qualification courses and trainings, which have enriched her pedagogical
experience. Her development in the field of pedagogy continues, as from 2023 she has been
appointed as a full-time, part-time lecturer in the Department of Preschool and Primary School
Pedagogy.

3. Relevance of the topic and appropriateness of the set goals and tasks

The topic of the dissertation is extremely relevant, with theoretical and practical
significance, since general pedagogical practice does not have mechanisms for targeted
development of social skills in primary school students.

Theoretically, the relevance and significance of the dissertation are expressed in the
multi-faceted study of a wide range of literary sources and the derivation of theoretical and
practical connections and dependencies between individual social skills and the possibility of
their development through training in the subject "Man and Society", the specificity of which
is strongly socially oriented.

Practically, the relevance and significance of the dissertation are expressed in the in-
depth empirical research and the results obtained from it.

The presented work contains a rich set of theoretical and empirical data, directly
affecting the outlined accents of the research problem.

The research goal is clearly defined, the tasks are specific and appropriate. The object
and subject are correctly stated, and the hypothesis is scientifically derived.

4. Knowledge of the problem

In the presented dissertation work, the good orientation of the doctoral student in the
theoretical statements of the research problem, which is considered in a multifaceted and in-
depth manner, is impressive. The research focus is specified in the formulated scientific
hypothesis related to the development of social skills of students in the third grade through
training in the subject "Man and Society".

Based on a number of theoretical statements, program documents in the field of
education and educational content, doctoral student Krasimira Nikolova creates and approves

an author's technological model for the development of social skills of students through training



in the subject "Man and Society". Within the framework of this model, specific social skills that
will be developed, the means by which this development will be achieved, as well as the
psychological and pedagogical conditions that influence the development of specific social
skills are indicated.

5. Research methodology

The research methodology used by the doctoral student is rich and is expressed in the
conduct of pedagogical observation, the application of modified and original diagnostic
methods, the implementation of sociometric tests. The provided rich research tools allow the
fulfillment of the research tasks. The applied methods - theoretical research, comparative
analysis, mathematical and statistical methods for data processing, etc. allow for the disclosure
of the essential characteristics of the process of developing social skills within the framework
of educational and cognitive activity in the subject "Man and Society".

6. Characteristics and evaluation of the dissertation work

The structure of the dissertation work consists of an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion, conclusions, recommendations and contributions.

The total volume of the work is 279 pages, of which 180 pages are the main text and 99
pages are appendices and bibliography. 195 literary sources were used, of which 180 are in
Cyrillic, 8 are in Latin and 7 are online resources. The dissertation is richly illustrated with 10
figures, 28 tables and 58 diagrams. There are 56 appendices.

The introduction justifies the relevance of the problem and the need for its in-depth
study. The object, subject and purpose of the study are correctly indicated. The formulated
hypothesis is clear, and the tasks set outline the theoretical and methodological basis of the
developed dissertation work.

The first and second chapters present the theoretical statements of the problem. The key
concepts in the dissertation work - "development"”, "skill", "social skills", "socialization" are
analyzed in depth. The essential characteristics of social skills are outlined, the features of the
components in the structure of these skills are clarified. A psychological and pedagogical
analysis of the development of social skills in primary school age is made. The opportunities
that the educational content and the specificity of the educational process in the subject "Man
and Society" provide for the development of social skills in third grade students are examined.
The structure and content of the technological model for the development of social skills are
developed. Numerous diagnostic methods are presented for establishing the level of
development of social skills in third graders with a system of criteria and indicators for their

analysis.



The third chapter of the dissertation describes the conducted experiment with its
characteristic stages. A total of 43 students were studied, divided into one experimental (EK1
— 20 students) and one control (KK1 — 23 students) class. Based on the collected empirical data
and the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the results, a sufficient number of conclusions
with scientific value were formulated. With the help of appropriate mathematical and statistical
methods, the data were interpreted, related to the control and experimental classes, and the
hypothesis was convincingly proven with the help of parametric statistical testing. The
conclusion contains conclusions and recommendations closely related to pedagogical activity
in the lessons on “Man and Society”. They are clearly formulated and reflect the significant
results of the conducted experiment.

7. Contributions and significance

The content of the dissertation work has resulted in 4 scientific contributions that have
theoretical and practical value. The developed and tested technological model of developing
social skills, as well as the system of cognitive activities, enable the development of these skills
within the framework of the students' classroom and extracurricular activities.

8. Assessment of the publications for the dissertation work

The publications presented by Krasimira Nikolova meet the national minimum
requirements for acquiring the educational scientific degree "Doctor™ and are closely related to
the developed topic of the dissertation work. Without any evidence of plagiarism, the author's
publications in national and international scientific journals prove the scientific achievements
of the doctoral student and his aspirations for development in the field of pedagogical sciences.

9. Abstract

The abstract clearly and reliably reflects the content of the dissertation. In a volume of
72 pages, it summarizes the theoretical and empirical content of the dissertation and outlines
the main scientific achievements of the author. The contributions of the scientific work in
theoretical and practical terms are clearly differentiated.

10. Critical remarks and recommendations

It is advisable to identify specific recommendations in the dissertation work, aimed at
overcoming the issues studied by the doctoral student. It is recommended, in order to more
clearly perceive the information, after each table and graph to analyze the specific data in it,
and not to do this in a generalized form after several consecutive tables.

The dissertation work of Krasimira Dimitrova Nikolova contains scientific and applied

results that represent an original contribution to science. It shows that the doctoral student



possesses the necessary theoretical knowledge and professional skills for the specified scientific
and educational degree.
