DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL SKILLS THROUGH THE TEACHING OF THE
SUBJECT "MAN AND SOCIETY" IN THIRD GRADE
by doctoral student Krasimira Dimitrova Nikolova

General Characteristics of the Dissertation

The dissertation is 278 pages long, of which 81 pages are appendices. It is structured into an
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, summary of scientific contributions, list of
publications, references, and appendices.

Introduction

In the introduction, doctoral student Nikolova outlines the general framework of the research
problem, defining the object, subject, objectives, tasks, hypothesis, and research methods. The
research hypothesis is based on the understanding that the effectiveness of developing social
skills through the subject Man and Society can be increased through a targeted and organized
process based on an educational technology adapted to the age and individual characteristics of
the students. Following this hypothesis, the author presents her research in the subsequent
chapters.

Chapter 1

The first chapter clarifies the conceptual framework, the developmental characteristics of
primary school children, and explores the interrelations between ecology, education, and the
development of social skills. Various perspectives on defining and conceptually explaining the
idea of skills—generally and specifically social skills—are discussed. Key specifics in the
development of social skills at primary school age and their later impact are highlighted. The
role of curriculum content in achieving educational objectives is also examined, with a logical
focus on the subject Man and Society. The third section of Chapter 1 presents the regulatory
framework defining the objectives and areas of competence for the subject and offers a critical
analysis of the resources (textbooks and teaching aids) used to achieve these goals. The author
skillfully links ecology, education, and social skills development.

Chapter 2
Chapter 2 presents the criteria and conceptual framework for creating a pedagogical technology

aimed at developing social skills in school. Doctoral student Nikolova examines the interplay
between the individual and the collective, emphasizing the need to adhere to didactic principles



such as student activity and involvement in the learning process. A technological model is
presented in Diagram 2 (p. 56), but it is unclear whether this model is original, adapted, or a
combination; there is also a lack of analysis of the model in the text. However, the chapter does
discuss various viewpoints on the criteria for organizing an educational environment,
curriculum content, and classroom interactions to enhance the effectiveness of the educational
process, including for the subject Man and Society. The second part of the chapter outlines the
key criteria and indicators for constructing a technology for developing social skills.

Chapter 3

Chapter 3 presents the research, the research tools, and an analysis of the results, including
conclusions drawn from the findings.

Scientific Contributions

Publications Related to the Dissertation

There are four publications related to the dissertation topic that present the research results and
ensure their public dissemination.

Abstract

The abstract is 72 pages long, complies with the formal requirements, and reflects the main
results of the dissertation. It includes contributions of both theoretical and practical significance.
The doctoral candidate has also listed four publications related to the dissertation topic.

Critical Notes, Recommendations, Questions

The topic and content of the dissertation have clear practical value and are directed toward
improving teachers' work. One of the strengths of the work is its focus on the teacher's
educational role—an important, inherent, and regulatory-defined responsibility often
overshadowed by the teaching role and underestimated by teachers, society, and researchers.
This educational role is, however, equally important for students’ overall development.
Therefore, | believe the chosen topic is relevant and has applied philosophical value, especially
for practicing teachers. Both the biography and the text reflect the doctoral candidate’s respect
and commitment to the teaching profession.

| offer the following recommendations and critical comments:



o Itwould be beneficial to describe and analyze other educational technologies in the field
of social skills development to better highlight the strengths and limitations of the
author's model. In general, related studies are not presented, though many exist.

o The critical review of the curriculum content and test-based assessment in part 3 (p. 33)
is commendable. This critique would be stronger if it included a review of multiple
textbooks, not just one.

o Part1ofChapter 1istitled Pedagogical Technology... — it's unclear whether the author
presents a specific technological model. This should be clarified, as the title is singular,
yet the content covers general conditions for an effective educational process without
detailing a concrete technology. Diagram 2 (p. 56) introduces a model, but it is neither
described nor analyzed. It is unclear whether it is the author's own. It seems more logical
to present the model at the end, after discussing the relevant criteria.

e It would be helpful to provide examples from the observations so readers can better
understand what was specifically observed and how it was evaluated.

e It is unclear who conducted the observations and how the two groups—control and
experimental—were assigned.

e Itisalso unclear how the subject was taught in the control group during the experiment.
This is important for valid comparisons.

e The analysis focuses on higher percentages of positive outcomes, while often omitting
an analysis of the lower-performing students. It is important to address possible reasons
for their performance—family background, individual traits, etc.

The text is clear, concise, and focused on the topic. The author’s ability to synthesize key
content in the summaries at the end of each section is impressive.

The research tools and the original model presented deserve high praise.

Conclusion

The critical remarks do not diminish the strengths of the dissertation, which demonstrates strong
skills in both theoretical analysis and empirical research using both existing and original
methodologies.

The dissertation is complete, well-structured, and the result of substantial research work. It

meets the requirements for awarding Krasimira Nikolova the educational and scientific degree
