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of instruction in the early educational stage. Social skills, as a key component within the broader
structure of social and civic competences, come to the forefront in the process of personal
development and socialization. The aim, which is related to uncovering the possibilities for
developing social skills through the teaching of the subject Individual and Society in the third grade,
enables the author of the dissertation to reach significant conclusions and generalizations, grounded
in the specific content-related and technological characteristics of the pedagogical process within
the framework of the aforementioned school subject.

I11. Methodology relevance

The overall research concept and methodology are clearly presented and scientifically
substantiated, fully aligned with the stated objective and enabling the resolution of the tasks set by
the researcher. The main research parameters are outlined with precision and clarity. The selection
of methods and research tools is entirely consistent with the aim and objectives of the study,
ensuring objectivity and reliability in testing and validating the hypothesis.

1V. Characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation is presented with a total volume of 278 pages, of which 185 pages
constitute the main text and 91 pages comprise appendices and references. It includes 28 tables, 58
charts, 2 schemes, and 10 figures. A total of 195 bibliographic sources have been used, of which
180 are in Cyrillic, 8 in Latin script, and 7 are internet sources. In terms of its substantive coherence
and structural consistency, the dissertation includes: an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
contributions of the dissertation, bibliography, and appendices.

V. Scientific achievements related to the presentation, analysis, and interpretation of ideas and
concepts

> Key concepts and terms essential to the overall presentation of the course and results of
both the theoretical study and the experimental activity aimed at uncovering the potential
for developing social skills in third-grade students through the subject Individual and
Society are clarified with scientific precision and accuracy.

» A successful attempt has been made to reveal the rich potential of instruction in Individual
and Society, which is grounded in the valuable ideas of integration and emphasizes the
synthesis of knowledge and the mutual complementarity and enrichment of skills and
competences acquired through different school subjects.

» The current state of educational practice in teaching Individual and Society in the third
grade has been critically examined, and the opportunities provided by educational literature



have been analyzed. The existing developmental potential of the subject in terms of social
and civic competences—and social skills in particular—has been outlined.

Special attention deserves the skillful identification by doctoral student Krasimira Nikolova
of the valuable, mutually reinforcing and complementary relationship between the
components of education—moral, aesthetic, ecological—and the development of social
skills.

The scientific foundations of the technological model for the development of social skills
in primary school students have been successfully revealed, based on relevant
philosophical, psychological, and pedagogical ideas and theoretical frameworks.

The importance of the active role of the student in the learning process has been
substantiated. The need for a new design of the pedagogical process has been emphasized—
one that allocates an essential place to interactivity and dialogue, to partnership and
cooperation, and to reflection on both the course and outcomes of educational activities.

A set of social skills that can be formed and developed in students through the teaching of
Individual and Society in the third grade has been identified.

The pedagogical experiment is very well organized, distinguished by precise, consistent,
and well-argued actions throughout the three phases of the research—diagnostic, formative,
and control.

A set of tools has been developed that is relevant to the aim and tasks of the scientific study.
The constructed system of criteria and indicators allows for the tracking of the dynamics of
social skills purposefully developed within the educational process through Individual and
Society. The system is presented in great detail, with clearly defined and described levels
of development of social skills. Diagnostic tools have been created and successfully applied
to record results from observations of student activity.

A valuable component of the doctoral candidate’s research work is the use of diagnostic
methodologies—eight in total, four of which are modified and four original—carefully
selected in accordance with the purpose and objectives of the study.

The quantitative analysis of the data is characterized by precision and accuracy. It is
accompanied by relevant tables and graphical representations, which provide additional
clarity in the analysis and conclusions.

The qualitative analysis demonstrates the doctoral student Krasimira Nikolova’s ability to
identify cause-and-effect relationships, make hypotheses, and formulate conclusions
regarding the possibilities for forming and developing social skills in students through
instruction in Individual and Society, within the context of the designed and tested
technological model.

The research activity carried out within the framework of the dissertation and its results provide
grounds for outlining the following scientific contributions:

The essence of social skills in students at the primary stage of basic education has been
revealed, and their content-related and structural characteristics have been outlined, taking
into account the specific features of teaching, upbringing, development, and socialization
of children in early school age.

The possibilities for developing students’ social skills have been presented and empirically
validated through a pedagogical experiment by activating the rich pedagogical potential of
the subject Individual and Society, through the implementation of an original technological
model for the development of students’ social skills.

An original system of criteria and indicators has been developed, along with a diagnostic
toolkit (including both author-designed and modified methodologies) for assessing the level
of social skills.

Remarks and recommendations

While highly appreciating the research efforts of the author of the dissertation, as well as
the considerable investment of time, professional, and personal energy dedicated to the
experimental work, | would like to note that the presentation of the formative stage of the
pedagogical experiment would have been more convincing and valuable in practical-
applicative terms if the teacher’s sequential professional actions and the students’ learning
activities in the implementation of the individual components of the technological model
were described in greater detail and with more specificity.

There is a noticeable imbalance in the presentation of the three stages of the pedagogical
experiment, with a significant emphasis on the diagnostic and control stages at the expense
of the formative one. This is also evident on a formal level: the formative stage (the
implementation of the technological model) occupies only 16 pages of the main text, while
the diagnostic stage alone spans 51 pages.

I would recommend that in the book to be published based on the dissertation, the formative
stage—which holds significant practical value—alongside the diagnostic toolkit, be
presented in greater detail and with much more specificity, so as to serve as a valuable guide
for primary school teachers in their work on developing students’ social skills.

Authorship of the Dissertation and Contributions, Evaluation of Publications

The presented dissertation is an original scholarly achievement by the author. | fully

acknowledge the contributions outlined by the doctoral candidate. The publication activity of
doctoral student Krasimira Nikolova is very good. Four publications have been presented—
conference papers from participation in two international and two national conferences. Two of the



publications appear in the respective conference proceedings, while the other two are published in
a journal of the Institute for Knowledge Management, Skopje, Republic of North Macedonia. The
publications are closely related to the topic investigated in the dissertation.

In terms of content and structure, the abstract meets the required standards and accurately
reflects the overall scientific research. It includes all necessary structural components and complies
with the technical specifications.

The study possesses both scientific merit and originality, offering opportunities
for the application of ideas and technological solutions aimed at developing social skills in students
at the primary stage of basic education.
