I. Biographical information about the author of dissertation.

The author of the dissertation Ventsislava Nikolaeva VVenchova was born
on 08/12/1993 in the city of Blagoevgrad. After graduating from high school, her
education was connected with the SWU “Neophyte Rilski”, where in 2016 she
became a bachelor in “Philosophy” with additional qualifications “Pedagogy,
teacher of philosophy”, in 2018 she received a master's degree in “Philosophy and
Psychoanalysis”, and in the period 2021-2024 she is a full-time doctoral student
in the Department of “Philosophical and Political Sciences”, in the doctoral
program “Social Philosophy”. She has participated in a number of scientific
conferences and has publications on the topic of the dissertation. She has taught
classes in “Philosophy” at the schools “St. St. Cyril and Methodius” and “Acad.



Lyudmil Stoyanov”, Blagoevgrad. She has attended courses to improve her
qualifications, including a specialized course in cyber security.

I1. Data on the dissertation and abstract.

The dissertation work “Models of Power and Citizenship and Mediation in
the Field of Security and Cybersecurity” is 258 pages long, of which 247 are the
main text and 11 pages of literature, which contains 85 sources in paper and
electronic versions: 29 titles in Latin (in English), 56 titles in Cyrillic (in
Bulgarian), 40 sources in electronic version - websites of certain institutions, as
well as ordinances, codes, laws, regulations, a total of 125 sources.

The abstract is 29 pages long and presents the main points in the content
of the dissertation. The conclusion summarizes the results of the study and draws
out its contributions. The dissertation candidate's publications that support the
main theses of the dissertation are also indicated.

I11. Content and main points of the dissertation.

3.1. Relevance of the topic.

The topic is relevant for two reasons: first, it mainly examines the situation
from the beginning of the 21st century within two decades. This is a period that is
rightly defined by the doctoral student as a challenge for building the positions of
the state and its structures in relation to the new characteristics of security and,
above all, those related to cybersecurity. Second - an equally significant aspect of
the relevance of the study is that although there are numerous studies in the
scientific literature on power projections in the field of security and cybersecurity,
there is still a lack of both a comprehensive understanding of these issues through
the prism of socio-philosophical knowledge and, this is especially important, from
the point of view of the issues related to the dynamics in the spheres of
cybersecurity, security and mediation, as a means of prevention and connection
between security services at a national level. The dissertation is an attempt to
overcome this deficit and, by examining the real situation in the regulatory system
of Bulgaria, formulates the thesis of the need for changes in the existing regulatory
acts, codes, orders and instructions.

3.2. Object, subject and hypotheses of the study.

The object of the study are the basic bodies and activities in the field of
security and cybersecurity and their spectrum of activity and social commitment
to the challenges and problems of the modern globalizing world.



The subject of the study are the implemented power and civil models in
the field of security in modern society and especially in Bulgaria and how these
models lead to the problems that specialists in the fields of security and
cybersecurity encounter in their work.

Hypotheses of the study:

First hypothesis: the power and civil models, constituted on the virtues and value
system and respecting their essential place in the formation of citizenship and the
design of the participation of the individual in the state and power, are the basis
for creating a correct and generally beneficial state structure.

Second hypothesis: a new system and strategy for selecting personnel in the
national security bodies is of essential importance, as a new power and civil model
in the field of security and cybersecurity.

Third hypothesis: measures against violence and the deteriorating social climate
should be sought in improving social relationships, and this should be done first
in the family and by elevating the family and the harmonious and healthy attitude
towards the new generation into a true unconditional value, which should actually
be shared by society.

3.3. General characteristics of the dissertation work.

Ventsislava Venchova's dissertation work covers an interdisciplinary field
that brings together the philosophy of power and the state with the issue of security
in the contemporary aspects of organization, activities and role of the nation-state.
The power and civil models and their genesis are studied with a focus on the
subjects involved in the respective power model. The dissertation assumes as a
basic power and civil model the classical definition and structuring of the power
relationship and the participation of the subjects in it according to the concepts of
Plato and Avristotle, highlighting their relevance for virtues and dedication to the
common good. The doctoral student exposes this model on the latest trends of
globalization, which are developing as post-global processes with a tendency to
return the role of the nation-state and a turn to classical values, and tracking the
change in power and civil models related to the latest phenomena, such as
widespread digitalization and the use of social networks, is particularly relevant.
Thus, the dissertation puts forward the position that the human factor is
fundamental and in this positioning solutions to acute and pressing problems for
modern society can be found, and a model is proposed for the active attitude
towards the participation of subjects in the field of security and a practical solution



for a new methodology in the selection of personnel for security bodies at the
national level.

3.4. Structure and main points.

The dissertation work consists of an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion. The first and second chapters have six paragraphs each, and the third
has four paragraphs.

The introduction justifies the thesis, the main elements inherent in the
dissertation research are present: research questions, goals, objectives, subject and
object of the study, the relevance is outlined, the hypotheses are formulated, a
historiographical review of the main studies is made and the methodological
approaches (historical-philosophical and comparative analysis, literature review,
collection of empirical data, incl. fieldwork, through interviews with experts,
guantitative and qualitative analysis) used in the undertaken study are outlined,
its content and time limitations are determined.

The analysis in the First Chapter of the dissertation is aimed at outlining the
power and civil model, based on the classical understanding of the state and
citizenship by Plato and Aristotle. The emphasis is on virtues, and especially on
justice as a regulator of power and civil relations, the goal of the state is set as a
successful state, in which the goals of the political system are justice and the
mission of citizens, aimed at achieving the common good.

An essential aspect of the analysis here is the tracing of the role of the
human factor, as the emphasis is placed on the situation in modern societies, on
the new phenomena of digital addiction, consumerism and the penetration of
artificial intelligence, including their manifestation in Bulgaria.

The second chapter is the core of the dissertation. It defines the basic
concepts and terminology, and outlines the main activities and structures in the
field of security. Risk is defined as a basic understanding of the new organization
of security, special attention is paid to the problems of cybersecurity, analyzing
the essence of cyberspace, cybercrime, risks and crimes in the digital space.
Countermeasure approaches are proposed and commented on, and the main
methods for neutralizing cybercrimes are described and classified, among which
V. Venchova emphasizes prevention and mediation as care and constant and
planned work for awareness on the part of citizens about the risks in the network.
The doctoral student also applies two field interviews with active employees in
the field of security and cybersecurity, in which the problems are reflected
accurately and with a pronounced national specificity.



The Third Chapter is of a particularly practical focus. It seeks and proposes
models for analyzing and solving the identified crises and deficits in the field of
security in post-global conditions. The analysis of the legal basis and the current
situation in the national security authorities, as well as the personal experience
and work of the doctoral student in this field, results in a solution that offers a new
criteria basis and methodology in the selection of personnel, with special
emphasis on the prevention of criminal activity, especially among children and

adolescents and the role of the Children's Pedagogical Room in this plan.

In summary, it can be said that Ventsislava Venchova's research offers a power and civil
model for improving the situation in the most sensitive aspect of organizing security - the
selection of personnel.

The research and theoretical work carried out establishes facts and circumstances
and makes an innovative interpretation of important aspects of the problem under
consideration. The dignity of the dissertation work is also the knowledge of the
regulatory framework - laws and regulations, the structuring of security bodies
and their work.
