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Ventsislava Venchova’s dissertation offers discussion and research of particularly
relevant problems for our present, the dissertation is built as a kind of social platform for one
of the dynamically developing sectors of modern states: security and its overall regulatory
framework and power structure. The dissertation has the main advantage of being truly relevant,
as it leads to discussion and clarification, explores and offers modeling and assessment of the
situation in the modern world, assessed by V. Venchova as “post-global”. In this regard, the
dissertation embarks on research and understanding of the specific state of Bulgarian society in
the second quarter of the 21st century, in order to highlight power and civil models and to
outline the position of the “modern citizen” today — an active participant, but also a creator of
social life and the implementation of the goal of the state defined by V. Venchova — to ensure
the common well-being of its citizens. With these characteristics, there is a dissertation that
seeks the real dimensions of power and civil relations today and problematizes and orients them
towards the ideal of society and state since classical antiquity.

The dissertation meets the national requirements with a volume of 258 pages, with a
total of 125 literary sources, of which 85 literary sources, of which 56 in Bulgarian, 40
electronic resources, including legal regulations and ordinances. The dissertation examines the
sources in detail, demonstrates excellent knowledge of them, and, thus should be emphasized,
excellent knowledge of the legal regulations and ordinances and the entire regulatory
framework of the security authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria.

The dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The
first chapter has a historical-philosophical character and presents theoretical approaches to the
topic of power and civil models in modern society with a review of the issues from the very

beginning of the theory and philosophy of power in classical Greek antiquity. The second



chapter enters into a detailed and competent discussion of the overall establishment and
structure of security and security and cybersecurity authorities in the modern state, this chapter
also has a strong interdisciplinary character. The third chapter is developed with a clear
emphasis and search for a practical and applied aspect of the problems in the field of security
and cybersecurity and with the proposal of a model for social mediation in the selection of the
particularly important area of child crime.

The first chapter of the dissertation is essentially based on a review of basic theories of
power and the state from antiquity to the post-global era. V. Venchova justifies her main
decision — to derive a model for power and citizenship on the classical foundation and the
classical ideal, grounded in the philosophy of Plato and especially Aristotle. Here, the doctoral
student’s profound knowledge of Aristotle’s fundamental work — “Politics” is evident. V.
Venchova derives the main measure and ideal for power and the citizen in their classical
foundation from Plato and Avristotle: the observance of virtues, high morality and dedication to
service in the name of the common good. These, according to the doctoral student, are the goals
of the state and each of its citizens, only which can lead to a good for all and a generally
beneficial state structure. Although with a strong emphasis on the ideal side, this thesis provides
a criterion for understanding the contemporary state of statehood and citizenship. In the course
of the paragraphs of the first chapter, V. Venchova creates the model of modern citizenship, but
also outlines the social picture of contemporary society, gradually showing the dynamic, to
some extent dramatic and bleak situation in the modern world with acute social problems and
anxiety, growing crime, and widespread digitalization.

A special response to this new dynamic and real social problem related to the risk society
and new forms of criminal activity in the digital space is given in the second chapter of the
dissertation. V. Venchova introduces in detail the application of key definitions and activities
in the field of security and cybersecurity, examines central realities of cybersecurity such as
cyberspace, cybercrime, etc. The doctoral student cites numerous case studies, including two
field interviews, in which real problems in the field of security and cybersecurity in Bulgaria
and internationally are commented on and analyzed. The importance of security protection for
modern society, the complex structure of security agencies and the many serious problems that
security officers have to deal with on a daily basis are outlined. This gives the doctoral student
reason to raise the thesis about the responsibility of personnel in the field of security and the
role of personnel selection of employees in security agencies.

The third chapter offers the foundation for outlining mediation and a new methodology

for personnel selection in the field of security — the importance of values for modern society,



of the system of values that should be shared and developed both by society itself and by those
who will dedicate themselves to the service of protecting the security of this society. V.
Venchova offers one of the solutions to the growing crime in modern society as social mediation
and prevention, even for adolescents, who are the most vulnerable part of society, especially in
the digital era. V. Venchova sees this prevention in an even deeper penetration into the social
root of crime and violence already in the family, which she argues in sync with Aristotle’s thesis
about the importance of the family and the harmonious social climate for the construction and
realization of active and highly moral citizens who will respond to the social ideal. With the
general power and civil model outlined in the first chapter, establishing a harmonious and
generally beneficial state structure for all, here V. Venchova concludes the circle of her
argumentation and outlined social platform for renewal and return to classical values and
models in order to revive the social fabric and to heal the modern state structure or at least to
direct it towards new social projections, determined by a universal social ideal.

The dissertation demonstrates V. Venchova’s excellent knowledge of the
sources used, competent consideration and analysis of the regulatory framework, the work and
real problems facing security authorities, especially at the national level, the merit of the
dissertation is the active position and focus on a lively and particularly topical issue. Given the
