1. Data on the doctorate, dissertation, abstract and publications

The dissertation is 258 standard typewritten pages long and consists of 3 chapters with very
well-structured sections and subsections. The literature used includes 121 titles, 129 of which are
in English.

The abstract corresponds to the dissertation work. It adequately presents the theses, content,

main results, conclusions and contributions.

2. Scientific contributions

The main thesis of Ventsislava Venchova's dissertation is that the general model of power
and citizenship should be reconstituted on the classical principles of the virtues and values of the
citizen, and such transformations can contribute to solving the problems in the field of security
and the activities of some state bodies. In a similar vein, the focus in the study of statehood and
the structure of the power relationship is on the main constituent component — the participation of
subjects as full and autonomous participants, as individuals with spiritual and moral capacity.

The object of the study are the main bodies and activities in the field of security and
cybersecurity and their response to the challenges and problems of the modern globalizing world.
In particular, the study focuses on the place of the security sphere in the overall structure of the
state in view of the latter's commitment to ensuring the protection and prosperity of citizens. The
subject of the dissertation work are the power and civil models in modern Bulgaria, as well as the
problematic nature of these models in the fields of security and cybersecurity, mainly related to

the poor selection of personnel.



The study starts from three initial hypotheses that specify the main one - namely that there
are key problems that concern social processes, as well as the stability of functionality in relation
to security services. The first is that the basic condition of a proper state structure is the
participation of the individual in the life of the state and hence the virtues and value system of
citizens appear as a factor of exceptional importance. The second hypothesis, related to the above,
is that the creation of a new power and civil model in the field of security and cybersecurity, which
will find expression in a new strategy for the selection of personnel in the national security bodies,
is of essential importance for the stability of the state and society. The third hypothesis gravitates
around the opinion that the family is the unconditional value basis of a society and its strengthening
is imperative as a prevention against violence and the deteriorating social climate in modern times.

The purpose of the dissertation is to highlight the applied power and civil model in the
selection of personnel in the field of security, with the emphasis on the value model and the
requirements for competitive procedures. Another main goal of the study is to make a proposal
through which to update the methods and means of personnel selection.

The first chapter, entitled "Basic models of power and citizenship - from Aristotle to post-
global society", can be defined as the theoretical foundation of the dissertation. In it, the doctoral
student analyzes philosophical, political and psychological views on power and subordination,
including those of Michel Foucault, Machiavelli, Robert Green, Erich Fromm, Viktor Frankl, Carl
Gustav Jung. However, power is not thematised in itself, but through its possible connection with
virtue and morality. Further, some significant concepts on the creation and functioning of the state
and the correct state structures are examined, with special attention paid to the views of Plato,
Rousseau and Aristotle, whose concept of the golden mean, through which harmony in the state is
ensured, seems to crystallize in the dissertation as a model for state structure. This chapter lays out
an important theoretical thread of the dissertation - about the importance of the individual for the
development of the state, for the proper functioning of institutions, and in general for all spheres
of public life.

Chapter two, entitled "The Problem of Security in Modern Society", is dedicated to issues
in the field of security and cybersecurity. The concepts of national and social security,
cybersecurity, intelligence and counterintelligence, cyberspace, cyberthreats, cyberattacks,
prevention are defined. Numerous theories on security and cybersecurity are analyzed, the various

security threats and risks present in cyberspace are indicated, and prevention options are identified,



with a particular emphasis on preventive actions for children and adolescents. A contribution to
this part of the work are the two attached interviews with security officials.

The third chapter, “Values and Mediation in the Field of Security,” focuses on the essence
of values, the relationship between virtues and values, the hierarchy of values in society, and again
these issues are analyzed not so much theoretically, but with a view to their practical functioning.
In this context, the purely conceptual idea of the importance of the individual in the state and
society is explained in an applied plan with regard to both the mediation activity, which should
serve as a form of protection and building the personality of minors, and especially with regard to
the selection of personnel in the services. The doctoral student emphasizes the need for a new
system of personnel selection that takes into account the personal qualities of the employee, his or
her own responsibility and dedication to a cause. The dissertation does not stop there, but proposes
specific changes in the selection of personnel for work in the Ministry of Internal Affairs. These
proposals, which Ventsislava Venchova manages to substantiate, are the contributing moments of
the study.

In conclusion, | can summarize that Ventsislava Venchova's dissertation has many and
undoubted merits. It represents a serious interdisciplinary study on security and cybersecurity
issues in Bulgaria with an emphasis not on formal parameters, but on the importance of the human
element in services. The theoretical position on the importance of the specific personality with its
qualities and virtues represents a bold, but also well-argued conceptual position, which is rarely
present in modern times. In addition, but also in the same context, the reference to the personal
experience of the doctoral student deserves respect. The proposals for the change in the selection
of personnel sound reasonable and in this sense the contributing moments are real.

However, criticisms can also be made of the dissertation. First of all, the problem of justice
and injustice is present everywhere in the dissertation, but no clear operational definitions of justice
are found. In addition, the doctoral student emphasizes security and the common good, but avoids
analyzing how these values relate to freedom and autonomy, which are also fundamental values
of modern society. The above remark is actually related to the model of state and citizenship that
the doctoral student has chosen — that of Aristotle, which, however, has its organic place in a
completely different historical, social and cultural context. In this regard, another more general

question arises: how the doctoral student sees the application of Aristotle's theory of power and



the state, since Aristotle himself clearly indicates that it is applicable in societies with a certain

scope in terms of territory and population.

3. Conclusion

The presented PhD thesis is an original, creative and contributing work. It meets the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.
Its content reveals a structured philosophical thinking, ability to identify and investigate important
problems of our time and, by analysing their roots, to propose original solutions. Therefore, | will
vote YES to award Ventsislava Venchova a scientific and educational degree "Doctor” in

professional direction — 2.3. Philosophy, scientific specialty — Social Philosophy.
