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I. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

1.1. Relevance of the Research Topic

The research addresses contemporary issues concerning security and cybersecurity, as
well as the challenges faced by national security services. The work takes a stance on the
dynamics in the fields of cybersecurity, security, and mediation, emphasizing mediation as a
means of prevention and connection among the key elements in the field of security.
It raises questions about human resources and the appropriate selection of personnel within the
context of power and civic models aligned with a modern understanding of citizenship based

on ethical norms and a system of values.

The dissertation demonstrates that, based on the presented power and civic model
grounded in the classical principles of Aristotle’s philosophy of power and the state, the human
factor is essential. Acknowledging and positioning this factor allows for potential solutions to

urgent societal problems.

A model for active participation in security is proposed, along with a practical method
for recruiting personnel for national security agencies. The topic’s relevance is further
supported by the philosophical connections drawn between Plato, Socrates, and Aristotle and
today’s modern dynamics. Aristotle is emphasized as a fundamental figure in the structure of
the state and forms of governance. Ethical values discussed by Plato, Aristotle, and Socrates
are examined through the lens of modern social dynamics. Special attention is paid to the legal
significance of every decision made by those in power and the negative societal impacts of poor

human resource decisions.

The core theses and arguments focus on issues related to the state, the individual, power,
society, the separation of powers, and critical challenges in national security, intelligence, and
counterintelligence. The topic is highly contemporary, examining the current national security
landscape. The growing prevalence and changing scale of internet-related crimes are studied,
along with the regulatory framework in Bulgaria, noting the need for changes in legislative acts,
codes, orders, and guidelines. Cybercrime trends and countermeasures are analyzed,
emphasizing the urgent need for prevention and public awareness, particularly among the
elderly and children. The importance of educating youth about online behavior and

communication is highlighted. The dissertation advocates for inviting cybersecurity experts like



Prof. Ilin Savov and former GDBOP officer Lyubomir Tulev, now CEO of “CyberXperts,” to
schools to educate on internet safety.

1.2. Degree of Development of the Problem

The dissertation builds upon the works of leading Bulgarian experts in the field of
security and cybersecurity, including Dr. Nikolay Slatinski, Prof. 1lin Savov, Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Dragomir Krastev, Maj. Gen. (Ret.) Valeri Lazarov, Rumen Gyurov (PhD in National Security
and former counterintelligence officer), Anton Zhelev (lecturer in “Police Law” and “Public
Order Protection” at the Police Faculty of the Ministry of Interior Academy), legal scholar
Kristian Takov, and Prof. Kostadin Bobev (former Director of the Institute for Criminology at

the Ministry of Interior).

Interviews with active officers from GDBOP — Ministry of Interior are also included.
Theoretical foundations are drawn from classical and modern thinkers including Aristotle, Plato,
Rousseau, Machiavelli, Foucault, Locke, Nietzsche, Frankl, Fromm, Jung, Freud, Harari, Beck, Hobbes,
Fotev, Kristeva, Tsenkov, Bobev, Stoychev, Madzharov, Nedkov, Algafari, Paspalanova, Slatinski,
Takov, among others. The work considers Aristotle’s critique, Machiavelli’s egoism, Greene’s theories
of power, and Takov’s moral concerns. Emotional trauma and its consequences, discussed by Emil
Madzharov, Algafari, and Nedelcho Stoychev, are also integrated.
Professor Bobev and Todor Todorov’s criminological studies of severe crimes are referenced, and the
role of juvenile delinquency is examined through case studies, illustrating the points at which the system
fails.

The dissertation also reviews key regulatory documents: the Criminal Code, the Criminal
Procedure Code, the Administrative Procedure Code, customs service regulations, the Mediation Act,
and protocols for juvenile police work, particularly in cases of crimes committed by minors.
Evidence and testimonials from the GDBOP website are used, addressing issues like trafficking

prevention, cyber threats, and more, supported by numerous electronic sources.
1.3. Object, Subject, and Main Hypothesis of the Study

The central thesis of this research is the formulation and analysis of a general model of
power and citizenship, constructed through specific criteria and classical principles rooted in
civic virtues and values, and its mediation and implementation in contemporary public life. The
research investigates how this model can be applied in the field of security, particularly in its

governmental institutions and practices.



The object of the study encompasses the core institutions and activities related to
security and cybersecurity, as well as their scope of action and social responsibility in the face
of challenges and issues arising in the modern globalized world. The study also focuses on the
state's role and its goals concerning the preservation and prosperity of national security. Specific
subfields and sectors will be examined, including the security structures and particularly
cybersecurity systems in Bulgaria, as well as prevention and mediation among children and
adolescents—again with an emphasis on cybersecurity in the era of digitalization.

The subject of the study is the implementation of power and civic models in the field
of security within the modern social context, particularly in Bulgaria. It explores how these
models contribute to the daily challenges faced by professionals in security and cybersecurity
—problems stemming from poor personnel selection and the pressing need for mediation among
all units of the state and institutional apparatus, including human resource departments. The
neglect of these issues results in significant negative consequences for public safety and

cybersecurity.

Research hypotheses:

1. First hypothesis: Power and civic models founded on virtues and value systems—
models that recognize the essential role of these elements in shaping citizenship and
individual participation in state and governance—form the basis for building a just and
beneficial state system.

2. Second hypothesis: A new strategy and system for staff recruitment in national security
agencies is essential, reflecting a new power and civic model in the field of security and
cybersecurity.

3. Third hypothesis: Solutions to violence and deteriorating social climates must be
sought through the improvement of social relationships, beginning with the family, and
by promoting strong, harmonious, and value-driven interactions with younger

generations—an ideal that must be genuinely upheld by society.

1.4. Aims and Objectives of the Study

The primary aim of the dissertation is to identify the power and civic models applied in
the recruitment of personnel in the security field, with particular focus on the value-based model

and the standards for competitive selection procedures. This work also seeks to propose an



update to the methods and tools used in personnel selection, which have not been revised in the

past 16 years—especially regarding both the physical readiness of candidates entering through

external competitions and the evaluation of their cognitive capabilities. Current procedures fail

to account for job-specific roles; for instance, the same requirements apply from entry-level

police officers to officers in juvenile police departments.

The study examines processes and decisions directly impacting the executive branch,

particularly those relevant to human resources in various institutions.

The ten research objectives are as follows:

To propose changes in the selection methods for individuals serving in executive
authority;

To highlight the urgent need for security services to better prepare for the evolution of
the criminal world, both domestically and globally;

To ensure that personnel are fully equipped to handle all potential threats emerging from
cyberspace;

To emphasize the growing necessity for communication between children and parents,
teachers and students, and educators and children, especially in light of increasing
incidents of violence at home, in public, and in schools;

To underline the seriousness of violence and cybersecurity issues, which affect society
at large;

To address the topic of human trafficking openly, removing the stigma among youth
and encouraging public dialogue;

To promote justice as a supreme societal value that everyone should uphold through
personal example;

To reaffirm the vital role of intelligence and counterintelligence in preserving the state,
nation, written language, national language, and culture;

To explore how political life reflects the presence—or absence—of morality;

To advocate for a societal shift in Bulgaria that elevates the voices of the good, the wise,
the intelligent, and the just, in memory of what was lost with the passing of Kristian

Takov.



1.5. Methodology and Methods of the Study

The methodology of this study involves a historical-philosophical analysis and
comparative examination of fundamental concepts of the state, morality, and virtues—from
ancient philosophers like Plato and Aristotle to modern theories of the global society and
institutional models for maintaining security. It includes a review and demonstration of the
entire legal framework surrounding power and civic models in the context of security and

cybersecurity within the contemporary state.

The study also employs qualitative methods such as expert interviews, participation in
seminars and academic conferences, and on-the-ground research. This includes conversations
and interviews with employees of the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Bulgaria, in
order to incorporate professional insights from high-ranking practitioners and to understand

real-world challenges in the current security environment of Bulgaria.

1.6. Scientific Contribution of the Dissertation

This dissertation provides a detailed analysis and depiction of the current state of
security and cybersecurity in Bulgaria. It constructs a theoretical-philosophical foundation for
evaluating the issues and proposing practical solutions. The political and moral philosophical
systems of Plato and Aristotle are translated into a theoretical framework and compared with

Bulgaria’s current societal conditions.

A comprehensive regulatory and practical framework is presented, outlining the
definitions, structures, data, and issues in the field of security and cybersecurity. These are
examined in the context of the formation of functioning power and civic models, including
mediation, relevant to contemporary Bulgarian society. The dissertation also attempts to trace

the deeper roots of criminal behavior, including factors specific to the Bulgarian context.

A new methodology is developed for solving the central thesis of the dissertation: the

recruitment process in the fields of security and cybersecurity.

This dissertation demonstrates the critical importance of human capital in all spheres of
public, political, social, and national life. It argues that even the best laws and codes are
ineffective if society fails to embrace the virtues necessary for its continued development. It

reaffirms the growing necessity for communication between children and parents, teachers and



students, and educators and children, in a time marked by escalating violence in the streets,

homes, and schools.

I1. Content of the Dissertation

The structure of the present dissertation includes three chapters.

CHAPTER ONE: Fundamental Power and Civic Models — From Aristotle to the Post-

Global Society

This chapter consists of six sections and addresses key themes related to the

foundational ideas of power and the state, along with the emerging power and civic models that

emphasize the active role of citizens within the structure of power and governance. It explores
core theories that lead to the formation of such models and analyzes the transformed social
reality of the 20th and 21st centuries, highlighting the need for new structures and organization

within state and political power.

The chapter also examines modern theories of the state as we know and construct it
today, and investigates whether there is a conflict between contemporary statehood and the
classical ideas of Plato and Aristotle. Topics include the modern understanding of citizenship,
social behavioral patterns, governance models aiming at balanced political life, and the growing

divide between society and those in power.

A central comparative line is drawn across historical periods, especially in relation to
Aristotelian thought, which remains relevant in its vision of the true nature of the citizen. This
serves as a moral compass, helping contemporary society assess whether it is moving in a
direction of meaningful progress or instead falling into disinformation, confusion, and crisis in

a globalized world.

Michel Foucault emphasizes that power is inherently embedded in society; it is not an
external construct but a fundamental social phenomenon that operates through all levels of
social interaction. According to Foucault, it is an illusion to imagine a society devoid of power
relations. The task of modern political theory is to analyze and address the complex relationship
between power and state organization—precisely the focus of this dissertation.

The power and civic model discussed here is based on the conception of the individual
not just as a legal or economic entity but as an ethical and value-driven actor. This chapter
argues for the critical importance of the ethical and moral framework of the modern citizen,

necessary for achieving the overall well-being of both state and society.

Section 1: The ldeas of Power

This section lays the groundwork for deriving a specific power and civic model through
the perspectives of Aristotle, Foucault, Green, Machiavelli, Fromm, and others. These models

are rooted in classical ideas of power, revisited through a contemporary lens.

A central question emerges: how do concepts like morality, goodness, and power

intertwine in modern governance? No matter how good or flawed legislation may be, everything

depends on the human person—an entity that can be shaped, motivated, or destroyed, depending

on governance and political context.

Ultimately, the nature of how power is exercised is inseparable from the individual. The
section defends the thesis that the human person is central to the state's development, including
its institutions, education, economy, and society. The key to progress lies in fostering
individuals who possess knowledge, skills, and high moral standards—capable of building
environments that support better living, education, and critical thinking, and thus establishing

a just, reliable civic and political model.

Section 2: Early Theories in the Philosophy of the State

This section focuses on Aristotle’s concept of the state in Politics, adapting it to modern
conditions. Aristotle views the state as a real community formed for a purpose—the pursuit of
the common good. For him, the state is the highest form of community, encompassing all others,

and its formation begins with the household:

“Every state is composed of households, and the elements of the household are those from

which the household is formed.” (Aristotle, Politics, 1995)

Questions such as “What is the essence of the state?”, “What are the forms of state
governance?” and “Which forms are most moral and beneficial?” are timeless, but they are
particularly relevant today amid global instability. The role of the individual is emphasized—
each person bears responsibility for the state and its condition. People can change the course of
history, provided they believe in their power and unite around shared values. This section thus
contributes to forming the image of the “modern citizen” in philosophical and political terms.

Section 3: Modern Society and Social Models

This section outlines the new circumstances brought about by globalization, including
emerging social orders and the evolving concept of citizenship and social identity. It examines
the impact of digitalization on all aspects of life, introducing new lifestyles and economic

systems.

Key topics include growing consumerism, rising anxiety and individualism, and

widespread social isolation—all symptoms of a transformed socioeconomic reality. These

developments challenge previous notions of community and demand reconsideration of civic

belonging in a hyper-connected yet fragmented world.

Section 4: Theories of the Modern State

This section explores the current state of statehood, highlighting challenges such as
gender politics, global conflict (e.g., the threat of a third world war), widening social inequality,

the electoral crisis, and the encroachment of artificial intelligence.

Anrtificial intelligence poses a particularly significant challenge—its implications for
governance are still uncertain. Referencing Ulrich Beck’s theory of the risk society, the section
identifies previously unknown risk factors that modern states must confront. Against this
backdrop, Aristotle’s assertion that the state’s primary duty is to care for the common good is
revisited: how can today’s state fulfill this mandate amid social, technological, and ethical

turbulence?

Section 5: The Modern Citizen in the 21st Century — A New Worldview

This section intensifies the dynamics of the analysis by highlighting the clashes and
contradictions within the emerging social order and lifestyle stereotypes, in an effort to outline
the profile of the “modern citizen”. It raises questions about the contemporary individual's
relationship with self-awareness, spiritual searching, and the meaning of existence—despite

being deeply immersed in consumerism and digital networks.

Modern man is far removed from wisdom and the understanding of his own soul, yet is
astonishingly close to all forms of information, interconnected networks, and unprecedented

power—some of which could destroy entire continents. As Yuval Noah Harari states:

“The lesson for the apprentice — and for all of humanity — is clear: never summon powers you

cannot control” (Harari, 2024: 8).

This is exactly what contemporary humanity is doing—demanding power from artificial
intelligence (Al) without asking whether Al can remain governable or controllable. The need
for critical thinking has become more urgent than ever. This search confronts the absence of

social meaning and the lack of a coherent vision for the future.

Section 6: Post-Global Dimensions of Power and Civic Models

This final section of the chapter explores the role of cyberspace and the evolution of
information within it, including the relationship between those in power and their use of
information. It highlights the lack of adequate data protection and the failure to ask crucial

questions in time.

The section aims to reveal the underlying worldviews shaping power and civic models
in the age of post-globalization—defined as the current stage in the evolution of globalization.
Drawing on the works of Harari and Ulrich Beck, it outlines the problems faced by states, social
structures, and belief systems in the 21st century. It examines the intersections between political

authority, institutions, digital technologies, and the emerging worldview of modern individuals.

A strong emphasis is placed on the pressing need for moral and spiritual orientation.
Individuals must confront essential questions that directly affect their well-being today and
shape their future in this post-global era.

CHAPTER TWO: The Problem of Security in Contemporary Society

This chapter places a strong focus on the security risks faced by modern states,
especially within the realm of cyberspace—a new domain that has become fertile ground for
novel types of criminal activity. The subject is highly relevant, as it reflects the current societal
condition and raises urgent issues related to cyber threats, cyberattacks, and human behavior as

a critical factor in digital environments.

The chapter includes a rigorous investigation of intelligence and counterintelligence
operations and incorporates field interviews conducted with officers from the General
Directorate for Combating Organized Crime (GDBOP) under the Ministry of Interior of
Bulgaria. These interviews shed light on the nature of the threats and attacks that may impact
the entire society—every individual, business, and public sector institution. The pressing

concern is not if, but when they will be affected.

The chapter examines the constant development of cyberspace, not only in terms of
improving algorithms and technologies but also in how these advancements are exploited by
cybercriminals—where access is fast, easy, and sometimes available for a price. It stresses the
importance of prevention, which is crucial for reducing risks. Preventive measures should
target children, adolescents, adults, and even professionals who may not be directly involved

with cybersecurity but must still understand how to protect their workspaces, devices, and

personal data from online threats.

These efforts can significantly enhance the role and usefulness of security institutions
before problems escalate. It’s also important to note that the state, in terms of function and
organization, operates through mechanisms of power and subordination. In our contemporary
context, citizens face increasingly complex challenges. Military conflicts, the erosion of the
middle class, and the stark division between extreme wealth and poverty illustrate how far

modern society has strayed from Aristotle’s idea of social balance.

Aggression is also on the rise in schools, with children exhibiting acts of vandalism and

socially destructive behavior. As the philosopher Olof Gigon observed:

“Since the beginning of state formations, there have been laws and customary rights governing
life within such entities. That is natural. What is less natural is that the entire structure of the
state becomes a subject of theoretical reflection and public debate.”

(Gigon, 1995: XI1X)

Section 1: The Concept of Security in the Global World

This section presents an analysis of the current global situation that defines the
objectives and tasks of security—both nationally and internationally. We live in the most
advanced era, witnessing highly complex developments on the political scene, as well as in the

fields of security and cybersecurity.

It is essential first to clarify what is meant by “security” before distinguishing (or not)
between general security and cybersecurity, and then to focus on the challenges faced in both
fields. Today, the physical and digital environments in which crimes are committed and rights
or laws are violated have become increasingly intertwined. This overlap underscores the urgent
need for solid preparation in addressing cybercrime and analyzing the behavior of offenders
operating in the online domain. To the physical world—Ilong considered the primary space for
criminal acts—a new domain has been added in the digital age: the virtual world. Thus, we now

face hybrid crimes that span both real and digital spaces.

Professor Ilin Savov has conducted numerous interviews on these topics, in which he

clearly demonstrates the necessity of in-depth knowledge and training among professionals
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working in relevant ministries and departments. What exactly defines cybersecurity and
information security? The term cybersecurity is relatively new within the broader field of
security. According to Taherdoost:

“Cybersecurity is defined as the preservation of the confidentiality, integrity, and availability
of information in cyberspace. Information security, on the other hand, is defined as the
preservation of the confidentiality, integrity, and accessibility of information.”
(Taherdoost, 2023: 484)

According to I. Slatinski, security is best understood through its opposite: risk. Security
means awareness, the necessity of constantly upgrading knowledge and skills. Security is the
need for prevention. It entails the conscious use of technologies, the Internet, and the clear
understanding that security and information are always interrelated. Security is, above all, the
result of knowledge, action, strategy, awareness, and building the best possible teams.

Section 2: Security and Social Space. Risk Equals Security

This section systematizes and explores the comprehensive parameters of the concept of
security and the real structure and organization of national and international security systems.
The idea of security has been relevant for centuries. Security sectors are what provide stability

and peace within a society.

According to leading security expert Nikolay Slatinski, the only certainty in the security

field is risk:

“There is only one certainty, and that is risk.” (Slatinski, 2019: 349)

The section reviews the fundamental concepts in the definition of security: interest,
conflict, power, and threat. It structures the functions and subfields of security and maps its
scope—especially focusing on criminal activity in its various forms, with an emphasis on

actions that undermine the very welfare and functioning of the state.

An interesting connection is drawn between national security and social security, as
the latter becomes a form of quality control—an indicator of whether the strategies and policies

implemented have been effective. Slatinski summarizes this relationship clearly:
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“Whenever any other form of security fails, the system pays through social security—through

a lower standard of living and decapitalization.” (Slatinski, 2019: 356)
Section 3: Intelligence and Counterintelligence

This section discusses the necessary responses of the modern state to threats and risk
factors to national security. Security requires transparency—in actions, policies, personnel,
and decision-making. Only through high ethical standards, advanced knowledge, and proper
training can an environment of robust security be established. If dishonesty, immorality, and
value disintegration prevail, then the foundation of statehood and institutions becomes unstable.
As Aristotle teaches, only when these structures are committed to the common good as a core
value and devoted to its realization and preservation can the state function effectively.
Transparency is achieved through responsibility, dedicated work by the security services, and

the capacity to uphold national interests.

This section also provides a detailed overview of the intelligence and
counterintelligence systems, defining their specific roles within national and international
security frameworks. The active structures and operational methods are examined, viewed as
unique expressions of power relations and their civic dimensions. These activities are essential

to the protection and resilience of modern societies.
Section 4: Cybersecurity in the Digital Space (the Network). The Threats

This section conducts a comprehensive reconstruction of the concept of cybersecurity.
It lays out the context of the rapidly evolving social dynamics of digitalization and the crimes,
risks, and threats that arise alongside it. The digital world is not just surrounding individuals—
it fully encompasses them, constantly. Digitalization is not only gaining popularity at an
accelerating pace, but it is also “gaining speed,” seeking to conquer and consume everything in

its path.

The Internet now impacts not only the life of the ordinary person but also the functioning
of entire states. The influence of social networks is particularly significant, especially in terms
of the dangers they pose to adolescents. This concern is emphasized with particular urgency in

this dissertation.
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The section defines the concepts of cyberspace, cybercrime, cyber fraud, and cyber
investigation. Based on specific case studies and analytical observations, it provides detailed
descriptions of cybercrimes, their organization, and the corresponding investigative and
counteractive measures. It highlights the urgent need for prevention and public awareness.
Moreover, the section examines strategic policy documents related to the development of a
unified national cybersecurity strategy, underscoring the importance of a coherent and
coordinated approach at the national level.

Section 5: The Ministry of Interior — General Directorate for Combating Organized

Crime (GDBOP) — Issues of Cybersecurity and Human Trafficking — Field Interviews

This section includes two field interviews with directors of national security units. From
the information gathered in these interviews with heads of specialized departments, it becomes
clear that the issues affecting society and children have reached serious proportions. This
underlines the importance of handling information responsibly and cultivating critical
thinking regarding processes reported in the media, as the truth is often distorted or concealed.
The problems related to human trafficking, particularly the trafficking of children, are critical
to national security, as they concern the lives and well-being of the population.

For these reasons, it is essential that both leadership and field personnel—including
those stationed at Bulgaria’s borders—are carefully selected based on high moral character
and professional qualification. The gravity of these issues requires a robust and ethical human

resource strategy to ensure national safety and effective institutional functioning.

Section 6: Prevention. The Role of Security Institutions

This section identifies public education and awareness as the most effective tools for
prevention. It emphasizes the need to inform the population about various threats—both in the
general domain of security and in the specific field of cybersecurity—with a strong appeal for
the development of critical thinking among citizens.

Security institutions are positioned as the first line of defense—they have the power to
anticipate, prevent, educate, inform, and guide the public. These institutions should organize
public talks, develop roundtables, forums, and training programs in partnership with

universities, schools, and tech businesses operating in internet and telecommunications
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sectors. All available tools must be utilized to ensure accurate and actionable information

reaches the general public.

Why is the role of security institutions so vital? Agencies such as the State Intelligence
Agency (JAP), the State Agency for Technical Operations (IATO), Border Police
(CAr'M), National Police (I'’THII), the State Agency for National Security (IAHC),
GDBOP, and the Cyber Directorate possess both the information and the means—such as
surveillance and monitoring tools—to lead prevention efforts. These institutions bear the
responsibility of being proactive, as the higher the level of prevention, the more informed
and prepared the population will be. This approach helps reduce large-scale abuses of state
infrastructure and the exploitation of individuals, especially children.

There is an urgent need to raise the standard of national prevention, targeting every

citizen, with two key objectives:

1. Raising awareness and readiness among citizens;

2. Minimizing criminal activities.

CHAPTER THREE: Values and Mediation in the Field of Security

This chapter addresses issues related to values, their role and place in society, as well as
their connection to virtues and personal responsibility. Special attention is paid to the profile of
employees in executive government institutions, discussing the qualities and selection methods

needed to choose the best candidates for the key structures in the field of security.

Significant emphasis is placed on the Mediation Act, which is examined alongside the
work of Children’s Pedagogical Rooms. These units are identified as unique mediators
capable of directly resolving problems involving minors, while other agencies like social
welfare have different roles. After discussing personnel selection, national and cyber security,
the chapter logically turns to explore the causes of violence and the reasons why certain
individuals may become violent offenders, inflicting severe harm on humans, animals, and in

the worst cases — children.

Section 1: Values and Society
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Basic definitions of values and their role as both personal and collectively shared
systems are discussed. Values are described as the foundation upon which a healthy, well-
formed, and developed society is built, one with a clear cause to progress rather than regress or
degrade. The family is regarded as the smallest and most important building block of society
and a key value. The importance of openness to change, development, information, and critical
thinking is emphasized as essential for the future of the state. It is stressed that every
individual’s action or inaction leads to consequences, which can have either positive or negative

effects on society.
Section 2: National Security Agencies in Bulgaria. Personnel Profile

The issue of personnel selection in the Ministry of Interior through external
competitions is presented. A new methodology for conducting these competitions is proposed,
aimed at selecting truly motivated and suitable candidates.

Section 3: Mediation in Contemporary Society — Children’s Pedagogical Room (CPR)
and the Mediation Act

A socially significant conceptualization of mediation as a preventive method in security
is offered. The importance of prevention in juvenile delinquency through competent care and
state actions is highlighted. While mediation is traditionally used for civil and commercial
disputes, this chapter proposes an expanded understanding and practical application of
mediation as a preventive and supportive procedure in crime prevention. Children’s
Pedagogical Rooms are identified as a key mediating link connecting children, parents,
authorities, and commissions involved in the prevention and resolution of issues related to
minors. The role of psychological work with children who are offenders or victims of violence
is emphasized, including therapy that often involves working with the child’s family, guardians,
and social environment. The concept of violence is defined as a primary manifestation of one
person against another or others, qualifying the act as a criminal offense. It is stressed that
successful prevention requires not only a clear legal definition of the offense but also thorough
research into the main factors provoking violence, especially during childhood — the most

vulnerable stage of human personality.

Section 5: Offenders and Types of Violence. Causes
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This section presents a detailed analysis, based on psychological characteristics and
criminal profiling, of the causes and profiles associated with committing criminal acts. The
analysis is intentionally focused on the roots of juvenile delinquency. Establishing the
connection between different types of violence, as well as narcissistic traits that certain
individuals may possess and develop, is particularly important because it clearly shows how
crucial it is for a person to take care of their own emotional, mental, and spiritual health. Inner
peace, a good family environment, and relationships based on love and understanding within

the family are the heights to which every human soul should aspire.

This work supports the idea of marriage and the creation of a stable family built on love,
honesty, respect, and support. The chapter emphasizes that it is especially important to visit a
psychologist, therapist, or other specialist, particularly when a person experiences deficits or
frustrations. Only by healing one’s own traumas can a person build themselves up to a higher
emotional and intellectual level, thereby taking responsibility for their choices and decisions,
as well as being responsible and respectful towards their own family.

I11. Conclusion

The main hypotheses of the study were fully confirmed:

First Hypothesis: Virtues and the value system based on them are the foundation for
creating a proper and socially beneficial state structure — the need for stability is a fundamental
aspect in which the entire society must participate. The first chapter thoroughly examined the
issues related to the main power and civic models, leading to a new ethical and value-based
mindset. Ideas about power, theories about the structure of power relations, and the participation
of real subjects as morally and spiritually capable individuals are fundamental because power
is always related to the human personality, which perceives, implicates, and interacts with
power in various ways. Power is directly linked to morality, which is part of the human
personality together with conscience. Theories related to the modern state and the models
adopted by society, both socially and politically, clearly differentiate the path the global world
is taking and the sacrifices made every day. Modern understanding of citizenship and power
shares certain similarities with the ancient Greek understanding from Athens, which is why the

texts of Plato and Aristotle remain especially relevant today.
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Second Hypothesis: A new system and strategy for personnel selection in national
security agencies is of essential importance. The current situation regarding the executive
branch and its impact on children, adults, interpersonal relationships, and families indicates that
the state needs a radical change in its recruitment processes. For over ten years, no measures
have been taken to update or improve the methods and ways of selecting personnel for executive
authorities. This hypothesis was confirmed not only by this dissertation study but also by recent
events witnessed by society — increased cases of pedophilia, violence against people and
animals, fraud targeting elderly people, poor communication among youth, their families,
schools, and the immoral behavior of young people, especially online. Cyber hygiene is
completely lacking not only among minors but also among a significant percentage of parents,
demonstrating a total lack of awareness of this problem. Cyberspace is an extremely delicate
issue regarding education, governance, and policy, both domestically and internationally. The
security of the state, internet security, and the risks constantly arising in social space are all
fundamental issues that require continuous attention, strategy development, and preventive

work.

Prevention is a delicate task that involves not only the judiciary but also the executive
branch and schools. The only mediators we have in the dialogue between executive authorities
and children are the inspectors from the Children’s Pedagogical Rooms. The risks and unknown
dynamics between adults and children, witnessed by many children, are particularly important
when it comes to protecting children. Pedophiles often first contact children online, which
makes it vital that children have information and can communicate openly with their parents
and teachers. Violence exerted by children against other children reflects unspoken words
towards their parents. This was confirmed by interviews conducted with officers from the
General Directorate for Combatting Organized Crime (GDBOP) at the Ministry of Interior.
Commissioner Dimitrov personally shared a problematic case involving a child, while Chief
Inspector Cortezov described the challenges faced in combating human and child trafficking.
Both experts agreed that poorly selected personnel in the system become a problem for society
and the authorities because such individuals may abuse power, harm investigations, succumb

to corruption, and be more aligned with criminal elements than with the law.

Third Hypothesis: Measures against violence and the deteriorating social climate
should be sought in improving social relationships, and this must start first within the family,

through elevating the family and fostering a harmonious and strong relationship with the new

generation as a genuine unconditional value that is truly shared by society. Realizing that the
family is the smallest building block of society is of key importance, since the example that a
person takes from the family is the example that the same person demonstrates to society.

The dissertation examines the issue of the functioning of the state as a form and system
of governance. It creates a connection with events and studies that occurred more than two
thousand years ago and still fosters the idea of the relevance of these issues even today. This
dissertation demonstrates the crucial role of the individual, not only regarding child upbringing
but in a broad context encompassing the state, institutions, business, society, the creation of
critical thinking in the individual, and the relationship between every person and others. Taking
responsibility and actively discussing problems without treating them as taboo subjects is

emphasized.

This work shows that corruption is one of the most vicious practices that can lead a state
into collapse and push society into a situation where the gap between the very rich and the very
poor becomes extremely wide. Of course, this issue can also be considered from a spiritual
perspective, which would give it a different dimension. However, the goal of this dissertation
is to highlight the problems facing society and the state, with special attention to the position
of the modern citizen and, in particular, the personal factor in the recruitment of worthy
employees in the security sector. A subject for future research would be investigating the

reasons that allowed this situation to arise at both the state and societal levels.
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IV. Scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the dissertation
Contributions in this dissertation include:

1. The political and moral-philosophical systems of Plato and Aristotle have been
presented and transformed into a theoretical foundation for assessment and proposals
for effective solutions in the fields of security and cybersecurity. These systems are
thoroughly discussed in relation to contemporary social and political theories and
compared to the current social situation, specifically in Bulgaria.

2. A comprehensive normative and practical-applied base has been developed, covering
definitions, structures, data, and problems in the fields of security, cybersecurity, and
mediation. This includes the formation of power and civic models and mediation
practices that function in contemporary Bulgarian society today. An attempt has been
made to trace the deep roots of criminal behavior, including national specificities.

3. Based on the analysis of the work of security agencies on a national level, which
demonstrates the need for well-prepared, trained, and morally committed personnel, a
proposal is substantiated for a new selection methodology for security personnel
through external competitions.
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
