HUMOROUS SONGS IN THE REPERTOIRE OF PERFORMERS FROM
CENTRAL WESTERN BULGARIA

Based on Article 9 of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), Article 30, Paragraph 3 of the Regulations for its
implementation, and Article 4, Paragraph 3 of the Internal Rules for Academic Staff
Development at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski," and following the
decision of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Arts (Minutes No. 29/29.04.2025),
I was appointed as a member of the academic committee for the defense of the
doctoral dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”
in the doctoral program “Theory and Practice of Performing Arts,” in professional
field 8.3 Music and Dance Art, higher education area 8. Arts, of Maria Hristova
Filatova, a full-time doctoral student in the Department of Music.

Maria Filatova was born in Blagoevgrad. She completed her secondary
education at the National Humanitarian High School "St. Cyril and Methodius" in
Blagoevgrad, with focused training in piano and Spanish. She received her higher
education at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski" in Blagoevgrad, majoring in
"Pedagogy of Music Education." In 2015, she earned her master’s degree at the same
university in “Performing Arts and Leadership of Vocal-Instrumental Ensembles,”
with a profile in folk singing.

Maria performs in a duet with her sister Magdalena. Together they have
released four albums of Bulgarian folk songs and have participated in several
international festivals such as “Pirin Folk,” the “Ohrid Troubadours™ festival in
Ohrid, North Macedonia, and “Macedonia Folk.” They won the sponsor's award at
the “Pirin Folk™ festival with an original song based on folklore and, in 2005,
received the Young Author award at “Macedonia Folk.” Currently, they continue to



record Bulgarian folk songs primarily from the Pirin region and Macedonia, as well
as original songs based on folk traditions.

The dissertation contains an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and one
appendix. The total length is 176 pages, with 142 pages of main text and a 27-page
appendix. The bibliography includes 64 sources.

The topic of the research, “Humorous Songs in the Repertoire of Performers
from Central Western Bulgaria,” was inspired by the author’s interest in the lack of
specific and in-depth research on this particular subject.

Object of the study: Humorous songs from Central Western Bulgaria.

Subject of the study: The place of humorous songs in the repertoire of performers
from Central Western Bulgaria.

Aim of the study: To examine the characteristics of humorous songs from Central
Western Bulgaria, determine their place in the performers’ repertoire, and explore
the current state of these types of melodies.

To achieve these aims, the author sets the following tasks:

« To study and analyze specialized literature related to the research topic;

« To identify the specific structural characteristics of humorous songs from
Central Western Bulgaria and define their essential features;

o To examine the significance and position of humorous songs in the repertoire
of performers from the region in order to assess their contemporary
relevance;

« To identify and analyze vocal traditions and distinctive traits of this type of
song performance;

« To discover, analyze, transcribe, and systematize previously unstudied
humorous songs.

Research methods used include: bibliographic analysis, structural-systematic
analysis, comparative analysis, individual interviews, biographical method, content
analysis, and direct observation.

I believe that the aims of the research have been successfully achieved, and the
results are clearly presented in the contributions section of the dissertation. A detailed
and thorough study has been conducted on humorous songs from Central Western
Bulgaria, focusing on the systematization and analysis of their specific features and
their role in the regional performers’ repertoire. A study has been conducted on the
use of humorous songs by both professional and amateur performers in the region.
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Interviews with performers of Shop folklore were conducted, involving informants
of different age groups. In addition to already published humorous songs, four
previously unstudied humorous Shop songs were discovered, transcribed, and
analyzed. The conclusion summarizes the distinctive features of the poetic text of
humorous folk songs from the Shop region.

The main contributions of the research are correctly articulated in the text. They
are a true merit of the author, and I fully agree with them.
The study has practical value, particularly for singers who perform this type of
repertoire.

Based on the above, I recommend that the esteemed Academic Committee award
Maria Hristova Filatova the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in
professional field 8.3. Music and Dance Art.
