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Natalia Basisa's dissertation was developed as a scientific study finalizing her
studies in the doctoral program in English Language, to which the doctoral student is
enrolled for independent preparation in 2022. The doctoral program in English Language
is provided by the Department of Germanic and Romance Studies of the Faculty of
Philology of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski". PhD student Natalia Basisa has
completed all the tasks set out in her individual training plan within 3 years. In addition,
she has participated in international and national scientific conferences, successfully
publishing scientific articles presenting the results of her research. Through these
activities, doctoral student Natalia Basisa meets the minimum national requirements for
acquiring a scientific and educational degree "doctor" in professional field 2.1. Philology,
field of higher education 2. Humanities. All this gives me reason to conclude that the
procedure for defending Natalia Basisa's dissertation is legal and meets the requirements
of the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria (ASDARB), Article
9. (2), which states that only persons who meet the minimum national requirements under
Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 are allowed to defend a dissertation.

Since all requirements, as well as those of the Internal Rules and Regulations of the
South-West University "Neofit Rilski", were met and fulfilled within the period
established under the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria,
Natalia Basisa was expelled with the right to defense, by Ordinance N 910/24.03.2025.

A plagiarism certificate clearly shows that the dissertation is original and authorial,
as it has only 88% uniqueness compared to other texts, with the permissible threshold for
this being no less than 80% uniqueness (or no less than 20% coincidence with other texts).
On the issue of scientific research, doctoral student Natalia Basisa has successfully
published two independent articles, which are indexed in non-refereed but peer-reviewed
collections of scientific reports, as well as two articles co-authored with her supervisor,
which are indexed in the scientific database Web of Science. From all activities and



scientific publications, doctoral student Natalia Basisa has a total of 90 points, which is
sufficient according to the requirements of the Minimum National Requirements for
Professional Field 2.1. Philology, Field of Higher Education 2. Humanities.

Natalia Basisa's dissertation is interdisciplinary, which makes it even more
important and relevant, as its main emphasis is on the analysis of case studies related to
methods used in foreign language teaching, both for learners and teachers (of a foreign
language). These case studies are also related to the use of digital technologies as a means
of studying and mastering idioms in a given foreign language, as well as working with
pre-created corpora for this purpose.

The dissertation contains 120 standard pages, illustrated with appropriate images,
tables and appendices. The large number of analyzed and correctly cited literary sources (a
total of 197), as well as the tasks set for implementation in the dissertation, show that the
doctoral student Natalia Basisa knows in detail the state of the problem under
consideration. The stylistics of the language are of a very high level and meet the
academic standards for writing scientific (research) works, which is undoubtedly the
dissertation subject of analysis in this opinion. The abstract (in Bulgarian and English) is
comparable to the content of the dissertation and corresponds unambiguously to it.

The dissertation work of Natalia Basisa consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion and a list of used literary sources. The goal and objectives of the dissertation
work are correctly formulated. It is also specified that the subject (focus) of the research is
oriented only to the methods of studying idioms in foreign language teaching.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, a detailed analysis of the literary sources that
were used as a basis for further scientific research is made. The cited scientific literature is
devoted to the same issues as the dissertation itself. The main terms related to idioms are
examined, as well as basic definitions, etymology and methods for teaching this type of
language constructions. The main platforms that were used in this study are also presented,
namely - Padlet and Tiktok. Both platforms can be used to share content, with the Padlet
platform being more specific and used mostly in the educational sphere, where teachers
and students can work together, sharing common content in an interactive way, as well as
developing projects in real time. This chapter analyzes and evaluates the discussed
platforms and corpora, and formulates the relevant conclusions.

The second chapter presents the specifics of the scientific research, mainly
discussing the methods of teaching a foreign language, in this case the teaching of English
to Greek citizens. The methodology of the scientific research is presented, which includes
40 participants, divided into two groups, respectively the experimental and the control.
The requirements for preserving the personal data of the participants have also been met,
and their informed consent for their participation in this study has been obtained. The
Pedlet platform was used for this study, and for this purpose 50 idioms, common to both
groups of participants, were analyzed. The data obtained were summarized and analyzed
using analysis methods, in relation to the method of learning.

In the third chapter, PhD student Natalia Basisa presented the results obtained from
the activities related to the scientific research. The activities are grouped into three main



groups. The first group includes activities related to the ways of using electronic platforms
and the set (corpus) of pre-selected idioms and their understanding by the learners. The
second group includes activities related to the use of the learned idioms in sentences by the
learners. The third group includes activities related to the use of the learned idioms, but in
a real dialogue between the learners themselves. The results obtained from all activities
are presented, which are summarized for both the experimental group and the control
group. The results obtained show that in all types of activities, the learners show better
results and prefer to use electronic platforms in their learning related to the use of idioms.

My overall impression of the dissertation is positive, both regarding the in-depth
theoretical study of the problem and the volume of scientific, experimental and research
work performed. I recommend that the doctoral student present the results of her work at
other forums, as well as continue working to further improve and apply the approach she
analyzed in studying idioms. The indicated contributions and positive aspects of the
dissertation give me reason to confidently give a positive assessment of the doctoral
student and her work, and I recommend that the members of the esteemed scientific jury to
award Natalia Basisa the educational and scientific degree "Doctor of Philosophy"in the
field of higher education 2. Humanities, professional field 2.1. Philology, doctoral
program English Language.
