The doctoral student’s work clearly demonstrates a strong synergy between
theoretical exploration and practical application in the domain of cultural heritage
and digital humanities. Her academic contributions include over fifteen
publications related to the dissertation topic, including articles in international
journals and edited volumes. She is a co-author of the collective monograph
"Christian Temples of Southwestern Bulgaria." Petya Kostadinova has presented
her research findings at both national and international academic forums. Her
work has been cited in academic publications and international journals,
indicating her contribution to the interdisciplinary field of digital cultural heritage.

I11. Review of the dissertation

The dissertation, entitled "Impact of Technologies on the Management and
Promotion of Cultural Heritage," is 437 pages long. It includes an introduction,
three main chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and appendices referencing 563
literary sources, 79 legal/regulatory sources, and 82 online sources.

In the introduction, the author presents the importance and timeliness of the
topic, defines the core concepts, and formulates the key research questions along
with the object and subject of the study. The object of study is the management
and promotion of cultural heritage in the context of digital transformation. The
subject is the specifics of the digitization process and the effects of implementing
digital technologies in managing and promoting cultural heritage — covering
opportunities, challenges, and perspectives within the Bulgarian context.

The research goals are clearly outlined and signal a strong practical
orientation. The main objective is to analyze contemporary transformations in the
cultural heritage sector, particularly focusing on digitization in Bulgaria. The
dissertation aims to assess the current state, effects, and future prospects for
improving the management and promotion of cultural heritage through digital
technologies. This clearly defines the dissertation’s contribution.

Six specific research tasks are laid out to achieve the set goals and address
the identified problems. The section “Scope and Limitations of the Study” is
properly positioned, offering definitions of key terms and clarifying the specific
focus within the broad field of cultural heritage. It emphasizes the dynamic nature
of technologies, which poses a challenge to humanities research addressing



constantly evolving tools. It also specifies the geographic scope, technological
focus, and methodology.

The research framework is thus well established, allowing for a logically
structured development of the dissertation.

The body of the dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters with
clearly organized subchapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and appendices.

Chapter I: “Cultural Heritage and the Contemporary Context for
Development” provides the theoretical foundation. It serves as a historical
overview of the role and integration of technologies in the field of cultural
heritage. The chapter demonstrates thorough engagement with key literature and
regulatory frameworks, grounding the study in both academic and practical terms.
It outlines global trends and prepares the ground for a comparative analysis of the
Bulgarian context, as suggested at the chapter’s end. As emphasized by the
doctoral student, this chapter defines the study’s framework and direction,
outlining the main contemporary challenges. However, these cannot be fully
covered in a historiographical overview alone, necessitating the detailed analysis
in the second chapter.

Chapter II: “Digitization of Cultural Heritage: Classification of
Technologies.” Here the doctoral student steps into a domain far removed from
the comfort zone of cultural anthropology, yet successfully defines and
systematizes key terms, processes, and technologies currently used — or with
potential for use — in the cultural sector. This chapter acts as a catalog of
technologies relevant to cultural heritage, and lays the groundwork for the third
chapter, which presents practical applications.

Chapter III: “From Theory to Practice: Experiences in Implementing
Technologies in the Field of Cultural Heritage.” This chapter showcases
successful international and Bulgarian examples. A notable strength is the
inclusion of large-scale surveys, which can be considered representative due to
their scope — covering both professionals in cultural institutions and the general
public. This section analyzes the state of digitization in Bulgaria and outlines key
trends, challenges, and opportunities.

The conclusion synthesizes the findings, addresses the research tasks, and
proposes recommendations for improving digitization practices in the field of
cultural heritage in Bulgaria. The dissertation is undoubtedly a wvaluable
contribution and offers practical solutions to an increasingly relevant issue facing
Bulgarian cultural institutions.



The dissertation is further distinguished by an extensive bibliography and
well-developed appendices.

The bibliography is impressive in both volume and scope, comprising key
monographs, studies, articles, and legal documents in several languages.

The four appendices reinforce the positive impression. Appendix 1 is a list
of abbreviations. Appendix 3, “Good Practices in the Use of Technology in
Cultural Heritage,” presents vivid examples through photos and QR codes,
inviting the reader to explore this visual and experiential world. These appendices
suggest that the dissertation could be readily transformed into a book of interest
to a broad audience. Appendix 4 includes survey excerpts and a list of researched
institutions, adding scientific weight. Most impressive is Appendix 2, “Digital
Catalog of Technologies,” which serves as an accessible digital glossary of
relevant terminology.

Given the dissertation’s depth, scholarly rigor, and contributions to the
field, it can be considered a fundamental work. The author emerges as a scholar
whose work future researchers will surely reference.

The abstract faithfully reflects the content of the dissertation. The doctoral
student has published 7 academic works related to the dissertation, fulfilling the
minimum national requirements. The self-assessment of the dissertation’s
contributions is complete and accurate.

IV. Notes and Recommendations
Naturally, a few minor remarks of a technical nature could be made, which
would be more relevant if the dissertation is to be published as a book.

V. Conclusion

According to the technological report of the university’s publishing office,
the dissertation qualifies as an original authorial work, which fully aligns with my
own impression. | strongly recommend that it be published. Most importantly, the
doctoral student has successfully addressed a complex academic and social issue.
The dissertation is of excellent quality, interdisciplinary in scope, and makes a
meaningful contribution. It serves as a bridge between multiple academic fields.
