on procedure for awarding scientific and educational degree "Doctor" to Petya
Georgieva Kostadinov with proposed dissertation work on “The Impact of
Technologies on the Management and Promotion of Cultural Heritage”. This
Academic opinion was assigned to me on April 17, 2025, at a meeting of the
Scientific Jury, appointed by order of the Rector of South-West University Ne 1025/
16.04.2025.

I. Summary on the candidate's scientific production and activities

Petya Kostadinova is graduated in bachelor's program "Culture and Media"
and in master's program "Cultural Management and Visual Communications" in the
Department of Cultural Studies, South-West University "Neofit Rilski”. After that
she continued her studies as a full-time PhD student in the PhD program "Theory
and History of Culture" and wrote a dissertation on "Impact of Technologies on the
Management and Promotion of Cultural Heritage". The dissertation contains 437
pages, structured in an Introduction, three chapters, Conclusion, Bibliography with
563 literary, 79 normative and 82 internet sources, as well as a rich Appendix. Petya
Kostadinova has developed a digital catalog of the technologies presented in the
dissertation, which is available online. She conducted a survey on the topic of the
dissertation in 162 organizations (museums and galleries) from the Register of the
Ministry of Culture. In parallel, she conducted a survey among the general public.
She attached an abstract, as well as seven publications from 2020 that correspond
to the thematic focus of the dissertation.

I1. Evaluation of scientific results and contributions

Petya Kostadinova works on a topical topic, not only at the present time, but
also in the future — the topic of the challenges facing the management and
socialization of cultural heritage in the conditions of digitalization, development and
penetration of various technologies into it. Her in-depth theoretical and practical
knowledge on the topic has been repeatedly demonstrated in the text of the
dissertation.

The defined object and subject of the study are precise. The work goals and
objectives are specific and realistic. The scope of the study and its limitations are
justified. The methodology is interdisciplinary.

Chapter One sets out the theoretical framework of the study in two main
directions. The first one is related to the placement of the modern world and, in



particular, cultural heritage in the era of the so-called "Fourth Industrial
Revolution". The second direction is related to the detailed and critical examination
of the current regulatory framework, within which the processes studied in the
dissertation are established and regulated and, accordingly, reflect on the pace and
forms of digitalization in Europe and in Bulgaria in particular.

In Chapter Two, Petya Kostadinova makes a detailed classification of the
technologies currently used in the field of cultural heritage. The proposed
classification corresponds to the stages of research and socialization, namely
"discovery," "processing," "distribution" of the corresponding cultural heritage site.

Chapter Three presents successful examples of the use of the cited
technologies in Bulgaria and abroad as well as the results of surveys conducted in
museums and galleries, on the one hand, and among the general public, on the other,
in order to analyze the current state, trends and prospects for digitization of the
digitization of cultural heritage in Bulgaria.

[ should also note that technically the dissertation is excellent. Also
impressive is the structured thinking of Petya Kostadinova, which is illustrated in
the structure of the entire dissertation and in the detailed presentation of every
significant aspect of the studied topic. This helps even a non-specialist to quickly
enter the topic and navigate among the numerous technologies for digitizing cultural
heritage.

The abstract follows the established format. Its volume is 38 pages and fully
corresponds to the content of the dissertation. General characteristics, structure,
content and conclusions of the dissertation are reflected. The contributions and
publications on the issue are indicated.

There are 7 contributions in total. I believe that the formulation is precise and
clearly outlines the results achieved by the dissertation. The contributions are both
scientific and applied in nature. Among the scientific contributions, the following
should be mentioned: 1/ the conceptual difference between the concepts of
"digitalization", "digitization" and "virtualization" proposed by Petya Kostadinova,
2/ the developed classification of digital technologies in the field of cultural
heritage, 3/ the analysis of the influence, opportunities and challenges of the
integration of these technologies. The created digital catalog, which systematizes
and describes a wide range of technologies applicable in the field of cultural
heritage, should be highlighted as a significant scientific and applied contribution.

III. Critical remarks and recommendations

Petya Kostadinova has dealt with a complex interdisciplinary scientific issue.
I recommend, first of all, that she continue to work on the practical application of
her research. I also recommend that she propose a mandatory or elective course on
the issue, which should be included in the curricula of the specialties "Cultural



Studies and Cultural Management", "Culture and Media" and "Culture and Cultural
Tourism" at the Department of Cultural Studies, South-West University. I should
also note the impression that the proposed articles are from 2020. I recommend that
Petya Kostadinova increase her publication activity so that her scientific and applied
scientific contributions after 2020 can be much more visible.

IV. Conclusion

In conclusion, I think that the presented scientific work meets the
requirements of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, the Rules for its Implementation and the Regulations for the Development
of the Academic Staff of South-West University about the conditions and
procedures for awarding the educational and scientific degree "Doctor". 1
confidently express my POSITIVE opinion and I recommend to the members of the
Scientific Jury to award the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" to Petya
Kostadinova in the doctoral program "Theory and History of Culture", professional
field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences.
