THE MANAGEMENT AND POPULARIZATION OF CULTURAL HERITAGE"

The dissertation was discussed and proposed for defense at a meeting of the
Department of "Culturology", Faculty of Arts, Southwest University "Neofit Rilski", held on
April 15, 2025. It consists of: 437 pages; Sources used - 563 literary; 79 normative; 82
Internet. Appendices to the dissertation work — 4 issues. Publications on the issues of the
dissertation — 7 issues.

The dissertation work includes: Significance and relevance of the topic; Object and
subject of the study; Research objectives; Tasks; Scope of the study and limitations; Working
hypothesis and Methodology

The structure and overview of the dissertation work consists of: Introduction; Chapter
One - Cultural heritage and contemporary context of (for) development; Chapter Two -
Digitization of cultural heritage; classification of technologies. Chapter Three - From theory
to practice: an attempt to introduce technologies in the field of cultural heritage. Conclusion;
Appendices; Conclusions.

The general characteristics of the dissertation work indicate the significance and
relevance of the topic, which is a complex research field, which is an intersection between
cultural and heritage sciences, technological innovations and management strategies in
memory institutions. The crisis paradigm of museum institutions since the end of the 20th
century led to an intense public debate about the essence and role of modern “new”
museology. In the late 1990s, professionals working in the cultural industries showed a
growing interest in technologies and their application in the field of cultural heritage, which
will help in its preservation and promotion.

The object of the study is the management and promotion of cultural heritage in
museums and art galleries in the conditions of digital transformation. The subject of the study
is the specifics of the digitization process and the effects of the implementation of digital
technologies in the management and promotion of cultural heritage - opportunities, challenges
and prospects in the Bulgarian context. The aim of the dissertation is to present and analyze
contemporary transformations in the cultural heritage sector by exploring the understanding of
the digitization process, identifying and systematizing available and possible technologies for
application in the field.

The doctoral student sets the following tasks: Review of global trends in the era of
technology; Study of the state of the regulatory framework (international and national) in the
field of digitization of cultural heritage; Review of the main aspects and understanding of
digitization in the cultural sector and proposal for working definitions for key processes;



Identification and systematization/including creation of a digital catalog as a practical
application of available technologies that can be integrated in the field of cultural heritage;
Study and analysis of the experience and effect of introducing innovative technologies in the
practice of cultural institutions in Bulgaria and the world; Analysis of the current state of the
digitization process in Bulgaria; Analysis of the potential of technologies for the development
of cultural organizations in Bulgaria and development of guidelines for optimizing the process
of digitization of cultural heritage.

The dissertation examines cultural heritage as a whole, as well as the processes related
to its management/research, documentation, preservation, exhibition and promotion/.
Emphasis is also placed on the influence of technology in these processes, while also
analyzing established and emerging technological solutions, as well as the regulatory
framework of strategies and institutional policies that determine the guidelines for the
digitization of cultural heritage.

The methodology of the empirical research includes: a survey among representatives
of the cultural sector — libraries, archives, community centers, private collections, etc., but the
main focus is on museums and galleries and a survey among representatives of the general
public. The research also uses methods for: Literature analysis and desk research of
technologies and their applications; Documentary review of normative and strategic
documents at the national and international levels; Terminological and conceptual analysis of
key concepts and classification of technologies; Observations in cultural institutions in
Bulgaria and Europe; Benchmarking analysis of good practices in the application of
technologies in the cultural sector; Survey among representatives of cultural institutions and
audiences; Analysis of digital platforms and media publications regarding the implementation
of technologies; Practical experiments with technologies in a real institutional environment
and culturological analysis of technologies on the management and promotion of cultural
heritage.

In chapter one - "Cultural Heritage and the Contemporary Context of (Development)",
the author examines the conceptual foundations of the digital transformation as a whole and
traces the key trends, challenges and opportunities. It places the cultural sector and cultural
heritage in the context of the economic theory of the "Fourth Industrial Revolution", which
analyzes technological progress and its impact on humanity. This theory has an economic,
social and cultural nature.

Technologies are an opportunity for a “new life” of cultural values and the reuse of
past achievements in an alternative way, adequate to modernity. They allow the generation of
new cultural content, which leads to new forms of culture and cultural practices. This
different transformation in the cultural heritage sector, in which there is a transition from
documentation to virtualization, leads to the creation of a smart museum; a fund to an
intelligent database; from a visit to an immersive experience. Industry 4.0 causes an
accelerated transformation in the understanding, management and presentation of cultural
heritage, placing technologies at the heart of new paradigms. Digitalization is a strategic tool
for sustainable development, cultural exchange and the creation of intelligent cultural
environments. Participation in European projects and international policies play a key role in
promoting digital transformation and lead to the accumulation of experience and good
practices in the field of digitalization of cultural heritage.



Chapter Two “Digitization of Cultural Heritage: Classification of Technologies”
presents a systematic study and classification of technologies used in the sector, with the aim
of facilitating scientific and professional exchange.

The study adopts the following model for the use of technologies: Phase of
information discovery, research and primary documentation of cultural heritage; Phase of
processing through structuring, cataloguing and linking cultural heritage data for the purpose
of preservation and reuse; Phase of dissemination and feedback through sharing cultural
heritage and analysis of the interaction with the surrounding environment and the emerging
changes. The doctoral student also proposes a distinction between “digitization” — a
technological process of recording and storage and “digitalization” — a complex
transformation of institutions and practices in the sector. The dissertation also uses terms such
as “virtualization”, digital documentation”, “digital” and “virtual heritage”, which outline new
forms of cultural representation and interaction with audiences in the digital age. The
contribution of technologies at all stages — from identification to social engagement — is also
indicated. Technologies as a means should not be treated as an end, but as a tool for the
implementation of policies for the preservation, access and sustainable development of
cultural heritage. They reveal opportunities for generating social, cultural, educational and
economic benefits. The interdisciplinary approach and systematization are necessary tools for
strategic management and adaptation of cultural institutions to the digital environment.

The third chapter "From theory to practice is an experience of introducing
technologies in the field of cultural heritage". It presents the dynamics of applying modern
technologies in cultural institutions in an international and Bulgarian context, with a focus on
their impact on the management, preservation and interpretation of cultural heritage. The use
of digital archives and platforms, innovations such as virtual realities and artificial
intelligence, new technologies offer new perspectives and opportunities for institutions, the
development of scientific activities and their interaction with the audience.

In this chapter, the doctoral student also attempts to present the current state of the
digitization process in Bulgaria. The study covers national, regional and municipal institutions
and academic institutions with museum status - a total of 162 museums and galleries - out of
171 organizations included in the Register of the Ministry of Culture. The survey also
outlined the following weaknesses: fragmentation and lack of policies and initiative; limited
financial resources and project dependence.

Digitization is developing mainly as technological documentation, limited to an
administrative process without a comprehensive system. It is mainly aimed at creating digital
copies for internal needs, without taking into account the importance of public access and
long-term interoperability. Virtualization is emerging as one-sided communication, passive
promotion with a lack of interactivity. It is carried out mainly through social networks and
websites, but without sufficient use of interactive technologies to engage the public. The
results of the survey among the general public serve as a basis for formulating specific
recommendations aimed at assisting cultural institutions in the implementation of modern
technologies in order to increase the attractiveness of cultural sites and strengthen the
connection with the audience.



The conclusion of the dissertation is a synthesis of theoretical and empirical
conclusions from the conducted research and formulates guidelines for optimizing digital
processes in the field of cultural heritage in Bulgaria.

The appendices include: a dictionary of abbreviations, a digital catalog of
technologies, visual material with good practices and statistical visualizations of the results of
the conducted surveys.

The scientific contributions of the dissertation are the following: An interdisciplinary
theoretical framework has been built that interprets the digitalization of cultural heritage as a
cultural transformation resulting from the development of Industry 4.0, forming a new
paradigm of institutional management and communication; A classification framework of
digital technologies in the field of cultural heritage has been developed, built on a functional-
process analysis and a conceptual model based on the theory of information systems; An
analysis of the influence, opportunities and challenges related to the integration of
technologies in the cultural heritage sector has been carried out; A conceptual difference
between the concepts of "digitalization", "digitization" and "virtualization" in the field of
cultural heritage has been formulated, supplemented with author's definitions of basic terms
applicable in an academic and institutional context; A digital catalog of an interdisciplinary
nature has been created - a first attempt to systematize and analytically describe a wide range
of technologies applicable in the field of cultural heritage; The electronic resource aims to
support orientation and decision-making for the selection of appropriate technological
solutions for use in an institutional environment; Examples from Bulgarian and international
experience in the use of technologies in the field of cultural heritage have been identified and
analyzed, highlighting the main trends and opportunities for transfer and adaptation in the
context of national institutional practice; Surveys were conducted among cultural institutions
and audiences in Bulgaria, representing an empirical basis for analyzing the current state of
the digitalization process in our country and planning future policies in the field; Specific
measures for institutional strengthening of the digitalization and virtualization processes were
proposed.

The doctoral student has submitted all necessary documents for the dissertation
defense procedure. Based on the check performed with the iThenticate program of the
Turnitin company to establish similarity and plagiarism with foreign works of a dissertation
work with the title: "Impact of technologies on the management and popularization of cultural
heritage" by author Petya Kostadinova, a similarity index of 9% was established. Based on a
decision of the Publishing Council with protocol No. 2/26.04.2021, item 2, the above-
established similarity index of 9% is within the permissible limits of 20% determined by the
same decision of the Publishing Council.

The conclusions from the main chapters of the dissertation work reflect the main
results of the research as a whole.

Evaluation of the publications related to the dissertation work - the publications are
seven in number and correspond to the topic of the research.

The structure of the abstract meets the requirements and correctly reflects the results
of the study of the topic in the dissertation work.

The scientific contributions correctly reflect the main results of the research.



I recommend that the doctoral student publish his dissertation, which will be useful
with the collected extensive empirical material related to the cultural heritage of museums and
galleries in Bulgaria.

The work shows that the goal and the tasks set have been achieved. The doctoral
student has a thorough understanding of the research problem. He has the necessary
knowledge and skills for independent scientific work.
