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1. Data on the doctoral studies, dissertation, abstract and publications

According to the information provided, Anton Venev was enrolled as a full-time doctoral student
at the Department of History at the Faculty of Law and History, professional field 2.2 History
and Archaeology, scientific specialty History of Bulgaria, in 2016 by order 21/06.01.2016. He
has fulfilled all the requirements related to the doctoral studies, including actively participating
in scientific conferences and other academic forums. The dissertation has presented six scientific
publications in refereed (excluding Skopus & Web of Science) and non-refereed publications -
the articles are related to the topic of his dissertation, revealing his specific interests in the field
of regional policies of socialism in Bulgaria during the period under review. The proposed
abstract reflects the main points of the content and scientific achievements of the dissertation
work, is distinguished by clarity and conciseness of the presentation, is technically sound and
shows an important grammatical culture. With all this, he has met the preliminary regulatory
requirements for the award of the educational and scientific degree "doctor" in the relevant
professional field. Anton Venev's dissertation work, in a volume of 475 pages, is on the topic
"Regional Policies of Socialism in Bulgaria and Yugoslavia: the Regions of Kyustendil and
Kumanovo 1948 - 1963", with scientific supervisor Assoc. Prof. Dr. Kristina Popova. It consists



of an introduction, 5 chapters (with numerous paragraphs and subparagraphs), conclusion,
bibliography, tables, list of abbreviations and appendices (in the form of photographic material).

In structural-thematic terms and chronological plan, the text met the requirements for PHD tesis,
the time frame of the work is arguably defended with significant events from the history of
socialism in Bulgaria and Yugoslavia, which highlight the common and different in their path to
building a new society in the conditions of authoritarian regimes with a one-party system of
government. The author, however, does not limit his work to this time period (1948 — 1963) in
all chapters — for example, the first chapter, which describes “Socialist self-government in
Yugoslavia: ideology and implementation”, does not end with the 1963 constitution, but
continues to examine the development of its government system until the 1970s; moreover,
during the crises of self-government socialism, following the logic of the debate in Western
literature on the socialist experiment in Tito’s Yugoslavia (pp. 64 — 68). Taking into account the
scientific positions of Sabine Rutar, Pavel Kolar, Wolfgang Hopken, Benedetto Zaccaria, the
doctoral student defines the limits of the democratization of socialism and the intensive
development of the political system based on workers' self-government, while also indicating the
connection of this debate with the development of social democracy in Germany, bypassing the
trade union movement in this direction in France. In fact, this is one of the good analytical parts
of the dissertation. | emphasize this because in the chapter on the demographic development of
the Kumanovo region, the migration processes are traced until 1971, without justifying what this
stretching of the chronology requires, on the one hand. And on the other hand, workers' self-
government as the main emphasis in the specifics of Yugoslav socialism makes the upper limit
for such a topic not so acceptable, if we stay even only with the Yugoslav authors, whose texts
and concepts the doctoral student deals with in an analytical-thematic plan.

The relevance of the topic is also protected by the very choice to compare these two areas in
historical terms with a view to the possibilities for regional cooperation between the Kyustendil
and Kumanovo regions in the context of the future accession of North Macedonia to the EU.

The introduction meets the requirements for this genre in a dissertation work, insofar as it
justifies the topic and its significance in contemporary historiography through a review of the
relevant Yugoslav and Bulgarian literature, outlines the methodology, indicates the source base,
and attempts are made to clarify the meaning and significance of the analytical concepts that the
doctoral student uses. The contributing points are indicated, and here | must emphasize that they
reflect what the author has achieved in pursuing the goals and objectives that he has set for
himself with this dissertation. Regarding the key research term “regional policy” for the work,
Anton Venev emphasizes that: “Regional policy is not used as a term in the documents and
sources from the research period in Bulgaria. | will use this concept to mark the actions of the
central government and the relevant regional government subdivisions, which assist and support
the leading directions of the regional economy, education and culture, taking care to balance and
counteract the signs of stagnation and stagnation” (p. 11).



With such a privileged scientific approach by the author, however, a series of questions arise.
Were there regional policies of socialism in Bulgaria in the sense of Anton Venev's
understanding of regional policy as a set of various measures and actions at the state and local
level to accelerate regional growth and overcome economic disparities? And in what exactly are
they expressed as a specificity in relation to the policies of state socialism as a whole? Was there
a regionalization of these policies in the period under consideration of the imposition of a new
social order? Does the administrative, socio-political and cultural development of the
"Kyustendil region™ in 1948 - 1963 prove their existence? The same, but with certain nuances,
could be asked about the Second Yugoslavia, although the federative principle of state structure,
the special path of development after the break with Stalin and the breakaway from the Soviet
orbit after 1948, which led to an attempt at decentralization and, above all, to the imposition of
workers' self-government, would give grounds to investigate to what extent a concept of
"regional policies of socialism in Yugoslavia" could be built? Could the "national, non-Soviet
type of socialism in Yugoslavia”, as the doctoral student calls it, apparently to distinguish it from
the internationalism of the socialist bloc, be in itself a regional form of socialism? Moreover, |
did not encounter the term “regional policies” in the basic works cited by the doctoral student,
which he retells, and if he had managed to research and reveal specifics in the development of
the People’s Republic of Macedonia within the framework of the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia, through the historical development of “Kumanovo as a separate region”, which he
could formulate as a concept for the regional policy of socialism, then undoubtedly the work
would have had a specific contributing character. It is no coincidence that in the introduction the
concept “Kumanovo region” has a geographical content and looks mechanical and does not
sound convincing as a concept. Despite the fact that the paragraph on the administrative
development of the regions in chapter two traces the territorial division and unification of the
three cities (Kumanovo, Kratovo and Kriva Palanka) in a common Kumanovo district in 1955-
1963, the use of the concept region for this area remains unconvincing. Moreover, the
dissertation itself highlights the growing role of municipalities as an element of public self-
government in Yugoslavia after 1955 (on page 125). And in the absence of an analysis by the
doctoral student of the place of individual “regions” in the specific policies of the special model
of Tito’s socialism as opposed to the bureaucratic and statist Soviet model, it remains
questionable, insofar as it is precisely with this understanding of the basic analytical concept that
the regional policies of socialism in our western neighbor would stand out, in order to base a
comparative plan in the dissertation work on them. Moreover, the author’s main research thesis
is that: “the policies for regional development, undertaken or imposed, in Bulgaria and
Yugoslavia, regardless of the differences, are the basis of the backwardness and disproportions in
the development of the two regions, which continues to this day”.

A partial, sometimes satisfactory, sometimes not, answer to such questions could be found in the
individual paragraphs of each of the five chapters, a fact that rather leaves the raised issues open
for discussion. As for their emergence in the course of reading this dissertation work, it could
also be seen as its contributing moment.

The structure of the dissertation makes a good impression, as | have already stated, since its logic
links the macro-historical narrative with a micro-historical level (the role of personalities, for



example). Insofar as the main goal of the study is macro processes and their overthrow at the
level of regions and municipalities, on the one hand. And on the other, it is the history of
socialism, as a concept and practice, in order to highlight the differences between the Stalinist
and Tito models of governance of multinational states with one-party regimes and authoritarian
power. In this perspective, the first chapter, "Socialism in Yugoslavia: Historical and Political
Development and Models,” is quite heavy in volume, especially since it is built mainly on
secondary literature and published documents. And especially the review of the history of
socialism (ideas and practices) and the evolution of the communist parties towards similar, but
not identical, one-party and authoritarian models of state socialism (regardless of the divided
paths of the two countries after 1948). We could assume that the goal is to create a broader
historical-ideological, political and economic-social context in order to highlight the processes of
industrialization and modernization, as well as the transition to workers' self-government under
Tito and the establishment of centralized bureaucratic socialism of the five-year plans in our
country, in both cases with their effects on the development of Kyustendil and Kumanovo. In the
relevant paragraphs dedicated to regional policies, here understood as a consequence of
decentralization, which, according to the author, affects urbanization, processes are traced that do
not achieve the desired overcoming of uneven economic development in the domestic political
plan for both countries. In this context, the author defends his main thesis that the historical
heritage (diversity of cultures and unevenly developed regions) makes the FR Yugoslavia one of
the few countries with a targeted regional policy, in the sense in which the author understands it,
as state planning and investments in economically underdeveloped regions. Examining two
stages in this policy, separated by the introduction of self-government, Anton Venev concludes
that the strategic goal of this policy (mitigation of disparities) has not been achieved and notes
the increased preemptive development of the historically more developed areas of the former
Habsburg monarchy with that of their peripheral territories of the former Ottoman Empire, such
as Kosovo, for example.

2. Scientific contributions

Actually, the contributing moments in the dissertation are in the following chapters, in which
Anton Venev traces the administrative organization in a comparative plan of the Kyustendil and
Kumanovo regions, in order to show how the more complex historical heritage of the latter
influences and determines the differences of the two regions, on the one hand. And on the other
hand, he emphasizes that the earlier separation into districts of the Kyustendil region, as well as
the processes of urbanization that have occurred, leading to the depopulation of the region,
necessitate the replacement of the sectoral with the territorial principle of management.
Examining the effect of accelerated industrialization on the processes of modernization in
agriculture and, respectively, in the cultural sphere and healthcare, VVenev brings out the common
and different in the development of the two regions when analyzing the two models of industrial
development. The author's contributions are in tracing the processes of economic development of
the Kyustendil and Kumanovo regions through the attempts of two state planning policies to
overcome the artisanal character and underdevelopment of the two regions through
nationalization, industrialization and collectivization. Tracing their different economic history
until 1944, Venev emphasizes how the policies of large-scale industrialization in Bulgaria



affected the two Kyustendil districts after they did not lead to the restructuring of the industry
and the strengthening of mechanized production and the balance between heavy industry and the
production of consumer goods was not achieved (until 1953) - the latter is usually associated
with the transition from artisanal production to light industry. With predominant economic
development until 1959, Kyustendil faced the problem of unemployment and the need for
reforms in the economy, which, according to Venev, are the basis of the "true regional policy"
with the transition to the territorial principle and the corresponding strengthening of municipal
councils. The author's admission that only since the 1960s has a "partial regional policy"” begun
to emerge (and with the re-establishment of the Kyustendil district) shows the importance of a
detailed study of the economic development of these two districts for understanding the violence
of ideology over reality through the damage it inflicts on the foundation of any power - the
economy and the well-being of the population. In this context, the contribution of labor is also
shown, since the limited role of the individual (in the person of the first secretaries of the
Bulgarian Communist Party's National Assembly) is shown, who are trying to introduce a "true
principle of regional policy” in the sense of overcoming inequalities and "for the government to
remain closer to the citizens”, solving their problems more quickly and rationally and by
overcoming regional disparities.

The contributions also include documents introduced into scientific circulation from the funds of
the district and sub-district committees of the Bulgarian Communist Party in Kyustendil and
Stanke Dimitrov (today Dupnitsa), of the city committees in both cities, of the District People's
Council of Workers in Kyustendil, as well as important documents on the administrative
structure and economic development of the Kumanovo district and its municipalities from the
State Archives of the Republic of North Macedonia. Also, although not through the method of
content analysis, the interweaving of the local press into the historical narrative, of
autobiographical texts and local history studies in a dissertation dedicated to policies that Anton
Venev seeks to bring out as "specifically regional” for two neighboring districts, with a common
historical past, but divided into different state formations, in order to draw from past experience
for the sake of a new common future within the EU, is part of the contributions of the work
submitted for the award of the scientific degree "Doctor".

3. Recommendations

The history of the economic development of the Kumanovo region from 1948 to 1963 would
have benefited if Venev had followed these processes in dialogue with the research of both
Srdjan Milosevic, "Agrarian Policy in Yugoslavia (1945 - 1953)", and Nikola Uzunov - "The
Economy of the Republic of Macedonia: 1945-1990", in which the researcher from today's North
Macedonia concludes that the economic and social transformation of the Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia goes through 6 phases of political evolution, corresponding to those in the Yugoslav
federation, in order to highlight specifics of regional policy, both in relation to the republic and
specifically for the Kumanovo region.

Although the dissertation has some useful points in the chapters on the processes of
nationalization in Kyustendil and on the administrative organization, collectivization and
development of the agrarian sector in Kumanovo and Kyustendil, several questions remain open



regarding the extent to which the development of heavy industry is violence against local
conditions, but on the other hand, is it possible to develop light industry without intensification,
and the latter remains dependent on the process of industrialization and mechanization. And all
of them are based on the important ideology of the welfare society and the consumer society as
an effect of economic growth, but also targeted state policy in the field of education and
healthcare. And can a figure stand out in the history of Kyustendil (respectively the district and
the county) and be compared to that of Saltir Putinski.

My main recommendation for the work is, if one is thinking of publishing it in a shortened
volume and with an emphasis on the chapters that have a contribution, to rethink the social
policies in the Kumanovo region (and why not in the Kyustendil region) in a plan that is well
developed in an empirical and theoretical sense by the Serbian researcher Ivana Dobrivojevic,
who examines in her research the state repression in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, the
industrialization of socialist Yugoslavia, the living standards of ordinary people, rural-urban
migration, the life of youth in socialist Yugoslavia and family planning.

4. Conclusion

Regardless of the criticisms and remarks, | positively evaluate the work of doctoral student
Anton Venev and support the awarding of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor"”. |
believe that with the dissertation work he also shows potential for further development as a
researcher of the history of the Kyustendil region in a Balkan context.
