The ecological approach in education links pedagogical ideas with ecology,
uniting natural science and humanities knowledge included in the cognitive
content. Its implementation is consistent with the need for students to practically
master ideas and habits for an environmentally friendly attitude. The ecological
approach has the potential to stimulate the transition both to independent
knowledge and to a higher degree of self-knowledge, a new reflective position of
the individual towards his own cognitive activity, a new degree of self-awareness.

The first chapter presents a brief historical overview of the relationship
between environmentalism and education, with a transition from history to
modernity and the projection of ideas into pedagogical practice. Emphasis is
placed on the normatively regulated curricula and teaching kits for teaching
homeland studies in the second grade in the context of the ecological approach,
and the value orientations in the educational content of homeland studies are
outlined.

In the second chapter, an analysis is made of specific teaching methods for
enriching the subjective experience of students, emphasizing their connection
with the characteristics of the higher nervous activity of the student of primary
school age. Psychological and pedagogical aspects have been examined, which
determine the need to develop a pedagogical technology for applying the
ecological approach in the process of mastering ecological concepts and basic
concepts in the teaching of homeland studies in grade 2.

The third chapter outlines problem areas in the educational process of
homeland studies and the role and place of the ecological approach in its



organization and subject activity. A pedagogical experiment is described, in the
formative stage of which an author's technology was applied for the formation of
ecological ideas and concepts in primary school students in the process of
experimental and research activity.

From the content of the monograph and the conclusions drawn, the
following scientific contributions can be noted:

1. A complex methodology and system of criteria and indicators has been
constructed to study the content and structure of the environmental ideas and
concepts mastered by second-graders.

2. A theoretical and practical model of application of important aspects of
the ecological approach in the experimental and research activities of students is
proposed (when studying an object, process or phenomenon for which an
ecological idea or concept is formed).

3. A model of pedagogical technology for the formation of ecological ideas
and basic concepts in the educational process of homeland studies, based on
complex experimental and research activities, has been developed and tested.

A complex of problem situations with resulting experimental and research
activities of the students, necessary for illustrating and understanding
connections, dependencies and conclusions, has been developed and tested, with
the aim of consolidating old and learning new ecological ideas and concepts, with
the disclosure of their essential features, properties and characteristics.

A system of criteria and indicators for each stage of the technology for
forming ecological concepts and basic concepts has been developed and tested.

4. Some possibilities of the ecological approach to educational content and
to the learning process in homeland studies for enriching the subjective
experience of the student as a participant in this process and a subject of his own
knowledge have been revealed.

5. The need to implement the concept of the "ecological approach in the
primary education system" has been proven based on the importance of the
didactic triad - teacher, student, educational content and experimental and
research activities in the educational process of homeland studies.

The article presents the structure of experimental research activity in
comparison with the structure of activity and in particular the structure of
cognitive activity. An interpretation of its structural components and their
inherent research skills has been made in terms of the acquisition of the content
of the subject "Man and nature" in the elementary classes.

Intense changes in public life create new requirements for the preparation
of the growing generation. This implies that education is person- oriented and
flexible so as to help develop personality and solve social, cultural and economic
problems. "Man and Nature" is a school subject with great developmental
potential, through which adolescents have the opportunity to form cognitive
interests and research skills, a scientific worldview, to create conditions for
personal self-awareness and self-development. The cognitive contents of “Man
and Nature” and the resulting emotional saturation of the learning process create
prerequisites for the students to perform experimental research, as a result of
which they have the opportunity to get acquainted with the world around them
and to influence specific subjects, processes or phenomena from it, to point out
the exist-ing laws in nature, to highlight causality relations and dependencies
between the phenomena in nature, to follow the changes that occur in the
environment as a result of a number of factors. Through the peculiarities of the
natural and social environment, the subject "Man and Nature" reveals both
spiritual and practical life, allowing students to penetrate the nature of the
surrounding world and understand the regularities of the phenomena under
consideration. Practical work, as the basis of science education in the primary
school, provides some of the most beneficial opportunities for childhood
curiosity. However, the students' experimental and research ac-tivity implies not
only physical activity but also mental activity on their part - development of
observability, problem-solving, diagnosis of contradictions, gathering and
analyzing information, constructing ideas and for-mulating definitions of
concepts, raising hypotheses, making and implementing decisions, proving,
formulating summaries and conclusions. In this way, teachers have a wide range
of educational and development goals, taking into account the need for
knowledge of nature and ecology. It should be borne in mind that the age of the
students does not allow the use of the problem-research approach in its typical
form. However, this does not prevent the possibility of planning both entertaining
and difficult learning activities. It is this emotional situation that activates and
adjusts pupils to cognitive activity and responds most fully to the psychological
characteris-tics of the childhood personality during primary school age.
