I. Summary Data on the Candidate’s Scientific Output and Activity

Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira llieva Ivanova is the sole candidate in
the competition announced by South-West University “Neofit Rilski” for the academic position
of Associate Professor in professional field 1.2 Pedagogy (Methodology of Teaching in
Homeland Studies, Man and Nature, and Man and Society).

The academic development of Chief Assistant Professor Dr lvanova represents an
example of a purposeful, active, and productive trajectory of a young researcher in the field of
pedagogical studies. She has successfully progressed through the various stages of her
professional pedagogical education at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, obtaining a
Bachelor’s degree in Primary School Pedagogy and completing a one-year additional
professional qualification in Primary School Pedagogy and Foreign Language. In 2003, she
was awarded a Master’s degree in Education Management.

The candidate’s research interests are closely and consistently linked to the
methodology of teaching in Homeland Studies and Natural Sciences. In 2017, she obtained the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” with a dissertation on the topic “Developing
Students’ Research Skills through Teaching Man and Nature”. This was followed by years of
successful professional realisation as Assistant and subsequently Chief Assistant at the
Department of Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy. During this period, her scholarly
interests have remained focused on the methodology of teaching Homeland Studies and Natural
Sciences, with particular attention to contemporary approaches and innovative trends in

educating students at the primary level of basic education.



The candidate’s consistent and purposeful research and professional pedagogical
activity are clearly reflected in her overall scientific output, whose thematic orientation is
strongly connected to the methodology of teaching the school subjects Man and Nature and
Man and Society at the primary educational stage.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr Ivanova has met the minimum national requirements as
well as the additional criteria of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” for acquiring scientific
degrees and holding academic positions. Across the assessment groups A, B, C, D, and E, she
has presented scientific publications and activities corresponding to a total of 810 points.

The results of the research activity of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova
are reflected in a total of 28 publications: 2 monographs, 2 articles published in the journal
Pedagogy, indexed in Web of Science, 11 articles in peer-reviewed non-refereed journals, and
13 papers included in conference proceedings. Evidence has been provided for 15 citations in
monographs and collective volumes with peer review, as well as 5 citations in peer-reviewed
non-refereed journals, which underlines the relevance and significance of the topics and issues
she explores.

Supporting evidence has also been presented for the candidate’s participation in three
research projects with internal funding. She has contributed to one project funded by the
National Science Fund and to the Student Internships — Phase 2 project, financed under the
Operational Programme “Science and Education for Smart Growth”. In addition, she has
participated in an international scientific and educational project under the Erasmus+
programme and in a project funded through the Horizon Europe programme.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr Ivanova’s research, publication, and project work provide
clear evidence of her high scholarly activity. These achievements are the result of purposeful,
consistent, and systematic efforts during the years following the award of her PhD degree.

Il. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions of the Creative
Output Submitted for the Competition

The research activity of Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova after the defence of her doctoral
dissertation demonstrates a sustained interest in current issues related to the methodology of
teaching Man and Nature and Man and Society at the initial stage of primary education. The
scientific output of Chief Assistant Professor Dr lvanova encompasses a wide range of
problems that are relevant and significant for the contemporary system of early schooling.

Across her two monographs and numerous articles, she seeks answers to questions
concerning the philosophical and methodological foundations of improving the teaching and

learning process in the primary educational stage. Her work is grounded in interdisciplinarity,



interactivity, and the research-based approach in education. At the same time, it examines the
specific methodological dimensions of these advanced ideas, considering their integration
within the pedagogical process as a whole and within classroom teaching in particular.

The monograph Experimental and Research Activities of Students in Teaching Man and
Nature, along with several articles and conference papers, presents valuable ideas and practical
solutions for organising students’ learning activities during the early stages of primary
education. These publications place a strong emphasis on developing productive learning
practices among young learners and highlight the importance of building skills for experimental
and research-based work.

The habilitation thesis The Ecological Approach in the Teaching of Homeland Studies
represents a further step forward in Dr Ivanova’s research trajectory. Over the past five years,
her scientific and teaching activities have been marked by a successful pursuit of innovative
ideas and practical solutions in the methodology of teaching Homeland Studies. The scope of
her research interests is both sufficiently broad and analytically deep, as evidenced by insights
on multiple levels: conceptual and content-related, procedural and technological, at the level of
students’ learning activity, and at the level of teaching practices.

The contemporary dimensions of the ecological approach presented in her work extend
beyond the specific didactic framework of Homeland Studies. The author’s ideas reach into the
broader pedagogical process of primary education as a whole. The proposed methodological
and technological solutions serve a wider and more significant pedagogical purpose. They focus
attention on the need to reconsider valuable educational approaches, both traditional and
innovative, while emphasising their interconnection and the potential for their mutual
enrichment through a synergistic combination. The developed technological model for forming
ecological concepts and perceptions in the teaching of Homeland Studies offers an excellent
opportunity to demonstrate and validate the pedagogical potential of the ecological approach.
The comprehensive methodology created, together with the system of criteria and indicators
designed to trace the content-related and structural characteristics of students’ ecological
understanding, is original, scientifically grounded, and empirically tested. This represents a
significant contribution by the author. The strong emphasis placed on students’ experimental
and research-based activity aligns fully with contemporary trends in the development of
primary education. It highlights the importance of fostering children’s subjective social and
emotional engagement during the early school years. In its conceptual and structural integrity,
the habilitation thesis of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova, along with the

presented scientific articles, is accurately and timely positioned within the modern pedagogical



and methodological discourse of contemporary primary education.
I1l.  Recommendations

My recommendations to Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova concern her
future scientific and professional development:
1. The significance of the ecological approach, viewed as both a philosophical and
methodological foundation for renewal processes in the system of primary education,
provides sufficient grounds for further research by Dr Ivanova. Her future studies could
focus on exploring its broader application within the teaching of Homeland Studies and
Natural Sciences in the early stages of basic education.
2. Considering the substantial academic and professional experience accumulated by
Chief Assistant Professor Dr Ivanova, | strongly recommend that her expertise be
utilised in the innovative improvement of textbooks and teaching aids for Homeland
Studies, Man and Society, and Man and Nature.
