OPINION

member of the academic jury in the competition for appointment to the academic
position of Associate Professor, announced by South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in
State Gazette No. 34/ 22.04.2025, in the area of higher education: 1. Pedagogical
Sciences, professional field: 1.2. Pedagogy (Methodology of Teaching Homeland Studies,
Man and Nature, and Man and Society).

Subject: On the scholarly, applied research, and professional-academic activity and output
presented by the candidate in the competition

Candidate: In the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor, announced
in the State Gazette, issue No. 34/22.04.2025, and published on the official website of South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”, for the needs of the Department of Preschool and Primary
School Pedagogy at the Faculty of Pedagogy, the sole applicant is Chief Assistant Professor
Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova.

1. Summarised data on the candidate’s scholarly output and activity

In the conclusion of her habilitation thesis, Dr Tsvetomira lvanova makes several
essential references to the semantic characteristics of primary school education. These include
the understanding of “education as a value”, the notion of the “first steps” of the pupil in
the field of science, the emergence of initial metacognitive skills and competences that
may be permanently reinforced as “universal cognitive actions” in different learning
situations, and the potential of science education (Homeland Studies and Man and Nature) to
integrate processes of teaching, upbringing, socialisation and development. Together,
these elements define the conceptual framework of the study.

It may be summarised that the profile of the scholarly output of Chief Assistant
Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova corresponds precisely to the set of references outlined
above. More broadly, it reflects the possibilities for the development and self-development of
pupils within the conditions of both formal and non-formal interactions in the school
environment.

At the level of specificity, the scholarly output and teaching activity of the candidate
for the position of Associate Professor, Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira lvanova,
encompass:

A. Research and project activity
e Monograph entitled “The Ecological Approach in the Teaching Process of Homeland

Studies”

e Book based on the dissertation “The Experimental and Research Activity of Pupils in

Teaching Man and Nature” — 1 publication

e Articles in peer-reviewed scientific journals indexed in academic databases — 2
publications

e Atrticles in non-refereed scientific journals — 24 publications

e Citations — 15 in collective volumes and 5 in non-refereed editions

e Supervision of 16 diploma theses in the field of preschool and primary school
education and 38 reviews of diploma theses

e 34 certificates, letters and awards, including a prize for an excellent publication, and
participation in university and international scientific conferences, round tables and
other academic fora



e Participation in 2 international projects and in projects funded by the National Science
Fund, Erasmus, and Operational Programme “Science and Education for Smart
Growth”

e Member of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria — Blagoevgrad branch
The work of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova, “The Ecological

Approach in the Teaching Process of Homeland Studies”, was discussed at a meeting of the
Department of Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy (Minutes No. 10 of 04.06.2025) and
was designated as a habilitation work, with which the author is entitled to participate in the
competition for Associate Professor.

The Editorial Board of the Faculty of Pedagogy issued a recommendation for the
publication of the monograph of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova.

Based on a plagiarism and similarity check of the manuscript submitted for publication
at the University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”, a similarity index of 10% was established.
B. Teaching and other activities of the candidate in the competition for Associate
Professor

Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova is a member of the academic
community of the Department of Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy at the Faculty of
Pedagogy. Her main academic development is in the field of teaching students in the
Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes, within the scope of the Methodology of
Teaching Homeland Studies, Man and Nature, and Man and Society in the initial stage of
primary education.

Dr Ivanova’s teaching activity is consistent with the parameters of the announced
competition for appointment to the academic position of Associate Professor. The competition
is secured with the required teaching load in the designated field.

The professional profile of the candidate presents her as an established lecturer and
specialist in the Methodology of Teaching in Primary Education. Chief Assistant Professor Dr
Ivanova also serves as a course leader and academic mentor to students of the Faculty of
Pedagogy.

Il. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the scholarly
output submitted for participation in the competition

| accept the scientific publications and other scholarly activities presented by the
author for participation in the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor as
evidence of her research activity, and | give a positive assessment of their conceptual
framework, results and practical orientation. It can be convincingly concluded that they are
the outcome of a sustained process of accumulation and analysis of theoretical and empirical
resources, supported by significant research and teaching experience. In my opinion, Chief
Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova is a competent author with a distinct scholarly
position, with sensitivity and interest in current and forward-looking issues of primary school
education.

The review and analysis of the main works of Dr Tsvetomira lvanova make it possible
to delineate her field of research — from the content of the dissertation and the subsequent
book elaborating on its key aspects, through a series of articles, to the content of the
habilitation thesis. Taken together, these works synthesise the author’s scholarly pursuit of the
ecological approach as a fundamental framework for shaping pupils’ knowledge, stimulating
interest, and fostering positive attitudes among young learners towards the surrounding
natural and social environment.

I_shall specify my reflections on two of the main issues examined by Chief
Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira lvanova.




First: On the issue of the experimental and research activity of primary school

pupils. Several of the author’s main publications are devoted to this problem. I consider her
interpretation to be successful and scientifically substantiated, and |1 would emphasise the
following:

The foundation on which the structure of pupils’ experimental and research activity
and its structural components is examined, namely the structure of human activity and
that of cognitive activity, specific to the given age group

The significance of the author’s thesis that a key moment in pupils’ experimental and
research activity is “the striving for the transformation of the motivational system
from separate behavioural acts into a system of motives for the overall behaviour of
the personality — the emergence of an investigative spirit and a lasting cognitive need
to explore, study, verify and prove” in order to achieve an important educational
outcome

The approach to the process of acquiring research skills — the gradual mastery of
general cognitive skills; the specific features of the functioning of research skills in the
different stages of pupils’ cognitive activity; the specificity of the environment and the
psycho-pedagogical conditions for practising research skills, etc.

The methodologies for diagnosing pupils’ existing research initiative and the level and
development of their research skills

The role of problem situations in the development of research skills and the practice of
experimental and research activity

The algorithm presented for the acquisition of research skills by pupils, embedded in
the overall technological framework of the learning process and structured into stages
such as planning, preparation and implementation of the research, analysis, synthesis
and generalisation of results, and drawing conclusions

The personal design and engagement of the author with the subject of her research —
the active experimental and research activity of the child, which constitutes a
prerequisite for the pupil’s subjective development and individual pace of cognitive
activity

The practical orientation of the author’s entire research activity and the valuable
proposals offered for the organisation of the lesson

Second. On the issue of “The Ecological Approach in the Teaching Process of Homeland
Studies” in grade two. Overall, the problem is complex, both in terms of content and in
terms of the significance and outcomes of its application. Chief Assistant Professor Dr
Tsvetomira Ivanova, however, has situated her scholarly pursuits within several key
perspectives, which take the form of emerging tendencies and provide grounds for my
positive evaluation, namely:

A systematised theoretical study is presented — including historical roots, normative
framework, didactic theses and social conditions, school practice, etc. — in the field of
the problem under consideration, which essentially provides a foundation for a
scientific approach to the conceptual design of the study.

The conceptual construction of the habilitation thesis is at a very good level: the
object, subject, aims, tasks, the proposed hypothesis and the conditions for its
verification are correctly defined, as well as the positioning of the comprehensive
methodology for research on the problem.

From the perspective of the value dimension of the ecological approach, its historical
messages and the current state of Homeland Studies instruction are presented and
analysed, with commentary on normative and authorial documents such as curricula,
textbooks, workbooks and teacher’s guides for Grade Two Homeland Studies.



A significant emphasis in the work is placed on the opportunities to enrich the
subjective experience of the pupil, his or her personal development and relations with
self and with the other participants in the learning process, all considered as part of the
social world. Here the author relies on the pupils’ almost “conscious interests” at the
age of school childhood and examines the problem through the prism of the interaction
“interests — needs — motivation”, which exerts a favourable influence on learning
outcomes.

e The use of the notion of a “didactic triad”, undoubtedly encompassing the interaction
“teacher — pupil — learning content”, demonstrates the author’s understanding of their
interdependence and interaction within the connecting link, namely the learning
process. Within this framework, positives and negatives in its organisation, the roles of
teachers and pupils, and the adequacy of the learning content are discussed.

e The analysis of the lesson, as the main form of organisation of the learning process in
Grade Two Homeland Studies, is methodologically sound. Alongside the formal
structures of the learning process, considerable attention is given to pupils’ non-formal
activities — both individual and group.

e The conceptual interpretation of pupils’ experimental and research activity is
grounded in fundamental principles corresponding both to the age-specific
characteristics of the learners and to the scientific positions within the subject field of
the problem.

e From the perspective of the ecological approach, priority is given to methodological
guidelines related to pupils’ experimental and research activity — observation,
experimentation, modelling, etc. — as well as to guidelines for the continuous
enrichment of their verbal expression through discussions, storytelling, description,
problem-solving, expression of opinions, etc.

e The problematic areas in Grade Two Homeland Studies instruction are identified. The
author’s proposals concerning the pedagogical conditions for overcoming them merit
attention.

e The advocacy of the ecological approach to the learning process of Grade Two pupils
and the orientation towards creating an experimental and research environment for the
manifestation of children’s investigative skills represent the essential vision of the
conceptual orientation of the work.

e The selection and structuring of the proposed research methodologies, the results of
their application, and their competent analysis with references to pedagogical practice
provide a meaningful characterisation of all research procedures related to the
problem.

e The results of the research with both a diagnostic and an instructional character in the
two groups of pupils — experimental and control — are well visualised and analysed,
which has ensured their objectivity and reliability. This was further supported by
competent statistical processing.

e | regard as scientifically substantiated the content of the articles of Chief Assistant

Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova published in non-refereed editions, and I consider

that they make a substantial contribution to the overall conclusion regarding the

author’s research activity.

| accept the submitted Report on the original scientific contributions in the monograph
and publications of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira lvanova, while at the same
time offering my own perspective, namely:

e The theoretical foundation concerning the role and place of the ecological approach in
the teaching process of Homeland Studies has been enriched.



e On the basis of empirical research, the role of pupils’ experimental and research
activity for their cognitive development and the mastery of the components of the
learning process has been demonstrated.

e A comprehensive methodology and a system of criteria and indicators for
investigating second-grade pupils’ acquired ecological concepts and notions have been
developed and tested. These are sufficiently broad in scope and applicable to other
research procedures.

e The positives and negatives in the Homeland Studies teaching process have been
identified, and practical classroom approaches have been proposed.

e A scientific approach has been undertaken to the understanding of the “didactic triad”
as a fundamental instrument for positioning the subjects in the learning process and for
achieving relevance and adequacy of the Homeland Studies content, with prospects for
influencing the design of the natural science component of the subject as well.

e [] Current ideas, methods and tools for lesson work on the problem have been
proposed, along with alternative forms of organisation — a set of problem situations
and the pupils’ experimental and research activity derived from them, and a “subject
club” — thereby enriching both the theory and practice on the issue.

e The emphasis on pupils’ subjective attitude towards the process of mastering basic
ecological concepts and notions represents a positive practice of substantial
significance for successful learning.

e The experimental and research activity with formative and control functions, together
with its organisation and the system of criteria and indicators for each stage of the
technology for forming ecological concepts and basic notions, is scientifically
substantiated and applicable in mainstream school practice.

e A theoretical model of a pedagogical technology for second-grade pupils’ acquisition
of ecological concepts and core notions in the Homeland Studies learning process has
been developed and tested, structured on the basis of comprehensive experimental and
research activity.

e The scientific publications of Chief Assistant Professor Dr Tsvetomira lvanova,
together with the summaries, conclusions and recommendations proposed therein, find
an adequate application in pedagogical practice.

I11. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have no critical remarks regarding the candidature of Chief Assistant Professor Dr
Tsvetomira Ivanova for the academic position of Associate Professor at the Department of
Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy, Faculty of Pedagogy.

I recommend that she continue to investigate and provide solutions to issues related to
the education of primary school pupils.

I also recommend that she direct her research towards exploring opportunities and
implementing project initiatives related to the identification of integrated curricular content
in the field of natural science knowledge. Such an orientation would support the
comprehensive preparation of pupils and contribute to a holistic approach to their
understanding of the surrounding world.

IVV. Conclusion

The candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor, Chief Assistant
Professor Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova, through the academic information and the required
documents she has submitted, meets all the criteria for compliance with the Minimum
National Scientometric Requirements, as well as the additional requirements set out in the



Internal Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff at South-West University
“Neofit Rilski”. Evidence of the candidate’s readiness to participate in the competition for
Associate Professor is provided by her scholarly output, teaching activity, certificates
obtained through training processes, participation in projects, and related academic
engagements.

Within the academic community of the Faculty of Pedagogy, Chief Assistant Professor
Dr Tsvetomira Ivanova enjoys the status of a respected university lecturer, recognised for her
high personal and professional qualities, precision, responsibility, independence, collegiality
and benevolence towards colleagues and students, as well as her commitment to her teaching
duties.

On the basis of the positive evaluation presented in this opinion, the delineated profile
of the candidate as a lecturer, researcher and colleague within the pedagogical community,
and my personal impressions, | consider that the candidacy of Chief Assistant Professor Dr
Tsvetomira Ivanova corresponds to the requirements of a high academic standard. Therefore,
| recommend that the members of the Academic Jury and the Faculty Council of the Faculty
of Pedagogy confer upon her the academic position of Associate Professor at South-West
University “Neofit Rilski” in the professional field of Pedagogy (Methodology of Teaching
Homeland Studies, Man and Nature, and Man and Society).
