Information about the competition

My participation in the academic jury is based on order of the rector of South-West
University ,,Neofit Rilski*“ No. 1315 of 20.06.2024 and resolutions of the first meeting of the
academic jury of 13.06.2025. The review was prepared in compliance with the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act and the Regulation on the Conditions and
Procedure for Holding Academic Positions at South-West University ,,Neofit Rilski“, and
resolutions of the academic jury (report No. 1/04.07.2025).

One candidate participated in the competition — Chief Asst. Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva
Kyuchukova, lecturer at the Department of Social Pedagogy, South-West University ,,Neofit
Rilski“. The submitted documents and the scientific work correspond to the announced
competition and they are in accordance with the existing legal requirements and the Regulation
on the Conditions and Procedure for Holding Academic Positions at South-West University
,Neofit Rilski*“. The applicant has met the national requirements and the additional university
requirements related to the scientometric indicators. The data presented in connection with this
give grounds for her participation in the announced competition. No procedural omissions were

found.

Information about the applicant

Chief Asst. Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova was born in 1979. She completed her higher
education in 2001 at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski®, Faculty of Chemistry. She has
Master’s degree in Organic and Analytical Chemistry. From 2009 to 2011, she studied at the
Faculty of Theology of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski®.



She acquired the educational degree Master, Theologian: Religion Teacher. This was followed
by an additional professional qualification “Teacher of Chemistry and Man and Nature” of
South-West University ,,Neofit Rilski“. In 2021, she successfully defended her dissertation and
acquired the educational and academic degree ,,Doctor*. Since September 2021, she has been
a lecturer at the Department of Social Pedagogy, Faculty of Pedagogy of South-West University
,»Neofit Rilski“. She successively held the positions of assistant and chief assistant.

The work experience of Dr. Kyuchukova related to the pedagogical focus shall be paid
attention: preventive work with students and parents in her capacity as a specialist of the
Municipal Council on Narcotic Substances (2009-2021); her training, publishing and
educational activities as the head of the Orthodox Information Center, Holy Metropolis of
Nevrokop (2009-2021); religion teacher (2016-2021). Since 2022, with resolutions of the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Pedagogy, lecture activities have been carried out in three
academic disciplines. Exercises have been held in five academic disciplines. The teaching

activity is related to the upcoming competition.

I. Characterization of the candidate’s scientific and applied scientific work

Volume of the scientific work

The scientific work used by Chief Asst. Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova for participation in the
announced competition corresponds to the scientific specialty. It covers a total of 20
publications, of which 2 monographs, 18 articles — 1 of which is referenced and indexed in
world-renowned databases with scientific information, and the rest are published in non-
referenced journals with scientific reviewing.

The exception is one publication (Kyuchukova, M., Kovachev, K. (2020). Church
,Uspenie Bogorodichno®, village of Barakovo. Ruen Monastery ,,Sveti Yoan Rilski®,
Bulgaria), which is not related to the scientific specialty of the competition. I welcome Mirela
Kyuchukova’s interests in this direction, too. Eight of the submitted articles are co-authored,
and the rest are independent. The presented scientific work does not repeat the presented
publications for the acquisition of the educational and academic degree ,,Doctor*. Dr.
Kyuchukova’s aspiration to publish in English — 7 publications makes a very good impression.
This is an important condition for the expansion of Dr. Kyuchukova’s recognisability in the
scientific environment outside our country.

Dr. Kyuchukova’s efforts as an academic supervisor of graduates deserve a positive

assessment.



Content analysis of the scientific work

In terms of content, the scientific work can be defined in the following directions:
Philosophy of adult education; the philosophical projections of religious education in the
Bulgarian school; some of the publications analyze problems such as: student success,
dependent behaviour, educational mediation; the contribution of individuals to the development
of Bulgarian education. Philosophical approaches have been used in the development of this
issue. I would like to emphasize that Dr. Kyuchukova’s publication activity is distinguished by
relevance, consistency and it offers the scientific community the opportunity to look at the
presented issue from another angle, it poses questions and it reveals new scientific fields that
would be of interest to scientists, practitioners and students. The interest of the scientific
community is also evidenced by the presented citability reference, in which twelve citations are
indicated. I am convinced that there will be higher citability if Dr. Kyuchukova’s efforts are
directed to publish in referenced publications indexed by international databases such as Scopus
and Web of Science.

The monograph ,,Learning Adults (Personal Experience as an Educational Resource)*
(ISBN — 978-954-00-0419-8) can be defined as an indisputable achievement. The scientific
research can be defined as valuable and timely. Knowing the specifics of adult learners is a
reliable basis for effective lifelong teaching. The monograph is based on a true scientific and
methodological basis — the concept is well built, the structuring is properly arranged. From this
perspective, the scientific definiteness of the study — hypothesis, object, subject, goal, tasks is
correctly and precisely formulated. The scientific apparatus — precise use of concepts and terms,
the style is suitable and with precise expression. The adequately applied and successfully
selected research methods and approaches are a serious prerequisite for the success of the
research. Dr. Kyuchukova is creative and critical of the existing literary material.

Chapter one presents an overview of the philosophical concepts of adult learning from
Antiquity to the present day and the stages related to the development of andragogical ideas.
Scientific ideas are presented correctly and precisely, they are analyzed and presented with the
necessary arguments. Quite naturally, this part of the monograph is the basis on which the issue
in the second chapter - ,,Modern dimensions of adult learning* - is presented and analyzed.
Clarifying the foundations on which the modern dimensions of adult learning rest is a starting
point that allows the thorough characterization related to the issue. The role of modern

technologies and the formation of ,,meta skills* are also examined.



For the implementation of the sub-goals of the monographic work, a study was conducted using
expert methods with student teachers. The presented analysis of the obtained results is a starting
point for optimizing adult teaching.

Chapter three ,, The Personal Experience of Adult Learners as an Educational Resource*.
Chief Asst. Dr. Kyuchukova in defining the concept of personal experience refers to serious
sources. When clarifying the classical and modern understanding of the ,,experience” and its
typology, it would be good to advocate the comparison between the individual positions in
order to trace the development and enrichment of the issue. The research part in this chapter is
characterized by thoroughness. The analysis of the results is also a strength of the monograph.
The author demonstrates quantitative and qualitative analysis skills for the uncovering and
interpreting causal relationships. The conclusions drawn are based on the results obtained.

Chapter four ,,The University of the Future: OPUS UNIVERSITI®. In the beginning, a
brief historical overview of university ideas is presented. According to the author, there are
three main theories that define the basis of the ,,University of Experience” by Malcolm
Knowles, David Kolb and Jack Meziou. This part of the monograph needs a more strengthened
and substantiated argumentation, which can be tied to the obtained results of the research
carried out in the previous chapters. A survey was conducted to outline the students’ vision for
the University of Experience. The survey card is an author’s card, as it is composed of three
sections. It would be good to include students from other majors and other universities in the
survey.

The monographic work ,,The Religious Worldview in Primary School* (ISBN — 978-
954-00-0369-6) is based on a defended dissertation for the award of the educational and
academic degree ,,Doctor*. It is also at a high professional level.

Mirela Kyuchukova’s monographs demonstrate the good expertise of their author and
knowledge of the problems studied. Independence, erudition and original thinking are
manifested. The results of the research part of the monographs also reveal new scientific fields
that can be studied and further developed by Dr. Kyuchukova.

From the articles submitted for review, it is evident that the substantive core is related
to the educational and social impact on adult learners.

The topic of digital means in education is supported by philosophical, psychological and
andragogical grounds, which are the basis for offering educational solutions. In this regard, the
issue of interactive adult learning with the use of Al-based learning platforms is also raised. An
interesting, topical and debatable issue that is the subject of increased interest among the

scientific community.



It can be noted that in addition to theoretical analyses and generalizations, Dr.
Kyuchukova also offers pragmatic solutions that can be implemented in educational practice.

Special place is allocated to social assistance for adult learners. Particular importance is
attached to differentiating barriers for adult learners. Social barriers are convincingly presented
and the need for social support comes to the fore. Volunteering, social support of vulnerable
groups by activating the activities of the local government, religious communities, the role of
educational mediators are reflected in the candidate’s research activities. The analyses,
summaries and recommendations related to them once again convince us of the social
commitment in theoretical and practical terms of Dr. Kyuchukova.

Religious education and training of adults and children is another focus of the
candidate’s publication activity. Some of the contributions in this direction are objectified in
the textbook ,,Religion — Christianity — Orthodoxy*, intended for the fifth grade, in the
organization of children’s Orthodox camps, charitable activity in which the main driver is Dr.
Kyuchukova.

The study and presentation of the model for social education of Hieromonk Neofit Rilski
enriches the image of the teacher, the community councils still have a current sound today and
enrich the history of Bulgarian education.

It should be noted that the scientific issue presented for review is based on in-depth
philosophies, andragogical, psychological and pedagogical theories. The power of historical
knowledge, which enables us to understand the present and make predictions about the future,

has not been overlooked.

I1. Main contributions to the candidate’s scientific and applied scientific work

I accept the scientific contributions made through the self-assessment of Chief Asst. Dr.
Mirela Kyuchukova. They are adequate and objective.

* The theoretical base in the field of Philosophy of Education and application of the
philosophical approach in the study of pedagogical and andragogical phenomena and processes
have been enriched. (1, 4, 6, 7, 8, 10, 11)

* The philosophical approach is applied to a number of contemporary topics such as:
educational mediation, student success, dependent behaviour, the role of individuals with a
proven contribution to education. (2, 9, 12, 16, 19)

* Study of the philosophical projections of religious education in the Bulgarian school.

* The author’s contribution in the field of adult education and training is substantial. The
use of learners’ experience as an educational resource is derived on the basis of philosophical,
andragogical and pedagogical concepts on the one hand, and on the other — the modern
educational, economic and social challenges facing modern man. (2, 7)

* An analytical-evaluation analysis of adult and student learners has been made in the
context of the technological challenges of the digital transition and the need for social support.
4,5,6,7, 10, 20)

* The applied scientific effect of the candidate’s scientific activity is also vividly
expressed in the study and realization of the projections of religious education in the public

sphere and extracurricular activities. (2, 13, 14, 15)

IIT Recommendations

* In the beginning of the monograph, statistical data is given, according to which 73%
of students are non-traditional and the rest are traditional. It would be good to outline the profile
of both groups of students in the study. Deriving the specifics regarding the experience can be
a basis for a better understanding of the learning adults, for developing the methodology of
working with them and finding effective mechanisms for social support.

* There are no publications related to the study of the study of philosophical elements in
elementary school. Foreign experience can also be studied.

* The ethical principles in the Bulgarian school could be studied from the point of view
of Philosophy of Education, which is a current topic.

* In Bulgaria, in the 20s and 30s of the 20th century, efforts were made and practical
solutions related to the training of adults, which was based on experience, were sought. The
achieved during this stage in this direction also has proven socio-economic results. Previous
experience may also be among the grounds that can determine the relevance of modern

scientific researches. Another direction for future researches.

IV Conclusion

After the analysis of the provided scientific research work, I find it reasonable to give
my positive assessment and recommend to the honourable Scientific Jury to prepare a Report-
proposal to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Pedagogy at South-West University ,,Neofit
Rilski®, for the appointment of Chief Asst. Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva Kyuchukova for the academic

position ,,Associate Professor* in the field of higher education: Pedagogical Sciences,
