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Chief Assistant Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva Kyuchukova holds a Master’s degree in
“Theology and Religion Teaching” (2009-2011), a Master’s degree in Chemistry from Sofia
University “St. Kliment Ohridski” (1996-2001), and a post-graduate qualification as a teacher
of Chemistry and Man and Nature from South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad
(2019-2021). She earned her doctoral degree at the Faculty of Pedagogy, Department of Social
Pedagogy, South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad. Since 2024, she has been a
Chief Assistant Professor.

She teaches pedagogical courses such as: “Intercultural Interaction and Religion”;
“Pedagogical Interaction in an Intercultural Environment”; “Philosophy of Education”;
“Methods and Methodology of Pedagogical Research”; “Philosophy of Intercultural
Education”; “Juvenology”; and “Pedagogical Prevention of Addictive Behaviour.”

From 2016 to 2022 she was a teacher of Religion in two schools in Blagoevgrad. Between
2009 and 2022 she directed the Orthodox Information Centre of the Nevrokop Holy Metropolis.
She has also served as a specialist at the Prevention and Information Centre of the Municipal
Council on Narcotic Substances — Blagoevgrad.

She participates in training programmes aimed at enhancing the competence of university
lecturers who prepare teachers, including STEAM training. She is a member of the Union of
Scientists — Blagoevgrad branch, and a team member in five projects. She has taken part in six
international and three national conferences. She has supervised six diploma theses — three
master’s and three bachelor’s.

Her awards include: “Personality of the Year — Blagoevgrad” in the category “Morality”
(2015); “Woman of the Year — Blagoevgrad” (2016) for active social engagement; and the
“Bearer of Enlightenment” award (2019).

Her publications include: one monograph; one book based on her doctoral dissertation;
co-authorship of a textbook on Religion for grade 5; one article in a peer-reviewed journal;
several articles and conference papers in non-refereed (reviewed) journals and collections, two
of which are in press. She is proficient in Russian and English, and possesses strong
communication skills as well as excellent organisational and leadership abilities.

The works of Chief Assistant Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva Kyuchukova will be analysed and
evaluated in detail. Particular attention will be given to her monograph Adult Learners: Personal
Experience as an Educational Resource and her book based on her doctoral thesis Religious
Worldview in Primary School. The articles and conference papers will be discussed by their
thematic areas.

The research problem addressed in the monograph is both relevant and contemporary.
By tracing the role of personal experience among adult learners as a potential resource for
learning and teaching in higher education, the author aims to analyse its dynamics as a didactic
resource.

A philosophical method is adopted in the study—bringing together classical
philosophical ideas and modern educational theories. This approach enables the creation of an
interpretative framework for the characteristic under investigation—experience.



The formulated hypothesis concerns the role and significance of adult learners’
personal experience in the context of a resource for learning and teaching in higher education.

The object, subject, aim, and tasks are oriented towards verifying the hypothesis,
namely: to reveal the philosophical and educational concepts concerning adult learners and the
potential opportunities of personal experience as a resource for learning and teaching.

Chapter One explores philosophical and educational ideas regarding adult learners. In
a retrospective perspective, it traces the concept of adult learning in Antiquity—Ancient
Greece, Ancient Rome, China, and India—with particular attention to the so-called “great triad”
of Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle; as well as the humanistic ideas of the Renaissance (14th—16th
centuries) and the so-called Modern Era (17th—19th centuries).

It presents the understanding of adult learners from the standpoint of epistemology,
reviewing ideas associated with: rationalism; empiricism—John Locke, George Berkeley, John
Dewey; positivism—Auguste Comte, Moritz Schlick, Rudolf Carnap. It also analyses
contemporary educational concepts related to adult learners—humanistic ideas from Antiquity,
through Erasmus of Rotterdam’s notion of the absence of coercion in learning, to the modern-
sounding ideas of Comenius, Rousseau, and Pestalozzi. The author draws on studies by Boul
(2017), Demetriou (2018), Ivanov (2004), the psychologist Carl Rogers—who advocates
creativity and the value of students’ personal experience—and Abraham Maslow’s idea of the
“ideal college,” one without grades and credits, focused on lifelong learning of what the learner
truly wishes to know (Maslow, 1971, p. 175).

Andragogical perspectives are presented in a historical context, from the emergence
of the term andragogy through the works of authors such as Henschke (1998) and Savicevic
(2008), who identify four stages in the development of adult education. Research by Bulgarian
authors in this field (Gyurova; Bozhilova, 2023) is discussed, including the four main pillars
for the development of human potential.

A special place in the work is devoted to the concept of lifelong learning—traced from
Aristotle, through John Dewey, to Comenius. The author identifies the necessary resources for
its implementation—material, human, environmental, and technological—and discusses their
interaction in the learning process.

The work also comments on the ideas of various authors regarding learning:
experience and reflection (David Kolb); transformative learning (Mezirow); social-emotional
learning (Wilfred Bion); situated learning and the concept of collectivism as developed by
George Siemens and Stephen Downes.

In Chapter Two, Kyuchukova attempts to define the concept of personal experience in
adult learners through epistemological and educational frameworks. She refers to different
philosophical schools and models for understanding adult learners: knowledge as innate—
Descartes (rationalism); the relationship between experience and knowledge—John Locke
(empiricism); scientifically verified knowledge—Auguste Comte (positivism); subjective
construction of knowledge—Jean Piaget (constructivism); knowledge as a result of practical
action and experience—John Dewey (pragmatism). A table is provided, summarising the
various concepts and interpretations of key terms in educational theory. The author also
comments on contemporary perspectives on personal experience as found in the works of
Tomova, Gaston Pineau, Pierre Dominicé, Marie-Christine, and others.

Based on the analysis of these diverse conceptualisations, the author concludes that
there is both depth and breadth in how different scholars understand personal experience.

Kyuchukova outlines the challenges faced by adult learners in relation to personal
experience as a resource. She applies the “onion model” principle to represent these challenges
as different layers: personal barriers; social barriers (family, work, community); and
institutional barriers (university, state, and related policies). This is illustrated with a diagram.



She also points out specific individual barriers such as life experience, social experience,
technological experience, and others.

Chapter Three is particularly significant in the study. It examines students’ experience
as a resource in the preparation of future teachers. A total of 204 students from all
specialisations of the Faculty of Pedagogy, both full-time and part-time, participated in the
survey. The author-designed questionnaire includes three sections aiming to: investigate the
motives for choosing the specialisation; profile the experience of adult learners; and explore
their perceptions of the role of experience in their education and professional realisation.

The summarised data are presented in corresponding charts.

The results of the second part of the questionnaire confirm the author’s thesis that
individuals entering the teaching profession possess diverse personal and social experiences,
which require a flexible and individualised approach to their training.

The third part of the survey reveals that 59.6% of respondents wish to continue their
education in the future, regardless of their age. These results support the thesis that the
university for adult learners must be a dynamic, supportive, and adaptive educational
environment, with personal experience serving as an essential source of knowledge and
motivation.

The educational experience of pedagogy students is examined using the international
SERU instrument, adapted to the Bulgarian context. Figures 6 and 7 present the core and
additional modules of the SERU survey, while Figures 8 to 13 display the results graphically.
The conclusions regarding the experience of adult learners in the Faculty of Pedagogy indicate
satisfaction with the learning environment, a sense of being “accepted” in terms of gender,
religion, ethnicity, and other characteristics, as well as enriched educational, academic, and
technological experience.

The statistical analysis, supported by specialised software, makes it possible to trace
the dynamics of educational experience across the first, second, third, and fourth years of study,
according to selected indicators. The use of the ANOVA statistical method demonstrates
significant differences between the courses in terms of educational experience and its dynamics.
The results are presented in Tables 4, 5, 6, and 7, with Table 9 summarising the findings.

Kyuchukova rightly concludes that the results of the statistical analysis confirm her
initial hypothesis—that there are significant differences between the courses, attesting to the
dynamic nature of personal experience.

In Chapter Four, the author reflects on the concept of the university of the future. She
traces the idea of the university from Antiquity through Modernity and Postmodernity, and
analyses the notion of the “university of experience,” Michael Knowles’ theory, David Kolb’s
experiential learning model, and Jack Mezirow’s transformative learning theory.

The contributions of Kyuchukova’s work can be summarised as follows: addressing a
problem of contemporary relevance; demonstrating in-depth knowledge of the subject matter,
grounded in both national and international scholarship; skillfully interpreting the texts used,
while revealing personal engagement and commitment; the ability to analyse ideas, concepts,
and theoretical perspectives, highlighting what is essential and significant; and producing
analyses that underscore the importance of experience in adult learning for achieving the aims
of the study and verifying the proposed hypothesis.

The work Religious Worldview in Primary School, based on the defended doctoral
dissertation, consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, findings, and references.

In outlining the motives for its development, the author highlights the topicality of the
problem. The delineated subject, aim, objectives, and stages of the research reflect its logical
structure and progression.



The formation of worldview notions in primary school is examined in Chapter Two,
which addresses: the role of the scientific worldview and the conditions necessary for its
development; the religious worldview, more specifically the Christian worldview, with its
fundamental principles and characteristics; and the relationship between science and religion in
explaining various aspects of the world from these two perspectives.

Special emphasis is placed on the role of both the religious and scientific worldviews
in child development—particularly the significance of children’s lived experience and the
application of the principle of “faith—life correlation” in determining the content of religious
education. A worldview model is presented (Figure 3), referred to as the “worldview plane,”
with two axes: a horizontal axis connected to the material, and a vertical axis connected to the
spiritual.

Chapter Three, “The Role of Educational Content in the Formation of Worldview”,
discusses the role of religious education in shaping worldview in accordance with the
psychological and social characteristics of young pupils. Particular attention is given to the role
of teacher qualifications and competences in religious education in the primary school context.

The most significant contribution, in my view, is found in Chapter Four. Here, a
worldview model of religious education in primary school is proposed and empirically tested,
presented through diagrams and tables. A survey conducted among 55 third-grade pupils
(Appendix 2) provides insight into the acquisition of worldview notions by children. The
methodology also includes a content analysis of the textbook Religion—Orthodoxy.

The merits of the work can be summarised as follows: the worldview model developed
by Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova will be of practical benefit to teachers in the context of religious
education; its testing demonstrates its applicability in enhancing teachers’ work in forming
pupils’ understanding of various types of worldview—religious, scientific, philosophical, and
everyday.

The remaining articles and conference papers are published in journals and conference
proceedings. Publication 6.1, “Suggestion” and “Relaxation” in the Design of School
Education”, published in Pedagogy (2024, co-authored), presents a review of the ideas of
Georgi Lozanov and Israel Schwartz, illustrating the popularity of these two scholars among
Bulgarian teachers in state schools.

Publications 7.2, 7.11, and 7.15 address religious education and include: an analysis
of textbooks on Religion — Orthodoxy for the third grade; the use of digital tools in teaching;
the social functions of religious education; and religious education in the context of innovative
schools.

Publications 7.1, 7.3, 7.5, 7.7, 7.8, 7.10, and 7.14 relate to adult learners and discuss:
the application of artificial intelligence in adult education; challenges faced by adult learners
and strategies for overcoming them; municipal projects supporting adult education and
partnerships with universities; the potential of adult education for self-understanding; the role
of volunteer kitchens for the poor in fostering social participation; and the legal framework for
educational mediation.

In Publication 7.6, Kyuchukova seeks to answer the question of what it means to be
an unsuccessful student, presenting the methodology of the Bulgarian pedagogue Theodosii
Teodosiev (“Teo”).

Publication 7.9 explores a new ‘“social” interpretation of the educational work of
Neofit Rilski. Publication 7.13 analyses pedagogical communication as a semiotic and
postmodern category.

Publication 7.16 reflects on the centenary of the Church of the Dormition of the
Blessed Virgin Mary in the village of Barakovo.



Critical Notes and Recommendations on the Submitted Works

Regarding the monograph Adult Learners:

The research could be expanded by creating a separate profile of adult learners
according to age groups and examining the differences in the indicators of their experience
characteristics.

Depending on the age group, different didactic approaches for working with adult
learners could be defined.

Regarding the scientific output as a whole:

From the perspective of the Philosophy of Education, opportunities could be explored
for studying ethical principles in the Bulgarian school system—an issue of current relevance.

There are no publications related to the study of philosophical elements in primary
education. Foreign experience in this area could be examined.

In the book Religious Worldview in Primary School, the discussion on teaching
religion in Bulgarian schools could be further developed.

Conclusion:

On the basis of the outlined merits and contributions in the scientific work, I
recommend that the members of the academic committee vote to award the academic
position of Associate Professor to Chief Assistant Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva Kyuchukova, in
the professional field 1.2 Pedagogy (Philosophy of Education).
