A. Summary data on the scientific production and activity of the candidate:

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova has presented a list of her publications on the
implemented scientific research and pedagogical activity, as follows: 1 independent monograph; 1 more
monograph in project, which is to be reviewed and is presented in addition; 1 textbook in the school network
-- in co-authorship; 1 publication to articles and reports published in scientific publications, referenced and
indexed in world-renowned databases with scientific information; 17 articles and reports published in non-
refereed journals with scientific review or published in peer-reviewed collective volumes, of which 10 are
independent. Of all the articles, 6 are in English and have been published in prestigious publications. In
addition, 18 participations in conferences with published abstracts are presented in Kyuchukova's
biography. 1 participation in a national scientific conference is also indicated. The publications are
presented correctly and accurately. They are in accordance with the minimum national requirements for
applying for a competition for the academic position of "associate professor".

The candidate for associate professor has participated in 2 scientific projects: 1. Member of the team
of the project "Investigation of possibilities for building a methodological toolkit for the application of
modern educational and information technologies in teaching", funded by the Scientific Research Fund; 2.
Member of the COST team, CA23120 - Religious Identity, Bullying and Wellbeing at School: A
Transnational Collaboration (ORBIT). Currently, participation in 3 more projects continues, including
international ones. 13 publications by authors citing Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova have been presented. She is a
member of the Union of Scientists - Blagoevgrad branch. She holds a Certificate of Reviewer certificate.
She 1s the Chairman of the Association for Charitable and Educational Initiatives.

Mirela Kyuchukova has completed several educational bachelor's and master's programs at Sofia
University "KI. Ohridski" and South-Western University "Neofit Rilski". Her Master's degree at the South-
West University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad, in the Faculty of Pedagogy, Department of "Social
Pedagogy" is in Direction 1.2. Pedagogy (Philosophy of Education).

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova leads the following lecture courses: Intercultural
Interaction and Religions, Pedagogical Interaction in a Multicultural Environment, Andragogy and
Exercises in Philosophy of Education, Methods and Methodology of Pedagogical Research, Philosophy of
Intercultural Education, Juvenology, Socio-pedagogical Prevention of Addictive Behavior. Her courses and
exercises emphasize the philosophical views and aspects in the works of prominent authors in our country
and abroad.

Kyuchukova's participation in beneficial socio-pedagogical and scientific activities for the South-

West University, the Blagoevgrad community and on a national scale is impressive: Teacher of Religion;
Head of the Orthodox Information Center; Specialist at the Preventive Information Center at the Municipal
Council on Narcotic Substances in Blagoevgrad; Head of the Food Sector (Deputy Manager, Kaufland
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Bulgaria); Regional Manager for Southwestern Bulgaria; Chemist at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences
in "Isolation and Analysis of Biologically Active Substances from Medicinal Plants".

With her rich social activities, including organizing free meals for over 200 poor people in the city,
she was deservedly awarded the title of "Woman of the Year" in Blagoevgrad, which is a source of pride
for the Southwestern University and the Faculty of Pedagogy. She also received other well-deserved
awards.

Dr. Kyuchukova has very good language, communication, organizational and management,
professional and digital skills. She is fluent in English and Russian, which she successfully uses when
analyzing literary sources and contacts with colleagues from other countries.

The dissertation work of Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova is on the topic
"Orthodox Discourse in the Curriculum of Religion in Primary School - Worldview Projections", which
was developed in the field of higher education Pedagogical Sciences, in Professional Direction 1.2.
Pedagogy (Philosophy of Education). The scientific supervisor is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Veska Gyuvyska.

Kyuchukova is the supervisor of 6 graduates, including those from abroad, and has written 7 reviews
of theses.

B. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the creative
production submitted for participation in the competition

The scientific contributions in the publications submitted for participation in this competition are of
a theoretical and practical-applied nature. They correspond in terms of the issues of the announced
competition in the indicated professional field and doctoral program. What the contributions have in
common is the established connection and continuity between old and new knowledge, between theoretical
analyses and practical solutions, the presence of relevance of the ideas, their correct interpretation in
philosophical terms and contemporary applicability. This is achieved thanks to the excellent theoretical
preparation of the author and her rich practical experience. There is the study of new approaches, theories,
methodologies, principles, methods and forms of educational activity in our country and abroad, the
derivation of evidentiary material based on the competent application of appropriate research methods,
statistical data processing, extensive quantitative and qualitative analysis of the results obtained in proving
the presented hypotheses, goals and objectives of the study.

On the basis of the analyzed creative production of Senior Asst. Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova, important
theoretical and practical contributions can be outlined. The author has tried to reliably identify the most
important, in her opinion, contributing moments, which I accept. In my opinion, it is appropriate to
construct them into three main groups and corresponding subgroups, in connection with the three main
scientific areas studied by the author: Philosophy of Education; Andragogy; Religious Education. Between
them, a relationship, mutual penetration and interdependence have been achieved, according to their
premise, but I will still try to present them differentiated and in more detail.

In my opinion, the main contributions within the research and creative production of Senior Asst.
Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova refer to:

I. Enrichment of the theoretical foundations of Philosophy of Education:

1. Application of a philosophical approach in the study of social, pedagogical and psychological problems
and phenomena within the framework of education, andragogy and religious education and upbringing.



2. Clarification of the concept of "worldview" as a philosophical category; the theoretical framework for
understanding the concept of "worldview" as a current postmodern term is marked; study of contemporary
theories on the role of worldview; distinction of different types of worldview and their projections in
education; philosophical and worldview thinking of students; accurate and clear presentation of the
structure of the worldview, which includes cognitive, emotional and volitional components.

3. Determination of the parallel existence of elements from the three different eras: pre-modern, modern
and postmodern - it is emphasized that each of them is the bearer of a different value system and worldview.

4. Presentation of the correspondence between worldviews within the framework of a philosophical,
scientific and life worldview.

5. Clarification of the role of suggestology, suggestopedia and relaxopedia in the educational process
through the design of training, with an emphasis on the role of emotions and the positive experience of the
trainees by studying the productions of Georgi Lozanov and Israel Schwartz.

6. The role of the personality for national self-consciousness and education is presented by analyzing the
ideas of Paisii Hilendarski; the model of Neofit Rilski for social education in the New Bulgarian school,
based on Orthodox Christianity, is described, which is consistent with the contemporary trends of the time;
it is applied to the needs of the Bulgarian people in the changing cultural-historical and economic
environment; important requirements for conducting the training process are also presented; emphasis is
placed on moral values, as well as the specificity of the mutual teaching method and its role for personal
development in the context of the community.

7. A place has been allocated for presenting the role of the temples of Rila Monastery, "Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary" in Barakovo with given photos, philosophical interpretation of historical information,
architecture, artistic decoration and the shared stories written personally by Mirela Kyuchukova based on
real cases with moments from the life of the Barakovo parish.

I1. Supporting adult education and training within andragogy:

1. Correctly defining the role of andragogy training regarding the public need for continuously improving
personnel to ensure personal improvement, making sense of life and changing life paradigms in the new
world.

2. Competently presenting adult education within the framework of philosophy and religion in the ideas of
Socrates, Plato, Aristotle and other researchers throughout the centuries to the present day. Special attention
is paid to the presentation of the scientific direction in andragogy by Michael Knows, who developed an
andragogy training model. The formulated stages of the andragogy process are also evaluated, as well as
Emilia Vasileva's statements on the design of adult training.

3. The author correctly defines andragogy as "the science of leading the elderly", and the subject "expresses
the regularities, organization, implementation of education, training and self-education of adults".

4. The important issues of quality teaching, selection of appropriate pedagogical systems and approaches,
taking into account the physical, psycho-cognitive and social changes characteristic of adults, their
motivation are also raised.

5. Appropriate emphasis on compliance with European and national regulatory documents regarding
clarification of the important concepts of formal, non-formal, informal and independent learning; defining
the needs of adult education and training: to improve their employment prospects; to develop personally or
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professionally; to acquire skills that can presuppose critical thinking; the direct connection with increasing
the competitiveness of enterprises and European economies is outlined.

6. Presentation of the idea of education as a continuous natural process and as a result that unites knowledge,
skills, personal qualities that allow a person to effectively adapt to the changing environment; the role of
the transition from the acquisition of knowledge and skills by students and adults to self-awareness and a
change in life paradigms is also outlined.

7. Correctly defining the barriers in adult learning as technological, psychological and social; a key to
overcoming them is determined: social support from educational institutions, family and community; the
relevant categories and subcategories of the barriers and their description are very accurately presented in
a schematic and tabular version; the outlined challenges facing adult learners and their overcoming through
knowledge, experience, critical thinking and self-reflection also deserve attention.

8. Deriving a statement that "in this educational field, the adult learner can overcome the tension of the
professional and social world, rethink basic worldviews and form new, meaningful constructions of his life;
this also leads to a real opportunity for the development of society"; the role of volunteering in supporting
adults is also outlined.

9. Revealing the possibilities of artificial intelligence in education, including for adults; it is expected that
artificial intelligence will be used to organize the educational process, alleviate the administrative duties of
educators; implement an individual approach; promote learning through experience; increase motivation;
retain attention; expand the possibilities for taking into account the specifics of adults; use of their personal
experience and the ability to self-manage their learning; determine the internal barriers to the use of artificial
intelligence by adult learners - they are related to their attitudes and ideas about the essence of technology
and its use, and the external barriers are predetermined by technical provision, preparation for working with
technologies and the organization of training.

10. Examples of the use of artificial intelligence training platforms are given - in planning the learning
content, creating new effective learning environments, implementing differentiated training, generating
interesting work tasks in form and content, aimed at thinking, cooperation and emotions.

11. Emphasis on interactive adult learning; identifying opportunities for learning through personal
experience; some of the appropriate interactive learning methods are indicated.

I1I. Revealing the role, essence and improvement of religious education in the context of new realities:

1. Emphasis on the current trend in Bulgarian education to introduce the subject "Virtues and Religion",
transforming the freely elective discipline of religion into a mandatory elective or compulsory one, given
the expediency of deepening the educational function of education.

2. Tracking the discourse on religious education in modern schools;

clarifying the role of religious education in forming the worldview of students and adult learners; the role
of the learning environment, of information technologies; proving the connection between the Orthodox
discourse and the formation of the worldview of students at the initial stage of education.

3. A plausible comparative analysis of the current and previous textbooks on Religion-Orthodoxy in
Bulgarian schools has been made; a worldview model of religious education has been constructed and tested
on the basis of a content analysis of the educational content of the current Religion - Orthodoxy textbooks
for the third grade.
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4. A successful attempt is made to synthesize the teaching of Religion - Orthodoxy and the use of virtual
reality in the public school; examples are given for

combining religion, technology and everyday life, with an emphasis on the future sustainability of the
adolescent in the new realities.

5. A place is given to the essence and role of children's Orthodox camps with the definition of their goals
for recreation, communication, games, acquisition of knowledge, upbringing, practicum for religious
education, a model of communication, catechization;

basic principles of conducting the camp, planning of camp shifts, camp models and their combination,
methods of working with children are determined.

6. The study of religion is followed by outlining the main aspects of the application of virtual reality, their
combination regarding the creation of a valuable modern teaching and learning tool applicable in the
teaching of Religion-Orthodoxy; 15 valuable products are given for the implementation of the ideas,
presented in links and tables.

7. The digital tools in the teaching of Religion-Orthodoxy are defined with clear categoricality by the
author: educational platforms and learning management systems; multimedia resources; interactive
presentations and electronic lessons, virtual and augmented realities, educational applications and mobile
technologies, online libraries and resources, social networks and communication platforms.

8. There are innovative judgments on the application of project-based learning, interdisciplinary lessons,
STEM and STREAM - approaches that include the connection between science, technology, religion,
engineering, arts and mathematics.

9. Examples of the development of municipal projects and their role in the education and training of adults
from vulnerable groups, including Roma, are given; a specific example of the benefits of such projects in
the municipality of Blagoevgrad is described; the comparative study of the education of Roma in a number
of countries is very interesting - Moldova, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Greece, Hungary, the Netherlands,
Poland, Slovakia, Ukraine.

10. The role of innovative schools deserves special attention; the essence, content, approaches and methods
used and their effectiveness in the educational process are described.

11. Ideas are proposed for improving religious education, emphasizing its worldview role; the combination
of religious education and digital technologies is highlighted.

C. Recommendations:

1. It is appropriate for the senior asst. dr. Mirela Kyuchukova to continue her research activities in
Philosophy of Education in the future, by focusing her attention on the insufficiently researched
philosophical problems, concepts and their place in the education, training and upbringing of students and
adults.

2. To enrich her research activities on the current and controversial issues in our time about the place,
content and form of religious education in state schools and schools at church parishes; on the use of
artificial intelligence in the education of students and adults.

3. To expand her research on the role and effectiveness of the andragogic approach and develop her own
effective model for its application in higher education.
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D. Conclusion:

Based on the clearly identified significant contributions in the research and pedagogical activities
of senior asst. Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova and her demonstrated competencies for theoretical analysis and
synthesis, original research searches, rich qualitative and quantitative analyses through appropriate
theoretical and statistical methods, expedient practical solutions, up-to-date interpretation of the studied
processes and phenomena, as well as due to her established appearances in working with students and in
the overall life of the Faculty of Pedagogy, also on a municipal and national scale -- I give with conviction
a positive assessment to Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Mirela Kyuchukova for holding the academic
position of "associate professor" and I call on the esteemed members of the scientific jury to do the same.
