I. Summary data on the scientific production and the applicant

The competition procedure involves one applicant - Chief Assistant Dr.
Mirela Kyuchukova. She completed a Bachelor’s degree in Bulgarian Philology
in 2009 and obtained a Master’s degree in Preschool and Primary School
Pedagogy at SWU in 2011. The candidate earned a PhD in Pedagogy
(Philosophy of Education) in 2021.

Dr. Kyuchukova’s teaching engagement corresponds to the field and
specialty of the announced competition. The total number of teaching hours,
converted to contact hours, as of June 2025 is 554 hours. She conducts lecture
courses in Intercultural Interaction and Religions, Pedagogical Interaction in a
Multicultural Environment, Andragogy, as well as practical exercises in
Philosophy of Education, Methods and Methodology of Pedagogical Research,
Philosophy of Intercultural Education, Juvenology, and Social-Pedagogical
Prevention of Addictive Behavior.

Dr. Kyuchukova is involved in project activities: she is a member of the
teams in two international projects under the COST program and the coordinator

of one national project under a cross-border funding program.



Conclusion: In both quantitative and qualitative aspects, Dr. Mirela
Kyuchukova’s scientific and teaching activities meet the national and internal
university minimum scientometric requirements. The total score for the
candidate according to groups of indicators A, B, C, D, E for the academic

position of Associate Professor is 580.71.

I1. Evaluation of scientific and practical results and contributions

1. The habilitation monograph "Adult Learners (Personal Experience as
an Educational Resource)" (SWU "N. Rilski", 2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0419-8)
is structured with an introduction, four chapters, conclusion, findings,
recommendations, bibliography, and appendices. The monograph is a timely
theoretical and empirical study with a pronounced interdisciplinary character,
encompassing history and philosophy of education, andragogy, and didactics.

It traces and analyzes contemporary educational concepts of adult learning
in theoretical terms, realistically identifying the challenges and barriers faced.
Emphasis is placed on the personal experience of adult learners as a dynamic
system and educational resource, examined from life, philosophical, and didactic
perspectives. An empirical study investigates students’ opinions and attitudes
regarding the various forms of social support for adult learners.

2. The presented publications align with the main topic of the
competition: 1 textbook (co-authored), 1 article published in a peer-reviewed
journal indexed in international scientific databases (co-authored), and 17
articles and reports published in non-indexed peer-reviewed journals (7 co-
authored and 7 in English).

Many publications address the application of the philosophical approach in
religious education in Bulgaria and adult education (publications 1, 4, 6, 7, 8,
10, 11). This approach is also applied more broadly, for example in educational
mediation, addictive behavior, and the analysis of the role of Neofit Rilski and

Paisius of Hilendar in educational theory and practice (2, 9, 12, 16, 17, 19).



Publications focusing on personal experience as an educational resource in
the context of contemporary global challenges are 2 and 7. Opportunities to
optimize social support for adult learners at different levels are discussed in
publications 4, 6, 7, 10. Projections of religious education into public and
extracurricular spheres are analyzed in 2, 13, 14.

Scientific contributions:

* Enrichment and systematization of scientific perspectives in Philosophy
of Education through a philosophical approach applied to pedagogical and
andragogical phenomena and processes.

* Formulation of a concept defining the role of personal experience of adult
learners as a complex, dynamic, open, and multi-component system.

* Theoretical and empirical identification of challenges and barriers for
adult learners, aiming to optimize social support at various levels.

* Theoretical and practical contributions in examining contemporary
concepts of religious education in state schools, highlighting religion’s role in
guiding students in building authentic personal worldviews. Social functions of
religious education are emphasized, along with proposals to integrate religious
instruction with digital technologies.

Conclusion: I positively assess Dr. Kyuchukova’s scientific contributions.
The provided summary is realistic and reflects the candidate’s scientific
development and sustained research interest. The impact on educational theory

and practice can be inferred from 12 citations.

III. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

1. The author’s position regarding key concepts in the theoretical part of
the monograph should be more clearly expressed. In paragraph 1.3
"Contemporary Educational Concepts for Adult Learners," students as a specific
category of adult learners should be discussed in more detail, considering they

are respondents in the empirical study.



2. The monograph would benefit from a more substantiated connection
between the theoretical sections (Chapters 1 and 2) and the empirical study
(Chapter 3). Methodology should be more fully presented and justified,

including the choice of respondents.

IV. Conclusion

The analysis of the teaching engagement and scientific production
demonstrates compliance with minimum scientometric requirements. Therefore,
I submit my positive evaluation to the esteemed Evaluation Committee for Chief
Assistant Dr. Mirela Nikolaeva Kyuchukova and propose that she be awarded
the academic title of Associate Professor in the field of Higher Education 1.
Pedagogical Sciences, Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy (Philosophy of

Education).
