L Summary data on the candidate's scientific output and activities

Senior Assistant Prof. Mirela Kyuchukova holds a master's degree in chemistry and
theology from Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski, teaches chemistry and humanities at
South-West University Neofit Rilski, and is a supervisor at the Institute for Social Activities
and Practices. She speaks English and Russian. She speaks English and Russian. In 2021, she
defended her dissertation at South-West University "Neofit Rilski" and received a PhD in the
professional field 1.2. Pedagogy, doctoral program Theory of Education and Didactics. After a
competition, in 2024, she took up the academic position of senior assistant at the Faculty of

Pedagogy.

The competition for the position of Associate Professor, for which Senior Assistant Prof.
Mirela Kyuchukova is a candidate, is secured with the necessary academic workload — lectures
and exercises in compulsory and elective disciplines such as Philosophy of Education,
Andragogy, "Ethics and Religious Education," "Social Pedagogical Work with Persons with
Addictive and Aggressive Behavior," and "Pedagogical Interaction in a Multicultural

Environment."

The scientific output with which he participates in the competition is summarized in 21

publications, described in the attached documents:



1 monograph — in print, with an official note from the Publishing Complex of South-West
University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad, for its inclusion in the Publishing Plan for 2025, with
ISBN 978-954-00-0419-8. The monograph has a total volume of 168 pages (in PDF format),
reviewed and discussed at a meeting of the Department of Social Pedagogy. A specialized

check for authenticity of the text shows a similarity index of 2%;

1 book — published in 2024 based on a defended dissertation for the award of a Doctorate

degree;
1 co-authored textbook;

1 article published in a scientific journal, referenced and indexed in world-renowned scientific

information databases;
17 publications in non-refereed journals.
In terms of "independent publications," 10 are independent and 8 are co-authored.

She participates as a team member in two international projects focused on the cultural
and educational environment in schools, within the framework of European Cooperation in
Science and Technology (COST). She is the coordinator of one national project. Under her
guidance, a number of graduate students have defended their theses. She is a member of the
Union of Scientists in Bulgaria - Blagoevgrad. She is a member of the review board of the
international journal Education Journal, which is referenced and indexed in global databases.
She is the chair of the Association for Charitable and Educational Initiatives. In 2016, she was
named Woman of the Year in Blagoevgrad for her active social work, and in 2019, she was

awarded a prize for education by the National Representation of Student Councils.

I1. Assessment of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the

creative work submitted for participation in the competition

Based on the scientific publications presented, the following stand out:
The monograph "Adult Learners (Personal Experience as an Educational Resource)"
is theoretical and empirical in nature, with the following merits:
- it examines an issue of significance for the educational system - adult learners in the context
of the technological challenges of the digital transition and the need for social support for

learning in the context of educational and institutional policies and practices;



the connection between the need for lifelong learning, the way of learning, and the
transformation that occurs in the individual under the influence of personal experience and

understanding of educational approaches in the learning process is outlined;

the need to validate the personal experience of adults and use it in university environments,

taking into account the specifics of motivation, is clarified;

the theoretical research is supported by serious empirical material, which proves that adult
learners are not only recipients but also creators of knowledge, based on their personal

educational and social experience.

The book based on the dissertation thesis - "The Religious Worldview in Primary
School" focuses on the role of religious education in shaping the worldview of children in
today's multicultural societies. The author emphasizes the formation of personal skills for

understanding other people in the context of one's own beliefs.

The article published in the journal Pedagogy — "Suggestion" and "Relaxation"” in
the Design of Learning at School (the Ideas of Georgi Lozanov (Bulgaria) and Israel Shvartz
(Russia) in Education) (2024) contributes to the theoretical clarification of the benefits of
relaxation and suggestion in the education process for children and adolescents, including
saturating the educational field with positive emotions to increase motivation for learning and
to restore mental energy in adolescents. Its didactic and socio-pedagogical usefulness in

practical application is emphasized.

Also noteworthy are the publications "Application of Artificial Intelligence in Adult
Education" (2025), "Social Support for Adult Learners (The Key to Overcoming Barriers to
Learning)" (2025), "When Experience Meets Technology: Challenges for Adult Learners"
(2025), in which the key points are: opportunities for the effective application of artificial
intelligence in adult education and the role of the teacher; defining barriers (social, personal,
institutional) to adult learners and outlining approaches to overcoming them; strategies for
eliminating stereotypes in adults' perceptions of themselves and guidelines for defining

experience as the basis for the desire for education.

The following contributions are outlined in the presented scientific output:
1. The theoretical basis in the field of philosophy of education and the application of the
philosophical approach in the study of pedagogical, socio-pedagogical, and andragogical

problems has been enriched.



2. Based on theoretical and empirical research, a concept has been developed for using the
personal experience of adult learners as an educational and social resource in the technological
world;
3. The challenges facing adult learners are defined, including their position on artificial
intelligence and digital technologies in education, and opportunities for social support at various
levels are identified;
4. The philosophical projections of religious education in Bulgarian schools are outlined, with
the philosophical approach also being applied to issues such as: educational mediation; student
success; models of social education through the example of figures such as Neofit Rilski and
Paisii Hilendarski;
5. The author suggests some cool resources for combining religious education and artificial
intelligence, while also focusing on social and educational activities with different communities
to understand people and learners.

I1I. Critical remarks and recommendations

In terms of criticism, I would point out: 1) for greater clarity of the contributions in co-
authored publications, it is appropriate to apply separation protocols; 2) more precise definition
of the basic concepts used in scientific research.

My recommendation is to specify her research interests in the field of Philosophy of
Education.

IV.Conclusion

I believe that the scientific output presented by Senior Assistant Professor Mirela
Kyuchukova, as well as her teaching and expert activities, meet the requirements of the
ZRASRB and the Internal Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at SWU Neofit Rilski
for the academic position of Associate Professor in the field and professional direction for
which she is applying.

Based on the qualitative assessment of the contributions in theoretical and practical
terms in the opinion, I give a positive assessment to Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Mirela
Kyuchukova to take up the academic position of "Associate Professor" in professional field 1.2.
