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Information about the dissertation, the Abstract, and publications

The procedure for the defense of a dissertation on the topic: "Innovative teaching
methods and their effectiveness: sociological aspects" by Maria Dionisios Drenou fully
complies with the requirements of Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Article 24, paragraph 1 of the
Regulations for its implementation and the Internal Rules for the Development of Academic
Staff at South-West University "Neofit Rilski." The publications presented by the doctoral
candidate demonstrate that she meets the minimum national requirements for acquiring the
educational and scientific degree of "Doctor."

The dissertation has the standard structure that fully meets the requirements for such
academic works — it consists of an introduction, four chapters, and a conclusion with
recommendations, beginning with a theoretical chapter presenting the conceptual framework
of the study, followed by a presentation of the author's methodology for studying the
implementation and effectiveness of innovative teaching methods in secondary education in
Greece, comparing the situation in public and private schools, and concluding with a
presentation of the empirical results of the author's research, conclusions, and
recommendations. This structure is entirely adequate for the objectives set and the results
sought. We can add that the introduction to the dissertation clearly states: the research problem,

the objective, the tasks, the main research questions, the methodology used, and the theoretical



framework. The main hypotheses are also formulated, which the author then tests and proves
through empirical research and the results obtained from it, i.e., the standard for dissertation
research is fully complied with.

A total of 215 bibliographic and Internet sources were used for the purposes of the
study. The dissertation itself has a total of 189 pages, of which 182 pages are main text and 7
pages are appendix, containing the questionnaire developed for the empirical survey.

It should be added that the chosen topic is extremely relevant, since, as real practice in
the education system shows, increasing students' motivation to learn is a fundamental issue
facing modern education and a global issue facing all modern societies, and innovative
teaching methods that actively engage students in the learning process are effective tools that
change the interaction between teacher, students, and knowledge and encourage critical
thinking, creativity, collaboration, and adaptability — skills that are essential in a knowledge-
based and constantly changing global environment. This is also a debatable topic that allows
for in-depth analysis and the formulation of conclusions of a contributory nature, which the
author has managed to achieve in her work. The high value, both theoretical and practical, of
the dissertation is determined by the fact that this is the first study of its kind in Greece, which
analyzes the application and effectiveness of innovative teaching methods in secondary
education, comparing the opportunities in this regard in public and private schools. Its value
is even greater given the fact that, as Maria Drenou herself notes, despite growing recognition
of the benefits of innovative methods, they continue to face significant obstacles in Greece,
such as a lack of teacher training, conservative curricula, limited institutional support, etc.
These obstacles are particularly pronounced in public schools, where bureaucratic constraints
hinder the implementation of innovations in teaching, thus creating inequalities between
different educational institutions. This is precisely what determines the contributory nature of
this dissertation, which allows for an assessment of the real effectiveness of using innovative
methods in secondary education and identifies the factors that stimulate or limit their practical
application in the education system, based on specific empirical data illustrating how these
approaches work in the different educational conditions of public and private institutions, thus
filling a gap in research in the field of education in Greece. Another strength of the dissertation
is the clear definition of the limitations of the study and their consideration in the interpretation
of the results.

The Abstract adequately reflects the content of the dissertation. The publications that

Maria Drenou has written are on the topic of the dissertation, at a high academic level, and



totally meet the minimum national requirements. The language of the dissertation is precise
and clear, and totally fits the content it presents.

Maria Drenou has also demonstrated the practical activity required for a successful
doctoral student — she has participated with presentations at two conferences for doctoral

students.

Scientific contributions of the dissertation

I fully accept the contributions formulated by Maria Drenou in her dissertation. In turn,
I would like to summarize the most important achievements and contributions of the work
from my point of view.

The First chapter of the dissertation sets out the theoretical framework of the study,
taking a truly interdisciplinary approach to the topic and combining the approaches of the
sociology of education, pedagogy, organizational theories, leadership and management
theories, social innovation theories, and political theories. The main contribution here is the
multidimensional and multidisciplinary approach to teaching and teaching methods, which
places teaching in a broader institutional, cultural, and political framework and allows it to be
defined as a type of social interaction that reflects social, cultural, political, and institutional
dynamics. The author's theoretical competence is impressive. Starting from Durkheim and his
view of education as a mechanism for maintaining social cohesion, tracks the gradual evolution
of theories of education and teaching, moving through conflict theories that emphasize the role
of education in reinforcing social inequalities, theories of symbolic interactionism, which
examine how teacher-student relationships influence the formation of students' academic
trajectories, theories of reflexive modernity, which emphasize the need for education that
prepares individuals for uncertainty and rapid social change by promoting autonomy, critical
thinking and adaptability to postmodern theories, which challenge universalist views of
knowledge and promote pluralism, multiculturalism, and empathy in education, thus forming
a line of evolution in theoretical approaches to education that leads from the perception of
education as an authoritarian, one-way transmission of knowledge to its contemporary
understanding as the joint construction of knowledge through interactive relationships between
teachers and students. Ultimately, the analysis conducted in the dissertation confirms the need
to redefine teaching as a means of social transformation.

In this regard, a valuable contribution of the first chapter of the dissertation is the

presentation of social innovations as the conceptual and practical framework for transforming



education. The "Flexible Zone" presented in the dissertation can also be considered a
contribution to the theory of social innovation in education. It is an innovative curriculum
model introduced in Greece that encourages creativity, imagination, and independence in
students. An important element in this chapter of the dissertation is the systematic presentation
of statistical data on the use of innovative methods in Greek education. However, Maria
Drenou concludes that although Greece has taken significant steps to promote educational
innovation, statistical data on its implementation show that its application remains limited.
Thus, the conclusions from Chapter One actually set the content/subject of analysis for Chapter
Two, thereby creating logical consistency and coherence in the thesis.

The Second chapter of the dissertation analyzes the forms of innovative teaching,
focusing specifically on project-based learning, blended learning, the "flipped classroom"
model, inquiry-based learning, gamification, adaptive learning, collaborative learning, the
interdisciplinary approach, personalized learning, and experiential learning, examining their
application in the educational environment in Greece and the various factors that influence the
success or failure of the application of these innovative forms. The study of the application of
various forms of innovative teaching in the Greek education system was conducted on the
basis of a qualitative study—an analysis of key national and international (OECD, UNESCO,
and European Commission documents) policy documents on the integration of digital and
innovative technologies in education. The main contribution of this chapter consists in drawing
up, on the basis of the analysis of documents, key recommendations and measures concerning
the application of innovative methods in the education system, such as: overcoming the
fragmentation of initiatives, achieving institutional coherence and implementing strategic
planning; assessing the impact of new teaching strategies and digital tools on student learning;
creating a unified national framework that links national strategies to school-level practices,
ensuring that innovations become a reality and do not remain mere declarations of intent;
developing a roadmap for the implementation of innovative practices; promoting the view that
the implementation of significant innovations in education requires sustained investment in
teacher training, pedagogical vision, and systematic support.

The Third chapter outlines the methodological framework of the empirical survey. A
notable advantage of the methodology is the combination of quantitative and qualitative
methods, which prevents bias in the presentation of the application of innovative methods in
the Greek education system and provides a comprehensive understanding of how innovative

practices are integrated and perceived in different educational environments. Although the



quantitative study is not representative, its results allow us to identify the typical understanding
and assessment of innovative teaching methods by secondary school teachers in Greece, as
well as to establish the role of key actors in the education system in relation to the
implementation of innovative teaching methods, namely teachers, parents, principals, etc.
The Fourth chapter of the dissertation discusses the results of the research conducted
and formulates conclusions and recommendations in three areas — at the theoretical, practical,
and political levels. An indisputable achievement of the dissertation is that the results obtained
fully support the research hypotheses formulated in the introduction, which once again
confirms the author's professional competence and her ability to make scientifically sound
predictions. The main contribution of this chapter of the dissertation can be summarized in the
general conclusion that, when supported by appropriate training, resources, and a stimulating
environment, innovative methods can play a transformative role in contemporary education.
The value of the dissertation lies in the recommendations made regarding educational policies
and measures applied in the field of education, which is an indisputable indicator not only of
the theoretical but also of the practical significance of the dissertation. Another indisputable
achievement is not only the established potential of innovative methods, but also the challenges
in applying innovative teaching practices identified in the dissertation. Last but not least, it
should be noted that the results of the empirical survey allow Maria Drenou to recreate the
overall picture of the current state and application of innovative teaching methods in the Greek
education system and attitudes towards their further implementation, which is being done for

the first time and fills a gap in research in the field of education in Greece.

Conclusion

Maria Drenou's dissertation clearly demonstrates the candidate's responsible research
work and efforts, as well as her high research potential. The presented study is proof that during
her studies she has mastered the methods of working with scientific literature and various types
of sources and has developed and refined her research skills. Maria Drenou's study on
"Innovative teaching methods and their effectiveness: sociological aspects" is an original
research of high scientific quality, which far exceeds the legal requirements for obtaining an
educational and scientific degree "Doctor".

Everything said so far gives me reason to express my firm conviction that the
dissertation proposed for defense "Innovative Teaching Methods and Their Effectiveness:

Sociological Aspects" by Maria Drenou meets all the requirements for the award of the



educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the doctoral program "Sociology" in the
professional field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology, and Cultural Studies, and I will therefore vote

for the awarding of this scientific and educational degree.
