General characteristics and relevance of the PhD thesis

We live in times when the development of digitalization, information technologies and
innovation is inevitable, bringing with it many benefits but also challenges. Rapid
technological, economic, and cultural changes require education to move beyond the
traditional model and establish itself as a dynamic learning environment that develops critical
thinking, creativity, collaboration, adaptability, and lifelong learning skills. In this context, the
teachers have a key role in mediating the effects of these processes. This role is even more
important because of the extremely high educational inequalities across different socio-
economic characteristics, the differences between educational institutions, and the high levels
of stratification in different educational systems. Against this background, the significance
and relevance of Maria Drenou's dissertation on “Innovative teaching methods and their
effectiveness: sociological aspects” are clear and require no further argumentation.

The importance of teaching is recognized and highlighted in countries at different
stages of development and at different levels. For example, the Ministerial Declaration on
Building Equitable Societies through Education, signed in 2022, emphasizes that high-quality
teaching is essential for improving learning outcomes, especially for disadvantaged learners.
It also highlights the need to recognize the changing responsibilities of teachers and calls for
the development of policies that enable them to meet these challenges. The need to rethink
education is recognized, and ministers are committed to developing education systems that
help every learner reach their potential by promoting innovative learning environments and
providing high-quality teaching, including effective professional development for teachers
throughout their careers. With her dissertation, Maria Drenou convincingly joins this
discussion, which occupies an important place in the contemporary scientific and social
context.

More specifically, the main subject in the dissertation are the innovative teaching
methods in secondary education in Greece. The aim of the study is to identify the types of
innovative programs and teaching methods most commonly used by teachers in secondary
schools, to assess the influence of the school leadership and parental attitudes on the
acceptance of these practices, and to examine teachers' perceptions of the impact of these
innovations on student learning outcomes.



The dissertation addresses a real problem, namely that despite awareness of the need
for modern approaches to developing 21st-century skills that place the student at the center,
their application in school practice remains limited due to insufficient teacher training,
institutional barriers, and lack of resources.

The main thesis of the dissertation, as I understand it, is that innovative teaching
should not be viewed simply as a set of techniques, but as a broader change in the culture,
values, and structures of education. It is well-argued and has important scientific value in
itself, insofar as the dissertation emphasizes the transformative potential of innovation in
teaching. At the same time, it critically analyzes the social, institutional, and pedagogical
challenges that must be overcome in order to realize this potential throughout the entire
education system.

The analysis is presented on 190 pages in an introduction and four chapters, the last of
which is conclusive and includes key findings and recommendations, and is visualized in 33
tables, 30 graphs, and 7 figures. The appendix presents the questionnaire used in the ssurvey
among teachers, and the literature used is entirely in English and very extensive.

Scientific and applied contributions of the dissertation

Maria Drenou has highlighted five contributions of her dissertation, which are well argued. In
my opinion, the main contribution of the dissertation is the affirmation of innovative teaching
as a systemic cultural change and the critical analysis of the barriers to the realization of its
transformative potential. In addition, a holistic approach is applied, which allows the doctoral
student to highlight the specific characteristics of innovative teaching in secondary education
in Greece.

Furthermore, through systematic research in Greece, which examines the
implementation and effectiveness of innovative teaching methods in secondary education with
a focus on the comparison between public and private schools, the dissertation contributes to
the enrichment of research on the impact of horizontal differentiation in secondary education
(e.g., Blossfeld et al., 2016; Lucas, 2001). This differentiation is understood as the existence
of institutionally and organisationally different learning environments for acquiring the same
educational level, structured as different types of schools and differing in terms of curricula,
internal rules and ethos, future prospects they offer their students, and prestige (Boyadjieva &
[lieva-Trichkova, 2019).

The dissertation stands out with valuable empirical material on which the analysis is
based. The author's research, conducted using a structured questionnaire among teachers in
the Greek secondary education system, collects specific measurable data that provides reliable
information on the frequency, type, and perceived impact of innovative methods on student
learning. The combination of survey data and document analysis provides a more
comprehensive understanding of how innovative practices are integrated and perceived in
different educational environments. For example, the results show that, according to teachers,
innovative programs have a positive effect on learning effectiveness: about 80% of the

teachers included in the survey agree or strongly agree that innovative programs have an
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impact on students (p. 123), and just over 88% report agreement that these programs have
significantly improved the learning outcomes of students in their classes (p. 125).

Another important contribution is the highlighting of the significance of previously
unknown factors in relation to the application of innovative teaching methods. More
specifically, the school leadership and parental attitudes toward the adoption of innovative
teaching practices by teachers in secondary schools in Greece are nuanced and highlighted as
important (p. 149). The results of the analysis show that these attitudes have a considerable,
albeit limited, influence on the implementation of innovative methods, while highlighting the
importance of additional factors such as resource provision, professional training
opportunities, and teacher motivation.

The focus of adult education and the potentially transformative/empowering effect it
can have on both teachers and students is important. The survey data show that 87% of
teachers have participated in at least one seminar on innovative programs or teaching methods
(pp. 133—-134). Although it is not specified for what period the question was asked—whether
for the last 4 weeks or for the previous 12 months preceding the survey, as is customary in
Eurostat surveys (e.g., the Adult Education Survey and the Labor Force Survey), this result
indicates considerably high levels of participation in non-formal education among the teachers
surveyed.

The results of the study also have practical applications aimed at improving the
integration and effectiveness of innovative teaching methods. Among them are the need for
systematic professional development of teachers; providing resources, time, and autonomy for
experimentation; building a culture of cooperation and exchange of experience; creating
mentoring programs to support the implementation of new practices; and actively informing
parents through seminars and open communication about the benefits of innovative
approaches and technologies.

The doctoral student has four publications — two in international and two in Bulgarian
editions, which confirm her skills in scientific analysis and synthesis.

The long abstract is developed in accordance with the requirements and accurately
reflects the content of the dissertation. It presents both the methodological approach—a mixed
approach combining document analysis (policies, programs, implementation reports) with a
quantitatively non-representative survey of teachers—and the main results of the analysis.

Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions

I will begin with some reflections on the methodology of the study, which can also be
considered as guidelines for future work. I would like to draw particular attention to the
formulation of hypotheses and the way they are verified. In my opinion, they can be refined or
only research questions can be used. As formulated, the hypotheses are very broad and do not
correspond to the conclusions drawn, which mainly refer to the opinions of teachers and are
made only using descriptive statistics (by tabulations), which do not take into account
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statistically significant differences between percentage distributions. Furthermore, it should be
noted that hypotheses about differences or relationships are tested with data from
representative studies, using special statistical methods. If the hypotheses are about causality,
it is advisable to use a study with an experimental design. For example, to test the sixth
hypothesis, which assumes causality — “The application of innovative teaching methods leads
to improved student participation and higher academic achievement” — a study should be
conducted with an experimental and control group of students in classes: innovative methods
are applied in some classes, but not in others. The achievements of the classes are then
compared to check whether there are statistically significant differences. To investigate the
positive relationship between the application of innovative methods and academic
achievement, a representative study would suffice. In any case, the testing context must be
specifically defined, and then a statistical test of the hypotheses of achievement in the two
groups must be performed. If the differences in results are statistically significantly higher in
favor of the group in which these methods were used, then it can be concluded that this
hypothesis is confirmed. In the dissertation, however, this conclusion is based on a non-
representative study of teachers, and the hypothesis is tested using descriptive statistics
(tabulations).

I would also like to make a few suggestions regarding changes to the structure of the
dissertation work. In my opinion, secondary education, Greece, and the perspective of
teachers appear too late in the dissertation. I would recommend that these aspects be
highlighted at the beginning—even included in the title, objectives, tasks, and hypotheses.
There is no justification for why the case of Greek secondary education was chosen, nor is
there a brief description of its characteristics. Some data about them are present in separate
parts of the text, but are not combined in one place. In addition, I believe that it would be
more appropriate for the analysis of documents to be presented together with the results of the
quantitative survey.

As I mentioned above in my opinion, the dissertation takes into account an extremely
important dimension of horizontal differentiation in secondary education, namely status
(private or public school). But my question is why does the doctoral student focus on this
particular dimension of horizontal differentiation in secondary education? Why, for example,
are other dimensions not examined, such as the different types of institutions, their prestige,
the location of the school, or the programme orientation?

Highly appreciating the contributions of the doctoral student and taking into account
the relevance of the dissertation and the significance of the results presented in it, I would like
to offer a few guidelines for enriching the analysis of innovative teaching methods and their
effectiveness. These are guidelines that, if the doctoral student considers them relevant, she
can use in her future research on the topic. First, I think it would be good to take into account
different dimensions of horizontal differentiation and try to explain their impact on the use of
innovative teaching methods and their effectiveness. Secondly, I would recommend making
comparisons with other countries and other levels of education. Furthermore, I think it is
important to use objective data when researching the effectiveness of innovative teaching
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methods on student learning (e.g., administrative data on student grades in the respective
schools). It would also be useful to conduct further research—even with the help of semi-
structured interviews—with school leaders and parents to assess their real attitudes toward the
use of innovative teaching methods.

Conclusion

Taking into account the doctoral student's undoubted scientific achievements, the importance
of the research problem and its comprehensive presentation in the dissertation, I express my
unequivocal positive assessment and recommend that the distinguished scientific jury to vote
unanimously to award the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in the doctoral
program “Sociology,” professional field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology, and Culture Sciences
to Maria Dionysios Drenou.
