Through a systematic review and analysis of EU policy
texts, institutional mechanisms, and implementation strategies,
the study identifies the key characteristics and developmental
trajectory of the EU’s approach to education-based poverty
alleviation. It further provides a comparative dimension by
analysing China’s corresponding policies, drawing parallels and
highlighting differences in objectives, frameworks, and practical
outcomes.

The research employs a mixed-methods approach,
combining literature and policy analysis, comparative research,
and interviews with relevant stakeholders. The findings
contribute to a deeper understanding of educational poverty
alleviation as a multidimensional process, shaped by both
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systemic governance and contextual realities. Ultimately, the
dissertation aims to offer policy insights that may inform the
improvement of educational strategies for poverty alleviation in
China.

II1. SUMMARY OF CHAPTER ONE: EU'S POVERTY
ALLEVIATION POLICIES IN EDUCATION

The EU's policy evolution in addressing poverty issues
during its development has gone through several stages: the
germination and initial stage from the establishment of its
predecessor to the early 1970s, the exploration and action period
from the early 1970s to the early 1990s, the comprehensive
development period from 1995 to 2009, and the integration and
advancement period since the Lisbon Treaty came into effect.

During the germination and initial stage, the EU focused
on laying the foundational framework for social policies,
including addressing poverty. The exploration and action period
saw increased efforts to tackle poverty through various programs
and initiatives. The comprehensive development period
witnessed a more structured approach with specific strategies and
actions aimed at reducing poverty. Finally, the integration and
advancement period has emphasized further coordination and
cooperation among member states to effectively combat poverty.

Driven by the forces of globalization, integration, and
differentiation, the EU's policies have been continuously adjusted,
updated, and advanced in tandem with the development of this
regional organization. Based on a diachronic analysis, the EU’s
education and poverty reduction policies exhibit three
evolutionary characteristics: harmonization consistency, systemic
comprehensiveness, and gradual continuity.

Since its inception after World War II and its robust
growth in the new century, the European Union (EU) has
undergone significant development. An exploration of this
journey reveals that the driving forces behind its evolution are

undeniable and can be summarized into three main factors: From
an external perspective, globalization presents new demands on
the EU; from the EU's own viewpoint, policies must adapt to meet
the goals of integration; and internally, there is considerable
variation in educational development among the member states,
ranging from the original six founding members to the current 27
members.

During the formulation of education poverty alleviation
policies, the official institutions of the European Union have
different functions but perform their duties diligently, playing
significant roles. According to Article 13 on institutional
provisions of the Treaty on European Union, there are mainly
seven official EU institutions, which are: the European Parliament,
the European Council, the Council of the European Union, the
European Commission, the Court of Justice of the European
Union, the European Central Bank, and the Court of Auditors. In
addition, there are two heavyweight advisory bodies at the EU
level: the European Economic and Social Committee (EESC) and
the European Committee of the Regions (CoR). 'Meanwhile, non-
governmental organizations (NGOs) are also invited to participate
in and consult on the EU policy-making process. Therefore, this
study explores how these three entities at the EU level interact with,
coordinate with, and ultimately formulate education poverty
alleviation policies.

The Treaties of the European Union are a series of
agreements concluded between the EU and its member states,
constituting the most binding legal documents for the EU. Based

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on these treaties, the EU has established various institutions and
defined their powers, procedures, and obligations. All actions of
the EU must not exceed the powers granted by these treaties, and
any amendments to these treaties require the approval of all
signatory states. While the content of the treaties ratified by the
EU necessitates a partial transfer of national sovereignty from
member states, many specific provisions within the treaties legally
bind both the EU and its member states. This facilitates efficient
operation and decision-making within the EU and ensures that
member states can develop and prosper without compromising
their interests. The EU has formulated anti-poverty policies
encompassing the entire education system, from preschool to
higher education, thereby guaranteeing educational opportunities
and lifelong learning prospects for those facing poverty and social
exclusion. Furthermore, the implementation of a series of projects
and programs aimed at combating poverty and social exclusion
through education not only addresses the domestic social issue of
poverty but also promotes the development of education across
member states, bridging educational disparities. This step-by-step
realization of strategic goals jointly planned by the EU and its
member states constructs the socio-educational model advocated
by the EU, propelling the political, economic, and social
integration process in Europe, and enhancing the EU's
competitiveness and influence.

The European Union (EU) has adopted a series of social
policies, including educational policies, to enhance the economic,
political, and social development strength of both the Union and
its member states. As times change, the EU still faces long-term
challenges related to production structures and social structures,
with high proportions of poverty and social exclusion remaining
persistent issues. With 2020 on the horizon, cooperation between
institutions and governments at both the EU and member state
levels is crucial for achieving common goals.Proven by practice,
the EU's systematic and comprehensive education and poverty
alleviation policies have enabled more European citizens,
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especially those facing poverty and social exclusion, to access
education and training. This approach gradually facilitates social
integration within the EU, maximizes economic and social
benefits, and enhances the cohesion of the Union. Based on the
content of the EU's education and poverty alleviation policies, this
chapter summarizes the specific characteristics demonstrated
during their implementation, which are primarily reflected in the
inclusive concept of poverty alleviation, a collaborative
framework for poverty reduction, and a comprehensive coverage
content system.

The European Union, through the formulation of a series
of social policies including education policies, aims to enhance the
economic, political, and social development strength of both the
Union and its member states. As times change, the EU continues
to face long-term challenges related to production structure and
social structure, with persistently high rates of poverty and social
exclusion. Whether at the EU level or within individual member
states, only by strengthening cooperation between institutions and
governments can common goals be achieved. Practice has shown
that the EU's systematic and comprehensive education policies for
poverty alleviation have enabled more European citizens,
especially those facing poverty and social exclusion, to access
education and training, gradually achieving social integration
within the EU, maximizing economic and social benefits, and
enhancing the cohesion of the Union. Based on the content of the
EU's education policies for poverty alleviation, this chapter
summarizes the specific characteristics reflected in the
implementation process of these policies. These are mainly
manifested in the poverty alleviation concept that promotes
integration, a cooperative framework for poverty alleviation, and
a comprehensive coverage system.
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IV. SUMMARY OF CHAPTER TWO: CHINA'S POVERTY
ALLEVIATION POLICIES IN EDUCATION

In the early days of the founding of New China, the
Communist Party of China and the Chinese government carried
out various forms of education popularization work in the vast
poverty-stricken areas, which greatly promoted the development
of China's education and poverty alleviation work. In 1984, the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council wrote "poverty alleviation through education" into the
national policy, and since then, China's poverty alleviation through
education has entered the track of institutionalized development.
Since the reform and opening up, the process of policy change of
poverty alleviation through education can be divided into four
stages, and the policy change of poverty alleviation through
education shows the characteristics of long-term equilibrium and
short-term mutation. The four stages include: the first stage is the
stage of inclusive poverty alleviation (1984-2000), which is
marked by the promulgation of the Circular of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council
on Helping Poverty-stricken Areas to Change Their Appearance
as soon as possible in 1984 and the institutionalization of poverty
alleviation through education.

The second stage is the special poverty alleviation stage
(2001-2012), marked by the basic realization of the "two basic"
goals, and the third stage is the precise poverty alleviation stage
(2013-2020), marked by the formal proposal of the national
precise poverty alleviation policy.

In the fourth stage of poverty alleviation (from 2021 to
now), the policy mutation is marked by the overall victory of
poverty alleviation.

Before and after the founding of New China, it was faced
with the situation that the education level and national quality were
far behind those of developed countries. In 1960, the average years
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of schooling for people aged 15 and above in China was 3.42 years,
lower than the world average of 3.65 years (as shown in Table 2-
1).The Chinese government's emphasis on and investment in
education have enabled the average years of schooling for people
aged 15 and above to reach 7.79 years in 2000, which was 11.6%
higher than the world average of 6.98 years, and 26.7% higher than
the average of developing countries, reducing the gap with
developed countries to 36.7 percentage points; and in 2010, the
average years of schooling for people aged 15 and above in China
reached 9.09 years, which was 17.1% and 28.6% higher than the
world average of 7.76 years and the developing countries' average
of 7.09 years respectively, and the gap with developed countries
also narrowed to 24.3 percentage points. The process of China's
catch - up in the average years of schooling for people aged 15 and
above to that of developed countries has exactly been the process
of China's transition from backwardness to prosperity. With the
introduction of China's Compulsory Education Law in 1986, nine
- year compulsory education was widely implemented across the
country. It not only increased the average years of schooling but
also played a greater promoting role in the provinces and regions
where education was lagging. In the early 1990s, the Chinese
government launched the "Two Basics" project, namely "basically
universalizing nine - year compulsory education and basically
eliminating illiteracy among the young and middle - aged". And
the goal was achieved in 2000, reducing the illiteracy rate among
the young and middle - aged to below 5% and reaching a national
nine - year compulsory education coverage rate of 85%. In 2006,
the government revised the Compulsory Education Law, fully
incorporating compulsory education into the financial security
scope, gradually waiving the tuition and incidental fees for urban
and rural compulsory education stages, further waiving book fees
for some impoverished areas and providing subsidies for boarding
students.

The Evolution Logic of China's Education Poverty
Alleviation Policy
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Since the reform and opening up, China's education
poverty alleviation policies have not only undergone balanced
development during their evolution but have also been driven by
changes in the macro institutional environment, innovation by
central and local governments, and the emergence of policy-
driven social issues. These factors have led to structural changes
in the system, propelling related topics in education poverty
alleviation into the national macro political system, thereby
catalyzing discontinuous changes in education poverty alleviation
policies.

Macro institutional environment changes

No policy exists in isolation; the formation and evolution
of policies are closely coupled with the macro institutional
environment.” Changes in the macro institutional environment are
a significant determinant of shifts in political agendas, and the
objectives pursued by education poverty alleviation policies are
often influenced to some extent by political and economic factors.
When the goals of phase-specific education poverty alleviation
policies become misaligned with the macro institutional
environment, changes in China's principal social contradictions
and reforms in the macro political and economic systems can lead
to drastic changes in the goals and tools of education poverty
alleviation policies.

In the early stage of reform and opening up, in order to
meet the needs of economic and social recovery and development,
it became the focus of education to train a large number of the
needed talents for the country. Focusing on poor areas and aiming
at eliminating illiteracy and popularizing compulsory education,
the state has formed a "line shop" of inclusive education for
poverty alleviation. At the beginning of the 21st century, China's

"two basic education" goals have been basically achieved, and the
problem of education for the vast majority of the population has
been basically solved. The goal of poverty alleviation policy has
begun to ensure that people in poor areas have equal access to
high-quality education. Since the 18th CPC National Congress,
China has entered a decisive stage of completing the building of a
moderately prosperous society in all respects, and poverty
alleviation has deepened into the stage of targeted efforts. The
target of poverty alleviation through education turns to the
weakest areas in education and deeply focuses on the poorest
groups; the goal of poverty alleviation through education
gradually transforms from "learning" to "learning". In 2021, after
the victory in poverty alleviation, poverty alleviation through
education will continue to consolidate the achievements of poverty
alleviation, and the focus of the poverty alleviation policy through
education will focus on improving human feasible ability, helping
rural revitalization, and finally realizing the sustainable
development of people. It can be seen that the major turning point
in the main social contradiction and the macro political and
economic system reform will promote the incompatible issue of
education poverty alleviation policy into the macro political
system, promote the central government to break the policy
monopoly, and promote the intermittent change of poverty
alleviation policy through education.

Central and local government innovation

The central government is the policy maker and leader of
the country, guiding policy changes through policy plans, targets,
and tools. The value preferences and attention of the central
government within the macro-political system can shift, adopting
a "pilot—promotion" approach to reform relevant policy issues.
This not only avoids major policy mistakes and reduces resistance
to policy implementation but also integrates local characteristics
and innovative spirit into the centrally led policy formulation
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process.®Education poverty alleviation policies also adopt this
model, such as establishing national demonstration zones for
targeted education poverty alleviation and pilot projects to
improve child nutrition in impoverished areas. By taking a lead in
experimenting, the central government redefines relevant policy
issues, then promotes local pilot experiences, fosters policy
adjustments, and triggers policy changes.

At the same time, innovations by local governments also
serve as a source of new information for the central government.
Local governments, grassroots schools, and rural communities
attract the attention and recognition of the central government
through their effective actions and experiences in education
poverty alleviation, which then shift the central government's
focus and attention towards policy issues. For example, the
Ministry of Education's website publishes typical experiences of
education poverty alleviation from various regions and
universities, promotes the cultivation model of graduate students
in small science and technology institutes, and supports the
revitalization of rural talents. These local innovative measures will
drive the central government to update its understanding of policy
issues. By incorporating innovative experiences from local
governments, the central government forms central policy
innovations that originate from but differ from local innovations,
thereby triggering changes in education poverty alleviation
policies. Consequently, both top-down innovations by the central
government and bottom-up innovations by local governments
bring education poverty alleviation policy issues into the central
government's purview, breaking the existing policy monopoly and
leading to discontinuous policy changes.

Generation of policy-oriented social problems

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Policy-based social problem is a social problem caused by
institutional disorder or policy deviation*.Policy-related social
issues, due to their significant impact on the government and
public policies, often become the focus of social attention. These
issues play a crucial catalytic role in shifting the attention of the
central government within the macro-political system and
redefining policy topics. Analysis has revealed that China's
education poverty alleviation policies sometimes lack systematic,
comprehensive, and long-term planning, frequently resulting in
piecemeal solutions that address only immediate problems. This
approach leads to suboptimal outcomes in education poverty
alleviation and triggers policy-related social issues.

In the initial stage of education poverty alleviation,
policies aimed to quickly improve the level of basic education and
serve the economic and social goals, pursuing an "efficiency-first"
value orientation. This led to a blind focus on achieving targets for
educational attainment, neglecting educational equity to some
extent. Rural impoverished areas remained overall backward with
low educational quality.

Consequently, in the second phase, policies represented
by the "State Council's Decision on Further Strengthening Rural
Education Work" emphasized the fundamental, pioneering, and
comprehensive role of rural education, promoting coordinated
urban-rural educational development and ensuring equal
opportunities for students to access high-quality education.
However, the "flooding" approach to education poverty alleviation
made it difficult to reach those most in need, resulting in
inefficiencies and poor quality.

To correct the deviations in the second phase, the third
phase introduced policies such as the "Implementation Plan for
Establishing a Targeted Poverty Alleviation Mechanism,"

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"Poverty Alleviation Development Filing and Card System Work
Plan," and "Opinions on Implementing the Education Poverty
Alleviation Project." These policies explicitly proposed that
education poverty alleviation measures should be tailored to local
conditions, avoiding a "one-size-fits-all" approach, aiming for
precise strategies to enhance the effectiveness of education
poverty alleviation and thereby improve educational quality.

However, due to the long investment cycle and slow
results of "hematopoietic" poverty alleviation efforts, there was a
preference for "transfusion" type approaches to quickly achieve
comprehensive poverty elimination goals during this phase, which
posed subsequent risks of relapse into poverty for the lifted
population. Therefore, the latest policy represented by the
"Opinions on Achieving Effective Convergence between
Consolidating and Expanding the Achievements of Education
Poverty Alleviation and Rural Revitalization" places greater
emphasis on supporting both ambition and intelligence,
prioritizing education, and ultimately achieving comprehensive
and sustainable human development. It is evident that policy-
related social issues arise during policy implementation, serving
as feedback on the effects of existing policies and, to some extent,
prompting policy topics to re-enter the macro-political system,
ultimately leading to discontinuous policy changes.

Empirical Enlightenment from the Evolution of
Education Poverty Alleviation Policies

Poverty habits are passed down through generations,
which not only reduces the willingness of the older generation to
invest in their children's education but also has a negative impact
on the learning concepts of the younger generation. "Aspiration”
is the internal driving force for development and the consciousness
of independent poverty alleviation within poor individuals. To
alleviate poverty, we should first foster aspiration. By establishing
a rational recognition and vision of education investment among
the poor, their inner drive and willingness to participate in
education-based poverty relief can be stimulated. Only when the
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aspiration for livelihood of the poor is mobilized can education
poverty relief work achieve better results with less effort, breaking
the intergenerational transmission of poverty.

Poverty is not merely the poverty of income but also the
poverty of basic survival and development capabilities.’"Wisdom"
refers to the knowledge and skills relied upon for poverty
alleviation. The core concept of "supporting wisdom before
supporting poverty" is to impart the ability to make a living
through education, empower the poor with feasible capabilities,
improve their productivity, raise their income levels, and help
them escape poverty. Education poverty alleviation differs from
other poverty reduction methods in that it does not produce
immediate results, but it is the most fundamental and long-lasting
assistance. "Treating poverty first requires treating ignorance;
supporting poverty first requires supporting wisdom" is the
summary of China's years of experience and the sublimation of
concepts in education poverty alleviation work. Tracing the
development process of education poverty alleviation in China, we
can see the transformation from "exogenous support” to
"endogenous development" and from material poverty reduction
to the dual support of "ambition" and "wisdom".

The concept of fairness has always been the value
orientation in the formulation of education poverty alleviation
policies. The implementation process of education poverty
alleviation policies embodies fairness at the starting point, during
the process, and in the outcome.

Firstly, education poverty alleviation ensures the
educational rights of impoverished groups, achieving fairness at
the starting point. From literacy campaigns and the popularization
of compulsory education to the "two exemptions and one subsidy"
policy in compulsory education, the tuition waivers for high

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school and secondary vocational education, and the scholarship,
grant, loan, and subsidy systems in higher education, these
measures guarantee that every child from an impoverished family
has the opportunity to receive education at all levels and in various
forms.

Secondly, by improving the educational conditions in
impoverished areas and enhancing the quality of education,
process fairness is achieved. Since the beginning of the 21st
century, education poverty alleviation has gradually focused on
improving the quality of education. Through such "soft power"
construction programs as the "Special Post Teachers Program,"
the "National Training Program," and the "Rural Teachers Honor
System," along with the enhancement of basic teaching conditions
in underperforming schools and the construction of rural boarding
schools, the shortcomings in education quality in impoverished
areas have been addressed.

Finally, ensuring the educational benefits for
impoverished groups achieves equity in outcomes. The results of
education poverty alleviation are primarily manifested as hidden
benefits, mainly in the form of improved development capabilities
of the impoverished population, and explicit benefits characterized
by an increase in economic income. Providing education that
impoverished groups truly need is a prerequisite for ensuring
equitable outcomes.

Apparently, for some of the impoverished population,
vocational education better meets their expectations for
educational benefits. The state has issued a series of employment-
oriented policies and measures, such as the "Decision on
Accelerating the Development of Modern Vocational Education,"
the "Rain and Dew Plan" and the "Spring Tide Action," to enhance
the employment skills and capabilities of the impoverished
population, thus realizing the direct explicit benefit of higher labor
remuneration.
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Adhering to the institutional innovation of education -
oriented poverty alleviation policies and combining them with the
development of the times

At the initial stage of the People's Republic of China, the
country was extremely poor and the problem of food and clothing
had not been solved. Revitalizing the economy became the main
task at this stage, requiring a large number of construction talents.
Considering the low level of education among the people at that
time, the state launched a nationwide anti - illiteracy campaign,
substantially increased the number of schools and improved the
basic quality of citizens, which served as measures to reserve
human capital for economic development.

After China implemented reform and opening up in 1978,
the economy developed rapidly and reached a generally low -
middle - income level at the end of the 20th century. After entering
the 21st century, "while pursuing stable economic development,
the state pays more attention to improving people's livelihood and
makes up for the shortcomings by increasing public service
investment. The education cause in the impoverished areas of
central and western China is given priority and included in the
policy system."¢

The state no longer adopts the approach of winning by
quantity in developing education for poverty alleviation and
preventing re - poverty, but rather devotes efforts to improving the
quality of education in poor areas and narrowing the gap in
educational quality. It achieves the iteration of "from scratch to
existence, and from existence to excellence" in both strategic and
tactical aspects.

In the new era, the distribution of the impoverished
population tends to be dispersive and fragmentary, which makes

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the identification of the impoverished population an arduous task
for education - targeted poverty alleviation. Against this backdrop,
China has proposed to promote poverty alleviation work in a
"targeted poverty alleviation" manner. For impoverished areas, it
targets precisely 14 contiguous destitute areas, 832 impoverished
counties and 128,000 impoverished villages; for impoverished
individuals, it implements precise identification, management and
assistance. ’ Faced with different socio - economic situations,
povertyFaced with different socio - economic situations, poverty
educational needs of the impover poverty alleviation situations
and educational needs of the impoverished population, the
government keeps pace with the times and formulates targeted and
innovative education poverty alleviation policies, providing
guidance for the development of education poverty alleviation
work.

New features of education poverty alleviation in the post
- poverty era

The governance of relative poverty is a long - term task,
requiring the conventionalization of education - oriented poverty
alleviation work. After the comprehensive construction of a
moderately prosperous society, the statistical disappearance of
absolute poverty under the current standards does not mean the
end of poverty.

China's poverty type has shifted to relative poverty caused
by unbalanced and inadequate development. Relative poverty
differs from absolute poverty in its characteristics and features.
Absolute poverty is a matter of subsistence, while relative poverty
is a "referential" and "comparative" concept. Given the limited

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development resources, there exists the issue of relatively
backward development.®

This means that China will face the long - term
governance problem of a larger number and base of the relatively
poor population. As the foundation and core of anti - poverty,
education - oriented poverty alleviation will also become a regular
governance project. Judging from the types of relative poverty, it
can be divided into knowledge poverty, spiritual poverty, hidden
poverty and intergenerational poverty. °The traditional one - size -
fits - all educational assistance policy can no longer fully adapt to
the governance of relative poverty. The education - oriented
poverty alleviation policy must be improved and innovated on the
basis of being along.

The dispersion and high mobility of the relatively poor
population have increased the difficulty of poverty alleviation
through education. First of all, absolute poverty and relative
poverty have the same essence. The fight against poverty has
transformed the group of absolutely poor people into the group of
relatively poor people. The previously concentrated rural poverty
- stricken areas with absolutely poor population are also inevitably
the high - incidence areas of relative poverty. However, from a
global perspective, the distribution of relative poverty is still
mainly scattered.

Secondly, with the promotion of urban - rural integration,
the farmers' transfer employment has been continuously
increasing, and a large number of migrant workers have entered
cities to work for a living. Migrant workers are the key groups of
multidimensional poverty such as education poverty, rights

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poverty, and capability poverty. They belong neither to urban
residents nor to rural poverty standards. This part of the floating
population has become the "blind area" of poverty alleviation.
They move from the originally absolute poverty - intensive rural
areas to cities, making the distribution of poverty present the
characteristic of high liquidity.

Finally, due to the economic transformation and industrial
upgrading, urban low - income groups with low labor skills and
engaged in repetitive work are also one of the components of the
relatively poor population. The countryside is no longer the only
gathering place for relative poverty. Scattered and highly liquid
distribution, and the coexistence of urban and rural relative
poverty are inevitable trends. In view of the distribution
characteristics of the poor population, the difficulty of population
recognition and assistance in poverty governance has increased
dramatically, and the task of education to alleviate relative poverty
is even more arduous.

The poverty alleviation efforts are mainly focused on the
assistance of special groups such as the elderly, the young, the
sick, and the disabled, and the intensity of poverty alleviation is
somewhat limited. From the poverty reduction practices around
the world, we can observe the phenomenon of diminishing
marginal returns. That is to say, for those living in areas with harsh
ecological, production, and living conditions, especially the
groups with characteristics such as disabilities and old age, their
difficulty in escaping poverty has significantly increased.!'® The
reason lies in the loss of feasible capability or physiological
function and labor ability. Even after entering a moderately
prosperous society, these groups remain low-income populations
despite being lifted out of absolute poverty by the state's social
policy safety net. One such group is the elderly, who are more

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susceptible to relative poverty. The elderly lack stable economic
sources and can only eke out a living through limited social
security.Second, left-behind children and women are more likely
to fall into relative poverty. Due to the shift in rural labor force
employment patterns, left-behind children and family women in
rural areas are more susceptible to falling into a state of poverty in
terms of nutrition, health, and mental well-being.

Third, patients with serious illnesses and disabilities will
be the main groups in relative poverty. Most of them have lost
their ability to work and cannot generate economic income.
Moreover, caring for them also ties up other family labor forces.

In the post-poverty alleviation era, special groups such as
the elderly, the sick, and the disabled will be the main groups in
the management of relative poverty. Among these groups, due to
the partial loss of physical function of the elderly, patients with
serious illnesses, and disabled persons, the types and duration of
education they can receive are greatly restricted, resulting in a
relatively limited assistance force in education for poverty
alleviation.

The diversification of poverty-causing factors has
increased the probability of relapse into poverty among
vulnerable groups and the difficulty of anti-poverty efforts. After
the elimination of absolute poverty, the focus after the elimination
of absolute poverty, the focus longer merely on the lack of the
focus of poverty issues is no longer merely on the lack of material
necessities for survival. Instead, it encompasses high-dimensional
and diversified issues such as access to education, enjoyment of
political rights, and participation in community life. Relative
poverty exhibits diversified characteristics. Different poverty-
causing factors (such as social system, human capital, natural
conditions, etc.) may all lead to the relative poverty of socially
vulnerable groups. The diversification of poverty-causing factors
increases the likelihood of relapse into poverty and falling into
new poverty for low-income populations. Without an
improvement in the risk resistance capability of the impoverished
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population, they face the risk of hovering on the relative poverty
line or even falling below the deep poverty standard due to force
major events like epidemics and floods, or being excluded from
employment due to industrial transformation and technological
changes. The crux of the problem lies in addressing the capability
poverty of vulnerable groups and enhancing their feasible
capabilities.

Compared to income poverty, capability poverty can
better reveal the root causes of poverty and the path to its solution.
Education-based poverty alleviation empowers individuals by
improving the cultural literacy, technical, and skill capabilities of
the impoverished population, forming a long-lasting "anti-
poverty" resistance and immunity. Therefore, enhancing the
employment capabilities, risk resilience, and sustainable
development abilities of low-income groups is the focus of
education poverty alleviation efforts.

The lack of internal development motivation among the
relatively impoverished population has become a formidable
ideological barrier in the battle against poverty. On one hand, due
to being in a state of poverty for a long time, the impoverished
population has developed a poverty mentality of being content
with the status quo and not striving for progress. This mentality
has led them to become mired in the quagmire of poverty and
unable to extricate themselves. Even if they manage to break free
from the shackles of absolute poverty, their negative will cause
them to become relatively impoverished or even return to poverty.
To uproot this "poor root" in thinking, we can only rely on
education to effect subtle and lasting change.

On the other hand, poverty alleviation in our country is
carried out under the leadership of the government from top to
bottom. However, some issues have emerged during the
implementation process. For instance, there are phenomena like
"task-oriented" responsible assistance and "nanny-style" industrial
poverty alleviation. In this situation, the poor groups have formed
some thought disorders such as "waiting, relying on others,
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demanding unreasonably”, "greedy, lazy, scattered", and "I'm
weak, so I have a reason to be righteous."

Once the poverty alleviation projects and assistance
cadres withdraw, these relatively poor groups are unwilling or
unable to work. They merely obtain the opportunity to escape
poverty, but they lack practical production knowledge and skills.
If we do not stimulate the intrinsic motivation for development
among the impoverished groups, mobilize their subjective
initiative, and shift from a "passive poverty alleviation" state, it
will not only hinder the effectiveness of education in aiding
poverty eradication but also adversely affect the sustainable
development of educational poverty alleviation efforts. In the
post-poverty alleviation era, a significant challenge faced by
educational poverty alleviation is how to stimulate the enthusiasm
and initiative of relatively impoverished groups, enhance their
self-development motivation and capabilities, and emancipate
themselves from "mental poverty" ideologically.

Prospects of China's Education Poverty Alleviation
Policies

Research has found that the evolution of China's education
poverty alleviation policies has gone through four stages: a
"broad-based" approach (1984-2000), a combination of targeted
and broad-based approaches (2001-2012), precision targeting
(2013-2020), and a balanced approach post-poverty alleviation
(2021 to present). The changes in education poverty alleviation
policies reflect characteristics of "discontinuity" and
"equilibrium." The evolution of China's education poverty
alleviation policies is influenced by factors such as changes in the
macro institutional environment, innovations by central and local
governments, and the emergence of policy-related social
issues.Starting from the path and internal logic of education
poverty alleviation policy changes, and combining with the
current development status of education poverty alleviation in
China, this paper looks forward to the realization path of scientific
and standardized future education poverty alleviation policies.
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Strengthen the coordinated connection between
education-based poverty alleviation policies and the rural
revitalization strategy. Based on the post-poverty alleviation era,
we should timely adjust the policy objectives, policy contents and
policy tools of poverty alleviation through education, improve the
policy autonomy and adaptability, and strengthen the overall
connection between poverty alleviation through education and the
strategy of rural revitalization.

China has achieved the goal of fighting poverty and
building a well-off society in an all-round way, and has smoothly
entered the stage of coordinated construction of common
prosperity and rural revitalization. Therefore, in the process of
formulating the policy of poverty alleviation through education in
the future, we should adapt to the changes of macro-political
environment, attach importance to the guiding ideology of the
Party and the central government, face the long-term development
needs of rural revitalization, and adjust the policy objectives,
contents and tools. On the one hand, we should plan and deploy
rural work in a unified way, incorporate poverty alleviation
through education into the strategic planning and implementation
of rural revitalization, and realize the same frequency resonance
between poverty alleviation through education and rural
revitalization. On the other hand, talent is the key resource for rural
revitalization and the focus of poverty alleviation through
education. Therefore, we should integrate the mechanism of
poverty alleviation through education, cultivate the relatively poor
people into high-quality local talents, cultivate and carry forward
excellent local culture, and open up efficient channels to attract
high-quality talents to stay in the countryside and develop the
countryside.

Increase the interaction and coordination between local
governments and the central government. Poverty alleviation
through education is not a simple educational problem, but a
comprehensive social problem involving multiple systems.
Therefore, we must increase the interaction and coordination
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between local and central governments, give full play to the
dynamic role and initiative of local governments, schools, society
and the market, and improve the scientificity and applicability of
poverty alleviation through education policy formulation. In the
past, China's education poverty alleviation policy was often
dominated by the government, highlighting the authority and
mobilization of the government, especially the central government.

In the post-poverty era, while further emphasizing the
central government's overall planning and top-level design of
poverty alleviation policies through education, we should pay full
attention to the construction of poverty alleviation community
through education and give local creativity space for
implementation. On the one hand, we should adhere to the leading
position of the government in poverty alleviation through
education and improve the interaction and coordination between
the central government and local governments. The central
government should respect local initiatives, improve policies on
the basis of local practice and innovation, test the adaptability of
pilot policies and the experience of poverty alleviation through
education, and publicize and implement excellent practices. In this
way, the central government can fully absorb the useful experience
of the local government to make the revision, formulation of
policies and guidance of local practice more scientific and
reasonable, and improve the effectiveness of poverty alleviation.
On the other hand, we should give full play to the active role of
the market and social subjects in poverty alleviation through
education, allow the market to intervene in the system of poverty
alleviation through education under the strong supervision of the
government, and integrate the resource advantages of various
poverty alleviation subjects. Through empowerment, we can
improve the inherent "ambition"and"ambition" of poverty
alleviation targets to get rid of poverty and become rich, so that
they can set up the ideal of relying on themselves to get rid of
poverty and become rich.
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Maintain the relative stability of educational poverty
alleviation policy development

We should formulate and implement the medium and
long-term plan of poverty alleviation through education to
maintain the relative stability of the development of poverty
alleviation through education. In the post-poverty alleviation era,
the state should consider the long-term goals and programs of
poverty alleviation through education from the needs of economic,
social and educational development, and formulate policies for
poverty alleviation through education in urban and rural areas.

On the one hand, the top-level design of precise poverty
alleviation has been mainly focused on the poverty alleviation and
prosperity of the rural poor, while the urban poor have not been
included in the poverty alleviation policy. However, with the
development of urbanization and the increase of the scale of
migrant workers' children, new urban poor population and poor
marginal population may be derived. Therefore, the education
poverty alleviation policy in the post-poverty alleviation era
should start the top-level design of urban-rural integration poverty
alleviation, regard urban and rural areas as common poverty
alleviation fields, and promote the balanced development of urban
and rural education.

On the other hand, the return of some people out of
poverty is an unavoidable problem in the post-poverty alleviation
era. Therefore, the education poverty alleviation policy of urban-
rural integration should build a long-term security mechanism to
reduce the occurrence of "dropping out of school"and"returning to
poverty because of school". In addition, the government should
establish a supervision and evaluation system for poverty
alleviation through education, comprehensively evaluate the effect
of policy implementation, timely identify possible problems in the
process of policy implementation, and correct policy
implementation deviations.
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V.SUMMARY OF CHAPTER THREE: COMPARATIVE
ANALYSIS OF EDUCATION POVERTY ALLEVIATION
POLICIES BETWEEN CHINA AND EUROPE

Policy Objectives

China focuses on "targeted poverty alleviation”,
emphasizing the role of education in preventing the
intergenerational transmission of poverty, with a particular focus
on rural and remote areas to ensure full coverage of compulsory
education (such as the "Two Exemptions and One Subsidy"
policy). The European Union emphasizes social equity and
inclusive education, stressing the reduction of educational
disparities among member states, especially concerning
immigrants, ethnic minorities, and disadvantaged groups (such as
the "Education Area 2025" plan). Based on the above analysis, the
similarities and differences between the education poverty
alleviation policy objectives of China and Europe can be
summarized as shown in Table 2.

Coverage Scope

The implementation of China's educational poverty
alleviation policies is concentrated in impoverished areas within
the country, especially in rural areas of central and western regions.
These policies are promoted through national-level projects (such
as the "Nutrition Improvement Program for Rural Compulsory
Education Students"). The EU's educational poverty alleviation
policies cover multiple member countries and are more cross-
nationally coordinated. For example, the "Erasmus+" program
promotes cross-border educational opportunities for impoverished
students.Based on the above analysis, the main differences in the
coverage of education poverty alleviation between China and
Europe can be concluded, as shown in Table 3.

Financial Support Methods

China mainly relies on special central and local
government grants (such as the "Education Poverty Alleviation
Project"), supplemented by social donations. The European Union
allocates funds through the EU Structural Funds (such as the
"European Social Fund") and joint financing by member states,
with fund distribution heavily dependent on regional economic
disparities. Based on the above analysis, a comparison of fiscal
support mechanisms between China and Europe can be derived,
as shown in Table 4.

China focuses on hardware improvement (such as school
building construction and information technology equipment) and
teacher allocation (such as the "Special Post Teacher Program").
The EU pays more attention to soft support, such as vocational
training, language courses and psychological counseling, and
emphasizes lifelong learning (such as the "European Skills
Agenda"). Based on the above analysis, a comparison of
implementation mechanisms between China and Europe can be
concluded, as shown in Table 5.

China mainly uses quantitative indicators (such as
reduction in dropout rate and increase in enrollment rate), and has
achieved remarkable results, but there are still urban-rural gaps.
The EU focuses on the quality of education and social integration,
and the evaluation is more complex with uneven progress among
member states. Based on the above analysis, a comparative
evaluation of the effectiveness between China and Europe can be
concluded, as shown in Table 6.

VI. SUMMARY OF CHAPTER FOUR: THE
ENLIGHTENMENT OF THE EDUCATIONAL POVERTY
ALLEVIATION POLICY OF THE EUROPEAN UNION TO
CHINA

According to the National Bureau of Statistics' national
rural poverty monitoring survey, based on the current national
rural poverty standard, China's poor population decreased from
98.99 million in 2012 to 16.6 million in 2018, a reduction of over
80 million people in six years, with an average annual poverty
reduction of more than 13 million people over the same period.
The poverty incidence rate dropped from 10.2% in 2012 to
1.7%.11 With the arrival of 2020, the work on anti-poverty and
poverty reduction is not coming to an end but merely pausing. By
2020, the issue of absolute rural poverty will be addressed, yet
relative poverty issues will persist throughout our country's
modernization process. Therefore, drawing from the experience of
the European Union and considering the current status and
progress of China's educational poverty alleviation efforts, we can
derive insights for our educational poverty alleviation policies,
ranging from macro strategic directions to meso coordination and
micro operational aspects.

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Enlightenment  for  China's  Educational  Poverty
Alleviation Policy from a Macro Perspective

The European Union's educational poverty alleviation
policies are comprehensive, ranging from investments in early
childhood education to tackling early school dropout rates in
secondary education, vocational training, and expanding access to
higher education. This has formed a mature system. At the same
time, specific projects and plans at various levels of education
contribute to the EU's significant influence in regional and
international education. This not only provides important insights
for the development of China's educational poverty alleviation
efforts but also serves as a reference for improving China's entire
education system. Since the founding of New China, the Party and
government have consistently prioritized people-centered
approaches, continuously playing a leading role in supporting
educational initiatives in impoverished areas and formulating
systematic educational poverty alleviation policies. Considering
educational development post-2020, this study suggests that the
main focus should be on continuing to uphold people-centered
educational poverty alleviation policies under the leadership of the
Party and government, refining both national and local educational
poverty alleviation policy systems to ensure the smooth
progression and realization of educational modernization beyond
2020:

1.Adhere to a people-centered approach and prioritize
educational development

2. Clarify government leadership and leverage functional
roles

3. Improve the policy system to protect vulnerable groups

Insights into China's Education Poverty Alleviation
Policy from a Meso-Level Perspective

In the context of China's educational poverty alleviation
practices, the issue of educational equity has always been a focal
point of discussion. Assistance for the impoverished population
also emphasizes fairness. From the perspective of social exclusion
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theory, vulnerable groups face disadvantaged conditions when
accessing resources, especially educational resources. Therefore,
the care for vulnerable groups in EU educational poverty
alleviation policies reflects educational equity, which holds
significant implications for addressing the scarcity of educational
resources in rural and impoverished areas in China:

1.0ptimize resource allocation and promote educational
equity

2.Unite all forces to support poverty alleviation and
development

3.Increase funding and ensure the proper use of funds

Implications for China's Education Poverty Alleviation
Policy from a Micro Perspective

The European Union places great emphasis on quality
issues in its educational policies. As a major education power,
China should not only control the quantity but also pay more
attention to improving the quality of education in its journey
towards becoming a strong education nation. Especially in
impoverished areas, where the quality of education must be given
extra attention. Meeting quantitative needs can only alleviate
short-term demands, while high-quality education will enhance
the overall quality and poverty alleviation capabilities of the
impoverished population. At the same time, smooth information
communication and data monitoring implementation will ensure
the effective execution of policies, prevent the occurrence of
returning to poverty, consolidate the effects and achievements of
poverty alleviation, and improve the quality of poverty alleviation.

1.Focus on high-quality education and enhance overall
quality

2.Ensure smooth information channels and promote
poverty alleviation practices

3.Implement data monitoring to improve the quality of
poverty alleviation

VII. DISSERTATION’S CONTRIBUTIONS
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1. Comparative Policy Insight
The dissertation contributes to comparative education studies by
analysing the structure, evolution, and implementation of
educational poverty alleviation policies in the European Union and
China. It identifies key similarities and differences, offering a
structured foundation for policy learning and transfer between the
two regions.

2. Policy Recommendations for Post-2020 China
Based on the findings, the dissertation proposes a forward-looking
model for educational poverty alleviation in China after the
eradication of absolute poverty. It recommends a people-oriented
policy orientation that emphasises shared responsibility among
government, society, and individuals, with particular focus on
resource allocation, investment, and quality enhancement in
underprivileged regions.

3.Theoretical Enrichment through the Lens of Social
Exclusion
By interpreting China’s educational poverty alleviation efforts
through the European concept of social exclusion, the study
enriches theoretical discourse and introduces a multidimensional
framework for analysing educational inequality and
intergenerational poverty transmission in China.

4. Global Relevance and Knowledge Export
The dissertation positions China’s experience as a valuable
international reference. It suggests that China's success in
educational poverty alleviation, particularly in rural areas, can
inform global poverty reduction strategies, thus contributing to
international development dialogues and offering a uniquely
Chinese perspective on policy effectiveness.
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
