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Review
of the dissertation entitled “ Study of the evolution and development trends of the
european union policy for reducing poverty in the field of education ”
submitted for the award of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in
Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy (Theory of Education and Didactics).

Presentation of the procedure and the candidate: To date, the procedure for
training a foreign doctoral student and awarding the educational and scientific
degree “Doctor” has been duly conducted. The candidate is a Chinese university
lecturer who undertakes, with responsibility and resolve, the implementation and
presentation of a comparative, analytical and prospective study of policies not only
across two institutionally and culturally distinct models of social life but also in a
broader international context. The candidate’s professional and educational
experience, guided by the high expertise of the academic supervisor, has enabled
the successful conduct of the procedure at the Faculty of Pedagogy of South-West
University. Wang Rui’s profile combines literature, management and teacher
education, with a view to probing the ethical and moral foundations of pedagogy as
a high academic vocation.

Dissertation problematics: European policies concerning poverty in society and in
education constitute a significant and engaging field of inquiry, yet one that is
highly demanding for objective and valid research because of: first, the ontological
relativity of the category “poverty” and its multi-dimensional ontological nature;
second, its attribute-level holographic character, being at once deficit/lack and
opportunity/presence; third, the culturally subjective determination of
understandings of poverty; fourth, the emotional and sensory determination of the
cognitive framing of poverty; fifth, the unpredictable dynamics and variability of
the above factors of poverty; sixth, the hyper-elastic range in the global epoch
between the “lower threshold” and the “ceiling” of poverty/wealth. In these
conditions, contemporary policies addressing poverty through education are so
diverse and at points contradictory that even the intention to develop typologies
and parameters, so as to enable comparisons and conclusions, merits high
appreciation. My expertise is directed, in qualitative and forward-looking terms, to
verifying the research precision, realism and coherence implied by the chosen
topic.



Substantive assessment of the work: Comprising 171 pages in four chapters and
based on 83 sources, the thesis is logically coherent, proportionate and well
balanced in structure and text. The conceptual and linguistic apparatus is diligently
optimised. It relies on high-quality, credible and diverse documentary sources of
scholarly and educational policy origin. The author draws on theoretical,
philosophical-cultural, pedagogical and socio-psychological works, as well as on
policy, regulatory and pragmatic sources. Most importantly, she relies on her own
judgement. The “empirical” comparative and analytical Parts Three and Four
continue the theoretical presentation of policies in the European Union and in
China developed in Parts One and Two. The questions and research interests posed
at the outset are maintained to the end. A major achievement is that the researcher
does not yield to temptations along the way but remains faithful to the initial
research commitment. Data, results, analyses, conclusions, problems, trends,
directions and future orientations are presented in a manner that inspires
confidence and provides grounds for optimism. The colleague shows growth as a
scholar. A personal position is articulated and reasoned. Determinants and causes
of rising poverty in China are sought, and the chances of transforming policies
through education into a realistic order are problematised against the background
of a growing global awareness of the right of every person to a quality life and
education. Contradictions and weaknesses in policies are identified. There is an
expression of concern, coupled with resolve to overcome the difficulties. The
doctoral candidate demonstrates persistence and tenacity. The axiological nature
of poverty is explored to a degree, yet this accent remains prospective and is one
of my firm observations and recommendations for her future work. The
parameters, criteria and indicators of poverty should be delineated more
precisely, at different levels and in different aspects.

Author’s abstract and publications: They fully and faithfully reflect the
implemented research and the thesis as a whole.

Scholarly contributions: | accept those stated by the doctoral candidate and add
the methodological, transcultural approach to interpreting poverty in the
broader societal context and in education, and, on this basis, the
substantiation of the determination of poverty policies by cultural specificity.
Remarks, questions and recommendations:

1. There is some divergence between the title and the core problem — the

title fixes poverty “in the field of education”, while the author in practice



investigates educational policies as a path to overcoming poverty, that is,
education as an instrument of societal wealth and value that can successfully
oppose poverty. The two planes overlap, yet clarifications are needed.

2. In the candidate’s view, which trainings are most urgent for top-level
international experts in the field of educational policies addressing poverty.

3. Which three realistic steps does she recommend at present in this field, in
China, in the Asian region, in Europe and internationally?

4. What is the most essential difference in poverty and in policies in or on
education in China and in Europe, in summary. What is common and recurs
as a fact everywhere.

5. What are the three most significant weaknesses of European policies on
poverty and their causes, according to Rui.

6. Is poverty a problem, first, if we do not know that we are poor, and
second, even if we do know, if we have no subjective sense of it.

7. What are the drawbacks or risks of wealth, and the drawbacks and
risks of poverty? Where are the boundaries at which one can turn into
the other, and vice versa?

| allow myself to pose these questions to the doctoral candidate because of her

native belonging to a high Zen koan culture that values counter-questioning,
paradox and deep grasp of essence, freed from intellectual overload and distortion,
and because of the trust she has earned through her work. 1 see her as an
educational strategist oriented to enrichment in a value-rich sense of life, not
only in China but also within our shared international cultural future. Let her
address ONLY THOSE DIRECTIONS AND QUESTIONS she deems
appropriate.
