Regarding: The dissertation entitled “A Study of the Evolution and Development Trends of the
European Union Policy on Reducing Poverty in the Field of Education” submitted for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in Higher Education Area 1. Pedagogical Sciences,
Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy, Doctoral Program in Theory of Education and Didactics.

The relevance of the chosen topic is indisputable, considering that the problem of poverty
reduction is part of broader efforts for social inclusion, equal access to education, and the reduction of
socio-economic inequalities. These are all aspects that are a priority in the policies of every country. The
European Union applies various strategies, programs, and financial instruments aimed at supporting
vulnerable groups and improving the educational outcomes of all segments of the population. However,
solving real social problems cannot rely solely on the creation of regulatory documents. These represent
only the foundation—the basis from which effective, rather than purely political, solutions must be
sought, and targeted actions must be applied to overcome barriers to effective education. EU policies set
the framework, while each sovereign Member State seeks its own solutions, yet knowledge of the
broader “picture,” of other countries’ experiences, is always valuable.

The dissertation follows a classical structure. It is 245 pages long and includes an introduction,
four chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography consisting of 103 sources, of which 87 are from after
2010, and 46 from after 2015—further evidence of the topicality of the issue.

In the introduction, Wang Rui outlines the conceptual framework underpinning the dissertation.
She justifies the relevance of the poverty problem by clearly defining the relationship between poverty
and education. She correctly determines the object and subject of her research. She emphasizes that for
both the EU and China, poverty is linked to the issue of social exclusion, with education being one of
the mechanisms for its resolution. Five research questions are formulated, starting from the emergence
of the idea, passing through the current state, and outlining future challenges and trends. The main
research methods include content analysis of European and Chinese policies on poverty reduction
through the examination of regulatory and sub-regulatory frameworks, comparative analysis of EU and
Chinese policies, synthesis, and generalization of decisions at various levels. On the basis of the



comparative analysis, the doctoral candidate formulates three research hypotheses related to similarities,
differences, and future possibilities for changes in Chinese educational policy.

Chapters One and Two provide the theoretical foundation, presented over 178 pages. Both
chapters apply the same logical approach—history of the idea, current situation, ideas, and opportunities
for improving educational policies and decisions. Chapter One focuses on European policies for
reducing poverty in education, provides a brief overview of the creation of the EU and its policies for
addressing poverty. The main periods of European policy are outlined. The analysis demonstrates that
solutions for overcoming poverty have been sought since 1973. Since then, over 80 million euros have
been allocated through targeted programs. Three key characteristics of European programs for
combating poverty and social exclusion are identified: consistent harmonization, systemic integrity, and
gradual sustainability. Attention is also given to the role of various institutions involved in addressing
the problem, including the European Parliament, the European Council, the Council of the EU, the
European Commission, the Court of Justice of the EU, the European Central Bank, and the European
Court of Auditors, as well as two key advisory bodies—the European Economic and Social Committee
(EESC) and the Committee of the Regions (CoR)—alongside numerous NGOs. Specific EU programs
targeting poverty reduction are presented in detail. The analysis is precise and in-depth, and the ten
formulated summaries and conclusions demonstrate both a thorough understanding of the topic and a
clear authorial stance.

Chapter Two outlines the comprehensive policy of successive Chinese governments, divided into
four stages: comprehensive poverty reduction (1984-2000), targeted assistance (2001-2012), precision
poverty alleviation (2013-2020), and poverty reduction (2021—present). The final stage is even
described as a “comprehensive victory over poverty” (pp. 137-138). Education is the key mechanism
employed by Chinese governments. The years of compulsory schooling gradually increased, with nine
years of compulsory education introduced in 1986. A number of social measures were adopted,
including the abolition of tuition fees, provision of additional subsidies for boarding students, and the
introduction of various innovations at national and local levels. The dissertation provides a detailed
evolutionary overview of all programs and projects, culminating in a presentation of “prospects for
poverty reduction policies through education in China,” namely: 1) strengthening coordination between
educational support policies and the rural revitalization strategy; 2) enhancing cooperation between local
authorities and the central government; and 3) maintaining relative stability in the development of
educational poverty reduction policies. The Chinese government’s educational policies are tailored to
regional specifics (e.g., the populations of the Liupan mountain region, Tibet, and Xinjiang) as well as to
particular social groups. The doctoral candidate presents specific cases, such as that of Luo Liang, a
student in the “Automobile Maintenance and Service” program at the Shanghai Vocational and
Technical School, linked to the policy of free secondary vocational education for the children of migrant
workers (p. 166). This demonstrates the candidate’s broad awareness, adds a personal and humane
dimension to the research, and underscores the significance of the chosen problem.

Chapter Three constitutes the “core” of the dissertation, where Wang Rui conducts a comparative
analysis of policies for overcoming poverty through education in China and Europe. The criteria and



indicators for comparison are clearly and concretely defined: 1) policy goals with indicators such as
main objectives, policy focus, implementation approach, and target group; 2) scope of educational
policies with indicators such as geographical coverage, target groups, educational stages, and policy
instruments; 3) methods of financial support with indicators such as sources of funding, distribution
mechanisms, control focus, and key challenges; 4) implementation measures with indicators such as
driving forces, key areas, methods of intervention, and cultural adaptability; 5) evaluation of
effectiveness with indicators such as focus of evaluation, data sources, participants in evaluation,
application of evaluation, and time perspective. Each criterion and indicator is substantiated with
national research data, carefully structured in tables.

Chapter Four formulates recommendations for improving educational policies in China, despite
the impressive reduction in poverty rates achieved within only six years—from 10.2% (98.99 million
people) in 2012 to 1.7% (16.6 million people) in 2018. By 2020, the Chinese government declared the
problem of absolute poverty fully resolved. Nevertheless, Wang Rui formulates recommendations for
future policies and actions at three levels. As she emphasizes, human capital is the most valuable
resource, while poor individuals are most often also uneducated. Therefore, at the macro level, the
people-oriented philosophy must continue, and educational policies—from early childhood to higher
education—must remain consistent and effective. Potential improvements include work in rural areas,
initiatives for people with special educational needs, and facilitating access to higher education for
disadvantaged groups. At the meso level, recommendations focus on increasing financial support,
optimizing its distribution, and ensuring more effective monitoring of expenditure. Efforts should also
be directed toward mobilizing “institutional, civic, and private resources to support the poverty
alleviation process.” Encouraging private organizations to invest in improving school infrastructure and
hardware for educational access should be accompanied by tax incentives for investors. At the micro
level, the doctoral candidate stresses the importance of ensuring access to quality education for all social
groups and supporting good practices related to poverty reduction.

The dissertation makes both theoretical and applied contributions:

- Theoretical aspect — The dissertation’s comprehensive theoretical model and design are indisputable
contributions. The topic is highly relevant, and the doctoral candidate’s broad perspective and in-depth
theoretical analysis demonstrate a high level of mastery of the subject matter. She shows skills in meta-
analysis and synthesis.

- Applied aspect — The comparative analysis conducted and the recommendations formulated at macro,
meso, and micro levels provide a solid basis for effective future educational policies and practical
measures.

The author’s abstract fully reflects the dissertation. The candidate has three publications—one in
an indexed and refereed journal, and two in a journal published by the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria,
Blagoevgrad branch.



The legal requirements for awarding the degree of Doctor have been complied with. Wang Ruei
meets the minimum national requirements. A report from the verification of the authenticity of the text
is attached to the documents, and the percentage is within the permissible limits.

Technical note: The bibliography should be arranged in alphabetical order by authors’ surnames.

Question: On pp. 8-9 of the dissertation, its stated that interviews were used as a research method.
It's noted that “The first step in using the interviewing method is to identify potential interviewees who
can provide valuable information and insights. Practitioners working in the field, such as educators,
social workers, and community organizers. Beneficiaries of the policies, such as students, parents,
and communities.” When were these interviews conducted? How many respondents participated? What
perspectives were expressed by the different groups interviewed?

Conclusion: The topicality of the subject, the doctoral candidate’s broad theoretical preparation,
and the in-depth comparative analysis provide sufficient grounds for me to recommend to the members
of the academic jury that they support the proposal to award Wang Rui the educational and scientific
degree “Doctor” in Higher Education Area 1. Pedagogical Sciences, Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy,
Doctoral Program: Theory of Education and Didactics.
