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The dissertation is structured in four main chapters: "Historical and contextual bases of human
trafficking," "Theoretical conceptualization of human trafficking," "Empirical framework and
verifications," and "Countering human trafficking in Bulgaria." The total volume of the thesis
is 246 pages, containing 6 tables and 8 figures. The bibliography includes a total of 296

sources, of which 46 are in Bulgarian and 250 are in English.

Introduction

Human trafficking is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon, posing a serious threat
to security and undermining the rule of law and democratic values in countries around the world
and their societies. Often regarded as a modern form of slavery, it affects every continent and
region, with data showing increasing trends in its spread, and countries classified as countries
of origin, transit, and final destination for the exploitation of victims. Human trafficking is a
typical example of cross-border crime, which has intensified in the era of globalization in the
21st century.

Despite the expansion of international and national legal frameworks, human trafficking
remains a persistent social and criminal practice that evolves and adapts to socio-economic
conditions and global mobility. Bulgaria, as a country of origin, transit, and to some extent
destination, is particularly vulnerable.

Human trafficking is often linked to other forms of crime, such as drug trafficking,
migrant smuggling, property crimes, money laundering, and document fraud. Internationally, it
is estimated to be the second largest illegal economic activity, generating annual profits for
traffickers of US$236 billion from forced labor. While the profits from the exploitation of

human beings are growing, the risks for perpetrators remain low.



Human trafficking is a serious violation of fundamental human rights, prohibited under Article
5 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union and considered a serious form
of organized crime under Article 83 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union.

The economic crisis, military conflicts, the COVID-19 pandemic, climate change, and
mass forced displacement represent a "vicious cycle" that not only destabilizes local economies
and health systems but also destroys social support networks—family, community, education,
and employment. Loss of income, sharp increases in the cost of basic necessities, and lack of
access to basic services are pushing more and more people toward risky survival strategies such
as irregular migration, relying on informal intermediaries for work, and taking out emergency
loans with unaffordable repayment terms.

War zones and camps for displaced persons create "zones of lawlessness" where state
jurisdiction 1is insufficiently enforced and criminal networks freely offer "transportation,"
"protection," or "jobs" in exchange for future subjugation.

Pandemic lockdowns and remote living provoke the recruitment and involvement of victims
online through fake remote employment ads, romantic traps on social media, and encrypted
platforms advertising sexual services.

Climate disasters such as floods, droughts, and crop failures are forcing entire
communities to migrate, often without documents or resources, making them extremely
vulnerable targets for traffickers who use debt bondage and promises of legal work as their
primary means of control. Thus, as a result of the combination of economic collapse, insecurity,
and environmental instability, traditional protections are eroding and the risk of falling into
exploitation schemes is growing exponentially, especially for women, children, seasonal
workers, and undocumented persons.

A particular challenge in the development of human trafficking is its integration into the
digital space. Human traffickers are quick to exploit opportunities arising from crises, actively
adapting their actions to include new criminal schemes and approaches. Digital tools increase
the scope, scale, and speed of criminal activity.

Internationally, the community has made significant efforts to counter this phenomenon over
the past two decades. Despite multifaceted institutional responses, policies, and initiatives, the
world continues to struggle with the evolution of the phenomenon. According to analysts
(Wong, 2005:69), measures to combat human trafficking developed at the global and European
levels are so significant that since the 1980s, this criminal activity has undergone a

transformation from a little-known social and institutional problem to becoming a major focus



of non-governmental organizations and reaching the agenda of high-level politics led by the
US, the European Union, and the UN.

Another conceptual perspective (Andreas, 1998:78) emphasizes the correlation between

political trends and prevailing social norms in a given time period and the thesis that an action
that is considered illegal trade in one era may be legalized in another.
In the contemporary global context, human trafficking has prompted more in-depth empirical
research, academic debate, and wider dissemination in various disciplines and fields such as
criminology, political science, justice, human rights, sociology of human trafficking, migration,
gender equality, and public health.

In a context of economic instability, demographic crisis, and social inequality, Bulgaria
occupies a special place on the global map of human trafficking.

Current data published in the US State Department's 2024 report, supported by estimates from
the United Nations, show that 27.6 million people worldwide are victims of trafficking.
According to the Global Report on Trafficking in Persons, prepared by the United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crime, there has been a significant increase in the number of registered
victims worldwide. Although the report covers data up to 2022, the trends described in it
provide important information on the state of trafficking in 2025.

Human trafficking is a serious problem for all European Union countries. Since 2008,
Eurostat has been collecting data on human trafficking on an annual basis. During the reporting
period 2021-2022, 17,248 victims of trafficking were registered in the EU. The actual number
of victims is likely to be significantly higher than the reported figures, as the statistics only
cover victims who have been reported to the registering authorities, and many remain
undisclosed.

At the global, European, and national levels, human trafficking continues to be a crime
largely associated with gender. In 2021-2022, 65% of all victims in the EU were women and
girls. The trend is the same worldwide, with women and girls accounting for the majority of
trafficking victims, representing 61% of reported victims in 2022. Most victims of sexual
exploitation are female (92%). Of these, 68% are women and 24% are girls. Men account for
the majority of victims trafficked for labor exploitation (70%).

Bulgaria is severely affected by the problem and is among the top five countries of origin
of victims of human trafficking in the European Union, along with Romania, France, Hungary,
and Germany. Of all victims in the EU, 34% are citizens of the country in which they were
identified (internal trafficking). Almost all victims identified in Bulgaria, Romania, Hungary,

Slovakia, and Latvia were citizens of those countries.
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Bulgaria was identified as a country of origin for victims of human trafficking around
2000. After joining the EU in 2007, our country continues to be a source, especially for sexual
exploitation and forced labor, targeting more developed countries in Western Europe.
International reports, such as the US State Department's 2010 Trafficking in Persons Reports,
consistently classify Bulgaria as a source country in some cases of transit and final destination
for the exploitation of victims. In recent years, Bulgaria has ranked among the countries with
lower levels of registered victims per capita, but it remains a significant source of victims for
other EU countries.

Research problem

The relevance of this dissertation stems from the challenges that characterize human
trafficking as one of the most serious crimes against humanity in the modern world, violating
fundamental human rights and destroying the foundations of social justice, security, and
democratic order. This complex and dynamic phenomenon, which encompasses transnational
networks and various forms of exploitation such as sexual, labor, criminal, forced begging, and
trafficking for the purpose of organ removal, affects the most vulnerable groups in every
society.

The empirical database on the phenomenon remains incomplete, there is a lack of
longitudinal studies on the dynamics of young people as a risk group, comparative data on the
different configurations of vulnerability are limited, and the trajectory of victims from removal
to sustainable reintegration has not been comprehensively tracked. In addition, the observed
partial discrepancy between international standards (the Palermo Protocol, Directive
2011/36/EU) and their practical application in Bulgaria, as well as the need for more stable
mechanisms for interagency coordination and evaluation, highlight significant research gaps.
At the institutional level, delayed judicial proceedings, low conviction rates, and rapidly
adapting digital recruitment channels add additional challenges.

This dissertation aims to analyze how historically inherited social inequalities and
digitally assisted recruitment mechanisms influence the spread of human trafficking and to offer
scientifically grounded recommendations for more effective prevention, early identification,
and sustainable recovery of victims. By integrating historical, sociological, and criminological-
legal perspectives, the study not only enriches the theoretical debate but also develops tools for
measuring and improving the effectiveness of existing and future policies, supporting
educational, law enforcement, and social structures in their efforts to tackle this complex and

extremely harmful phenomenon.



Description of the situation in the field of research

Regarding the situation in the field of research on human trafficking in Bulgaria, there
has been relatively dynamic development, but it can still be said that it is marked by a lack of
systematic scientific studies and reliable empirical data. The National and Local Commissions
for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings publish regular reports and coordinate projects
jointly with the relevant ministries, while universities and research institutes implement
additional initiatives. However, the number of specialized publications remains limited, topics
often overlap, and the scope of field research does not evenly cover all forms of exploitation
and vulnerable groups.

Officially registered cases provide only a partial picture of the scale of the phenomenon,
as different institutions use different methodologies. There is a lack of longitudinal panel studies
tracking how risk factors change over time, as well as nationally representative surveys on
internal labor trafficking or on less-studied categories of victims, including men. Furthermore,
although digital platforms are establishing themselves as a major recruitment channel, there is
a lack of integrated data sets that would allow for systematic analysis and algorithmic training
for the early detection of new patterns of exploitation.

The lack of comprehensive empirical data makes it difficult to formulate a
comprehensive, evidence-based policy. This is where the reflective role of science comes into
play—only through targeted research can the path of trafficking be mapped, from the
recruitment of victims through transit to the points of exploitation, and measures be developed
that effectively break this chain. In-depth, methodologically consistent science can shed light
on hidden criminal networks, identify changing vulnerable groups, and measure the real impact
of prevention campaigns and social services. Without such an empirical basis, government and
civil society efforts risk remaining reactive and fragmented.

Therefore, the creation of a unified national platform for data exchange, the expansion
of partnerships between universities, NGOs, and government agencies, and the introduction of
traceable indicators are key steps. New funds for targeted research and modern impact
assessment methodologies would provide the necessary scientific basis for more effective
prevention, protection, and prosecution of human trafficking in Bulgaria.

Subject and object of the study

The subject of this study is the social phenomenon of "human trafficking," viewed as a

product of complex social, economic, cultural, and political processes.

The object of the study is the set of measures and policies implemented to combat it.



Purpose of the dissertation

The purpose of this dissertation is to reveal the current situation and to analyze and
evaluate the measures and policies for combating human trafficking in terms of their
effectiveness in accordance with international and European standards and opportunities for
improvement.

The following objectives are related to the achievement of this goal:

1. To trace the historical evolution of slavery and its transformation in contemporary
society in the form of human trafficking.

2. To examine the theoretical concept of "human trafficking" through the prism of
sociology and other social sciences.

3. To identify the main social, economic, and cultural factors that contribute to human
trafficking.

4. To trace the main regulatory framework at the international, European, and national
levels.

5. To conduct empirical research on different target groups related to forms of human
trafficking in Bulgaria and to analyze the information obtained.

6. To study policies to combat human trafficking and to propose ways to improve them.

The main thesis of the dissertation is that human trafficking is a crime that is
intensifying in the context of a globalizing world, despite the existence of global policies to
combat it. As a result of economic and social factors, human trafficking has become an
extremely lucrative crime based on the principles of supply and demand, which include the
influence of push and pull factors in the countries of origin and the countries of final destination
for the exploitation of victims. Developing a successful strategy for implementing counter-
trafficking policies targeting vulnerable social groups requires knowledge and understanding
of its key components, their interdependence, and the environment in which they develop.

The hypotheses are as follows:

1. Human trafficking contains characteristics of slavery.

2. Sociological and interdisciplinary analysis shows that human trafficking is not an
isolated crime, but a persistent social practice.

3. Combating human trafficking requires effective policies to reduce the factors that
make people vulnerable to trafficking, as well as specific measures for prevention, prosecution
of perpetrators, and support for victims.

4. Fragmented cooperation between key institutions involved in combating human

trafficking is directly linked to the process of identifying and protecting victims.
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Research methodology

The dissertation uses an interdisciplinary methodological approach. The complexity
of the subject matter requires the application of various scientific approaches: sociological,
cultural, historical, economic, and legal.

The historical approach is used to trace human trafficking throughout human history
and the manifestations of slavery. The comparative method is applied to study the forms of
slavery and the forms of human trafficking. The cultural specifics of contemporary societies
relevant to the dissertation topic are examined. A socio-economic analysis of the conditions for
the development of the research problem is carried out. A legal-sociological reading of
conventions, directives, strategies, laws, normative acts, and documents is made.

The author's empirical sociological study uses quantitative and qualitative methods
for gathering information - a non-representative quantitative survey among 273 12th grade
students from schools in Blagoevgrad, in-depth interviews with eleven victims of human
trafficking and eleven experts working to combat it. Thus, the empirical data is cross-referenced
with normative and socio-economic analysis to identify the multi-level causal relationships of
the phenomenon.

The bibliography used seeks to outline the multidimensional picture of human
trafficking—modern slavery—in which several clearly defined thematic and methodological
axes can be distinguished.

First, an attempt is made to build a corpus of international legal sources — from the
Vienna Declaration (1815) through the 1926 Convention and the 1953 Protocol to the Palermo
Protocol, EU directives, acts of the Council of Europe, OSCE and ASEAN. This core shows
how the concept of "slavery" has gradually transformed into "human trafficking," and the
regulatory focus has shifted from a pure prohibition of ownership of human beings to complex
standards for prevention, protection, and criminal prosecution. Along with global treaties, the
list also includes Bulgarian normative acts such as the Law on Combating Trafficking in Human
Beings, amendments to the Penal Code, and decisions of the Council of Ministers, which allows
for tracking the transposition of international norms into national law.

The second axis brings together historical and sociological interpretations of slavery and
its modern incarnations. Classic works by Dresher, Patterson, Lovejoy, Bales, and James
Watson place trafficking in the long perspective of economic cycles, global systemic analyses,
and cultural justifications for exploitation. These texts are used as a conceptual bridge between
"old" slavery and today's schemes of control through debt, vulnerability, and digital

surveillance.



The third thematic core develops criminological and economic explanatory models.
Authors such as Aronowitz, Chuang, Shelly, Latonero, and Konrad demonstrate how
contemporary criminal networks take advantage of liberalized markets, migration pressures,
and online infrastructure. One line traces the macro drivers—globalization, inequality,
corruption—while another delves into the technological layer of algorithms, crypto payments,
and advertising platforms. In this way, classical rational choice theory (Cornish & Clarke) is
combined with 21st-century digital forensics (Europol IOCTA, UNODC TRACE).

The list also includes a number of empirical studies with a comparative regional or
sectoral focus — situations in West Africa, Southeast Asia, the Middle East, the Balkans, labor
exploitation in sectors such as construction and fishing, forced marriages, kafala, ad fraud,
military conflicts, and climate disasters as catalysts of vulnerability. Reports by the ILO, IOM,
UNHCR, Walk Free, and GAATW add quantitative estimates such as profits, number of
victims, and sectoral vulnerability, which can serve as comparative indicators in the analysis.

Critical feminist and human rights perspectives are also available (Munro, Lobasz,
Davidson, OSCE policy briefs), introducing the discourse on gender, ethical dilemmas
surrounding the criminalization of the consumer, and the risks of "collateral damage" to
migrants and sex workers. This line balances the more repressive criminal law perspectives by
emphasizing the need for victim-centered and rights-based policies.

The Bulgarian issue is situated through national statistics (NSI), annual reports of the
NCCTHB, government decrees, and academic publications (Petrunov, Velchev, Pushkarova,
SOS-Families at Risk Foundation, and others). They provide a concrete measure of the trends
described above and allow us to test the hypothesis of "good regulatory harmonization versus
uneven enforcement."”

In its scope, this bibliography offers an interdisciplinary basis—Iegal, historical,
sociological, economic, and technological—on which to build a critical, empirically grounded
dissertation analysis of human trafficking, situated between global trends and the Bulgarian
context.

Structure of the dissertation

The dissertation is structured in four main chapters. In addition, it includes an
introduction, conclusion, list of references (bibliography), self-assessment of contribution, list
of publications, and appendix. Each of the main chapters contains four subchapters, and at the
end of each chapter there is a summary and conclusions that synthesize the main points and

analytical results.
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The introduction to the dissertation clearly outlines the scientific and social relevance
of the topic, positioning human trafficking as both a global and national problem of security,
human rights, and social justice. It argues for the relevance of the topic through three mutually
reinforcing lines of argument: the historical continuity between traditional slavery and
contemporary forms of exploitation; the escalating scale of the crime in the context of
globalization, migration crises and digitalization, as well as the specific vulnerability of
Bulgaria as a country of origin, transit, and, in some cases, destination. By summarizing current
statistical data from the UN, Eurostat, and the US State Department, the introduction
demonstrates both the geographical spread and the gender and economic disparities among
victims, emphasizing the high latency of the phenomenon.

Conceptually, it is emphasized that human trafficking is integrated into broader
organized crime networks and requires an interdisciplinary analytical approach. This sets the
framework for formulating the object, subject, purpose, tasks, and research thesis that link
socio-structural factors, the international legal framework, and empirical deficits. The
methodology presented, through a combination of historical, legal, sociological, and economic
approaches with original field research (a survey among students and in-depth interviews with
victims and experts) seeks to emphasize the desire to balance qualitative and quantitative data
and to overcome the lack of long-term, follow-up, and representative studies in Bulgaria.

Finally, the introduction motivates the structure of the dissertation as a logical
progression from a historical-conceptual review through a theoretical framework and empirical
analysis to a critical assessment of national policies. Thus, it lays the foundations for the
purpose of the work, namely, to measure the effectiveness of Bulgarian measures to combat
human trafficking against international standards and to propose evidence-based guidelines for
improvement and argue for the need for systematic scientific research as the only reliable way
to understand and disrupt the criminal routes of traffickers.

Chapter I. Historical and contextual basis of human trafficking contains four
subchapters, which sequentially trace the evolution of the institution of slavery, analyze global
movements for its abolition, examine human trafficking as a modern form of slavery,
determines the crime of "human trafficking" through its main factors, and synthesizes the
summaries and conclusions from the extensive historical and conceptual review. Chapter I
examines the evolution of slavery as one of the most enduring and adaptive institutions in
human history and outlines the logical connection between traditional practices of violent

subjugation and today's human trafficking.
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The analysis begins with the emergence of slave relations in the Sumerian city-states,
traces their development through the classical world of Greece and Rome, passes through feudal
and colonial exploitative regimes, and reaches its apogee in the transatlantic slave trade (16th—
19th centuries). Special attention is paid to the way in which different civilizations legitimized
slavery—initially through racial, ethno-religious, and caste hierarchies, and later through
economic rationalization based on the demand for cheap and controllable labor.

A key turning point in the historical narrative is the transition from formalized
ownership of the human body to more diffuse but no less violent practices of control. Following
a series of abolitionist movements and international treaties—the Declaration of the Congress
of Vienna (1815), the British Slavery Abolition Act (1833), the Slavery Convention (1926), and
its Protocol (1953)—the share of "legally recognized" slavery declined sharply. However, this
did not eliminate the economic incentives for exploitation; on the contrary, they were
reformatted into modern mechanisms of forced labor, debt bondage, document dependency,
and sexual or criminal exploitation—models that we now recognize under the term "human
trafficking."

Against this historical background, the role of the contemporary international legal
framework—the Palermo Protocol, the Council of Europe Convention (CETS 197), and the
series of strategic documents of the EU, UN, and OSCE—is analyzed. Although they codify
minimum standards for prevention, protection, and prosecution, these instruments are only
effective to the extent that they are translated into functioning national mechanisms. The
Bulgarian case is the subject of the following chapters and is examined precisely through the
prism of this "translation" of universal norms into concrete institutional practices.

An analysis of historical and contemporary forms of slavery allows us to formulate
several interrelated conclusions about its nature and persistence.

First, the institution is characterized by exceptional universality and adaptability. In
every civilizational era—from ancient city-states through colonial empires to today's globalized
world—violent subjugation has managed to "translate" itself into the language of its time, with
changing legal definitions, moral justifications, and organizational forms change, but the basic
logic of economically profitable control over human labor and bodies remains unchanged.

This leads to the second conclusion: slavery, and in our days human trafficking,
functions as a powerful economic engine. The constant demand for cheap, easily subjugated
labor makes it a sustainable component of global value chains, from the plantations and mines

of the New World to modern factories, farms, construction sites, and the sex industry. The
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unbalanced principle of "supply and demand" fuels a market in which people are treated as
commodities and profit systematically prevails over basic ethical norms.

The third observation outlines an evolution, or rather a transformation, from overt
ownership to a less visible but equally effective form of control. Legal prohibitions on the
ownership of people, introduced in more and more countries during the 19th and 20th centuries,
did not eliminate exploitation, but merely pushed it into gray areas where invisible coercion
prevails through debt bondage, documentary dependence, threats, psychological and digital
means of control.

The change in the discursive mechanisms used to justify exploitation is also significant.
While in the colonial era slavery was justified by racial and religious arguments, in
contemporary reality it is justified by the language of poverty, migration vulnerability, uneven
development, and even false promises of labor mobility and a better life. This ideological
transition shows that exploitative practices are skilfully adapted to the prevailing social and
economic narratives.

Next is the role of international law. Various conventions, protocols, and directives form
an important regulatory framework and create political pressure on states, but without effective
sanctions, integrated monitoring, and resource security, their influence on practices at the
national and local levels remains limited. Legal progress is hampered by operational deficits
that allow exploitation to flourish.

The final conclusion emphasizes the need for a comprehensive, multi-layered response.
Historical experience clearly demonstrates that sustainable counteraction can only be achieved
through the simultaneous application of legal, economic, social, and cultural measures,
supported by unconditional protection of human rights and effective justice. Where one of these
links is missing, the system quickly reproduces new forms of dependence, proving that the fight
against slavery and human trafficking requires an integrated, long-term effort aimed at both the
roots and the manifestations of the phenomenon.

The historical and comparative perspective developed in Chapter I seeks to build the
analytical foundation on which human trafficking is viewed as a "modern form of slavery." The
rationale for emphasizing this continuity is twofold. On the one hand, it draws attention to the
deeply rooted socio-economic structures that continue to produce exploitative practices. On the
other hand, it sets criteria for evaluating contemporary policies, namely to what extent they
address the structural causes of vulnerability, rather than just the overt manifestations of the

crime. In this way, Chapter I serves as a conceptual bridge to the following parts of the
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dissertation, where theoretical models of trafficking, empirical data from Bulgaria, and the
effectiveness of existing prevention, protection, and prosecution measures will be analyzed.

Chapter II. Theoretical conceptualization of human trafficking builds the
theoretical framework of the dissertation by examining human trafficking through the lens of
several complementary sociological perspectives and outlining the structural prerequisites that
support the phenomenon. First, the process of internalization is examined—the integration of
the universal definitions and standards formulated in the Palermo Protocol and Directive
2011/36/EU into Bulgarian laws, professional practices, and public attitudes. It is shown that
successful transposition is not limited to legislative changes, but rather requires cultural
awareness of the fact that exploitation is not a foreign problem, but a deeply embedded reality.

The sociological perspective transforms human trafficking from a purely criminal case
into a mirror of contemporary inequalities, cultural attitudes, and power asymmetries. It is
precisely this perspective that allows the phenomenon to be traced simultaneously at the macro,
meso, and micro levels, with each level contributing to the complete picture. The second
analytical layer develops the modified "push—pull-retain" scheme. Alongside repelling factors
such as poverty and unemployment and attracting factors such as the demand for cheap labor,
retaining mechanisms occupy a special place, namely enslavement through debt, fear of
institutions, emotional manipulation, and control over personal documents. It is these invisible
dependencies that turn the victim into a subordinate resource, without the need for constant
physical coercion.

At the macro level, globalization, digital convergence, and restrictive migration regimes
that fuel the market for illegal labor and exploitation are analyzed. Globalization cannot be held
responsible for trafficking on its own, but it creates a favorable system for its development
through economic, political, and social processes that increase mobility, economic inequality,
and social vulnerability. Effective prevention requires not only punitive measures, but also
integrated social, economic, and legal policies, including reform of labor and migration
legislation, combating corruption, and protecting vulnerable groups. At the macro level, the
phenomenon is fueled by poverty, chronic unemployment, and a lack of legal opportunities for
mobility. It is precisely where social institutions fail to guarantee education and employment
that a vacuum opens up, filled by criminal networks. Thus, trafficking becomes a visible
indicator of the quality of the social system and highlights the need for profound, rather than
merely punitive, reforms.

At the meso level, weaknesses in institutional response, corruption, and regional

criminal networks that facilitate traffickers are examined. Sociology outlines the flexible, semi-
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formal channels—family, ethnic, and now mass digital connections—through which crime
flows. It tracks how the criminal "business model" fits into the global economy—cheap labor
generated on the periphery meets high demand in wealthy centers. This turns trafficking into a
transnational social connection that is more resilient than state borders and requires
synchronized international policies, not just bilateral agreements.

At the micro level, biographical trauma, domestic violence, and ethnic marginalization
are tracked as personal risk accelerators. Research shows that vulnerability is shaped not so
much by "ignorance" as by low social competence, emotional dependencies, and online
manipulation. High general awareness is no guarantee that part of society does not accept verbal
agreements or internet advertisements as normal labour practice, which in turn represents
socialisation towards risk, sustaining the trafficking market. Therefore, prevention should
develop digital literacy and critical thinking, rather than being limited to one-off campaign
activities and posters. Cultural and symbolic layers reveal additional inequalities—gender, age,
and ethnicity are peculiar "markers" for different visibility and stigmatization. girls are often
"labeled" as potential victims, while boys' vulnerability remains hidden behind stereotypes of
male invulnerability. This explains why the social reintegration of survivors requires not only
services, but also a change in the collective perceptions that perpetuate secondary victimization.

Finally, the relationship between trafficker and victim is a concentrated expression of
power inequality because it embodies the global hierarchy between center and periphery,
between elites and marginalized groups. The sociological perspective is indispensable here,
exposing the structural roots of exploitation and shifting responsibility from the "failed
individual" to the societies that allow such dependencies to reproduce. Therefore, sustainable
counteraction to trafficking cannot be limited to criminal law. It requires comprehensive social
policies, inter-institutional partnerships, and a rewriting of the cultural narratives that justify
exploitation.

A key part of this overall picture is the description of the transition from traditional to
hybrid and fully digital recruitment schemes. Social networks and encrypted platforms have
reduced costs and risks for perpetrators, allowing them to control victims through micro-
targeted ads, fake job offers, and "lover-boy" tactics, using algorithmic surveillance, economic
dependence, and psychological pressure. The interplay of macro-, meso-, and micro-dynamics
demonstrates that unilateral interventions rarely yield sustainable results and that effective
prevention requires an integrated approach combining criminal, social, economic, and cultural

measurcs.

Technological developments provide human traffickers with new and diverse
opportunities to carry out their criminal activities at all stages — from recruitment and initial
contact to control and exploitation of victims. The online environment and digital technologies
greatly facilitate traffickers' work, allowing them to quickly and effectively reach a large
number of potential victims, with a high degree of personalization. Platforms such as Facebook,
Instagram, TikTok, and encrypted applications such as Telegram and WhatsApp now serve as
primary channels for recruitment and control, enabling the entire process from initial contact to
travel arrangements to be carried out without the physical presence of the trafficker.

According to reports by UNODC and Europol, online advertising and trade in sexual
services, especially involving children, have become a significant and growing segment of
human trafficking. Evidence of this trend can be found in cases in the US and Austria, where
the internet was used as the main channel for organizing exploitation in the reported cases. The
COVID-19 pandemic has further accelerated these trends, as lockdowns and economic
uncertainty have created new conditions for online recruitment and exploitation, especially
among vulnerable groups such as women and children. Digital technologies offer numerous
advantages to criminal networks, such as the possibility of mass and automated recruitment
through chatbots and targeted advertising algorithms, the use of cryptocurrencies to pay for
services, and communication via encrypted platforms, which ensures a high degree of
anonymity and minimal traceability. This complex infrastructure significantly hinders the
efforts of law enforcement agencies and non-governmental organizations to identify and stop
the activities of traffickers.

At the same time, digital technologies also have the potential to be a powerful tool in
combating human trafficking. The OSCE report and the Tech Against Trafficking initiative
identify over 300 technological solutions that support victim identification, data analysis,
supply chain management, corporate accountability, and worker empowerment. Businesses are
the main users of these technologies, followed by NGOs and law enforcement agencies, with
the private sector dominating as a developer. However, it is recommended that the focus shift
from creating new solutions to mass implementation and systematic evaluation of existing ones.
On the other hand, the legal framework for online platforms remains insufficiently effective, as
most of them rely on voluntary standards and self-regulation, leading to inconsistent and
delayed responses to documented abuses. Developing technological capabilities, combined
with gaps in legislation and insufficient coordination between institutions, increase the risk and

create a favorable environment for new forms of exploitation.
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As a result, the modern dynamics of human trafficking are increasingly shifting from

traditional physical routes to virtual and digital channels. Therefore, institutions should adapt
their approaches by introducing both technological tools for early identification and tracking of
online criminal activity and clear and effective regulatory mechanisms that hold online
intermediaries accountable and reduce the anonymity of traffickers.
Several key conclusions can be drawn from the analysis. First, human trafficking is highly
adaptive to technological and social changes, which is why static regulations are losing their
effectiveness. Second, cultural and professional understanding of the problem is as important
as regulatory harmonization, because without it, internal trafficking remains underestimated.
Third, the causes of the phenomenon operate simultaneously at the macro, meso, and micro
levels, so policies should combine economic measures to reduce inequalities, institutional anti-
corruption efforts, and individual prevention targeting the most vulnerable groups.

Finally, digitization requires proactive monitoring of the online environment and the

introduction of mandatory standards for online platforms, as well as multidisciplinary
approaches that combine social work, legal assistance, and financial investigations.
With these conclusions, Chapter II seeks to demonstrate that human trafficking functions as a
highly technological and socially embedded system. This determines the need for a
comprehensive, coordinated response that integrates law, technology, and social policy and lays
the groundwork for the empirical and policy assessment work in the following parts of the
dissertation.

Chapter II1. Empirical Framework and Verifications presents the empirical research
conducted.

Objectives and Tasks

The main objective is to analyze the multidimensional nature of human trafficking in
Bulgaria, as well as the effectiveness of existing policies and mechanisms for its prevention,
through a combined qualitative and quantitative approach. The study combines three
complementary methods—a survey among students, in-depth interviews with victims, and
interviews with experts—in order to achieve maximum analytical depth and validity of
conclusions.

Specifically, the quantitative part examines the awareness, attitudes, and degree of
recognition of risk patterns among young people in the critical "window of vulnerability"

characteristic of their age upon completion of secondary education.
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The qualitative component reconstructs the subjective experiences of victims and reveals the
psychological and social factors that facilitate their involvement in trafficking, showing why
knowledge of the risks does not always prevent exploitation.

The expert interviews, in turn, link empirical data to institutional reality, assess the
effectiveness of preventive and protective systems, identify challenges in policy
implementation, and offer guidelines for improving coordination and cooperation between
different institutions.

The integration of the results from the three research levels provides a comprehensive view of
human trafficking in Bulgaria—from the awareness and vulnerability of potential victims,
through the personal experiences of victims, to the actual institutional response, and in addition,
it provides an opportunity to formulate practical recommendations for improving existing
policies and practices.

Research questions

The formulation of research questions for the empirical part was necessary in order to
transform the general objectives and hypotheses of the dissertation into clearly defined,
operationally measurable steps, to guide the selection and design of the questionnaire and
interviews, and to ensure the transition from the theoretical framework to the specific
methodology.

Research questions for the survey among students

1. What is the level of awareness among 12th grade students about the risks associated

with human trafficking?

2. To what extent do young people recognize traffickers' schemes and know who to

turn to in case of threat and risk?

3. What are the attitudes and readiness of students to seek help or share information in

a potential risk situation?

4. What are the main sources of information about human trafficking according to

students and how does this affect their behavior?

Research questions for in-depth interviews with victims
1. What are the main approaches and mechanisms by which individuals become involved

in human trafficking situations in Bulgaria?
2.  What psychological and social factors facilitate involvement in exploitation, even when
there is a certain awareness of the risk?

3. How do survivors of trafficking perceive institutional support and the reintegration

process after experiencing exploitation?
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Research questions for interviews with experts
1. How do experts assess the effectiveness of existing policies and mechanisms for
identifying, preventing, and protecting victims of human trafficking?
2. What are the main challenges and difficulties in coordination and cooperation between
institutions working to combat human trafficking?
3. What practical measures and recommendations do experts propose to improve national
policy and inter-institutional cooperation?
General integrative research questions
1. To what extent do existing policies meet the real needs of vulnerable groups and
victims?
2. Which aspects of the overall response system are effective, and which need
improvement according to the three research approaches?
Respondents

The survey is aimed at high school students (12th grade) in secondary schools in the
city of Blagoevgrad. It was conducted in person during the 2024 school year. The sample
includes 273 respondents, selected according to predefined criteria, namely age range
corresponding to the last school year before graduation and belonging to the relevant
educational level. The questionnaire is standardized, the study is non-representative, and the
selection is non-probabilistic, i.e., targeted, as the study includes only those schools and classes
that meet the set parameters.

Respondents confirm a gender-balanced sample profile, with women (girls) being the
slightly dominant group — 138 women (girls) — 50.55%, 126 men (boys) — 46.15%. Among the
273 respondents surveyed, 9 chose the option "I prefer not to answer" to the question about
gender, which constitutes about 3.3% of the sample. This answer, although a small proportion,
has important analytical significance. On the one hand, it reflects increased sensitivity to issues
of personal identity and a certain reluctance to categorize according to traditional binary models
(male/female). On the other hand, such a choice may be the result of a desire for greater
anonymity, unwillingness to share sensitive information, or reflect individual beliefs related to
the understanding of gender as a socially and culturally conditioned category.

In sociological terms, this result shows that even among young people in Bulgaria there
is already a certain tendency to rethink identity and seek greater freedom in self-determination.
This should be considered in future research in the field of human trafficking, by providing a
wider range of options for self-identification and emphasizing the guarantee of anonymity.

Ultimately, the emergence of this type of response suggests the need for greater sensitivity and
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adaptability in the methodology of empirical social research, especially when studying
vulnerable or youth groups. The study was conducted anonymously in accordance with research
ethics requirements.

As part of this study, semi-structured in-depth interviews were conducted with eleven
experts working in the field of combating human trafficking and protecting victims. The
interviews were conducted between November 2024 and January 2025, with face-to-face or
online formats via platforms such as Zoom and Messenger being preferred in most cases. This
facilitated access to respondents and ensured greater flexibility in arranging the time and
manner of the interviews, especially in cases where participants were in different towns and
even outside Bulgaria or had difficulties attending in person. Online interviews via Zoom and
Messenger contributed to a greater sense of anonymity and security among some of the
interviewees working with highly sensitive cases.

The empirical part of the dissertation was supplemented by in-depth semi-standardized
interviews with eleven victims of human trafficking between August and October 2024. The
aim of the interviews was to identify the individual and contextual factors that facilitate
exploitation, to trace the subjective experience of contacts with institutions and services, and to
assess the extent to which the existing protection system manages to meet the real needs of
victims.

For ethical and methodological reasons, the focus was on adults who had already been
stabilized in a residential or reintegration service for a minimum of three months. At the time
of the interview, all respondents were housed in state shelters for victims of trafficking.

Tools

The questionnaire used in the study with high school students is a standardized
questionnaire consisting mainly of closed questions with predefined answers. Most of the
questions include a three-point scale, requiring a choice between answers such as "Yes/No/l
cannot judge," while others allow "more than one answer" and thus enable the participants'
different points of view and personal impressions to be covered. Free-text questions are
included, allowing respondents to add their own answers if they feel that none of the suggested
answers reflect their opinion.

The structure of the questionnaire follows a quantitative methodology aimed at
collecting objective and comparable data on young people's awareness and attitudes towards
human trafficking. The topics covered include the prevalence and significance of the problem
at national and European level, the identification of vulnerable groups, the main reasons for

involvement in trafficking, the vulnerability of young people, the role of the internet and social
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networks, awareness of available institutions and helplines, and readiness to take preventive
action before traveling or working abroad.

In addition, the questionnaire contains a demographic question about the gender of the
participant. The advantage of the tool used is that it allows statistical analysis of the data
obtained, searching for dependencies between demographic characteristics and the answers
given, as well as the possibility of tracking behavioral and cognitive patterns among students.
The approach with mainly closed questions facilitates both the collection and processing of
information, which is particularly important in studies with a large number of participants.

Although the questionnaire states that it can be completed in about three minutes, in
practice, five to ten minutes were allowed, as this interval allowed respondents to read the
questions carefully, consider their answers, and mark the correct ones. In addition, the longer
time allowed for clarification of any ambiguities, especially for questions that required selecting
more than one answer or adding one's own opinion. This reduces the risk of hasty, ill-
considered, or formal answers and contributes to greater reliability and validity of the collected
data. The wider time window provided is also good practice when working with students who
have different reading speeds and levels of familiarity with the questionnaire.

The questionnaire for conducting in-depth interviews with experts working in the
field of combating human trafficking and protecting victims is a research tool structured as a
semi-standardized interview. It includes a series of open-ended questions aimed at revealing
the individual and institutional expertise of the respondents, their opinion on the current
situation and the challenges facing policies for prevention, protection and reintegration of
victims.

The seventeen questions have been selected to cover all key aspects of the issue — from
professional experience and specific measures implemented by the organisation, through the
identification of "hidden" forms of exploitation and the need for training of medical and social
workers, to an analysis of the regulatory framework and the effectiveness of inter-institutional
cooperation. Particular attention is paid to the role of health professionals, crisis intervention,
reintegration processes, the need for scientific research, and professional supervision.

The questionnaire allows experts to comment on current legislative changes, express
their opinion on new forms of exploitation, and make recommendations for improving
practices. The open-ended nature of the questions allows for flexibility and depth in the
responses, which facilitates the identification of "invisible" problems, obstacles to effective

protection, and potential solutions that could not be captured through survey instruments.
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Overall, this research tool was used because it reflects the principles of qualitative
methodology and is suitable for analyzing systemic and institutional challenges, gathering
expert opinions, and formulating practical guidelines for improving policies to combat human
trafficking.

The questionnaire for interviewing victims was designed as a classic in-depth
interview tool aimed at capturing the entire life cycle of the victim—from personal socio-
demographic background, through the process of involvement and exploitation, to the way in
which the institutional system responds and supports reintegration. The questions are grouped
into five logical blocks.

The first block covers the basic profile and circumstances that contributed to
vulnerability (age, education, family background, childhood, possible addictions, and early
trauma).

The second block reconstructs the trafficking mechanism in terms of how recruitment
took place, what control was exercised (confiscation of documents, restrictions on movement,
access to income), how long the exploitation lasted, and whether the victim was aware of their
situation.

The third block describes the moment of identification and the first institutional
contact—initial emotions, awareness of rights, assessment of health and psychological
interventions, the presence of a legal representative, and the actual steps taken in the
investigation.

The fourth section examines the quality of long-term support, namely who helps with
reintegration, what services are lacking, and how the victims themselves would limit
trafficking.

The fifth section describes attitudes toward the investigation and trial, representing a
complex mix of hope, fear, and mistrust that took shape in the first minutes after the plant was
shut down and continued to develop during the investigation and trial phases.

Communication is entirely open and narrative, allowing the interviewee to set the pace
and level of detail. There are also some closed questions when registering an "emotion map,"
where the respondent can indicate the states they have experienced (stress, shame, relief,
distrust, and others). This approach, which is a free narrative with a slightly semiotic scale,
provides a balance between rich context and the minimal structure needed to compare cases.
Validity and reliability

Various measures have been taken to ensure the validity and reliability of the

Instruments.
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The student questionnaire

To ensure the reliability and clarity of the questions, they were compared with examples
from European and Bulgarian studies on the subject. The questionnaire was then tested among
24 students to check whether the questions were understandable and unambiguous. Any unclear
or misleading questions were reworded until they were fully understandable to the respondents.
After the trial completion, the logical connection between the answers and the degree of internal
consistency were analyzed. The results showed a high degree of consistency between the
answers and almost complete agreement when the questionnaire was completed again,
confirming the reliability and stability of the questionnaire.

The questionnaire for experts

The questionnaire covers all key aspects — from the prevention of human trafficking to
the prosecution of perpetrators and the provision of support to victims. In order to validate the
content, the questions were submitted to the experts themselves — social workers,
representatives of commissions and non-governmental organisations — with a request to assess
their relevance and completeness. The experts confirmed that the questions were adequate and
covered the essential topics related to combating human trafficking.

Interviews with victims of trafficking

This part of the study is the most sensitive component. In order to avoid unnecessary
stress or discomfort for the respondents, the questions were consulted in advance with a
psychologist and social worker. The interviews began with lighter, neutral questions in order to
create a calm and safe atmosphere for sharing.

Research ethics

This dissertation research is fully compliant with the basic ethical principles for
conducting social empirical studies related to sensitive topics such as human trafficking. The
fieldwork was conducted in strict compliance with the principles of voluntariness and informed
consent.

In the questionnaire survey, all participants completed the questionnaires voluntarily
after providing written permission from the Regional Education Administration. The anonymity
of the responses and the confidentiality of the data collected were guaranteed by the lack of
personal identification of the participants and the storage of the database solely for academic
and scientific research purposes.

About the interviews with experts, each interviewee received an invitation in advance

describing the purpose of the study, the expected duration of the conversation, the nature of the
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data collected, and the right to withdraw at any time without negative consequences. Consent
was verified before the start of the interview.

About interviews with victims of human trafficking, after obtaining prior permission
from the National Commission for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings (NCCTHB) and
from the directors of the Shelters in the cities of Varna, Sofia, and Burgas, teams of social
workers, psychologists, and directors mediated the informed presentation of the study to
potential participants. After the respondent declared their informed consent, a meeting was
scheduled in a suitable room that guaranteed confidentiality, tranquility, and psychological
safety.

All respondents were informed in advance of their rights: voluntary participation, the
option to withdraw at any time without negative consequences, guaranteed anonymity, and the
right not to answer questions that cause emotional discomfort. The informed consent form was
written in clear and accessible language and included an explanation of the study's objectives,
benefits, right to withdraw, and available forms of support. It was explicitly emphasized that
the study was not related to any police or judicial investigation.

Interviews with victims of human trafficking followed a semi-structured format, which
ensured flexibility and the possibility of adaptation in real time. Working with this vulnerable
group required a delicate approach based on the ethical principle of "do no harm," which meant
strictly avoiding revictimization or emotional overload.

The conversation began with neutral topics in order to build trust, and sensitive issues
were introduced gradually and only when the participant appeared to be stable. Control over
the interview was entirely in the hands of the respondent, who had the right to skip a question,
request a pause, or terminate the meeting without explanation. At the first signs of distress, the
topic was changed or the interview was interrupted.

The locations for the interviews were chosen to ensure confidentiality and security. In
Sofia and Varna, the respondents were supported by the directors of the shelters, and in Burgas
by a psychologist and a social worker. All meetings were conducted by the same person with
experience in working with vulnerable groups and techniques for active listening and
stabilization. If necessary, immediate support from a psychologist was provided.

The interviews were not recorded using technical means. Instead, handwritten notes
were taken, which were subsequently transcribed and encrypted. Personal data was replaced
with codes and stored separately from the content of the conversation. The analysis did not rely
on additional pressure to confirm statements, but rather on comparison with institutional,

judicial, or medical documents, where possible. None of the respondents exercised their right
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to refuse to answer or to terminate their participation, which testifies to the trust established and
the safe environment created. In the event of a conflict between scientific interest and the well-
being of the participant, unconditional priority was given to the protection of human dignity
and psycho-emotional stability.

Results

Two main tools were used for the statistical processing of the results obtained from the
survey conducted among students: SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences) 27.0 for
Windows for processing multiple responses, cross-analyses, and calculating descriptive
indicators, as well as Microsoft Excel for additional systematization and visualization of the
results. The presentation of the results is supported by graphs and tabular summaries, in
accordance with the requirements for academic correctness.

The interviews with the experts were conducted both in person and remotely, depending
on the convenience and technical capabilities of the participants. The conversations were audio
or video recorded only with prior consent. The recordings are stored in encrypted form and will
be permanently deleted one year after the public defense of the dissertation. In addition, a
separate encrypted container has been created using VeraCrypt, protected by a strong, unique
password and accessible on a local computer without connection to cloud services. This makes
unauthorized access to the content practically impossible, and after the one-year period
specified in the ethical protocol has expired, the container will be permanently deleted.

Chapter IV of the dissertation is entitled '"Countering Human Trafficking in
Bulgaria" and examines in depth the policies and measures to counter human trafficking in
Bulgaria, positioning them in the context of international standards and global approaches. It
begins with an overview of the evolution of international paradigms for countering trafficking,
starting with the initial "3P" model (prosecution, protection, prevention) and moving on to the
more contemporary approaches of "4Ps - prevention, protection, prosecution, partnership" and
"5Ps - prevention, protection, prosecution, partnership, participation,” which add partnership
between institutions and civil society and the active participation of victims in countering
policies. The chapter examines the influence of historical events and contemporary trends such
as digitalisation, climate change and growing corporate responsibility on the development of
these models.

The second part focuses specifically on the state of the Bulgarian regulatory and
institutional framework. Bulgaria is presented as a country with a well-developed legal basis
that criminalizes all forms of human trafficking, including sexual exploitation, labor

exploitation, forced begging, and trafficking for the purpose of organ removal. The role of key
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institutions—the National Commission for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings
(NCCTHB) and Local Commissions (LCCTHB)—is emphasized, highlighting their leading
role in coordinating and monitoring policy implementation. Despite the positive aspects of the
regulatory framework, empirical and comparative analysis reveal significant operational
challenges, such as the limited application of mechanisms for confiscating traffickers' assets, a
shortage of places and specialized services for accommodating and supporting victims, and
difficulties in achieving effective interagency coordination.

Special attention is paid to the possibility of certifying non-governmental organizations
involved in assisting victims of trafficking, which would ensure a higher quality of services
provided and strengthen trust between institutions and the civil sector. It is also proposed to
create a single digital platform for the exchange of operational information between institutions,
which would improve the effectiveness of preventive and punitive measures.

The certification of non-governmental organizations working with victims of trafficking
is crucial for three interrelated reasons. First, it guarantees a minimum professional standard—
proven team competencies, clear procedures for personal data protection, internal rules against
secondary victimization, and external control mechanisms. Without such a filter, the state risks
delegating sensitive tasks such as crisis accommodation, psychotherapy, and legal assistance to
structures whose capacity or code of ethics have not been verified. This is precisely why
GRETA, and the European Commission recommend the introduction of "licensing" for
specialized service providers. In the absence of such a regime, the fourth "P" — partnership — is
undermined because public institutions cannot be sure who is actually on the other side.

Secondly, certification facilitates the introduction of the unified digital platform already
mentioned in the dissertation. If each accredited NGO uses the standards found in the certificate
for case coding, vulnerability assessment, and performance indicators, its data can be fed
directly into the shared cloud of the Ministry of Interior, the Prosecutor's Office, and social
services. This would overcome the current fragmentation, which prevents Bulgaria from
accessing the full analytical picture. Certified organizations would become "validated nodes"
in the information exchange chain, which is a prerequisite for monitoring online recruitment
and tracking repeat traffickers in real time.

Third, certification of organizational and financial standards binds the NGO sector to
the corporate due diligence requirements laid down in the new European directive. When a
construction or agricultural company has to prove that its supply chain is "clean," it will only
work with accredited partners for training, monitoring, and auditing. In this way, certification

gives the non-governmental sector a strategic function, which is not simply to care for victims,

but to serve as a verifiable guarantor of responsible business behavior. Thus, the fifth "R" —
reintegration and re-empowerment — receives a real resource: companies linked through
certified NGOs can offer protected jobs and professional internships to survivors of trafficking.

Therefore, certification is not an administrative formality, but a tool that closes the chain
described in the previous subchapter. It transforms regulatory harmonization into a concrete
infrastructure of trust, integrates non-governmental experience into the national data system,
facilitates access to European funding, and expands partnerships with businesses. Applied
uniformly, this requirement would allow Bulgaria to move from sporadic pilot initiatives to a
sustainable, measurable, and digitally secured policy—precisely the "second generation" of
reforms that makes the "3P—4P—5P" paradigm a reality.

Strategic recommendations are formulated to optimize policies to combat human
trafficking in Bulgaria. These include better budgeting with clear measurable indicators of
effectiveness, the establishment of a centralized national database, investment in social
programs for vulnerable groups, and strengthening technical and financial resources to improve
digital and financial investigations. The second generation of challenges facing Bulgaria is
highlighted, providing a comprehensive vision for the development of sustainable and effective
policies to combat human trafficking.

This dissertation examines human trafficking as a multifaceted social phenomenon that
combines historical, economic, social, legal, and cultural factors. The analysis showed that
human trafficking is not just a criminal act, but a deeply rooted social practice, sustainable over
time and capable of adapting to contemporary conditions, including through the active use of
digital technologies and social networks.

The study shows that Bulgaria demonstrates a high level of formal compliance with
international and European standards and has a developed regulatory framework for combating
human trafficking. However, the implementation of policies in practice remains uneven and
incomplete. Major international monitoring reports confirm this structural deficit—there are
good legal frameworks and strategic documents, but the implementation of policies in the field
is limited by a lack of sustainable funding, fragmented coordination, and insufficient specialized
training for staff.

The key challenge is to bridge the gap between the legislative level and practical
implementation. Despite the availability of significant resources and established institutional
mechanisms, remaining weaknesses — such as the lack of a unified digital database, chronic
shortage of shelter places and insufficient social support for victims — create a risk of ineffective

response and revictimisation.
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Furthermore, the analysis reveals that prevention remains an underestimated component
of the strategic model. Despite existing public awareness programs and initiatives, there is no
systematic approach that integrates education, digital literacy, and social policy. In this context,
non-governmental organizations should play a significant role and need to be certified and
integrated more effectively into the national framework for combating trafficking. This would
allow for greater accountability, transparency, and effectiveness of the services offered,
especially at the local level.

The dissertation also highlights the need for enhanced international cooperation and
exchange of good practices. The Bulgarian national mechanism for referring victims of
trafficking should be adapted and upgraded to include successful models from other European
countries such as Romania and Croatia. Improving digitization and sustainable funding of
shelters through municipal budgets would contribute to the creation of more flexible and
effective local protection and support structures. Based on the conclusions, some
recommendations for improving the national policy to combat human trafficking are outlined:

»  Creating a unified digital platform for sharing information between all relevant
institutions and non-governmental organizations;

» Strengthening prevention through the systematic integration of educational
programs in schools and targeted work with vulnerable communities;

»  Establishing multidisciplinary mobile teams and strengthening the capacity to
conduct financial investigations and confiscate traffickers' assets;

» Ensuring sustainable resource provision and funding for shelters and social services
for victims of trafficking, including through the activation of local budgets;

» Strengthening international cooperation and exchange of experience in applying
effective practices from other EU countries.

In summary, only through the consistent implementation of these measures and the
activation of existing mechanisms will Bulgaria be able to transform its significant regulatory
and institutional potential into real and sustainable results in the fight against human trafficking.

Human trafficking reflects inequalities and gaps in the social fabric. Bulgaria has a
comprehensive regulatory framework and an increasingly better institutional architecture, but
real change must occur where the law meets the people—in the classroom, at the workplace, at
the border crossing, in the online space, and at the crisis center. Only through sustainable
funding, technological renewal, and social investment in vulnerable communities can we turn
"strong paper protection" into a real shield for people whose dignified lives are threatened by

modern slavery.
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Limitations and future directions

The limitations of this study stem mainly from its geographical scope and the lack of
continuous follow-up of participants. The focus on a specific area—the city of Blagoevgrad—
allows for in-depth local analysis, but at the same time requires representative information
including other regions with different socioeconomic profiles, ethnocultural structures, or
institutional configurations. The lack of continuous measurement means that the study reflects
specific attitudes and opinions without being able to track how they evolve under the influence
of new policies, campaigns, or crises.

These limitations outline two key areas for future work. First, it is necessary to expand
the study to a wider range of educational and social contexts — small towns, vulnerable
communities in peripheral regions, as well as schools with different profiles (vocational high
schools, specialized schools, evening and distance learning forms). Second, it is advisable to
conduct a longitudinal study, measuring the dynamics of attitudes over time—for example,
studying the same respondents at intervals of 12—-24 months or conducting cohort comparisons
between successive graduating classes. This would allow for an assessment of the sustainability

of interventions and a prediction of the long-term effectiveness of various preventive strategies.

SELF-ASSESSMENT OF THE CONTRIBUTION TO THE DOCTORAL
DISSERTATION

» The vision of human trafficking as a modern form of slavery has been rethought,
traced historically, and verified in different temporal contexts in Bulgaria.

» A multi-layered analytical framework of the phenomenon of "human
trafficking" has been constructed, which integrates digitization with the classic
"push—pull-retain" model and shows how encrypted channels and recruitment
platforms create "invisible control" over human trafficking.

»  Within the Bulgarian context, an empirical study (using quantitative and
qualitative methods) has been conducted, highlighting the link between young
people's online behavior and specific practices of involvement.

» An indicator for the qualitative assessment of social services has been
developed, complementing the dominant quantitative indicators and addressing
the identified structural deficit in national and local programs related to human

trafficking.
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» Certification of non-governmental organizations involved in assisting victims of
trafficking has been proposed, which would ensure higher quality of services

provided and strengthen trust between institutions and the civil sector.
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
