1. Doctoral student Mirela Durchova — full-time doctoral student at the Department of
Bulgarian Language at the Faculty of Philology of South-West University "Neofit Rilski" —
presents a dissertation entitled "SYNTACTIC CONVERSATIONAL FEATURES IN THE
TETRALOGY OF DIMITAR TALEV," three independent articles and two more co-authored
articles on the topic of the dissertation, published in prestigious scientific journals. The list of
citations includes one citation of an individual article by Durchova and three citations of co-
research by Durchova and Tsonev. It is evident that the quantitative indicators of the minimum
national requirements have been met.

2. Of particular note, of course, is the dissertation "SYNTACTIC CONVERSATIONAL
FEATURES IN THE TETRALOGY OF DIMITAR TALEV." The doctoral student has
precisely formulated the object, subject, aim, and tasks of her research, which is the first
comprehensive study of the conversational syntactic features in the largest Bulgarian tetralogy
dedicated to the life and struggles of Macedonian Bulgarians. It is evident that the subject of
the study is the colloquial syntactic features inherent in oral communication on the one hand,
but on the other, they are also frequently found in the language of fiction with a specific
authorial purpose. Durchova's objective is clear - to describe and analyze the peculiarities of
Talev's syntax in colloquial speech, to present specific syntactic constructions, to examine
changes in the word order of utterances and the semantic-syntactic roles performed by
coordinating and subordinating conjunctions. Along with the main problem, a number of
additional tasks arising from it have also been solved. The main method used in the study is,
quite logically, descriptive analysis, in order to present synchronically the characteristic
features of colloquial syntax in Talev's tetralogy. The comparative method is used when
comparing the literary language and colloquial speech, and a diachronic approach is partially
applied to shed light on the origin of coordinating and subordinating conjunctions. In this first
part, the author demonstrates a good bibliographic culture, as the theoretical literature she
draws on shows that she has thoughtfully and creatively applied it to the needs of the study.

The next chapter presents specific conversational constructions, drawing on an
impressive array of illustrative material, on the basis of which two main types of constructions
are distinguished — repetitive and elliptical. The conclusion that the natural dialogue
communication recreated by Talev predisposes to the use of diverse types of utterances, in
which meaning rather than correct grammatical form is paramount, is reasonable.



Word order and word order changes are the subject of a special study in the next chapter
of the dissertation, and the conclusion that the desire to convey information in a more
expressive and natural way overcomes the word order normativity of the literary language and
predisposes to the use of diverse types of utterances is entirely reasonable and stems from the
reuse of abundant evidence.

The most voluminous chapter is devoted to colloquial connectors, the material is
substantial and meticulously arranged, and the observation is true that the conjunctions marked
as colloquial in Bulgarian dictionaries and grammars are the most frequent in oral
communication and are regularly used by Talev in the tetralogy, performing specific syntactic
tasks.

The concluding section, which summarizes the main observations of the study, also
carries its own weight. It is noted that Bulgarian colloquial speech is characterized by a variety
of linguistic features that in most cases have no analogue in the standard written language; that
repetitive constructions are among the most frequently used both in oral communication and in
Dimitar Talev's tetralogy, but at the same time, the elision of syntactic elements, characteristic
of colloquial syntax, is also reflected in Talev's tetralogy; that natural dialogical communication
predisposes to the emergence of reconstructions, anacoluthons, stimulus replies, hyperbatons,
etc. Once again, attention is drawn to the diverse use of conjunctions, as this paragraph could
be shortened somewhat, because in practice it repeats in detail what has already been stated
above.

3. I would like to make two more recommendations. The illustrative folklore material
presented alongside the author's, although interesting, has a different specificity, and Talev's is
sufficient to support the thesis. In this sense, I strongly recommend that it be omitted. The text
needs to be reviewed once more in detail to avoid annoying technical errors.

4., In conclusion, I will summarize that the dissertation "SYNTACTIC
CONVERSATIONAL FEATURES IN THE TETRALOGY OF DIMITAR TALEV" by
doctoral student Mirela Durchova is well-structured, detailed, based on meticulously extracted
evidence, and follows an established and effective methodology. The abstract summarizes the
main objectives, tasks, methodology, and results of the work.

Due to the scientific merits and contributions of the monograph, I strongly recommend
awarding the degree of PHD in the scientific field of Bulgarian Language, professional
direction 2.1. Philology, field of higher education 2. Humanities to doctoral student Mirela
Durchova.
