I1. Relevance of the Topic and Appropriateness of the Aims and Objectives

The chosen topic is highly relevant not only for the theory and management of education but also
for practice, particularly in relation to the effective management of kindergartens as specific
educational institutions operating within the information society.

The dissertation addresses not only the peculiarities of managing kindergartens but also formulates
the essential characteristics of a model for electronic management of preschool educational
institutions. Thus, the topic selected by the doctoral student is both defendable and scientifically
valuable.



ITI. Familiarity with the Problem

The author demonstrates thorough knowledge of the research problem in science, evaluates the
literature critically and creatively, and provides a comprehensive analysis of theoretical positions.

comprising four interconnected components: organizational processes, information
technologies, communication, and the human factor.

2. Scientific and Applied Contributions

o Identification of the specific characteristics of digital management in kindergartens within
the Bulgarian educational system, based on empirical research;

e Development of original research instruments for studying the attitudes and needs of
principals, teachers, and parents;

o Formulation of strategic recommendations for improving electronic management in
kindergartens.

The doctoral student has submitted 10 publications — two articles in scientific journals and eight
in scientific collections. The number and type of publications fully meet the requirements of SWU
for the public defense of a dissertation and adequately reflect the essence and results of the
dissertation research.
