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1. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation text.

The presented dissertation is completed in a volume of 196 pages. It is structured
in an introduction, three chapters (three components) and appendices. The
appendices represent the questionnaires of the empirical studies conducted among
young people and parents. In my opinion, this is a clear sign of the scientific
integrity and research erudition of the PhD student. A significant number of
graphic images are attached - 61 graphs and 56 tables, which visualize the
achieved results and patterns in detail and even in detail. The literature used covers
154 sources mainly in English. The overall layout of the dissertation speaks of a
serious and significant research effort, implemented with appropriate sociological
methods and achieving reasoned generalizations.

The dissertation, as | noted, is structured in three chapters (components), in each
of which the logic of the overall research design can be traced. The analysis is
specific, with reference to concepts, with rich bibliographical awareness on the
part of the author. Both the theoretical sources on the topic and the dynamics of
specific attitudes towards social phenomena set out in the main thematic field
have been thoroughly researched. In this sense, even at first reading, | can define

the study as a serious, current and original sociological view of an important social
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phenomenon in the field of public communications in a technological
environment and their role in Greek society, in the way young people
communicate in it, as well as in modeling the trends of its development. The
doctoral candidate sets specific research tasks that are relevant to the general goal
of the research project - studying the way in which social networks influence the
ability of young users to critically evaluate, interpret and interact with digital
content, as well as to the current issue of the role of digital media in the institute
of education. The publication activity of the doctoral candidate is also very
impressive - three articles published in English and one in print on the topic of the
dissertation research, which, together with the presented text, fully meets the legal
requirements for admission to public defence.

2. Scientific and research characteristics of the dissertation. Methodology
and relevance.

The study uses quantitative methods to obtain empirical data, aiming to examine
the relationship between the use of social media and media literacy among young
people in the Republic of Greece. As a specific instrument for collecting empirical
data, a structured questionnaire was used, distributed electronically to individuals
aged 18 to 25 (p. 11). This describes the entire dissertation as fully relevant to
both the main scientific idea and the doctoral program in which it was developed.
On the other hand, communication through social networks poses new challenges
to the social sciences and especially sociology, as it is related to such phenomena
as identity, social influence, online dissemination of ideas and images, the
emergence of online culture and specific activities and phenomena such as citizen
journalism, influencers, bloggers, vloggers, etc. But not only in this sense is the
PhD student's research very relevant. It examines in detail and analyses the impact
of communication technologies on media literacy education and their broader
influence on the behaviour and socialization of young people. Particular attention
is paid to the integration of social media in an educational context, which creates

new opportunities, but also poses new challenges. The object and subject of the
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study are described extremely correctly, which in itself is an excellent basis for
its full implementation. The main hypotheses — 5 in number — are formulated in a
debatable and logically consistent manner (p. 11) and clearly identify the main
scientific problem — the noticeable difference between digital fluency skills (ease
of navigating platforms) and critical media literacy skills, which suggests that
frequent use of social media is not equivalent to informed or critical use by young
people. The methodology used by the young colleague includes combined
empirical studies of students (university students, recent graduates and young
adults) and their parents in order to achieve multidimensionality of the results
obtained. At the same time, in order to achieve transparency and scientific
integrity, it is noted that the surveys cannot be considered representative (p. 11),
I.e. the results achieved are rather indicative. However, the design of the study
and the analysis of the data obtained, as well as the theoretical justification of the
chosen approach, give reason to assume that within the framework of the tasks
set, the study has fully achieved its goals and fully realized its scientific
conception.

3. Main research concept and contributions.

As | have already noted, the main goal of the dissertation is to trace and
conceptualize, using the methods of sociology, the level of media literacy in a
critical-social plan in social networks among young people in the Republic of
Greece (aged between 18 and 25) and therefore — the key role of digital media in
the ongoing process of youth socialization. | would say that this is a very
important and even necessary study, not only for the specific country, but also in
general for the conceptualization of a more general model of social interactions
in times of rapid digital communication change. The social media revolution, if |
may put it that way, has its roots in a number of technological changes — the
emergence of the Internet, the establishment of network communication, the
emergence of the first social networking sites such as Friendster or MySpace, the

emergence of cameras on mobile phones, etc. All of them certainly play a decisive
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role in social dynamics and significantly expand the sphere of the public and
public communication. Therefore, it is quite logical that the text begins with an
examination of social media. They are described as interactive digital platforms
based on Web 2.0 technologies that facilitate the creation, sharing and exchange
of user-generated content. The thesis focuses on how social platforms allow those
registered on them to interact simultaneously as consumers and producers of
content, analysing the element of participation in contemporary digital culture.
Social media are examined in as much detail as possible, analysing their
dynamics, varieties, their relationship with the audience, their impact on society,
etc. Overall, the chapter explores theoretically and based on empirical data how
social media is present and influences the everyday lives of young people in
Greece. Often, the “voices” that traditional media for some reason do not allow to
be heard find their expression with the help of social media. Social networks are
also changing the way young people communicate, because “although the digital
environment can facilitate meaningful social connections, the quality and depth
of such relationships often differ from those formed through traditional face-to-
face interactions” (p. 21). The chapter also includes a serious study of the attitudes
of Greek students regarding the use or integration of social media in education
and educational institutions. The second chapter is key to the research design and
focuses mainly on the interrelationship of social media and distance education and
undertakes an in-depth analysis of media literacy as both a concept and a social
phenomenon. The PhD student’s conclusions indicate that although young users,
not only in the Hellenic Republic, are very active online, their ability to
distinguish reliable from misleading digital media content remains inconsistent.
A significant number of students and young people show a limited understanding

of how platforms shape initial attitudes towards the perception of certain content.

! Some authors in Bulgaria, working in the field of the German academic tradition, prefer the concept of media
pedagogy (MenuitHa memaroruka), incorporating into it the idea of media studies, the use and influence of digital
media, including social networks in education. This only emphasizes the relevance of the PhD student's research.
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Some of the social skills identified through the cited inquiries indicate that many
young people lack the critical skills needed to identify the misleading potential of
digital information. This lack highlights the importance and need for the
introduction of formal educational rules and guidelines aimed at promoting
critical thinking in a digital online environment. It is already a well-known fact
that in 2008 the European Parliament declared media literacy as the “ninth key
competence in the European Framework of Lifelong Learning”. Special
conclusions of the European Council were also formulated on a “European
approach to media literacy in a digital environment™. This emphasizes the
relevance and need for serious research such as that of the PhD student. The third
chapter presents the empirical part of the study, the main goal of which is to prove,
confirm and expand the theoretical framework developed in the previous chapters,
through an empirical sociological study for the collection and analysis of primary
data. Quantitative methods were used, which I can state that the PhD student has
successfully applied and implemented. This study has demonstrated the need to
move towards a more comprehensive form of media literacy that includes critical
thinking, ethical participation in the communication process and emotional
resilience. The conclusions confirm the main points of the study: Greek youth, as
well as youth in other European countries, are highly engaged with social media.
According to the reasoned ideas of the PhD student, additional work is needed to
build permanent media literacy skills, it is noted that the opportunities of digital
platforms in education are insufficiently used, as well as the participation and
parental involvement in children’s digital lives, while well-intentioned and

benevolent, remains limited by knowledge gaps.

3 Although increasingly used, the concept of "media literacy" is often interpreted ambiguously in academic and
administrative terms, not only at the pan-European level, which is also noted by the doctoral student, p. 66 et seq.
But the purpose of the work is not a discussion of the concept. In this part, the PhD student defends her position
on the content of the concept, which she later successfully operationalizes in her dissertation work.
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The contributions of the dissertation are specified in four main areas. | support the
among all of them the conclusion that “the results (insights) obtained from this
study can help formulate national or organizational policies aimed at promoting
responsible and informed use of social media among young people, thereby
improving educational equity and promoting a safer digital environment” (p. 168).
It undoubtedly clarifies and specifies the ideas about the role that social media
play in the lives of young people using the methods of sociology. One of the
features of social media is the fast and rapid spread of information, even when
this information is false. This observation once again supports the need to develop
effective models of building media literacy, especially in the institution of
education, which performs important social functions in the structure of modern
societies.

4. Conclusion.

In conclusion, | would like to note that in the presented dissertation text, PhD
student Athanassia Konstantopoulou proves her in-depth knowledge in the field
of sociological approaches, the development of digital technologies of public and
media information and representations and their impact on education and on
young people. The undeniable erudition of the PhD student is combined with
detailed analysis, logical argumentation and detailed knowledge of authors,
concepts, theories, as well as proven skills of an independent researcher. | am left
with wonderful impressions of the idea and implementation of this scientific
research effort and | recommend that the PhD student continue her work, affecting
such important concepts as identity, interaction, community, culture in the space
of social networks and media literacy, if possible. The overall research result
gives me reason to vote categorically YES to confer of the educational and
scientific degree "PhD/Doctor" of Athanassia Konstantopoulou for her work
