1. Information about the candidate

Athanasia Konstantopoulou followed an independent form of study under
the doctoral program at the Department of Sociology/Faculty of Philosophy of
South-western University in the scientific specialty of Sociology, professional
field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is structured in an introduction and three chapters. It
includes also 56 tables and 61 graphs, 154 titles in the references and two
questionnaires in the appendix. The total volume is 199 pages.

The dissertation addresses an important current issue and aims to explore
the relationship between social media use and the development of media literacy
among young people in Greece. The focus is on the influence of social networks
on “the ability of young users to critically evaluate, interpret and interact with
digital content” (p. 9).

In accordance with the aim, hypotheses and research tasks are consistently
formulated, linked to the opportunities, problems, risks and challenges regarding
the use of social media by young Greeks. The literature used is cited correctly.



3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific
results

In its beginning, the dissertation consistently specifies the relevance of the
topic, the object and subject of the study, the goal, tasks, methods and hypotheses
and formulates clear limitations. The main text of the dissertation adheres to the
thus formulated guidelines of the study.

The first chapter presents and discusses the theoretical and empirical
framework, the platforms that young Greeks use and interact with.

The focus of the second chapter is on media literacy and the benefits and
challenges in terms of education. The analyses aim both at the ability to critically
analyse media content and at media literacy policies in Greece.

The third chapter presents the obtained empirical results of the study in
Greece in accordance with the theoretical framework and the developed
questionnaires. Along with the empirical data on young people, parental attitudes
are also presented. Guidelines for improvements in policies and practices are
outlined. Possible directions for future research are also highlighted.

Overall, the dissertation seriously discusses social networks and media
literacy of young people in Greece, contributes to enriching existing data,
outlines challenges for developments, and proposes opportunities for
improvements.

4, Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The doctoral candidate correctly notes the contributions of the dissertation
work.

The four types of contributions indicated reflect the main characteristics of
the work:

1/ empirical study of the patterns, goals and interactions in the use of social
media among Greek youth aged 18-25;

2/ analysis of the levels of media literacy, including and especially the
ability to evaluate and use critically;

3/ analysis of attitudes among young people and their parents;

4/ recommendations for policies for media literacy and digital citizenship.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The doctoral candidate indicates 4 publications. Three of them were
published last year, one is to be published. One of the publications is open access.
The publications discuss important aspects developed in the dissertation and
contribute both to the presentation of results and to the further work of the
doctoral candidate.



6. Evaluation of the abstract

Following the requirements, the abstract synthesizes the various elements
of the dissertation work and correctly presents achieved scientific and applied
results.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

| believe that the presented work meets the requirements for a dissertation
for the educational and scientific degree of "doctor”. | consider that it presents
both a broad and in-depth review, analysis and recommendations related to the
topic of the dissertation.

| have a recommendation for the further scientific development of the
author and the formulated directions for future research. Within the framework
of the dissertation, the author's interest focuses on media literacy as an
independent field of research and | find this targeted focus adequate within its
framework. At the same time, it seems to me that in future research it would be
good to expand the analysis to other significant social processes and interactions.
For example, the abilities to evaluate and critically use information, incl. digital,
sources may not only be a result of digital developments, but of more general
processes in education and socialization. Various studies analyse increasing
challenges in this direction, e.g. blurring of the lines between opinions and facts
(Rand Corporation, Kavanagh, J., & Rich, M., 2018, Truth decay. An initial
exploration of the diminishing role of facts and analysis in American public life.
RAND report. https://www.rand.org/pubs/research_reports/RR2314.html ), as
well as adverse developments in educational outcomes.
(https://www.oecd.org/en/publications/pisa-2022-results-volume-i_53f23881-
en.html). Such social processes may have an impact on the issue under discussion
and seem reasonable to discuss.

8. Conclusion
