The dissertation "Social work with perpetrators of violent crimes" was
discussed and proposed for public defense by the Department of Medical and
Social Sciences at the Faculty of Public Health, Healthcare and Sport, of the South-

West University "Neofit Rilski", all documents have been submitted on time. The



procedure is in accordance with the requirements of the Act on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
Implementation, the Higher Education Act, as well as the current Internal Rules of

the South-West University "Neofit Rilski”.

Relevance and importance of the topic: The topic on which the doctoral
student worked is significant not only for the penitentiary services in terms of
organizing and implementing the activities of employees in the "Social Work" unit,
but also has a social aspect, as it is related to building skills for the resocialization
of perpetrators of violent crimes. Psychologically, violent criminals are
distinguished by the fact that, in a deep sense, they commit every crime as a result
of a certain conflict, and the crime itself is interpreted as an attempt to resolve this
conflict. Researchers of violent crimes agree that in most cases these internal
conflicts are a consequence of unprocessed psychotraumatic experiences generated
in the childhood of the perpetrators. From this perspective and the increased
frequency of cases of abused children presented in the social media, the dissertation
has the potential to create a strong public resonance, as scientific evidence verifies
precisely what people have intuitively synthesized in the statement "violence begets
violence".

The doctoral dissertation makes an exceptional contribution to the scientific
literature because there is a lack of data on the conduct of similar studies in
Bulgaria, and the results of this dissertation would be useful for introducing new
practices and approaches to optimizing the effectiveness of social and educational
work in places of deprivation of liberty.

Characteristics of the candidate's scientific and applied scientific
production: The scientific work contains 167 pages, in which the content is

developed through an introduction, three chapters of an exposition, in which the



doctoral student presented contemporary research on the issue, the design of her
research and the statistically obtained results to prove the hypotheses raised. The
doctoral student presented as separate parts the main conclusions of the study, as
well as the recommendations, bibliography and appendices. The results are
illustrated with 51 figures and 14 tables. The bibliography includes 153 sources, of
which 43 in Cyrillic and 97 in Latin, and 23 regulatory documents and strategies.

The goal of the doctoral student is, through this dissertation, to study basic
aspects of social work in places of deprivation of liberty through the prism of
inspectors of social activities and educational work and prisoners, as well as the
prevalence of adverse childhood experiences and their impact on criminal behavior
in adulthood in prisons.

381 people took part in the scientific study, of which 351 were prisoners and
35 inspectors of "Social Activity and Educational Work ". For the purposes of the
study, 3 questionnaires were used: two semi-structured questionnaires developed
for the purpose of the study (for prisoners and for inspectors of correctional and
educational work) and an established international questionnaire "Adverse
Childhood Experiences (ACE-IQ). Through this impressive sample of subjects, the
doctoral student studies the relationship between adverse childhood experiences
and criminal behavior in adulthood.

The results obtained are impressive in that they emphasize the significant
relationship and confirm the significant role of adverse childhood experiences
(ACE) and the tendency to commit violent crimes. This relationship has also been
shown in international studies, which show that experiences such as physical and
emotional abuse in childhood increase the risk of aggressive behavior in adulthood.
Of exceptional value for the profession and society is the conclusion from the
results that there is a strong statistically significant relationship between recidivism

and experienced ACE, which emphasizes the importance of control and support



after release. The doctoral student's analyses show that a greater number of adverse
childhood experiences lead to recidivism. The doctoral student considers the period
of stay in places of imprisonment to be critical, since without adequate support the
risk of recidivism remains high. On the other hand, in order to avoid recidivism and
to support the rehabilitation of the prisoners, it is necessary to implement targeted
interventions in places of imprisonment. As the doctoral student correctly and quite
competently states, it is best for interventions to begin at an early age, using various
school and social programs that would help process the psycho-emotional traumas
experienced in childhood and adolescence and thus reduce the risk of violence in
the future of young people.

An interesting, but also predictable result is that living in a dysfunctional
environment is one of the most widespread ACE in the studied sample of prisoners.
Parental divorce is the most common family dysfunction — 39.8% report separation
or divorce of parents. A large proportion of respondents have witnessed domestic
violence more than once, with adverse experiences up to the age of 18 often
occurring together and a large proportion of respondents reporting two or more
adverse experiences. Among the more significant findings of the scientific study
are the results that the prisoners have experienced physical and emotional violence
(physical assaults, as well as misunderstanding and neglect of the emotions they
have experienced). About 40% of imrisoners have been subjected to violence in the
family or have witnessed violence. A small percentage of respondents indicate that
they have never been a victim of certain types of violence, while a larger percentage
share that they have experienced violence repeatedly or at least once.

The results of the study provide guidelines for updating curricula for work in

penitentiary institutions for specialists from the helping professions.



The hypotheses are confirmed, the contributions presented in the dissertation
have scientific value, and the publications are directly related to the topic of the

dissertation and have been printed in scientific journals.
