Immediately after completing his higher education, assoc. prof. dr. Asen
Vodenicharov began his academic career, holding the following positions:
assistant (2000-2002), senior assistant (2002—-2005), and chief assistant (2005—

submitted for participation in the competition.

II. Characteristics and scientific contributions in the publications of

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov

1. Characteristics and scientific contributions in the monograph ‘Right
of use’, Blagoevgrad, University Publishing House "Neofit Rilski'",
2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0430-3.



The monograph ‘Right of use’ has a total volume of 239 pages and includes
an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography. The
bibliography contains a remarkable volume of referenced literature (a total of 89
titles) as well as extensive judicial and interpretative practice (a total of 50

decisions, rulings, and interpretative resolutions).

The main scientific contribution lies in the systematization of the
fundamental principles and the current and debated issues concerning the
limited real right of use, both in theoretical and practical aspects, presented in a
comprehensive monographic study. The latter is distinguished by its
thoroughness, comprehensiveness, and broad applicability. The specifics and

dynamics of civil law transactions have been duly considered.

The topic is complex and multifaceted. The author has thoroughly researched
and analyzed both the current legislation relevant to the issues under
consideration and a vast number of opinions existing in legal literature. Every
viewpoint, whether endorsed or disputed by the author, is presented and
discussed in detail. In most cases, the author has introduced new perspectives,
which are thoroughly substantiated, including examples from judicial practice.
This approach demonstrates a deep understanding not only of the existing
theoretical positions in doctrine but also of their practical application,

contributing to the completeness, relevance, and applicability of his work.
Regarding chapter one Historical Overview and General Characteristics

Chapter 1 (Historical Overview and General Characteristics) of the
monograph is divided into three sections as follows: Section I (Personal
Easements in Roman Law), Section II (The Right of Use in Bulgaria and Some

European Countries), and Section III (Right of Use).

In the first section of Chapter I a detailed and thorough overview of the

personal easements known in Roman law, is provided, namely usufruct, use,



habitation, and the labor of a slave as fundamental institutions from which the
modern right of use finds its origins. Particularly notable is the author’s
conclusion on page 14 regarding the similarities between the aforementioned
personal easements and the limited real rights (in rem) today, reflected in the
presence of precise boundaries, specifically defined scope of powers, and their

distinction from full ownership rights.

In §1, Legal Regulation of the Right of Use in Bulgaria, from Section II of
Chapter I, there is an original scientific contribution in the part where a
comparative review is made between the current legal framework under the
Ownership Act regarding the right of use and that of the repealed Act on
Property, Ownership and Easements. This comparison holds high analytical
value and contributes to clarifying and tracing the development of the legal

regulation in both chronological and conceptual terms.

In the following paragraph of the same section, a scientific contribution is
also found. It consists of a review of Italian legislation concerning limited real
rights. The systematization made by the author, according to the divisions of the
Italian Civil Code (pages 21-22), is accurately prepared and serves as a solid
basis for the conclusions drawn regarding the distinctive characteristics of

limited real rights in Italy.

It should be noted here that throughout the author's work, the historical and
comparative legal methods of research are reflected—primarily in relation to
Italian legislation—concerning the provisions on the right of use (respectively
the rights of usufruct, use, and habitation under the Italian Civil Code). This
circumstance constitutes one of the main scientific contributions of the
monograph of the assoc. prof. dr. Asen Vodenicharov, due to the fact that until
now there 1s no other study as detailed from a comparative perspective—on one
hand, of the repealed Act on Property, Ownership and Easements, and on the

other, of Bulgarian Property law and Italian law—this work undoubtedly



constitutes a valuable contribution to Bulgarian legal science and helps identify
opportunities for enriching the national legal framework through the adaptation

of good practices and appropriate solutions.

An expression of innovation and scientific contribution is also found in the
analysis of the author in Section III of Chapter I regarding the possibility of
retaining the right of use upon donation and the principle that the right of use is
initially established through constitutive succession. There is also an original
scientific contribution concerning the distinction between the power of use as
part of the right of ownership and the limited real right of use—the subject of

the monograph.
Regarding chapter two Rights and Obligations of the User

In this chapter the greatest number of scientific contributions are contained,
particularly concerning Section I (Rights of the User), §1. The Right to Use the
Object.

Here article 56, paragraph 1 of the Ownership Act is examined in detail,
specifically concerning the provision stating that the thing subject to the right of
use must be used by its’ user in accordance with its intended purpose. The
scientific contribution consists of the study on the utility of the thing and its
inseparable connection with the natural purpose of the thing. The problem of the
meaning of the word ‘purpose’ in this context is thoroughly addressed, with
numerous opinions and views of other authors discussed (Panayotova, L.,

Dzherov, Al. and others).

An original scientific contribution of particular significance is the study
concerning the possible objects upon which the right of use may be established,
according to the currently effective Ownership Act and considering the specifics
and dynamics of civil law transactions today. A substantial part is devoted to the

problem of establishing the right of use over accessories, offices, studios,



parking spaces, and other non-conventional objects (for example, containers

used for a living and their consideration as movable objects).

In this part, the monograph of assoc. prof. dr. Asen Vodenicharov should be
regarded as a highly analytical achievement. The formulated conclusions are
supported by solid argumentation and demonstrate a high degree of knowledge
and thoroughness. At the same time, they are not limited to pure theoretical
analysis but are also aligned with the practical needs of contemporary civil

society.

A detailed analysis and scientific contribution is provided by the review of
Article 56 of the Ownership Act, specifically the examined addition ‘without
causing any essential changes to it (the property)’ on pages 60 and following.
The author’s conclusions (supported by specific arguments) should be shared,
stating that this clause should be interpreted to mean that ‘the right of use
includes the right to use the thing according to its purpose, without substantially
altering it, and includes the right to receive yields from it, without substantially
altering it.” In other words, this addition functions as a requirement both
concerning the use of the thing according to its purpose and the receipt of yields

from it.

Of interest is the problem discussed on page 63 (which is also mentioned in
Chapter Four: Means for Establishing and Terminating the Right of Use)
regarding whether the right of use can be extinguished by prescription when the
object is used but not according to its’ intended purpose. I believe that the
opinion of assoc. prof. dr. Asen Vodenicharov should be shared—that in this
scenario, the right of use cannot be extinguished by prescription, based on the

arguments presented by the candidate in this regard.

Key scientific contributions are found both in the examination of things

constituting accessories to another principal thing (such as basements and attics)



as possible objects of the right of use, and in the consideration of terraces,
loggias, and balconies as such. The author has made a correct and well-founded
distinction between the three, in accordance with the normative provisions of
the Spatial Development Act, and has presented detailed and thorough
reasoning regarding the idea of establishing a right of use over such objects. The

author has also cited extensive case law.

Of exceptional relevance is the presentation in section 1.3, ‘Right of Use
Established over a Parking Space,” given the controversial nature of parking
spaces. The analysis conducted in this regard also constitutes an original

scientific contribution.

The next issue that stands out as a scientific contribution concerns the
establishment of the right of use over studios and other non-residential objects.
The author has emphasized the requirement of Article 56, paragraph 1 of the
Ownership Act regarding the use of the thing according to its intended purpose,
and rightly focused on the question of the purpose of studios. He has taken into
account that, by nature, studios are intended for individual creative activity, but
has also thoroughly discussed the 2021 amendment to item 29 of §5 of the
Additional Provisions of the Spatial Development Act, which relates to the
definition of a residential building, namely that when determining the purpose

of a building, studios are considered dwellings.

Furthermore, the author addresses the issue concerning office spaces, shops,
and other non-residential premises, which also constitutes a scientific

contribution.

A particularly notable contribution is found in the discussion of living
containers, which the author examines as movable structures that may serve as
potential objects of the right of use. This issue is of exceptional interest due to

its’ increasing relevance over recent decades, the growing presence of such



movable structures in everyday civil law transactions, and the scarce legal
regulation in this area. The author’s proposal /found on page 120/ to introduce a
requirement for written form with notarized signatures when establishing the
right of use over such types of objects should be supported, because this
measure aims to sufficiently safeguard the rights of the holder of the limited real
right in potential legal proceedings and to enhance the security of civil

transactions.

In addition, the author has proposed further legal solutions concerning other
non-conventional objects (pages 123-125), all of which are supported by solid

argumentation.

For the sake of completeness, it should be noted that the author has also
examined the possibilities for establishing a right of use over movable property
and property aggregates, thereby exhaustively addressing the issue considered

in Paragraph One of Section I, Chapter II.

In the following Paragraph Two of the same section in Chapter II, dedicated
to the right to acquire the yields from the object, further scientific contributions
are present. The most significant original scientific contribution in this part of
the monograph lies in the comparison made between: (1) usufruct under the
repealed Act on Property, Ownership and Easements and the right of use under
the current Ownership Act; and (2) the right of use under Bulgarian Property
law and usufruct as regulated by other European legal systems (specifically

Italian, Spanish, and Romanian law).

The importance of the original scientific contributions here stems from the
fact that the detailed and thorough historical and comparative legal analysis
facilitates the adaptation of the most suitable practices regarding the
establishment and exercise of the right of use, in light of current socio-economic

conditions and the existing challenges faced by society today.



An original scientific contribution is also reflected in the conclusion made by
assoc. prof. dr. Asen Vodenicharov regarding the nature of Article 56, paragraph
1 of the Ownerhsip Act as a mixed legal provision. The author argues that its’
first part is dispositive in nature, while the second part is imperative. This
conclusion should likewise be supported, given the detailed reasoning and

argumentative structure presented in Paragraph Three of Section I, Chapter II.

The next section (Section II) of Chapter II is dedicated to the obligations of
the user. These obligations are systematically presented and examined in detail
individually. The distinction between essential and non-essential obligations, as

discussed in legal doctrine, is also addressed.

Scientific contributions can be identified in the reflections of the author
concerning the differentiation between ‘non-performance of an essential
obligation’ and ‘essential non-performance of obligations,” as analyzed on page

157.

An original scientific contribution is also found in the discussion of the
obligation to prepare an inventory, which is examined simultaneously as both a

right and an obligation for each party when establishing a right of use.
Regarding chapter three Rights and obligations of the owner

Chapter Three of the monograph generally follows the logical structure and
sequence of Chapter Two, but focuses on the rights and obligations of the owner

who has established the right of use.

The main scientific contribution in this chapter is found in §4, ‘About the
Absence of a Right to Exercise Control over the Object,” Section I. The author
correctly points out that such a right is not only not explicitly regulated, but is
entirely absent from the current legal framework in Bulgaria. On page 185 and
following, assoc. prof. Vodenicharov describes and substantiates the need to

introduce such a right for the owner who has granted the right of use, with a



view to ensuring maximum protection of their interests—protection that is
distinct from the unilateral termination of the right of use under Article 61 of the

Ownerhsip Act.

Regarding chapter four ‘Means for Establishing and Terminating the

Right of Use’

In Chapter Four, the author has successfully provided an overview of the key
principles concerning the possibilities offered by the Bulgarian Property law

framework for the establishment and termination of the limited real right of use.

The original scientific contributions in this chapter consist in the
systematization and analysis not only of the theoretical perspectives but also of
relevant case law, as well as the formulation of various current hypotheses that

arise in light of the dynamics of contemporary civil transactions.

Scientific value is found both in the previously mentioned proposal to
introduce a requirement for validity form when establishing a right of use over
certain categories of movable structures that may serve as dwellings, and
likewise in the proposal to impose the same formal requirement with respect to

the renunciation of such a right.

Original scientific contributions are also reflected in the author's analysis of
the unilateral termination of the right of use under Article 61 of the Ownerhsip

Act (Paragraph Eight, pp. 219-225).

However, I would like to offer a critical remark. In my view, the positionof
the author, in which he derives an additional obligation for the user—namely,
the obligation of ordinary use of the object—is not acceptable. I believe that this
obligation is already encompassed by the requirement under Article 57,

paragraph 3 of the Property Act to use the object according to its intended
purpose.



2. Scientific contributions in the publication ‘Some Questions On The
Prescription Of Acquisition Of Immovable Property. In: Journal of
Legal Studies, Volume XXXI. Burgas: Burgas Free University, 2024,
pp- 130-136. ISSN 1311-3771°

The publication contains scientific contributions related to the exercise of
acquisitive prescription (usucapion) in respect of immovable property, primarily
from a practical perspective. A scientific contribution is the discussion of the
hypothesis concerning the admissibility and evidentiary value of witness
testimony given by a person who formed impressions regarding the possession
of a specific property while still a minor. The author concludes that such
personal impressions are part of the internal perception of the civil law subject
and, as such, are not affected by the person's age. Therefore, there is neither a
legal nor a practical impediment for such a witness to testify in the context of

notarial proceedings.

The hypothesis of acquiring immovable property through a derivative legal
basis—namely, a donation after the expiration of the acquisitive prescription
period—is also examined. The author adopts the view that such a donation
constitutes a conclusive act by which the possessor waives the benefits of the

expired prescription period.

The author’s position should also be supported regarding the scenario in
which immovable property is acquired on a derivative basis—by donation—
prior to the expiration of the prescription period. This, according to the author,
does not negate the existence of a prior intent to possess as an owner.
Furthermore, if the donation has not produced a real right-transferring effect,
there is no legal obstacle preventing the possessor from invoking the

consequences of acquisitive prescription upon the lapse of the statutory term.



The study addresses widely applicable and timely legal scenarios in light of
the dynamics of contemporary civil law transactions. As such, it is marked by
high scientific and practical value and demonstrates a strongly expressed

original scientific contribution.

3. Scientific contributions in the publication ‘Application Of The
Institute Of Limitation Of Acquisition Regarding Legal Entities’ —
In: Journal ‘Law, Politics, Administration’. Blagoevgrad: South-West
